here is simple: today, no one in the Czech Republic,

no member of the government, parliament, Czech Ministers
etc., CAN CLAIM TODAY, OR ANY TIME IN THE FUTURE, THAT
THEY DID NOT KNOW ABOUT THE JUST REQUESTS OF THE
CZECHS LIVING ABROAD, EITHER BY THE MANY, MANY INDIVIDUALS
OR CLUBS, ORGANIZATIONS, CZECH PRESS ABROAD, AND 50 ON.

It is necessary to bear this in mind for the possible
legal actions against the Czech government in the future.

2/ The lists of documents and the text of the letter mailed
to the EC COMMISSION ON HUMAN RIGHTS IN STRASBOURG.

It has been mailed AFTER the last letter on the subject,
letter by the Czech Parliament Deputy Mr. J. Pavela, has
been received in Los Angeles.

3/ The copies of the letters that have been received by myself
in Los Angeles after m;, ast visit 7o the Czech Republic, AFTER
my meeting with Dr. Jiri Payne took place on September 4, 1995
in the building of the Czech Parliament.

Since tne estaltisnment of o commurnst segicie in 1548, nGhy people have sullarsd confiscation, axpropriatan nnd
n seizure of their propenly In Czechoslovakia. Thesa acts are considered illegal under prasent Czechosiovak law.
The restifution of such propety to lowful owners or their heirs has been decided in principle by the new Czechoslovak
authorities; their resolve o redress past injustices is being widety accialmed. .

However, tha recent relavant legisiation, passed by Ihe Czechosiovak Federal Parliameni, stipulates that only Czecho-
slovak citizens with permanent residence in that country shouid be enfitted to such relief. This is an insuil fo all exifes who
grested the downfall of communism with as much joy and hope as the peopie in Czechoslovakia,

Restitution of private property, taken in violotion of a fundamenial human right, shovid not be subject 1o arbitrary resiric-
tions or discriminatory conditions. Forcing American citizens in search of o legillmate redress for ¢ long-sionding wrong {o
choose belween thelr couniry of bidh and their couniry of adoption is legally and ethically unacceplable.

Woe, the undersigned, request that the United States authorities prafest against he arblirary discrimination against
American citizens and promote o respect of private property rights in Czechoslovakia.

ABOUT IT." In those cases the right person, concretely Minister of the
