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MIROSLAV TYRS AND THE SOKOL
MOVEMENT
1. To the Memory of TyrS—by
Karel Vanicek.

(Translated by Voltaire Zizka.)

The decade from 1860 to 1870 marked the
end of a memorable period, climaxed by the
Bohemians’ gaining control of the munici-
pal government of Praha, the capital city.
The nation whose enemies had condemned
it to “certain” doom, was well on its way
to a sound, progressive, and honorable life.
The use of two languages in every sphere
of activity was discouraged, and began to
wane. Where the dualism persisted, the
keen observer soon detected a spirit favora-
ble to the German elements. Now, however,
were founded such patriotic organizations
as the “Umeéleckd Beseda', the “Hlahol”,
and the SOKOL.

The Sokol remains for us the dearest and
closest of all these societies. In harmony
with the slogan Liberty, Equality, Fra-
ternity, our SOKOL has progressed, the
entire nation gaining profit from its bene-
ficient work. One might say that the Sokol
was born of an ideal based on Love, En-
thusiasm, and Effort.

We were fortunate in having as leaders

two exceptional men—of noble minds, loyal -

hearts—working together in accord and the
deepest mutual understanding. If we say
that Jindfich Fiigner was the heart of the
new Movement, then without doubt Miro-
slav TyrS was its mind. If Fugner inspired
it with his spirit of fraternity and brother-
hood, Tyr§ gave it strength, self-confidence
and bases that withstood every trial

That which follows is a faithful rendition
of the fundamental principles of Tyrs. Be-
sides this, we are submitting a brief review
of his life.

Ed Ea *

The town where Miroslav Tyr§ was born
was not Bohemian in sympathy. Dé&&in on
the Labe (Elbe) River used to be referred
to in the unfortunate “‘modern’ Cechs’
terminology as a “German’” city. Miroslav
Tyr§ (nee Bedrich or Fridrich Tirsch) was
born September 17, 1832. His father was
physician to Count Thun. A tragedy in little
Bedrich's life was to prove an indirect
blessing to his nation: At the age of seven
he was orphaned, and thus saved from be-
coming German in character. We find him
leaving the Teutonized district, and resid-
jvng in turn in Vrutice, Stranova nad Jize-
rou, finally in Praha.

- The Bohemian atmosphere of village
schools and contacts with Bohemian youths

of his own age had a lasting effect on Miro-
slav that not even later studies in German
schools in Praha could obliterate. In fact,
Tyr$ took advantage of the right to take
his examinations at the German Gym-
nasium in Staré Mésto, Praha, in the Bo-
hemian language. This was a bold step in
an institution with a predominantly Ger-

man spirit, and speaks well of the student’s .

national consciousness. Perhaps, however,
we should not be surprised at this gesture
on Tyr§s part, as some time before, he
had participated in the street-barricade
fighting in the abortive revolution of 1848.
Fortunately, one bullet was deflected
enough to spare Tyr§ for his people—it
merely penetrating the cap he wore.

" Deeply engrossed in his studies, Tyr§
eventually undermined his health so seri-
ously, that the results were to trouble him
in later years. His physician recommended
that Tyr§ participate in some “form of
physical culture in order to strengthen his
body.

What strange turns our lives sometimes
take! The death of Tirsch’s parents and his
subsequent removal to other sections of
Bohemia resulted in his becoming a good
Cech; a serious illness brought on by
mental overwork caused him to take a
great interest in physical culture; he co-
operated in building the Sokol movement
with a ma.n of German parentage—and one
who used the Germarn’ tongue in many of
his writings!

After his graduation from the university,
Tyr§ became tutor in the home of a factory
owner named Bartelmus, in Novy Jachy-
mov near K#ivoklat. After two years spent
in altogether pleasant surroundings, allow-
ing him sufficient time to pursue his own
studies besides teaching his pupils, Tyr§
received his doctorate of philosophy in
Praha.

Desiring to serve hls nation, Tyr§ had
chosen as his specialty, research in the
development of the fine arts. His studies in
this field carried him to Italy in 1854. So
impressed was he with classic Italy that
he made a second journey in 1873 and a
third in 1875. Besides his work in Italy,
Tyr§s made educational visits to Germany,
France, and England in 1867; Munich in
1869; Dresden in 1872; Vienna in 1883,
Berlin in 1884,

A man of Tyr§'s sound scientifict studles
en esthetist of polish, a man of fine feeling
and-.discrimination, -would have been an
asset to any college staff, but Praha Uni-
versity at that time was in the control of
German professors. They used their in-
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fluence to prevent Tyr$ from gaining a
post. In 1883 when the old Charles-
Ferdinan University was supplanted by the
present German and Bohemian Universi-
ties, Tyr5 was made lecturer in the history
of fine arts at the latter school.

N * * *

In 1851 Tyr3 was enrolled in the gym-
nastic classes of the Malypetr Institute in
Praha. In 1854 he transferred to the
courses offered by Ferdinand Schmidt. Not
long afterward, Tyr$ became an instructor
at the last-named school. He remained un-
til 1858, when he accepted the position as
tutor in Novy Jachymov, as stated above.
It was during his stay in Novy Jachymov
that Tyr§ first met Jindfich Fiigner, who
was spending the summer in the nearby
town of Svata.

Conversations with FUgner inspired Tyr$
with the resolution to establish a physical
culture organization thoroughly Cech in
character. On February 16, 1862, Sokol
PraZsky, parent body of all the Sokol or-
ganizations in the world, was founded. Jin-
dfich Fligner was elected -chairman, and
Miroslav Tyr3 was chosen chief instructor.
It would have been well nigh impossible to
select two other men who would have
proven themselves so able, and so comple-~
menting ore another’s peculiar talents, as
did these two in the Movement dedicated
to the rebirth of the nation, and possessing
as one of its fundamental bases the ideal
of true brotherhood.

For twenty years Tyrs dedicated his life
to Sokol PraZsky and in fact to the Sokol
Movement—for when other Sokol Units
were established in various parts of Bo-
hemia, Tyr§ was generally acknowledged
as the leader of all. It is true that he did
not live to see the union of these into a
strongly-organized whole—the first Sokol
“District”, named after him, was founded
shortly after his untimely death—but he
had ample proof of the success of his Ideal,
as for instance on the occasion of the First
Sokol Slet upon the anniversary of the
founding of Sokol Prazsky, June, 1882, in
Praha. That year also marked Tyr§'s 50th
birthday. The thousands of Sokols and their
friends, gathered on Stfelecky Island in
the Vitava, gave Miroslav TyrS, their be-
loved leader, a thundering ovation... and
what tribute was ever more deserved?

. Insofar as affairs of Sokol PraZsky were
concerned, Tyr¥ was the hub around which
all else revolved. One of his first steps was
to develop his own Technical Corps (cvi&i-
"telsky sbor). He established a Bohemian
gymnastic terminology and a distinet Sokol

system of physical culture. For the first
years of the Sokol, he was the principal
writer on Sokol themes. One of his most
important works was his “Fundamentals of
Gymnastics”. His many items published in
the “Sokol” of Sokol PraZsky were equally
valuable. A selected group of these articles
is contained in this edition. -

The convincing, enthusiastic, but always -
frank and sincere style of Tyr$S makes of
his written works a Sokol Testament. I do
not hesitate to say that he who has not
made himself acquainted with the inspiring
writings of Tyr§, he who has not pondered
over their message, cannot truly under-
stand the significance of the Sokol Move-
ment. Tyrs's philosophic-esthetic medita-
tions were profound and noble; his literary
and fine art critiques and essays set a
high standard for his contemporaries and
successors both in style and in worthy
content. As a speaker who was gifted with
unusual talent, he quickly swayed llsteners
with his magnetic charm.

The many tasks performed by Tyrs in
and for the Sokol, taking up all his time
and energy, gradually exacted their toll.
Although outwardly his body seemed as
strong and sound as ever, his nervous
system was affected and recurrences of
weakness that- was moticed during the
breakdown suffered during his student
years (previously mentioned) began to
show omenous symptoms. Here, indeed, we
witness an actual case of overwork.

In 1869 the nervols condition progressed
to such an extent that Tyr§ visited Waid,
on Lake Bodam, to recuperate. Strength-
ened, he returned to Bohemia toward the
end of the same year, and once again took
up his various tasks with all the former
ardor. The next six years find him devoting
himself to Sokol work. The constant drain
on his energy again sapped his strength,
and in 1875 Tyr§ was compelled to move
to the Bohemian countryside in an effort
to regain full health. That year he left his
native land and stayed in sunny Italy until
1876, His quest for health again fell short
of its mark, for we find symptoms of Tyr§'s
former nervous disability.

In 1883 Tyrs was named to the faculty
of the Bohemian University in Praha. At
the time, however, Tyrs was so weak that
he could not venture forth from his home
to take the required oath. On May 28, 1884,
he took leave of Sokol PraZsky, resigned
the post of chief instructor (nacelnik)
which ‘he had fulfilled for twenty years. In '
mid-July he made a journey to the Alps,
hoping to benefit by the brisk mountain
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atmosphere. It was Tyr§s last trip from
his native land. On August 8 he disap-
peared, and on the twenty-first day of that
month his body was found in the waters of
the Aach River. The body was temporarily
interred at Oetz. Miroslav Tyr¥s funeral
took place in Praha on November 9. He was
buried alongside Jindfich Fligner at Ol3any
Cemetery, Praha.

ANNEXATION BY GERMANY OF
CZECHOSLOVAKIA

13. dubna tohoto roku spolkovy senétor
za Utah, Willlam H. King, pronesl feé,
kterou by m&l miti kazdy Cech a Slovdk ve
svém domové a opatrovat ji jako vzécny
dokument.

King mluvil. Je to neji&eln&jsi propagaéni
prostfedek, jakého si mfiZeme ve Spojenych
statech prati. Sendtor King promluvil
takto:

“Mr. President, a short time after Mr.

Hitler had sent his military forces into
Czechoslovakia and subjected it and its in-
habitants to Nazi rule I had intended to
submit a few remarks indicating the wholly
unjustifiable if not wicked assault against
a free and independent people. However,
I did not find an opportune ccasion to do
so. Not long ago Mr. Hitler attempted to
justify his aggressive policy in Czechoslo-
vakia and made statements which were not
only incorrect but absolutely untrue.

In view of higs statement and the state-
ments given to the press a short time ago
by a representative of the Nazi regime here
in Washington, I feel constrained to present
for the consideration of the Senate some

-historical facts concerning Czechoslovakia

and some matters leading up to the rape
of an independent Republic by the Nazi
Government.

Mr. Pregident, in touching upon the
Czechoslovakian tragedy I am not trans-
gressing any proprieties, nor am I dealing
with matters which are not of concern to
thoughtful Americans.

If there ig still anywhere a faint belief in
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the brotherhood of man, we cannot be any
more indifferent to the fate of millions of
human beings as the result of evil acts of
men than we can be to, the sufferings of
vietims of an earthquake. But, over and
above that, there is another fundamental
consideration which so far seems to have
been lost gight of.

The society of nations as we used to
know it—and as we still know it at least
theoretically—is supposed to be an associa-
tion of civilized nations possessing certain
common standards of justice, culture, and
morals; indeed, for a period it was con-
sidered to be a society limited in member-
ship to Christian nations. In any event,
even yet it is considered to be an elementa-
ry principle of international law that when
a newly arisen state is seeking admission
into this society—which is accorded by
what is known as recognition—it must
satisfy the other states that it meets cer-
tain minimum requirements, such as an
orderly system of justice and respect for
certain fundamental rights. Barbarous and
semibarbarous states are not- recognized,
even though in the past there have been
exceptions dictated by considerations of

expediency. This may be termed hornbook-

international law.

To ithis principle there would seem to be
a logical corollary which as yet has never
‘been-stated with sufficient emphasis.

If a state. through its- government has
reverted to uncivilized practices, if we are
dealing with what is a reversion to tribal
practices, it seems obvious that other states
are clearly justified in at least protesting,
and even dissociating themselves from a
country which denies all individual rights,
does not respect the property rights of
whole masses of citizens, practices torture
in the form of concéntration camps, and is
guilty of blackmail on a mass scale. '

The theory that a country’s affairs are
its own is true within large limits, but
there are limits; and these limits have been
practically reached when we are dealing
with what Mr. Taylor at Evian has called
“dumping of human beings upon other
countries.” -~

It may not be possible to do more than
protest or recall ambassadors; but a word
is also a deed, and I am unwilling to be
gilent, so that silence may not be construed
as tacit acquiescence or moral callousness.

We all know what is' going on in Ger- )

"many and the martyrdom that is being in- -

flicted not only upon the Jews but upon all
decent Germans who deplore the practices
of the present regimes. This area of barbar- -
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ism is now extended into territory which
until the other day was governed in an en-
lightened way.

Already it has been reported that some
10,000 political ‘“‘unreliables” have been
seized in Czechoslovakia by the Nazi Gesta-
po, and in all probability are destined for
the concentration camps, with the appalling
brutalities there practiced. These so-called
unreliables include men of character and
learning and culture, men known in all
parts of Europe and in many parts of the
United States because of their scholastic

. attainments and their liberal views and the

great contribution which they have made
to science and to art and to literature and
to the policies of good government, now
that that government has ‘been destroyed,
are fleeing from Czechoslovakia and are
not taking refuge in Germany. Not only
have Czechs been seized and the -Jews
faced with all the torture to which the
world is becoming accustomed but non-
Nazi Germans are also faced with the same
fate. Barbarism is spreading; the area of
civilization is contracting; and this spread
of the plague can leavée none of us indif-
ferent. We cannot imitate Pilate and simply
wash our hands.

The British and the French, too, are now
appealing to American public sentiment

with the claims that they are democracies,
and entitled at least to our moral support. -

That was the burden of Mr. Anthony Eden’s
speech some time ago in New York. Just
how democratic these countries have al-
ways been would be an interesting subject
of discussion, but time forbids. Form is not
all, and the spirit counts for much more.
However, just what was democratic in the
proceduse at Munich? Four men met,
without even the consent of the parliaments
of the two who must deal with parliaments,
and surrendered a sturdy demaqcracy with-
out even giving that democracy a hearing.
When the Czech Minister at Munich sought
to discuss the decision delivered to him, he
was curtly told that no discussion would be
permitted, and that the decision was made.
By whom? By Messrs. Hitler and Mussoli-
ni, who well knew in advance that the
British and French were ready to surrender
something that was not theirs, or were
unwilling to protect Czechoslovakia against
the wicked plan of the Nazi regime.

This is an interesting gquestion, political
and ethical: Even if we assume that France
and Great Britain were not ready to fight,
just what right, in order to protect their
claimed democracy, did they have to throw
to the wolves another democracy? Tha;‘_ is

a question Mr. Eden did not answer, and
that is a question which may plague the
British for centuries to come.

It will not entirely meet the question to
say that the democracies were unprepared
to fight. The French general staff said the
Army was ready, and Germany could be
defeated, even though the struggle would
be severe. That is now admitted. But if the
democracies were not ready, why were
they not ready? That, again, is simply
another illustration of a lack of foresight
and statesmanship.

England is today governed by a Prime
Minister, claimed by some to be parochial
in his views, though we must assume, as
we should, that he is sincere. Mr. Cham-
berlain, on the eve of Munich, in-a broad-
cast said that it is a dreadful thing that
England “must build trenches and prepare
gas masks because of a quarrel between a
people in a far-away country of which we
know nothing.” For a statesman, leading
an "empire over which the sun never sets,

‘that is an exhibition of parochialism which

is difficult to understand. This is not a
guarrel somewhere in Africa, but in- the
center of Europe; and it was not an ordi-
nary boundary dispute, but a question of
German expansion and German hegemony,
which touches Great Britain very closely,
and concerns the whole world. Mr. Lloyd
George indulged in a gibe at Mr. Cham-
berlain,- after the humiliating defeat of

" Great Britain -and- France, with the state-

ment that he was “a good mayor of Birm-
ingham in a lean year.” I can assure Mr.
Chamberlain that we in America did not
consider Czechoslovakia an unknown coun-
try, even though we are much farther from
it than he is; and I think the remark of
Lloyd George was unjust, because Mr.
Chamberlain is now exhibiting the high and
sturdy qualities that find expression to a
great degree in the Anglo-Saxon race,
particularly those who inhabit ‘the little
island of England.

*Were I a Britisher, or a Frenchman, I
should be very much concerned about the
loss of faith of the rest of the world in
their governments. May there not be a
feeling that they cannot be trusted?

As a result of Munich, Czechoslovakia
was deprived of Sudetenland, which neveér
was a part of Germany. Justification for
this was sought in the plea that the area
is ethnically Germany, and the principle of
self-determination was invoked.  Thé terri- .
tory was not wholly German, and whole
Czech villages were seized; and it is well
known that hundreds of thousands of Ger-

mans did not desire to live under the
“blessings"” of the Hitler regime. Sudeten-
land was occupied, and then, as we all
know, the military forces of Hitler marched
forward and took possession of Bohemia
and Moravia and other territory within the
boundaries of the Czechoglovak Republic.
Only the other day the newspapers carried
a report of-a number of Sudeten refugees
of German nationality proceeding to Cana-
da to found there a whole village under
the leadership of a former German member
of the Czech Parliament, Mr. Jacksch. In
other words, when Germany seized Czecho-
slovakia, individuals of the German race
living in Czechoslovakia were unwilling to
remain there under the rule and tyranny of
Hitler; and they fled from & country which
is now under the rule of Germany.

But i'f;\vi-t was a farce to invoke the prin-
ciple of self-determination at Munich, the
German fuehrer has now abandoned even
that pretext; and in destroying Czechoslo-
vakia in its independent form following
Munich, he has openly seized a whole na-
tionality and is "quickly proceeding to en-
slave it. It is a gquest for territorial expan-
sion unashamed and brazen in the extreme.
We know that this is not the end, and that
othér small states are on the schedule, and

will succumb’ if the alleged democracies-

continue to connive, or tacitly acquiesce, in
_the methods of this twentieth century rob-

" “ber baron. The Manchester Guardian the

other day reported that the German mobili-
zation had originally been ordered for a
move on the west and was deferred only by
the Czech situation. All armored divisions,
said the political correspondent of this
great paper, had been mobilized and the
rest of the Army placed on a war footing,
prepared for a march on a 24-hour call
First targets, presumably, were to be
Switzerland and Holland. Indeed, other
countries may tremble, and when Lord
Halifax said a few days ago that “London
has washed her hands of Czechoslovakia,”
he hardly could realize that sooner or later
the tiger would strike nearer home.

Senators will note that Switzerland, fear-
ing the ambitions of Hitler's government,
has removed to another country some of its
gold reserves and is mobilizing its troops
in order to prepare against the eventuality
of an invasion by the Hitler regime. Even
Holland, that peaceful state, has taken
cognizance of the threats of war and ag-
gression by the Nazi government and has
felt constrained to increase its military
force and to increase the burdens of taxa-

tion in order to meet any assault from the
Nazi regime.

It is unfortunate that both London and
Paris may be charged as being accessories
both before and after the fact in one of the
crimes of the century, the destruction of a
great democracy. There is enough evidence
to show that what was contemplated must
have been known to both the Paris and
London governments, and when now Lord
Halifax says that what occurred within the
last few days was not contemplated at
Munich he is either disingenuous or is giv-
ing an exhibition of appalling inertness,
for what has happened in the last few days
is a logical development of Munich. Once
the Bohemian mountains fell into the
hands of Hitler there was nothing to stop
his seizure of the remnants of the Czecho-
slovakian Republic. .

Certain French circles now try to soothe
their conscience with claiming that the
Czechs should have fought, even if alone.
I can say with much assurance that the
Czechs would have fought, whatever the
cost, had they had only Germany to face.
But they would have been attacked on their
flank by the Poles and 'the Magyars. To .
fight under those circumstances would have
been criminal folly, not heroism. "

But after Munich, in connection with
Munich, they were assured that their
truncated state would be guaranteed.
Whatever the legal sophistries/ now in-

" dulged in’ by the British and French, moral-

ly those countries were obligated to protect
a country which was the victim of their
inertness or somnambulistic condition*or
lack of preparation. But now they are con-
fessing, however, that they relied too much
upon the assurances of Mussolini and Hitler
and were deceived by the promises which
those men made tg the French -and English
Governments. The Czechs, following the
Munich appeasement, could not wage a
war, especially when Hitler threatened the
last President that, umnless he yielded im-
mediately, Prague would be bombed.

Even 'so, the Czech national spirit is not
crushed. The Foreign Observer reports that
when the Czechs realized what was coming
“the people were fighting mad.” Terrorism
wag their only means of striking back. But
Hitler was prepared for that, too. Identical
reports out of Berlin, Munich, Prague, and
London were to the effect that Germany
had mobilized 14 divisions of 200,000 men,

-ready to move from Dresden, Leipzig, and .

Vienna into Bratislava ‘and Brunn, if the
German minorities were ‘“‘threatened.”
It is interesting to note that after seizing
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this territory-—Czechoslovakia—Memel was
seized, and threats were made against
Poland and Rumania and perhaps other
countries.

An apparently small but the most cheer-
ing item in the reports was the one to the
effect that the crowds in the streets of
Prague booed and hissed -the German
troops. That means that the Czech nation
may be subject for the time being to alien
rule, but its spirit lives, and will renew the
- fight for liberty, as it fought for 300 years
against Hapsburg rule. But, by the same
token, that means that Mr. Chamberlain’s
policy of appeasement has failed, that there
- will be continued unrest, and that central
BEurope will not be on the road to_tran-
quility until the Czechs are again masters
in their own house, and Hitler and Musolini
are willing to adopt non-aggressive policies.

Because of the important part which- was
played during the World War by Czecho-
slovakia, we have been deeply interested in
the progress and development of that coun-
try. It may be interesting to inquire briefly
as to the origin and history and develop-
ment of -the inhabitants of Czechoslovakia,
particularly of Bohemia and Moravia.

The Czechs and Slovaks originated in
pre-Christian® times from the white stock
which inhabited the territory morth of the
Carpathians. They drifted from Galatia in-
to what is now Bohemia, Moravia, Silesia,
and Slovakia. There they increased in num-
‘bers and made important mprogress, in-
dustrially and culturally. They were peace-
ably inclined and were not a.ntagomzed by
the Slav race, of which they were a part,
in Russia or other parts of Hurope. The
territory which they inhabited was pro-
tected by mountains and contained fertile
lands and important forests and’ timber
resources.

I might add that the lands occupied by
these Slavs, particularly Bohemia, have
natural boundaries of hills and rivers, and,
except in Silesia, which was dismembered
in the eighteenth century, these boundaries
remained inviolate until this ruthless and
indefensible assault by the Nazi regime.
From the sixth century these regions were
coveted by the Germans because of their
resources. They were overcome for a brief
period by Charlemagne, but Bohemia and
Moravia were never conquered, and while
during the height of the Holy Roman Em-
pire they were associated with the Ger-
mans, they always had their own kings and
were essentially independent.

1 DIFFER WITH BRO. VOBORIL

I have read hundreds of articles on phil-
osophy, but never one so confusing, so
muddled up as brother Voboril’s contribu-
tion in the August issue. Fascism--repre-
sented by Luthe;ran German, Catholic Italy,
and Shintoist Japan, attacked, destroyed
and plundered: China, Ethiopia, Spain,
Austria, Cechoslovakia. It will destroy mil-
lions of people to satisfy its greed and lust
for profits and power. Yet Vobotil falls for
that Coughlin scarecrow: paganism!

Voboril justifies the struggles of the
Husits and World War Legionaires for
Cech liberty. The Russian people had just
as much right to overthrow their oppres-
sors and exploiters! No intelligent student
of history will deny that the Czarist regime
was the most corrupt, the most despotic,
that existed in Europe. An immense nation
wallowing in poverty, altho possessing the
world’'s greatest stores of natural wealth!
Millions of good Russians slaughtered dur-
ing the World War because they were de-
ceived by their own officials! Contrasted
with pre-War conditions, contemporary
Russia is a paradise.

I thirtk it good Americanism and good
Sokol philosophy to work for the establish-
ing of independence, freedom, and justice!

Some Germans set up a false doctrine
about Teutonic race superiority: -Vobofil
talks about ‘brotherhood” as being a
quality particularly possessed by the Slavs.
Go easy with that !‘superiority” stuff! The
cultured world has contempt for such
vanity among the Germans—are we going
to stick our necks out, too?

I was -one of the first in Cleveland to
arouse public sentiment for the Cech cause
—even before the final crack-up came.
I should be among the first to fight for a
rebirth of that great democratic state of
Cechoslovakia. I shall not do so on the
basis of a racial or religious prejudice—
but on the basis of justice, progress, the
right " of our people to rule their own
destinies—on the basis of brotherhood of
all mankind. I feel the philosophies of such
men as Masaryk, Havli¢ek, Spencer, Paine,
and Thoreau are miles closer to us than
Billy Sunday, Coughlin, or their disciples—
including Mr. Voboril.
