UNKNOWN COUNTRY

“There is no topic on which more hazi-
ness prevails than the identity of Czecho-
slovakia,” remarked Mr. Justice Rowlett in
the King’s Bench Division some ten years
or 8o ago.

“Do you know where it is?” he asked
counsel. -

- “No, I can’t tell you where it is on the
map,” replied the barrister, “but I have
friends who have lived there.”

Loud laughter in court.

Of course: there is nothing quite like our

.English humour.

“The newly-invented State of Czechoslo-
vakia,” a peer who ought to .have known
better once called the mystery land.

Dare one hint that there are many mi
lions of people-in Central Europe who ta}
a fierce -and consuming , pride in being
citizens of this “unknown country”? Can
you sense what they felt like when.a British_
Prime Minister referred to them, in a
broadcast, as “a distant people about whom
we ‘know nothing ?” That was in 1938. If a
mandarin in the heart of China had spoken
so slightingly of the country whose White
Ensign is a guargntee of safe passage and
honest trade in every harbour in the world,
we should have merely smiled. English in-
stitutions are so old and so settled. There
are inherent unspoken satisfactions in be-
ing a citizen of Britain. *

For all "certain of our distinguished
Englishmen knew, <Czechoslovakia might
have been something captured out of thin
air and caged in a Peace Treaty, a small
creation of a few benign and victorious
statésmen in Paris. The fact that Prague,
one of the loveliest cities in Europe, had
become its capital might have been fust an
accident, a matter of convenience, a handy
centre for the map as re-made at Versail-
les. There was not, apparently, much re-
cognition at that assembly — designing, as
they presumed, a brave new world — of
the simple human urgencies of the problem: .
of the millions who had struggled for cen-
turies for freedom, Wwho, felt themselves
brothers in heart and mind, in language, in
music, in literature, and part of the true
flow of Europe’s democratic stream.

The people of Bohemia had felt like that"
since they created and grew up with
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Prague. They and their countrymen were a
nation seeking their own way of life for
centuries before the Peace Treaty gave a
new legal status to frontiers within which
they could live it. Czechoslovakia was not
invented at Versailles: the statesmen there
simply gave an ancient people a newly-
measurred suit of clothes, and the reborn
State emerged, tailor-made, spick and span,
top-hatted at last.

If it seemed a creation, it was only pos-
sible because the creative work had been

done beforehand. Perhaps the formal be-

ginning of the State was in 1915, when
Professor Masaryk issued a manifesto in
favor of the independence of Czechs and
Slovaks. When a decree by President Poin-
caré in 1917 recognized the existence of an
independent Czechoslovakia Army, it was
clear that Masaryk’s intentions were real
and not fantastic dreaming.-

Perhaps the statesmen were more im-

pressed, as time went.on, by the Czecho-

slovak Army's victories on the Volga and
its astonishing and heroic trek -across Sibe-
ria. In any case, the.Czechoslovak Republic
was declared on October 18, 1918. That was
the operative fact, when the plain people
of Prague miade-it clear that they had done
for good with  the Rudolphs, the Karls, the
Ferdinands, the Marias and the whole ram-
.shackle Double-Eagle set-up. Apparent
local trifles like the changing of. the name
of a Prague terminys from Francis Joseph

Station to Wilson Station were but the .

visible signs of .an inward democratic grace.
The sky was full of music, even when the
rain poured down in torrents. F'ree men and
women were taking over.

Those were rare and happy days, and
those of the English who visited Prague
and the Czechoslovak provinces in the
‘twenties could be excused their instant
enthusiasm for what seemed the brightest
part of mid-Europe. If they imagined the
Czech language not so much a tongue for
use as a possible sight test in an occulist’s
parlor, they could be assured by any of a
host of English-speaking Czechs that
“Ctvrtek” was a genuine Czech word mean-
ing “Thursday” and ‘that “Smrk” really
meant “pine-tree” to the natives.

In the bookshops they saw Conrad’s
“Chance,” Mary Webb's “Precious Bane,”
Lord Hewart's “New Despotism,” and
Kippling’s . “Kim” in English and being
bought by Czechs. Had they known Czech
itself, they would have discovered a great
mass of English literature translated for
the citizens of this new capital of dr
spires and domes, skyscrapers and on

s
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signs, where you were not allowed to'smoke
when driving a car, but were able to go
about, just as in London, with the convic-
tion that there were no earthquakes or
revolutions around the corner.

Czechoslovakia, indeed, was a happy,
democratic land in those grand days after
the Four Years War. Magsaryk was steadily
forging a compact community out of the
several nationalities — Czechoslovaks, Ger-
mans, Hungarians, Ruthenians — just as he
was guiding them all into an economy that
could embrace the mineral and industrial
wealth of the uplands and mountains, the
fruits, vines and corn of the lowlands, and
the timber of the forest regions.

Yet after the first ten years of incessant
work by Masaryk, the coachman’s son, a
well-known British barrister could claim to
know' of this country omly through the
chance wvisitation of some friends!

Things have changed. We English cannot
visit Prague niow, but Czechoslovakia is no
longer a land at the back of beyond. We.
shall visit them. aga.m ‘this time in our
thousands, when it is all over. By air? Of
course! “What about slipping across to
Prague for the week-end, my dear"” It
will be ilke that. -

Hence this little book. Not as war-time
propaganda, but as information, as a broad
outline of the Czechoslovaks ‘and their com-
patriots, of their story, their ideals, their
great men, their triumphs and the present
tribulations. They are of our sort, a variety
of democracy out of the same root thought
as our own, as tough in fibre in the dark
days and as verdant in unfolding when the
sap courses up to meet the sun:

The Heart of Europe

The geographical centre of Europe is in
Bohemia, and Czechoslovakia has often
been called its heart. It is not so far from
London, for the peacetime trip to Prague
took only thirty hours by train and one
could flit there by plane from Croydon in
four hours. The Londoner could reach
Prague hours ahead of a traveller going
to Gibraltar, our nearest dependency, and
by air he would be there before the Flying
Scotsman could get to Edinburgh. People
easily enjoyed an early lunch in London and
high tea in Prague the same day: the
journey by air was a mere hop..One would
pass over the fair county of Kent, dart
above the clouds, come down at Rotterdam
and take to above the clouds again, and
eventually come out of them over another’
land very much, from the air, like the
rolling downs of Kent or Sussex.

’
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In area Czechoslovakia is 55,000 square
miles, a little more than half the gize of
Britain. It has Germany on the west and
north, Poland in the north-east, Austria

" and Hungary in the South, and Rumanla at
its south-east corner.

It took to the name of Czechoslovakia at
the end of the Four Years' War, but it was

-a State centuries before that with the
name of Bohemia, which, approximately,
had the same -boundaries. Slovakia, the
eastern part, was separated from Bohemia
and Moravia, the western part, as long ago

- as the heginning of the tenth -century,

wheén the Magyars invaded Céntral Europe,
but the kinship remained..

It was not possible, in the circumstances,
to revive the old historical name of Bohe-
mia in 1918. When the two branches of the
nation became reunited in one State lt was
called Czechoslovakia. If the new “name
seems awkward to our English lips, it is

quite natural and likable to the people con-

cerned. The Czech and Slovak languages
are two literary forms of one language
common to both branches, and although

we, in our inimitable way, blandly use the

word “Czechs” for all, the word ‘Czecho-
slovaks” alone embraces the entire family.

A century ago the Slovaks used the
Czech idiom as their literary Janguage, and
even today the Czech translation of -the
Bible represents the official text for the
Slovak Protestants: (As far a$ religious
confession goes, the Roman Catholics are
roughly 749, of the population, the Pro-
testants 89, more than. 59, are in the
Czechoslovak Church, 49 are Greek Cath-
olics, nearly 69, are Jews, with the re-
mainder attached to various lesser creeds,
and only 69 to none at all.) The Czech
and Slovak idioms are So similar .that a
Czech and a Slovak can understand each
other more readily than a southern English-

‘man can grasp what a Highland Scot says.”

The Czechoslovak language, on the other
hand, is closely related to Polish and Rus-
sian tongues, and although Germans and
Czechs have lived alongside each other for
centuries, it has nothing in common with
German. The difference between Czech and
German is as great as that between Czech
and English.

Like ourselves, the Czechoslovaks use the
Latin alphapet, but-if we open a Czecho-
slovak book or newspaper we are puzzled
by a number- of unusual accents on the
top of some letters and by the marked ab-
sence of vowels which suggests that a good
proportion of Czechoslovak is quite un-
pronounceable. These signs indicate certain
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sounds in the Slavonic pronunciation that
cannot be expressed by the plain Latin al-
phabet ‘we enjoy. They were invented by
John Huss, one of the noblest of Czechoslo-
vakia's geniuses, when he used his native
Czech as a literary language that ordinary
people could understand. They retained the
melody of a Slavonic language in Latin
writing.

For convenience the accents are left out
of Czechoslovak names and words in this
‘book.

A Turbulent History

The earliest history of Czechoslovakia is
obscure until the ninth century, when
Christianity was adopted, but a short.
sketch of Bohemia’s story cannot do better
than start a thousand years ago when
"Good King Wenceslas” of our English
carol was prince for a brief period. He was
a devout young man — not a greybeard —
and came to an untimely end by murder
in 929.

" The German penetration began during
the 12th and 13th centuries through the
Bohemian kings inviting German colonists
into their territory. Exploitation of silver
deposits and ‘the minting of coins created
an economi¢ condition in which trade and
knowledge flourished. Rich and important
Bohemia attracted artists and architects

from many lands, particularly Italy.

Out of the intricacies of dynasty and
authority  there was a Luxemberg line of
Bohemian kings in the 14th century. One
of them was John of Luxemberg, who fell
at the Battle of Crecy, and whose motto
“Ich Dien” was incorporated into the coat
of arms of the Prince of Wales. His son
‘Charles IV was the builder of Prague, the
founder of Prague University, which swift-

ly~became a centre of Latin scholarship
" and later the Bohemian centre of learning.

Charles’ daughter Anne became the Queen

‘of England’s Richard II.

This link had immense consequences be-
cause Anne was sSympathetic ,with the
activiites and thought of Wyecliffe, and
Wyecliffe and his teaching inspired John
Huss (1373-1415), a Bohemian peasant’s
son who became a popular preacher in the

.Bethlehem Tabernacle in Prague.

Just as Wycliffe spoke to the English in
their native tongue, so Huss preached to his
people in their own language. “The pale
thin man in mean attire” translated such
works asg Wyecliffe’'s ‘Trialogues” into
Czech and urged his countrymen to simple
Christian morality in Czech. They flocked
to hear him. At length Huss was tried he-
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fore the Council of Constance, was de-
clared a heretic and was burnt. The event
produced the Hussite Wars for religious
freedom, and the Czechs, under the inspired
leadership of John Zi’ka — “ZiZka of the
Chalice” — and the priest-soldier Prokop
Holy, were the first nation to fight success-
fully for the right of personal conviction
in religious matters.

The Hussite movement gave Bohemia a
king in George of Podébrady. His memory
is dear to his countrymen for hihs efforts
in championing justice and peace. He tried
~ to create a kind of League of Christian
Nations.

In 1526, when the Bohemian throne was
vacant, Archduke Ferdinand of Austria
claimed it on the basis of hereditary rights
and succession pacts. His triumph began
the long darkness into which the Czecho-
slovaks passed. The reign of the Habsburgs
. meant religious persecution, oppression,
limitation of privileges, the strangling of
constitutional, national -and intellectual
rights. Moreover it permitted the enforced
Germanization of- the country.

Less than a hundred years after it began
occurred the famous ‘‘defenestration” at
Prague when two Catholic notables were
hurled out of a window of the castle into
the. moat below. They were but_ slightly
hurt, but the incident was the expression
of a national revolt against an emperor's
decree forbidding Protestants to hold as-
semblies, and thu$ the beginning of the
terrible Thirty Years War. The rebelhon
was frustrated at -the Battle of the White
Mountain at the gates of Prague in Novem-
ber, 1620, and was followed by wholesale
execution of Bohemian leaders, confiscation
of land, exile of nobles, Protestants and
their teachers and the virtual enslavement
of the peasants in serfdom.

Not until the late 18th century, when the
ideas of Amnglo-Amnierican political philoso-
phy and the notions behind the French
Revolution percolated eastwards, did the
Czechoslovaks Tegain national conscious-
ness. The long struggle for freedom re-
solved itself into a striving for basic na-
tional rights within the framework of the
Austro-Hungarian Monarchy — a fresh
fight against autocracy, this time the
central dictatorship of Vienna. The demo-
cratic Czechoslovaks were determined to
escape from the prison of Slavonic nations
for ever.’

Freedom was attained under the leader-
ship of T. G. Masaryk, Edward Bene§, and
R. Stef4nik, as rare a company of Three
Musketeers as any democratic people has
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ever followed. The final revolutionary up-
rising of the Czechs occurred on October
28, 1918, in Prague. Two days later the
Slovaks joined the liberated by a proclama-
tion in the Turéignsky Sv. Martin.

(Conclusion.)

Q@uarters for 113,000 persons had to be
found in Praha and environs. Possible panic
or riots because of food shortages in the
capital were averted by having as many
vigitors sas possible (especially the country
folk) bring their own supplies of victuals
with them. Indeed, the countryside co-
operated with enthusiasm with Praha, and
for the first time in several years the resi-
dents of the chief city of the Republic had
as much food as they desired.

Visitors as noted registered in Praha:
from Jugoslavia, 317; England, 48; 35 from
Paris, and 40 from.other parts of France;
Switzerland, 11; Sweden, 55; Bulgaria, 9;
Belgium, 7; Russian gymnasts from Russia,
Galicia and Carpathian Ruthenia, 38;
United States, 406; Austria, 454. The gov-
ernmeiits of Great Britain, France, Italy,
Jugoslavia, and Bulgaria were officlaliy
represented. The Seventh Slet market -the
first time the government of the -new Re-
public was represented — PresidentToma$§
Masaryk taking a great interest in the
festivities.

The Seventh Slet had its “firsts” to boast
of, just as did the previous Slety: Certain
days were set aside for the adolescents —
both boys and .girls. They had their own
massed calisthenics program, competitions,
and parade through the capital. The boys
and girls cooperated during the ‘‘main
days” devoted to the adult program. Ap-
proximately 22,000 adolescents were quar-
tered and fed in Praha; 10,000 of each sex
drilled.

For the first time not only were the
competing gymnasts to show their physical
skill, but they had to undergo tests on their
knowledge of the Sokol organization, its
history, principles and aims, etc. Feminine
work connected with the Seventh Slet was
planned and directed by women leaders and
for the first time the women marched in
the parade through Praha “— 12,780 of
them in gym togs and 302 in folk costumes.
They had their own gymnastic competitions
and their massed calisthenics surpassed
those of the men.

One of-the numbers of the Seventh Slet
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represented the Tyr3 system of physical
culture — from fundamentals on through
to the most complex exercises. .Another
feature representing a “first” was the drill
of Czechoslovak soldiers (2,300). Included
during the performances of the “main Slet
days” was a pageant entitled “The Creation
of the Statue of Liberty”. In conjunction
with the Slet, an exposition was held show-
ing the participation of the Sokols in me-
chanical arts; and a general convention of
the Cechoslovak Sokol Union.

In August, 1920, 2 team was sent to com-
pete in the Sevent Olympic Games held in
Antwerp, where it made ‘a very good show-
ing. On November 19 the first Sokol Unit
of Lusatians was founded in Budys$in. On
November 28 the Cechoslovak-Jugoslav So-
kol Federation was formed, directed by a
committee of ten, with Josef Scheiner, be-
loved Bohemian Sokol leader,7as head.

In 1921 a delegation was sent to gym-
nastic competitions in- Lille, France, where
. Cecch athletes won: first place. The Cecho-
" slovak Sokol Union was  likewise repre-
sented in meéts held the same year in Paris
and in Osijek, Jugoslavia: Representatives
were sent to the United States where the
new- American Sokol Union was being
founded “by ‘the merger of the ‘“red” and
“blue” Sokols. Tours- of Slovensko were
sponsored by the Sokols, six of them num-
bering 14,104 participants. Their primary
purposes were to better aequaint Bohe-
mians with Slovakia, and to advance a
deeper mutual understanding of all .in-
habitants of the Republic. In 1920 many of
the “Districts” held gymnastic programs in
which their respective Units participated,
just as the Districts of the American Sokol
Union sponsor their Zupni Slety.

A reorganization was effected of the
men’'s gymnastic activities and of the vari-
ous technical corps. Male members capable
of physical culture were obligated to at-
tend Sokol clagses for a stipuated period.

Courses were given by the Union for di- -

rectors of gymnastics and directors of
educational activity; similar schools were
sponsored by various Districts. Attention
was given the previously established rule
that candidates for membership had to ac-
quire certain knowledge about the Move-
ment and had to prove their qualification
for full membership during a six-month
probation period. The Sokol Museum in
Praha was formally dedicated. An auxiliary
was formed for the issuance of Sokol pub-
lications such as the series of brochures
entitled “Sokolskou Osvétou” and “Tyritv
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Sbornik”. The official publication ‘“Véstnik”
(Herald) was changed into a weekly, with
supplements for teachers of physical cul-
ture. An old armory in Praha III was pur-
chased, to be transformed into Sokol head-
quarters known as “TyrStiv Dam”. (Note:
American visitors to the Ninth and Tenth
Slety are well acquainted with the series
of buildings and the grounds connected with
Tyr$tiv Dim.)

The encouraging growth of the Sokol is
reflected in figures: Before the World War
we numbered something over 1,000 Units
with more than 100,000 members; now at
the close of 1921 we number 2,206 Units
with 360,000 adult members, 100,000 ado-
lescents of both sexes, 180,000 small boys
and girls.

We already have six Districts organized
in Slovakia and one in Carpathian Ruthenia
{easternmost part of the Republic where
Magyar misrule resulted in illiteracy up to
809, — this, in the 20th century!). The
Slovaks publish two periodicals in their

. dialect, the “Slovensky Sokol” (Nové Mésto
‘nad Vahou),-and: “Detvan V. S. Z. Pohron-

ské” (Barnsks Bistfice). <

All the above noted developments and the
program now (1921-22) being drawn up by.
Cechoslovak authorities for compulsory
courses in i)hysical culture for all citizens,
suggested that a new era is at hand for
the Sokol Movement. We trust it shall be
as successful as were those men and women
who devoted themselves to the Sokol during
the first sixty years of its existence — 60
years dedicated to the welfare of -all the
Cechoslovak people.

MEDITATIONS OF AN AMERJAN

SOKOL ;

The following comments are :based on
“Sokol Americky’”’ for January; 1943. They
are the personal opinions of the writer.
Each month in the “Véstnik” of the North-

‘eastern District I urge my readers to read

“Sokol Americky” regularly and diligently;
to discuss its contents with their fellow-
members. I feel more of our younger
people, the American-bred who today form
the bulk of our active gymnasts, should
contribute articles to Sokol Americky more
frequently, so that our officials in Chicago
headquarters would have a better idea a=
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to their sentiments. Ours as a democratic,
progressive organization welcomes differing
opinions.

* * *

On page 156 brother Ko¥ar writes: “If
our gym classes have dwindled because our
men have answered the call to the colors,
let us concentrate more effort on our pro-
gram of education-enlightenment. Let us
strive to sustain the morale of our rank
and file, prevent them from losing hope.
Moreover, during this critical period it is
necessary that we elect into Sokol officers
the most capable men and women. Es-
pécialy now their responsibilities are great.
They must be- people alive to the world
around them, recognize the questions facing
all of us; men and women who will not
shirk their patriotic obligations to the
United States of America but who -will
continue to work for. the weifare of;-the
Sokol. Today public officials tell us that
vice amongs the adolescents is rising rapid-
ly: Our 75 years of character-building are
a challenge to the entire country, Let us be
loyal to Sokol principles!”

Certainly we agree .with these -senti- -

ments. Some of our best instructors now
find themselves without regular physical
culture classés. Most of them are capable
of passing on to those who' remain in
.civilian life, valuable data about.the Sokol.

We have all heard remarks t0 the effeet

that our miembership is NOT possessed of
a thorough knowledge of the principles
upon which our movement was founded.
Others seem to be hazy about the purpose
of the Sokol in these times. Many would
like to dig deeper into the lives of the men
who founded the movement, study their
views and ideas; what caused them to
found the Sokol. Here, iif ‘a nutshell, is a
rich field for those who are capable, to
cultivate. Miroslav Tyr§ himself stressed
the ideological side of Sokol education —
‘so greatly neglected by us. We know our
instructors, led by Jaroslav Jelinek, can be
counted upon to do more than their share.
Let's go!
* * *

Karel M. Prchal, chairman of the Ameri-
can Sokol Union, prepared a message for
1943 which should be read carefully. (In-
cidentally, it is timely, whereas br. KoSat's
recommendations re officers for 1843 ap-
peared one month too late — AFTER our
Units had had their elections.) Prchal
writes: “Willians will suffer and die, in-
cluding those in the prime of life, because
of the incompetency, dishonesty, selfishness
of those to whom leadership was entrusted.

- progress,
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Many countries, fearing that JUSTICE will
be meted out, fear revolution. A revolution
may be expected there where the masses
have suffered through the fault of their
leaders, stubbornly striving to stave off
better conditions, a fairer social
set-up.” How true! And how interesting
that while the heads of certain European
governments admit weaknesses or faults of
former regirmes, there are still those blind
worshippers who deem it possible for some
governments to have been infallible: hence
there is no effort to seek BETTER methods
and policies. Tyr§ told us to seek .improve-
ments ALWAYS — but not all “statesmen”
are imbued with Sokol philosophy.

Brother Prchal follows with a very in-
teresting recommendation: That members
of the American Sokol Union, who accord-
ing to our By-laws must be American citi-
zens or promise that it is their intention to
become American citizens — launch a pro~
gram dedicated.to the resurrection of the.

_Sokol in Cechoslovakia. He properly calls

attention that many leaders of the Cecho-
slovak lSokol Union have been murdered by
the heartless ago-old enemies of all Slavs:
the Germans. Valuable properties of the
Sokol have been either destroyed or moved
to Germany. The wrecking of the great in-
stitution has$ been. doubtless carried on
systematically, thoroughly.

Let us consider the matter frankly, hon-
estly, as behooves Sokols. For a long time
the financial good-will contributions of the
great majority of our members have been
dedicated to the movement sponsored by
Ceské Narodni SdruZeni. Voices have been
raised that a portion of the funds be kept
in reserve in this country, and used to al-
leviate the misery of the liberated Cecho-
slovaks after the war. In that way, those
good and innocent and suffering people will
more clearly understand WHO has by his
ACTIONS proven his friendship. The “pro-
gressive Bohemians” who were the. heart
and backbone of the liberation movement
during the first World War, never enjoyed
the consideration from official circles in
Praha that did the ‘“conservative” elements
which contributed comparatively little.
There is a tendency even at this time for
certain elements to contribute a minimum
— to hold back until the war is over and
then to make a great moise by a concerted
effort; and to take advantage of the gesture
by endeavoring to affect the political Set-up
in the country whence came our fore-
fathers. '

Br. Prchal asks that we give his recom-
mendation our earnest attention. ‘That
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which we contribute to the resurrection of
the SOKOL in the old country will benefit
us as well. Our sacrifices will be repaid
with interest.” He admits that mistakes
were made in the past, although a perusal
of volumes of Sokol Americky fails to note
that anyone had the sincerity, the manhood
to point out those “mistakes.” Why? Why
are we afraid to act in the spirit of Tyr¥'s
teachings?!

‘Some of us had an opportunity to study
the Cechoslovak Sokol Union set-up closely.
In 1935 I recommended that a team of
gymnasts from that country be NOT in-
vited to the Slet held in Cleveland. A previ-
ous experience proved that such wvisits were
“dear” in more ways than one. Consider:
We had in the American Sokol Union a
membership of about 59 of that in the
Cechoslovak organization. The latter
flourished under the Republic and enjoyed
a prestige in official circles never dreamed
of by our unassuming A.0.S. My home
town of 900,000 has four Sokolovny — not
one of them can compare with many I

vigited in Cechoslovakia in towns with less.

than 109, that population. We know what
financial aid our folks gave the struggle
for Cechoslovak -independence; we know
what aid we gave the Cech Sokol after the
- war was over. And yet that mighty organi-
zation did not see fit to finance the delega-~
tions of gymnasts sent .to . this country;
they felt no obligation, moral or otherwise,
‘to us-who were striving to maintain and
further Cech culture. But' when -our gym-
nasts .were sent to the Slety in Praha, WK
financed them. :

When I wanted printed matter published
by the €.0.S., in order that I might be
better able to serve the Sokol Movement,
devote my time and efforts to the great
cause — I received a very business-like and
non-gsentimental bill for the full amount.
When the late Lad’a Kadfec wrote to Sokol
headquarters in Praha immediately after
Hitler had grabbed- the frontier regions,
and asked that a score or more of com-
petent instructors be sent here, outlining in
detail the mutual advantages of such a
move, he did not even get a reply to his
letter. Examples of one-sided dealing could
be multiplied. They will have a bearing on
the -attitude of everyone of us toward
Prchal's recommendation.

But there is more to consider. For a ]ong
time, we have not been apprised of the
membership situation in the American
Sokol Union. I feel we have a right to know
from year to year how we stand. Are we in
a position to help others, or do we need a
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competent doctor for ourselves FIRST OF
ALL? Suppose bro. Jelinek could arrange
for an instructor’s course — not of 30 days, "
but for 3 months, or 6 months — can we
make use of such training? How about a
similar course for those interested in study-
ing Sokol principles and philosophy ?

It should be borne in mind that “brother-
hood” does not mean that one brother has
rights exclusively, and the other obligations
exclusively. The rule that there can be no
obligations without rights still holds true.

* * ¥

Brother Prchal further writes: “Reaction
is again rampant, trying to scare the public
with cries of pan-Slavism and Communism.
Progressive forces must unflinchingly face
the task of exposing reaction and challeng-
ing it anywhere and everywhere.” I write
such sentiments in the Vé&stnik repeatedly
— and have been criticised for doing so.
But I continue to work in the spirit of
’I‘ylr§. And incidentally, dear reader, do you
realize that it is a principle contained in
the By-laws of the American Sokol Union
that the SOKOL pledged to fight reaction? .
Areé you loyal to this.fenet?

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RENATA TYRS FUEGNER

In Commemoration of the 6th Anniversary of Her Death.

It is mid-winter of the year 1937. White
heavy snow flakes fall noiselessly and
settle softly upon the streets and roof tops,
ledges and steeples of the ancient city of
Praha. In a darkened room of the Sokol
Building, the last stage of a drama is be-
ing enacted. The clock ticks off its relent-
less seconds. The black numerals and let-
ters on a large wall calendar spell their
important message: FEBRUARY 22, 1937.
In a simply furnished room, suffused with
the very presence of her illustrious father,
Renata Tyrs Fuegner breaths her last.

A mnoble life has ended. The very apex of
the trinity of Sokol splendor departed to
the great beyond, for the last conclave
with those who preceded her, Jindfich
Fuegmner, her father and Dr. Miroslav Tyr§,
her husband. In’ their life and in their
passing the three had blazed a brilliant
path across the firmament of the Sokol
movement. The two men gave it conception
and hirth, Renata Tyr§ Fuegner gave it
substance and ‘life-long ‘care and inter-
pretation. = .

It was truly prophetic when her proud
father named the baby girl born July 31,
1854 Renata, after ~the: famous French
philosopher Rene Descartes, whose im-
mortal “Cogito Ergo. "Sum’ Fuegner en-
graved on the girl's personal cards, when
she reached thé mature age of three
years... And thus armed with the philo-
. sophic corner stone- ‘I think, therefore,
I am” and the Faustian “Aude Sapere” en-
graved on the locket she wore about her
slender throat, Renata Fuegner faced the
world about her. She found it a most in-
teresting- world, steeped in the deeply
emotional atmosphere of the times, bathed
by the fresh currents of mnational re-
awakening that found her father, and later
her husband (virtuallyy at the helm.

At the age of eleven Renata found her-
self under the inspired tutorship of Miro-~
slav TyrS, her father’'s friend and collabo~
rator. Young Tyr§, the spiritual founder of
the Sokol movement, combined a profound
knowledge with a warm appreciation of
the beautiful two qualities that prepared
him admirably for the ‘university career
which he was contemplating. The enthusi-
astic teacher stirred in his pupil a devo-
tion and a love for the ideals which Tyr3
himself had found rooted in the soil and in

the people who grew out of the soil. The .

. father s dev

apt pupil and the enthused teacher found a
common ground of understanding, and be-
fore long the pupil became the teacher's
collaborator and an able assistant.

During a study trip to the art galleries
of Munich, Tyr§ asked for his pupils hand,
and on August 28, 1872, they were married,
despite their wide age differences. This
marriage was truly ideal, combining true
love with the tempering influence of dis-
ciplined reason. But the marriage was
shortlived, checked by the husband's tragic
death in a turbulent Alpine stream, in the
mid-summer of 1884. Having lived twelve
happy, fruitful years, the childless widow,
decided to remain so, and to trangfer her
affection and devotion to the spiritual child
Dr. Miroslav Tyrd had left to his people:
the SOKOL (movement).

Renata Tyr§ Fuegner plunged headlong
into her llfes work. Armed with her
.to the truly democratic:
foundation of the Sokol ideal and her -hus-
band's devotion to the native‘Czech founda-
tion of cultural development she set out to
foster these principles and to disseminate
the Sokol Gospel. In the field of creative
art she did much toward bringing the best
influences of the French, Dutch and Polish
artists to her home lands. She wrote and
lectured, guided and advised, dreamed and
worked towards finding in the colorful
folk-lore of her people the foundation and
inspiration for contemporary Czech pamt-
ing and sculpture.

Yet it was as the guardian of the Sokol
ideals that Renata Tyr3¥ Fuegner played
her dominant role. It is there that her na-
tion owes her a great debt of gratitude.
As a devoted disciple of the co-founders of
the SOKOL movement she spent seventy-
five years of active,” untiring life in the
service of ‘her ideal. By her exemplary life,
her honesty, and true democratic concept
of life, she inspired a nation and fed its
determination to carry on according to the
Sokol principles. She was courageous in her
defense of principles and unyielding in her
steadfast adherence to what she felt was
just and right. By her passionate fiery de-
votion, -her strong individual character wag
destined to become one of the. very pillars
upon whose massive might was built the
history of the mation. The Czech people of
all ranks and creeds, and above all the
SOKOLS of  the whole world honor and
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respect the name of Renata Tyr§ Fuegner,
the apostle of beauty and the defender of
democracy. To the end she remained faith-
ful to the motto engraved upon her child-
hood locket, “Dare to Know...” and for
her daring and for her knowledge she shall
be ever remembered by a grateful people.
