Vladimir Vanék:

SOKOL IDEAL MAKES FOR
BETTER CITIZEN

Long before most of us can recall, around
the time of the American Civil War, in a small
country in Central Europe, two men of worldly
knowledge have developed one of the greatest
ideals among men. Upon their now widely

used motto, 'A Sound Mind in a Sound Body,”

these men — Fuegner and Tyr§ — have con-
structed a great institution — Sokol. The
world was amazed at the progress being

achieved by the Czech people even though
they have been suppressed from the end of the
18th Century to the 20th. Sokol was built not
as a result of a snappy idea, but by long
tedious thinking, generalizing and deducting,
research, and then actual application. These
men, masters of morals, ethics, aesthetics, law,
phi]nsophy. made thorough studies of the early

Grecian physical culture. It was the Greeks,
you recall, that worshipped the beautiful, the
ideal, the healthy, the strong. And consequent-
ly from the minds of Fuegner and Tyrs, came
this Sokol ideal; not only to aid some, but all
men of Czech and Slovak nationality or descent
to build them physically, morally and health-
fully.

The Czechoslovak nation is one of many
which has suffered many hardships; and it has
been overrun by adverse authorities once again.
But nay, the minds of men cannot be con-
quered. They respect the Sokol idea and it
will once again be restored to its high level of
respect and admiration and men will again

abide by its code.

Here in these great United States the Sokol
idea has also been set up by immigrants from
Czechoslovakia. Although it is not as strong in
its membership and construction as it's mother

organization in Czechoslovakia, nevertheless it
is great enough to turn out thousands of physi-
cally and morally fit men, women and children.

In conclusion: As we are now in a period of
tenseness; in a period of international strife
and discontent, a nation as this wonderful re-
public of ours — the United States — needs
as many good citizens, able bodied citizens of
good physical and moral health, virtuous indi-
viduals, as it can have. And is not liberty with-
in a democracy worth having? And how could
we have and enjoy a democracy if men of great
moral capacity would not be available to up-
hold and further it? How could men fight for

their liberty, their freedom, their democracy,
if they and their leaders lacked a “'Sound Mind
in a Sound Body'"?

The people of Czech and Slovak origin and
descent have played a vital part in the past
great international conflicts and have contrib-
uted heavily to the furthering of democracy.
These warriors all were of great physical and
moral health. And the only way men can main-
tain this physical and moral health is by adher-
ing to the Sokol idea; the idea which builds
greater and better citizens; the idea of a demo-
cratic people; the idea which endows man with
"“A Sound Mind in a Sound Body.”

Note: This outline of proposed rules, regula-
tions, and procedures was worked out for
the judges meetings, the main purpose of
which was to prepare judges for the
Junior Girls' Championship. Hence the
examples and procedures were chosen for
this class and division.

b. Combination of moves:

Set of three judges shall evaluate the execu-
tion of the compulsory and optional exercise.

In judging the execution of the exercise,
each of three judges marks the raw score num-
bers (1, 2, 3, 4, 0) on a slip of paper for the
infractions as he sees them. In rating the dif-
ficulty of the exercise, each of two judges
marks the raw score numbers for the difficulty
(1, 2, 3, 4, 5). These raw score marks are
then converted into the net score totaled, or
totaled and subtracted, as the case may be.

In evaluating the execution of the exercises,
the lowest and highest marks are dropped,
leaving the middle mark as the contestant’s
award. In evaluating the difficulty of the exer-
cise, the average mark of both judges shall be
the contestant's award.

The final total mark for the optional exercise
shall be the average mark of execution, diffi-
culty, combination and variety.
