Karel M. Prchal:

On Feb. 16, 1862, the Prague Sokol, the
first of all Sokol units held its first assembly.
The date is memorable in the annals of Sokol
history, for it symbolizes the resurrection of
the Czech nation. After more than 300 years
of tyranny and bondage, the Czechs were seiz-
ed with a burning desire for Freedom. This
desire was intensified with each passing de-
cade, and finally at the close of World War 1
in 1918, culminated in a victorious struggle for

NINETY YEARS.

Freedom. The Sokol idea, it's code and dis-
cipline became the ideal of the victorious
army,

Perhaps the most bitter conflicts of all times
were experienced by the Czech nation. How
many times they have passed through their
Golgatha! How many times weapons were
sharpened and irons forged for the nation's
life! The nation being in the very heart of
Europe, felt every disturbance descending on
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any part of the continent. Its fate has always
been to fight valiantly for its very existence.
That is its historical position thruout the ages.

Again in 1938-1939, the Nazi hordes in-
vaded the country under the pretext of pro-
tection and the nation lost its hard earned free-
dom. Difficult and sad were the times, for
the people were robbed of their faith, trust and
hopes. Men were persecuted, women, chil-
dren and old folks were murdered by the Ger-
man maniacs. Liberty was again returned to
the Czechs in 1945 by the conquering Allied
Forces. This however, was short lived, the
atmosphere was charged with insecurity, In-
trigues were plotted and finally in February
1948, after the communistic coupe, dictator-
ship was forced upon the long suffering people.
They could no longer breathe freely, think
freely, talk freely, or, act freely.

Brutal torture is the lot of those accused
of treason to the present regime. This s for-
eign to the spirit, principles and character of
the Czechs.

Promotion of the Sokol idea from its incep-
tion was courageous, yet difficult for its times.
Those who were instrumental in planting the
seeds of this Idea in the soil of the land so
often shaken with struggles could not have
forseen its fate. They could not foretell the
opposition and misunderstanding that would
hinder its growth. They could not be aware
of the demands that time would make and the
need for continuous strengthening of their na-
tional energies through education of strong,
dependable and patriotic generations.

In the Sokol ranks the country found valiant
defenders of the welfare and development of
the nation Sokols co-operated completely with
the Legionaires in bringing about Freedom.
They were prepared to defend and protect its
most valucbhle possessions — Freedom and
Liberty.

"T is sad but true, betrayal came from within.
It came from a group of people who would
not recognize the benefits to be gained from
cooperation and the Sokol ideals. They pitted
their own fate and happiness against an ideo-
logy entirely foregin to the Czech people.

Even in the darkest days, a true Sokol does
not fold his hands and permit his muscles to
weaken. Every sincere Sokol and sincere pa-
triotic Czechoslovak citizen is ready to fight
for the honor and blessing of Freedom in his
country.

The heroic spirit still lives and will culmi-
nate in the attainment of democracy. The
Sokol ranks have produced many unknown
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heroes, victors in battle and will not betray
now or ever!

The names of Fuegner and Tyrs, founders
of the Sokol movement blaze with an especial
significance. The first name symbolizes modes-
ty, unobtrusiveness, justice and basic princi-
ples. The second name symbolizes strength,
discipline, animation and activity. Both be-
lieved in the strength of the nation and the
individual's obligation and duty to the nation.
Their ideals soon became the basic principles
of the Sokol movement which grew rapidly and
accomplished it's first great mission — libera-
tion of their country.

Ardent mottoes of the great Czech Revival
period are the guiding light to those who have
not betrayed the Sokol spirit. They forget
themselves as individuals and factions, but go
on together toward Freedom.

Prague was the cradle of the Sokol move-
ment. From there it spread to other countries
wherever groups of Czechs migrated, especially
in America. Future generations were educated
in the spirit of democracy and the advancement
of equality, brotherhood and harmony. Later
the movement spread to other slavonic coun-
tries, particularly Jugoslavia and Poland.

The first American unit was organized in
St. Louis, Mo., on Feb. 14, 1865. The move-
ment spread to other cities and countries wher-
ever larger Czech groups were to be found.
Three years from now the American Sokols
will celebrate their ninetieth birthday.

American Sokols will follow the pathway
of its prescribed creed, which is the open gate-
way to higher goals. Their chief goal is safety
and peace in the United States, as well as
World Peace, which is to be attained through
the teaching of principles of democracy. Sokols
will defend these states and their way of liv-
ing against all enemies and maligners. Peace
is not the product of weakness and bickerings,
but of strength and unity. Sokols are resolved
to defend this strength and unity at any cost.
No one is deserving of liberty who cannot use
it properly, defend it or appreciate it. We do
not know what fate the future has in store for
this land of ours, but we are bound by our
heart and soul and ready for all that is good
and the eviction of all that is evil

The result of each endeavor is best judged
by its moral value. We will keep our Sockol
ideas on the highest plane and allow no one to
besmirch them, Not only orally, but spiritually,
thru our efforts and deeds, we will continue as
in the past so that future generations can glean
strength and inspiration from our Sokol move-
ment!

Ambidexterity. At present the advantage
of the ability to use both sides of the body is
being more and more recognized. Through
a unorthodox performance of wvarious game
skills in recent years it was found out that the
players who use either hand or foot have a
marked advantage over those exclusively right
or left sided.

Saving of time, space coverage, energy,
likewise the advantage of one side over the
other in relation to placement of a player and
fluidity of movement are some of the results
of ambidexterity.

I remember way back when our Sokol
system was ridiculed because of adherence to
the rule of performing every stunt and activity
richt and left. This happened to be mostly be-
cause of establishment of the theory of domi-
nance of one side of the body over the other.
The eye, ear, arm and leg dominance. Accord-
ing to this theory one side of the brain was
more developed than the other.

As a result, the corresponding side of the
body governed by this more developed side
of the brain was chosen to execute the move-
ments, that required only one hand, one foot.
one eye or one single bodily part. For the
same reason persons showing preference to use
their left hand for writing were allowed to
learn how to write with their left hand. This
was true also about any other musecular move-
ment or activity.

During the period of rapid growth in athle-
tics it was found that exclusive use of one body
side led to the body deformities. Natural spinal
curvature (scoliosis) of fencers, tennis players,
even swimmers using exclusively crawl stroke
and other users of one body side exclusively, is
quite commeon.

On the other hand many a hurdler was less
successful because of his inability, due to his
stature, to execute three steps between hurdles
In such cases usually five steps covered the
distance between hurdles, and not without a
considerable loss in rapidity of execution. Four,
the most suitable number of steps for the
maximum speed, could not be executed be-
cause of lack of ambidexterity. A fine co-
ordination necessary in pole vaulting, of many
vaulters was impaired since they were right
footed and right-handed. For the same reason
these individuals were unable to acquire the
most efficient vaulting pattern, which calls for
the right arm pull and left foot take off or
vice versa.

All of a sudden excellent performers in
various sports and activities were discovered,
who took time and expended effort to learn
how to use the sub-dominant foot, leg, arm,
hand, eye, etc. As a result of it we have at
present champion hurdlers, who alternate the

The month of February in the Sokol history.
(Read to all classes!)

FEach time as the year rolls around to this
month we review the story of the founding
and early life of our Sokol organization. Since
Februar}r 16th, 1952, marks the 90th anniver-
sary of the birth of the first Sokol organization,
let us seize this occasion and renew in our
memory a few historical events pertaining to

this period.

The very first meeting of the Sokol organiza-
tion was held on February 16, 1862, in
Prague. At this meeting, Miroslav Tyrs, the
originator of the Sokol organization was elect-
ed as its first vice president, and Jindrich
Fuegner as its first president.

Jindrich Fuegner financed building of the
first Sokol home with a large gymnasium, do-
nated large suums of money and directed his
attention toward the economical and adminis-
trative end of this new organization.

Tyrs was the spiritual leader of the Sokol
movement. Worked out in detail the educa-
tional gymnastic terminology. Originated the
first Sokol periodical. Wrote "Our Task, Aim
and Goal” many program articles and organ-
izational rules and regulations.

The membership of the constitutional meet-
ing of the Sokol organization totalled 75 men.
The name Sokol was adopted by this new or-
ganization until two years later. (Turn to p. 63)

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Shortly after the establishment of the Sokol
organization in Prague, other cities in the
province of Bohemia and Moravia followed
with organization of similar Sokol units.

In 1882 at the 20th anniversary celebration
of the Sokol founding an All-Sokol Slet was
held in Prague. Seventy six Sokol units took
part in it. More than 1600 men took part in
a parade and 696 men participated in a simple
mass drill led by Tyr3 himself.

Tyrs's immense contributions to the Sokol
movement were voluntary. His daily occupa-
tion kept him at the professor's desk at Czech
College of Technology and at Charles Univer-
sity of Prague.

This double duty and tremendous respon-
sibility impaired his health and caused nervous
exhaustion. Seeking restoration of his health
by traveling to Switzerland he met accidental
death in the river Adige near Oetz.

In the same year Tyrs died, in 1884, scatter-
ed Sokol units throughout the province of Bo-
hemia organized themselves into two districts,
one around Kolin, which adopted the name of
Tyré and the other around Prague, called Cent-
ral District.

This was followed in 1889 by the estab-
lishment of the Czech Sokol Union by organiz-
ing eleven districts embracing 152 Sokol units.
Three years later similar body was established
for the existing Sokol districts and units in
Moravia and Silesia, In 1902 these two bodies
merged into one governing organization called
Czech Sokol Union.

The first president of the Czech Sokol
Union was Dr. Jan Podlipny, Dr. Frantisek
Cizek its first head director and Dr. Josef
Scheiner its secretary.

The II. All-Sckol Slet was held in 1891.
At this Slet over three thousand men took
part in the parade and well over two thousand
men participated in the mass drill. Each suc-
ceeding Slet grew in number of participants,
number of events and it significance and reach-
ed its peak in 1948 - when hundreds of thous-
ands participated, the slet events expanded to
truly gigantic dimensions and became an occur-
ence of historic magnitude.

In 1897 the first Sokol journal called ““Vést-
nik Sokolsky'" began with its first issue. The
Czech Sokol Union was accepted as a member
of the International Gymnastic Federation.
From this time on, the Czech Sokol teams par-
ticipated in all International gymnastic meets
and very successfully. With Switzerland, Fin-
land, France and Jugoslavia the Czechoslova-
kia rated among the best in the world.

The Czech Sokol representative teams made
many trips to other Slavic and European coun-
tries. These friendly visits aided immeasurably
in expansion of Sokol idea throughout all Sla-
vic nations. With increasing emigration of
people from Czech, Moravian and Slovakian
provinces of Austria, the Sokol idea had been
brought to practically all countries and conti-
nents. We dare say that the Sokol idea and
organization today is deep rooted throughout
the world.

The membership of the Sokol organization
in its native lands grew with leaps and bounds.
This membership expanded from mere 75
members at time of Sokol founding in 1862
to one million members in 1948. Approxim-
ately 1/13 of the entire population were So-
kol members.

The primary objective of the Sokol train-
ing program is the physical, mental and mo-
ral development; to empower the Sokol mem-
bers to live better, to work and to fight.

As a result the outcome of this program
became a most potent factor in freeing of the
Czechoslovak nation from Austro-Hungarian
despotism in 1918, and Nazi tyranny after the
II. World War.

GROUP DISCUSSION.

Set this as a group project, so that each
member of every class will be familiar with
the discussion procedure,

Group discussion has many advantages in
our work of training in Sokol principles and
ideals. It produces interaction not only be-
tween the leader and the class but also be-
tween individual participants and the entire
class, It encourages creative thinking, receiving,
listening and responding. The discussion
creates a favorable attitude of members and
willingness to subordinate their personal mo-
tives to those which are the best for the unit
. as a whole. It enriches the experiences of in-
dividual members through combined experi-
ences of the whole group. The discussion of-
fers a chance in problem solving and provides
for members the leadership opportunities. The
group discussion with the entire class partici-
pation in solving common problems helps to
unify the group.

Discussion Techniques

1. Every member should be given an op-
portunity to take part in the discussion.
Every individual, at the same time,
should feel his responsibility for contrib-
uting to the cooperative endeavor of the
group.

Every member of group should try to

see all points of view, not only his own.

3. The contribution should be a short state-
ment—not speeches. A certain type of
informality should be maintained, so
that even the most timid member would
be encouraged to take part.

4, The group can be seated in a semi-cir-
cular formation, so that everyone can
see one another.

The Discussion Leader

1. He opens the discussion; sees that all
members understand the topic; provides
for opportunity; encourages participa-
tion of all and prevents a few members
from monopolizing the discussion,

2. He assists the group by restating the
topic when necessary and summerizes
the outcome by synthetizing the contri-
butions with some sort of unity.

Variation

a. In some instances if the class is too large,
or far some other reason, can be divided
into sections, squads, From 6-10 persons
in each squad.

IMONTHLY TOPIC IN FIRST AID
AND SAFETY
Artificial Respiration

Many accidents, such as drowning, electrical
shock, gas poisoning, blows on head, neck,
solar plexis, back, etc., cause stoppage of
breatling. The last mentioned causes would
be most frequent in our gymnasiums. If no
immediate aid is given, death occurs very
shortly after breathing stops. One of the best
aids for stoppage of breathing is artificial res-
piration, Since the close relation of health and
safety, every member of our classes should
know how to administer artificial respiration.

The Back-Pressure Arm-Lift
Artificial Respiration Method
Note: This new method of artificial respira-
tion because of its certain advantages over
the other methods has been adopted by
American National Red Cross, the Armed
Forces and many other agencies and organiza-
tions.
Technique.
I. Position of the victim
Front (prone) lying position: arms side-
upward bend; one hand placed upon the
other; head side turn, cheek rests on the
top hand.
II. Position of the rescuer.
Right (left) knee stand, sitting on right
(left) heel, right knee afront of victim's
left (right) shoulder, even with the vic-
tims forehead; arms fore-down-inward
raise; hands placed on the victims shoulder
blades, palms down, thumbs touching,
heel of hands on the line with victims arm
pits.

IIl. Movement. Fore movement.

Rise slowly to knee stand (from sitting on
heel position): trunk slightly fore bend;
hands remain on victim's back and pres-
sure is applied; elbows are kept straight
and movement stops when the rescuer's
shoulders come directly over his hands.
This movement should be executed in
about 2 seconds.

Return movement: Return slowly to the
starting position (sitting on heel); at the
same time slide your hands on the victim's
arms, right above the elbows, grasp his
arms from underneath (knuckles up) and
pull his arms up until the resistance in his
shoulders is noticed. About two seconds
are consumed in this return movement,
which completes the cycle. A complete
cycle takes about 5 seconds and 12 cycles
should be executed in one minute.

The aid before and after the artificial
respiration will be discussed next month.

Exercise with regularity and moderation.

Protect yourself after a strenuous work

by shower, avoid chilling body.

c. Establish a definite plan for protective
guarding the performance on the ap-
paratus and allow no exception, to the set
rules, e.g. No one is allowed to perform
on the apparatus without proper setting
up of apparatus; proper placement of
mats; proper uniform, shoes; chalking of
his hands, when necessary; proper phy-
sical development, the pre-requisite for
that particular stunt etc.

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DVORAK AT THE WORLD COLUMBIAN
EXPOSITION IN 1893
By William Suchy

Antonin Dvorak's appearance as guest con-
ductor at the World Columbian Exposition in
Chicago in August, 1893, was a significant
event both in his musical career and in Ameri-
can cultural development. The commemora-
tion of the discovery of America was drawing
as many as 100,000 spectators daily and cele-
brities came from every state of the Union
and every country in the world, It might be
assumed, then, that Dvofak was merely
caught up in one of the streams of interest
which inevitably converge upon a World's
Fair. This is far from the truth, for the idea
of bringing Dvorak to the Exposition first oc-
curred to the leaders of the Czech immigrants
settled on Chicago's near West Side. These
men, chiefly mechanics and small businessmen,
had heard that, among others, there was to
be an “"Austrian Day” at the fair and that
Czech glassware, porcelain, and musical instru-
ments were to be displayed with the label
*Made in Austria.” To the Czech Americans,
the Austrian labels symbolized the difficulty of
establishing their identity and achieving recog-
nition among old-stock Americans. Hence, the
Czech leaders were particularly eager to pre-
sent a musical and cultural celebration cen-
tered around the man who had immortalized
the folk melodies and dances of their native
Bohemia.

The officials of the Exposition welcomed
the prospect of a Dvofak concert both for its
commercial value and prestige, but the men
who had proposed the event soon had reason

for worry. Their resources were modest, and
the services of the Chicago Symphony alone
were to cost $500. Several trips to contact
Dvoiak and the New York National Conser-
vatory where he had been appointed director
had to be undertaken at private expense.
Later it proved embarrassing to interrupt the
much needed rest which Dvofak and his family
were enjoying in the homelike atmosphere of
the Czech American village at Spillivlle, lowa.
Furthermore, Theodore Thomas, a German
immigrant and founder of the Chicago Sym-
phony, was not on friendly terms with the
New York group who held Dvofak’s contract;
and it took some negotiating before the matter
of program credit could be ironed out. In spite
of all these obstacles, however, the sponsors,
apprehensive and without funds, brought
Dvoiak and his family to Chicago. The sole
propertied member in the group pledged his
entire resources to provide a financial guaran-
tee for the project.

In the summer of 1893 the Dvorak concert
received some welcome support through a
committee formed to greet the official dele-
gation sent from Bohemia to the Columbian
Exposition. Many benevolent and cultural so-
cieties and the American Sokol then joined
forces for a grand demonstration of Czech
American independence as against adherence
to Austria. Lieutenant-Governor Charles Jonas
of Wisconsin, who was also the compiler of a
Czech-American dictionary, was invited to de-
liver an address on the ideals of freedom and
democracy. Professor V. I. Hlavac, director of
the Petrograd Opera, who was visiting in the
United States at the time, was invited to join
Dvoiak as conductor of the Chicago Sym-
phony.

At noon on August 12, 1893, 6,000 people
sat in the Exposition’s Festival Hall in tense
expectation of Dvofak’s appearance. Some had
come in the parade of Chicago’s Czech "Pil-
sen’’ district which had turned out 20,000
strong with several miles of floats and plain,
costumed, and uniformed marching units.
Some were part of the 152,000 who had
gathered in the fair grounds. In a reserved
section sat civic leaders, notables, and patrons
of the arts who had come to witness a musical
event of the first magnitude. Excitement grew
as an imposing array of 114 musicians took
their places. Professor Hlavaé closed the intro-
ductory program by leading a Czech choral
group in several numbers. Then he handed the
baton to a slight, unassuming gentleman with

a sensitive, bewhiskered face and a hairline
that had receded completely from a domelike
forehead. From under their bushy eyebrows,
the large, kindly eyes of Antonin Dvofak be-
held an audience that had risen to greet him
with a tumult of applause. Wave upon wave
of sound greeted the composer as he bowed
to all sections of the large assemblage. In a
colorful surprise tribute, gowned maidens came
down the aisles and showered the composer
with flowers which transformed the podium
into a floral pyramid. For some minutes while
the ovation increased Dvoiak could barely
control his emotions enough to show his deep
appreciation of the honor bestowed upon him
by the audience. In those moments of height-
ened experience, he was completing the cycle
which had led him from his native Bohemian
village to the capitals of Europe, to England,
and to America where his people were living
in a new country with new ways and a new
outlook. He had been inspired by the free,
frontier spirit of the American folk song, but
now he found that immigrant men and wo-
men could be free to make their lives as un-
trammeled and creative as music itself.

With a final bow which produced a silence
1s intense as the sound of the applause,
Dvorak turned to the members of the Chicago
Symphony and made his reply in the language
he new best—music. His first selection was
his “Fourth Symphony in G Major" which im-
pressed the audience with the full impact of
the composer's serious composition. The
“Funeral March'' by Zdenko Fibich followed.
In an interlude in lighter wvein, Professor
Hlavaé concluded with his own composition,
the "Entr'acte and Mazurka" from the ‘‘The
Chase,”’ a comic opera. For his finale, Dvorak
conducted his overture ‘My Home,” music
which is full of the pathos of a people who
had felt like exiles in their own country for
nearly 300 years.

For those who ma ybe interested in the
theory of Dvorak's nostalgia in America, the
closing selection may be taken as added proof
that homesickness dominated the composer's
mood while he was creating the “'Symphony
No. 5 in E Minor.”” To the Czech Americans in
the audience, however, the finale was mainly
an expression of their ideal of home, evoking
the spirit of the simple peasant folk whose ex-
ample had taught Dvofak where to look for
musical inspiration, whether he was in a Bo-
hemian village or in the dynamic welter of a
new world.
