For quite a while now, articles have been
appearing in certain daily papers and other
journals, which falsely and continuously keep
hammering at the Executive Committee of the
American Sokol Organization. The attacks
are particularly vicious when directed against
certain officers. The writers of these articles
have clothed themselves in the mantle of
super-patriots, as the protectors of our people
in America, and the leaders of the third libera-
tion movement for the Czechoslovak Republic.
Carried away by their own illusions, they
keep saying in the papers, tactlessly, that our
Sokol Executive Committee is not fulfilling its
Sokol mission unless it joins the Czechoslovak
National Council. And these same people
instead of battling the Commies in the front
lines, in the army or elsewhere, are concen-
trating their fury upon the Executive Commit-
tee of the American Sokols, just because the
Executive Committee is abiding by the deci-
sions of two Conventions. These Conventions
(Omaha 1946 and Cleveland 1950) by a
unanimous vote, decided not to join the
Czechoslovak National Council,

WHO IS BACK OF THIS?

Strong phrases, false accusations and in-
correct facts, are the weapons, certain indi-
viduals are using in the newspapers to force
the American Sokol Executive Committee to
countermand the decisions of two conven-
tions. Their whole effort is to force the Ex-
ecutive Committee of American Sokol te join
the Czechoslovak National Council, even by
underhanded methods, if all else fails. We
want to mention, right here that the Czecho-
slovak National Council as an organization is
not writing these articles. They are being
written by an advance guard whose whole
aim is to create evil and antipathy. They are
following a course that will definitely not
bring the Sokols into the Council, but if any-
thing will drive them away entirely. Sokols
are not writing against the Council, are NOT
hampering its work, and wish it complete
success,

A BRIEF RESUME OF THE
SOKOLS PATRIOTIC WORK

The good work the Sokols did in the past,
the Sokols are still doing today. Because of
the great financial contributions in the first

and second liberation actions the Sokols not
on]y zave their whole assets but even went
into debt, The first War left us practically
penniless, and even at that we borrowed
$50,000.00 for the feeding of all the partici-
pants at the VII. Sokol Slet in Praha. Then
there was the special assessment from all
the members in the Second World War, be-
sides direct contributions of individual Sokols
and units. A considerable fund was collected
for the children of the refugees from the
Sudeten area, and the special fund, plus
clothing and care packages that have been and
are being secured now for the refugees in
the whole world. Some units in their patriotic
ardour and self sacrifice actually gave every
cent they owned, forgetting their own fu-
ture. These financial sacrifices, coming so
close together have hampered Sokols tremen-
dously in our own educational work.

Further: As citizens our in the
armed forces. The great work for and in the
Red Cross. Blood donations. Scrap metal
drives for war neceds. The free use of our
gymnasiums for the civilian and armed de-
fense. Armed service and intelligence work.
The leaders role in the liberation movement
because of our physical and moral education
of our youth.

The greatest result of the work of the
American Sokols however has been the volun-
teer enlistment of our Sokol youth, men and
women into the Czechoslovak Legions, Cana-
dian -Army and the American Army in both
World Wars, and continues even now, There
were thousands of them, many paid with their
lives, others are still suffering from service
wounds. It was and still is a battle against
the isms of Europe that we cannot tolerate,
loving democracy and freedom as we do.

The Sokols always have and always will stand
faithfully behind the government of the
United States and its President. The Sokols
always have and always shall honorably fulfill
their duties as American citizens.

THE HIGHER MISSON OF THE SOKOLS

Nobody denies the Czechoslovak National
Council the right to work and carry out its
ideals in'accordance with its By-laws. But we
cannot agree with the oft repeated statement
that “there is no difference in fact between
the work and the ideals of the American Sokol
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and the Czechoslovak National Council, and
that they are in perfect agreement.”

No Sokol, could or would agree with this
comparison, even though he does not deny
the work of the Czechoslovak National Coun-
ci'i so far has been good. The Sokols have a
higher mission, a wider horizon to cover,
more obligations to fulfill, and a greater
significance for the nation. The distant past
of the Sokols in America, the present and the
future, is based upon the work of education
and patriotism, under the most magnificent
self-sacrifice of individuals and the whole
organization. The Sokols in America, in
E“TOP_e and thruout the whole world, are
magnificent organizations that are doing such
an outstanding work for their country and
natl_oﬂ. that no other organization can even
bﬂg'mltn compare with it. The country of the
:‘\Tf‘lerman Sokol is the United States, therefore
It 1s purely an American organization, which
owever, never has and never will forget the
Country of its forefathers, in good times or
in bad,

AND, TO MAKE IT EVEN CLEARER
e reiterate, the Czechoslovak National
Council does not write the shameful, false
and misdirected articles, We know, however
""'il‘ﬂ the individuals are, that are carrying on
this unrest and internecine warfare in our
Soko) ranks, and among our fellow citizens.

e have not answered their shameful articles
before this, We gave only one answer to these
charges, and although the publisher of the
Paper promised the delegation from the Ex-
ecutive Committee of the American Sokol
that he would publish their reply, he never
kept his word, As a matter of fact the at-
tacks on the American Sokol continue in this
paper, while they accept advertisements from
the:l American Sokol, the Districts, the Sokol
units and Sokol business and professional
members. Truly a policy of bitting the hand
that feeds you. .

For the information of our members we
are mentioning a few of the oft repeated un-
truths — bluntly lies.

“That it is purely personal antagonism that
is preventing the full cooperation of the
Sokols with the Czechoslovak National Coun-
cil.” This is false. The whole Executive Com-
mittee of the American Sokol is united to
abide by the Conventions decision against
joining with the Czechoslovak National Coun-
ci. There is no antagonism toward the
Czechoslovak National Council. The friction
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is caused by those whose articles and false-
hoods try to drive us into the Czechoslovak
National Council, by creating unrest in the
Sokol ranks.

WHY THE AMERICAN SOKOL
ORGANIZATION IS NOT A MEMBER
OF THE CZECHOSLOVAK
NATIONAL COUNCIL?

Seven years ago the Sokol Convention in
Omaha, Nebraska, decided against joining the
Czechoslovak National Council. The follow-
ing is an exact excerpt from the minutes of
the Convention. ‘‘Accepted, motion of Br.
Bretislav Vanek, that the American Sokol
Organization shall not belong to either the
Czech National Alliance or the Czechoslovak
National Council.” Br. Bretislav Vanek is
today a member of the Executive Board of the
Czechoslovak National Council and nobody

denies him the right to belong.

The statement in the public press that ‘“the
President of the American Sokol Organization,
br, Prchal made a motion at the Cleveland
convention in 1950, that the American Sokol
Organization should not become a member of
the Czechoslovak National Council” —is
untrue.

In the minutes of the Convention, the re-
cording Secretary, Br. A. Benesh has a record
of this proceeding verbatim.

“Action was taken regarding the letter of
Sokol Tyrs, Cleveland, Ohio, which was read
again by the secretary. In the debate the fol-
lowing took part, Brs. R. Novak, Kriz, Reiner,
Prevratil, Naxera, Falta, Vanek, Sisters Vit-
kova, Jirousek, Berankova, Brs, Vodak, Svam-
bera, Ses. Cihakova, Brs. Simaner, Peck and
Prchal, Finally it was adopted and incorpor-
ated into the by-laws that the Sokols, desirous
of devoting their efforts to the Sokol work,
shall not become members of the Czechoslo-
vak National Council. A letter to that affect
was sent to the Czechoslovak National Coun-
cil. This decision means that the American
Sokol Organization will not become a mem-
ber of either the Czechoslovak National
Council or the Czech National ‘Alliance, and
applies to the Executive Committee, Districts
and Units. Viz the minutes in English, this
is a true translation,

The English minutes show that the motion
was made by Br. Novak. The amendment
that it should apply also to the districts and
units was made by Br. J. Falta. Sis. F. Vitek
made a motion that this decision should be
incorporated in the by-laws. Accepted.

At the Cleveland Convention Br. Prchal,
as a member of the Resolutions Committee
authored the greetings to the Czechoslovak
National Council. That is true.

COMMUNISTS IN SOKOL UNITS?

Depressing indeed was the article, full of
strong phrases and “‘emotion’’ that our ap-
peals for a dynamic Slet etc., ‘‘should save
some power for more action and not words.”’
That is fine, but it would be more appro-
priate if this same character were to write an
impassioned appeal to his fellow refugees,
to stop their private and public cat and dog
fights, and to work harmoniously together. It
seems that every one of these refugees dares
all to come to America. They all know the
Masaryk and Benes tradition. They all think
that they are the natural successors to these
giants of intellect and work. There is only one
thing wrong. The shoes are too big. We have
a better comparison in America. “Millions of
precinct captains, but only here and there a
Washington, Lincoln, Wilson, Roosevelt or
Eisenhower."’

This same writer knows units where not
only some of the members but even the
officers are Communists. If he knows them—
let him name them. The umits know how to
act. Why does he not report them to the FBI?
This character did not help the Slet any more
than he as a “‘Sokol” helps the Sokol ideal.
He should know as a Sokol the proper orga-
nizational procedure, He did more damage than

good. A SORRY PICTURE

A sorry spectacle is the article of an in-
structor who is a member of the Sokol in
America a bare six months.

Poorly informed and that in only one unit
for a very short time, without knowledge of
conditions, individuals, and maily ignorant of
our American Sokol By-Laws he hurls him-
self into criticism, which he claims is not
‘““derogatory.”” He is a ‘“mixed up young
man,’’ who may have fine ideals, but has no
American experience and no organizational
experience, He does not know the American
Sokol or the Czechoslovak National Council.
He is apparently inspired by someone else to
“cleverly’' give the American Sokol Execu-
tive Committee a lecture on the Czechoslovak
National Council, the By-Laws of the Ameri-
can Sokol, the citizenship of Sokol members,
although this particular article is in the By-
laws a long time and was not inserted for the
benefit of the refuzees. He also mentions indi-
viduals who because of their “insulted pride
are hurting the organization.” Why don’t he
mention names, when it is clearly evident
whom he is attacking?

Apparently the Executive Committee of the
American Sokol Organization does not meet
the approval of this critic,

The writer also thinks that the Sokols have
lost prestige with the current government,
gained by pas generations? On the contrary
young man —it is in fact the workers of the
last two generations, to which belong most of
the current members of the Executive Commit-
tee who have to their credit a mountain of
patriotic and Sokol Work. A mountain of
work accomplished that you will never realize.

The Sokols always faithfully supported their
United States Government. If anybody would
dare to lower this rating with our government
he would not only be evil — but a national
traitor,

We believe it would be better for you
to show your fellow refugees, in your articles,
the time you and they have wasted, who
should be in the front ranks fighting for your
country when the American Sokols are doing
it for the third time.

lLook into your lown conscience young
man Wake up and do what your Sokol teach-
ing tells you to do, and not what someone
whispers to you. If you want to reform, do it
as a Sokol-refugee. Fight for real, not on
paper. You are young and physically fit —
join the army just like our American Sokol
boys. Here you will better your existence and
help your country best.

DISSATISFACTION IN THE DISTRICTS

It is not true that there is dissatisfaction in
the Districts as one newspaper wrote and

.
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others copied. Certain individuals in the dis-
trict executive committee are named. These
men are Sokols first and even if they have
differences do not care to have the proceed-
ings aired publicly. Their work elsewhere is
not forbidden, The Executive Committee of
the American Sokol does not control their
actions as individuals. It is true that the mem-
bers as a whole do not condon their attacks
on the president of Executive Committee.

Other articles with catchy headings harm
the good names of our Sokol workers, written
by those who have not even had time to warm
up here, aided b}r their American counter-
parts who seem to idolize them or perhaps
are leading them on for their own benefit.

Our young members are not interested in
fﬂl-lCh of this. They wonder, however, why
it is dragged into our American Sokol. If
the writers of these articles ever expect any
respect for themselves or the Sokols in
E“r‘)‘PE they are burying the last chance to
get 1t

CONCLUSION

d 'I:l'le Sokols in the American Sokol Organ-
1zation will continue in the paths they have
followed so long and so well. Never shall we
obstruct any organization from doing its work

in peace, and we reserve the same right for
ourselves. NOBODY, but NOBODY shall dare
to tell us how we shall work. It is always
possible to meet on the same road for a good
cause. But these uncouth, pernicious attacks
must stop.

The Sokols in the American Sokol Organ-
ization are a healthy and proud organization.
One can’t be patient forever. After a long
series of attacks, this is our first answer, this
time without mentioning the names of the
writers, although they do not deserve this.

THE CHAIN OR THE LINKS — WHICH FIRST?

For some time now a steadily increasing

pressure has been exerted upon the Executive
Committee of our Sokol organization, the
districts and individual units to send delegates
to, and to become members of other organ-
izations. Chief among these pressure groups
has been the Czechoslovak National Council.
Their irritating articles in the Czech daily
papers have openly insinuated that all those
who do not agree with their views must
automatically be communists.
_ They seem to forget that they are in Amer-
ica. They also forget that Americans have
their own ideas as to how they shall think.
We have ideas for the safety, and advance-
ment of our country that never entered their
minds. Let them remember one thing above
all else. We are Americans first, concerned
about ‘America first. The future existence of
our organizations here is our primary con-
cern,

I do not feel that it is necessary for the
’quﬂl organization to have to alibi for any-
thing. . Ninety years of honest endeavour
speaks for itself. Recognition for what we
are doing has been accorded us from the
Presidents of the United States to the most
humble spectator at our public demonstrations.
Thousands of our young men — volunteers
whenever danger threatened, served our
country willingly and loyally. This record we
intend to maintain and even excel.

Who needs the backing of our good name
and for what?

I know as well as does everyone else, who
]13_3 been active in our public life, who the
prime movers are. The individuals who actual-
Iy sign the articles are a poorly designed
screen for a movement that is as clear as day-
light. Their continual harping on the theme,
that if it were not for personal antagonism of
a few individuals, we would have joined the
Council is definitely an incorrect deduction.

These individuals who are so insistent upon
our joining the Council should have studied
the situation better. They should first have
studied the conditions under which we are
operating. They should have talked to more
of the American born youth in our ranks to
get a true perspective as to how they are
thinking. I have talked to hundreds of them,
of all shades of opinion, and they who are
the backbone of our future work almost with-

out exception believe we should build up our
Sokol units as a first step.

The whole situation is changed from what
it was during the First World War and even
during the Second World War. The genera-
tion that worked then is almost gone. The
few that are left are more or less retired.

An entirely new group of people is going
to the fore with an American background,
education and outlook. To put it bluntly we
resent a noisy minority composed mostly of
people who are guests of our country, telling
us what we should do, how we should act, and
whom we should follow.

Many of us followed Taticek Masaryk,
gladly in the first World War right into the
front lines. We accepted the leadership ot
Dr. Bene$, statesman and President. This
time we shall again choose whom we shall fol-
low when we are ready to do so. As a
warning | might add, that no amount of
needling will force us to do anything we feel
is premature.

The same conditions that exist in the Seo-
kol ranks are prevalent in all our Fraternal
organizations. We must strengthen all of
these individual units first. We must do every-
thing in our power to make them the force
they once were, true representatives of our
people here.

Those of you who have worked for and at-
tended the Slet in Chicago on June 21st, this
year, saw that both the numbers of partic-
ipants, as well as spectators were far smaller
than they should have been. We have our
work pretty well lined up for the next de-
cade. We have a hard task ahead of us. Not
impossible, but no bed of roses either. We
have plenty of planning, plenty of sincere
effort before us, without scattering our de-
pleted strength. ;

No chain is stronger than its individual
links. Our Sokol units are not strong at the
present time Let's face the facts. We need
all] the concentrated strength we can muster
to revitalize our units and our districts. Our
main effort should be expended in that direc-
tion. Every unit has only a handful of in-
dividuals upon whom it can depend for real
work These are the same individuals who
would inevitably be selected as delegates to
these other organizations.
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At the present time this is a luxury we can-
not afford. This is a common sense attitude
that is entirely devoid of personal antipathy
toward anyone. We know our strength or
lack of it, and our first choice must be our
Sokol work here. That is all important. The
world situation will decide our action in the
future. We have never been phlegmatic when
great issues were at stake. We have always

fearlessly hewed to the line when we decided
it was necessary to fight. Being descendants
of hardheaded Czech ancestry we will do what
is right in the future, always bearing in mind
that a great cause is one thing, individual am-
bitions another. We know the difference and
shall act resolutely, when as Americans, we
see that the hour for action has come.

At least the first three months at the begin-
ing of a new gym season should be primarily
devoted to building up the gym clases. The
first step in this direction and for the utiliza-
tion of the superiority of the Sokol training
program should be the organization of the
Educational Board.

The educational board consists of the edu-
cational personnel for each gym class conduct-
ed in the Sokol unit. For the senior men and
women it consists of the Man Educational
Director, Woman FEducational Director, Phy-
sical Instructor, Sokol Educator, Games
Leader, possibly a Health Director and squad
leaders.

The organization of these boards is done
according to the local needs and conditions,
In some instances one combined board for
men and women is best suited. The personnel
of such a board consists of the Man Educatio-
nal Director, Woman Educational Director,
Physical Instructor, Sokol Educator, Games
Leader, Health Director; these last four men-
tioned may be functioning for both men and
women classes, and additional educational
board members, serving as instructors’ assist-
ants and squad leaders. ln case of a more
numerous Sokol unit the Physical Instructor,
Sokol Educator, Games Leader and Health
Director organizes around himself a sub-com-
mittee. For the squad leadership schooling of
the men and women personnel is recom-
mended.

The efficiency and success of the squad
leaders depends largely on selection and
schooling. Some .of the basic qualities for the
selection are: Sokol interest and loyalty, cer-
tain degree of emotional maturity, good know-
ledge of the Sokol program. The training of
the squad-leaders begins in the unit by special
squad-leadership classes, by reading of Sokol
literature and self-study. This training is then
advanced by the district and AQOS. instruc-

tors courses.

; During the present shortage of all-class-
mstructors in our units, a plan in which one
separate instructor for each gym class, with
the aid of the squad leadership and Educ.

Board under the close supervision of the Phy-
sical Director seems to be feasible, desirable
and most satisfactory.

It was decided to keep the minutes of this
meeting from now on in English. The minutes
will be recorded in a new book in long hand,
and one typewritten copy will be made for
“Sokol Americky’’'. The .minutes of this meet-
ing as well as the minutes of all the commit-
tees of Educational Board shall be published
in the ""Cvicitelska Hlidka™.

The working schedule of the Educational
Board and its committees was planned out
and decided as follows: Each committee will
hold its regular monthly meeting at their dis-
cretion, but before the third Sunday of each
month, which Sunday will be reserved for
the meeting of the Educational Board.

After a thorough discussion, it was decided
to make a following recommendation to the
Executive Board: The office of the Women's
Director of Education should be left open un-
til the next Convention of the American So-
kol, and the new chairman of the Committee
for the Women's Physical Training shall also
carry the title of Women's Assistant Director
of Education. This new chairman will be
elected from the meeting of active women of
the Central District. The meeting will be
called by bro. Kudrnovsky.

It was then decided to accept the offer of
bro. Maly, and recommend him for the job
of the traveling instructor to the Executive
Board. A recommendation will be made to
hire bro. Maly under 'a special agreement

MAN IS A SOCIAL BEING

Indeed, in our highly interdependent world
man cannot nor could he ever, exist apart
from society. Happiness and success in life,

therefore, depend to a great extent upon his
ability to get along with his fellow-men.

Perhaps the most important lesson which
every Sokol learns by his work in the gym-
nasium, in the lodge and the other organiza-
tional units, is the necessity of his cooperation
with others. By discovering and developing
his own abilities and talents, he learns to
recognize his own limitations and the proper
way to face them. He learns to recognize the
value and purpose of self-discipline and so-
cial discipline. He learns to give without feel-
ing humbled. A true Sokol, healthy physical-
ly, alert spiritually, and upright morally, will
have no difficulty in adapting himself to his

environment and to the responsibilities of a

social being.

When we spek of proper social behavior,
we have in mind esentially those actions of
individuals which reflect such socially desir-
able qualities of character as sincerity, decency,
tactfulness, and tolerance. Sophistication,
which is deemed desirable by certain groups
in our society, cannot be considered a mark
of social fitness.

The thin brilliant veneer of sophistication
may often hide a socially worthless charac-
ter. An intelligent, profound man of charac-
ter is far more valuable to others than a man
who though intimately acquainted with all the
subtleties and artificialities of social behavior
fails at crucial moments to display the sub-
stance that men are made of.
