Not without just cause have the Czecho-

slovaks been heralded as the Yankees of
Europe. The same spirit of individual inde-
pendence, ingenuity, and resourcefulness have
characterized our people. A nation that could
produce a Huss, Comenius, Zizka, George of
Podébrad, and later from its common people,
Palacky, Smetana, Dvoiak, Neruda, Tyrs,
Fuegner, Masaryk, Bene$, and a revitable host
of outstanding individuals, is first beginning
to make itself heard.

Thruout our history, from medieval times
to the present we have had more than our
share of women who had world stature. From
Libuse to Bo?ena Némcova and by adoption
Charlotte Masaryk, the strength of character,
perspicacity, and innate fineness of our women
has left its indelible affect upon the course
of history. In our manly pride let us never
forget that the characteristics of the mother
are transfered to the sons. Fine, great mothers

becet and rear, the fine sons who guide the
destinies of mankind.

This may be a long preamble to this short
article about Renata TyrSova, but for our
own sake it seemed proper and necessary, for
oreat men are the sons and husbands of great
women. In her case it was exceptionally true.
Renata TyrSova was the daughter of Jindiich
Fuegner and the wife of Miroslav Tyrs. Like
a fine thread, infinitely strong, her life served
as a link between the founders of the Sokols.
and the present, Born July 31, 1854, she
was only |1 years old when her great father
died. Her life seemed destined to be one of
sorrow, but for 83 years, she carried on,
always in the forefront of every great cul-
tural artistic, humanitarian effort.

Her teachers were the outstanding men
of her time, including Miroslav Tyrs, whom
she married when she was 18. Her intense in-
terest in languages, science, creative arts, made
her an jdeal mate for our great founder. With
him she traveled extensively gathering ma-
terial, writing, preparing his critical lectures,
and carried on in this work after his tragic
death in 1884, She could easily have gone into
retirement, widowed at 30 years, and been
venerated for who she was.

But it as not in the nature of this fine,
great woman to bemoan the blows of a cruel
fate. She continued Tyr3" eritical works, be-
came the superintendent of the girls technical
schools and later a director of the Praha
Technical High Schools. She filled in the miss-
ing data on the work of her illustrious father
and husband in her biographies of their lives.
Ever appreciative of everything beautiful, she
encouraged the peasants in continuing their
distinctive creative art, and the wearing of
their national costumes. Hundreds of scienti-
fic, critical and informative articles from her
pen were published, not only in the daily
papers, but in Otto’s Czech Encyclopedia.

She was thruout her active and creative life
the finest example of a Sokol woman. The
highest decoration of the COS was awarded
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to her. She was the first woman honorary
member of the American Sockol, She wrote,
organized, lectured, studied and taught. Al-
ways before her shone the star of woman's
great place in life, and women found in her
the fountain of inspiration that we all need to
do our best.

Loved, honored and venerated for her great
contribution to the advancement of her na-
tion, she earned the high place she occupied,
for if ever a woman could have lived a life of
relative ease it was Renata Fuegner Tyriova.
She chose instead the harder road of creative
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work, humane in her sentiments, intensely
loyal not only to her country and the great
traditions that were her heritage, but to every--
thing fine that the great minds of the whole

world had created.

We, Sokols in America, bow our heads in
lmnma_'_;c lo you, on this. the lﬂ(}lh unniversary
of your birth, Renata Tyriova. We thank the
same fate that was so crue]l to you, for the
magnificance of your being.

Plzensky Sokol's history is steeped in the tradi-
tion of Sokol ideals, teachings, and accomplish-
ments, With pride we may reminisce about our
early pioneers who were instrumental in estab-
lishing a foundation for the organization which
withstood the test of time.

Plzensky Sokol was organized by 24 founding
fathers on July 13, 1879 in the section of the
City of Chicago known as the Pilsen District, Tts
purpose was to attain in its members and their
children, the highest standard of American citizen-
ship, through systematic physical, mental and cul-
tural education.

In order to earry out the purpose of its or-
ganization, a ;gymnasium and public building was
constructed at 18th Street and A'shland Awe., IChi-
cago, Il in the year of 1890. An indoor swimming
pool was one of the recreational faciities pro-
vided in this building. ‘This was unique in the
fact that this was the first indoor swimming pool
constructed in any iSokol building. In that early
era there were very few indoor swimming pools in
this country.

PLZENSKY SOKOL'S DIAMOND JUBILEE

The name Joseph Cermak is listed among its
immortals and it would be appropriate to enroll
his name in the Sokol Hall of Fame. He was con-
sidered the outstanding Sokeol instructor of his
time. He devoted his life and efforts to the ‘Sokol
movement by spreading the gospel of the teach=
ings of Fuegner and Tyrs. He was also a recog-
nized leading physical instructor in the Chicago
High School System.

During the period from 1908 to 1913 Plzensky
ISokol's Indoor Softball Team won wide acclaim
by acquiring championships in the events spon-
sored by the International Gymnastic Union,
Amateur Athletic Union, and Amateur Athletic
Federation. In those early days Indoor Softball
was a popular major inmdoor sport. A 16 inch
softball was used with fast pitching being featur-
ed. Two cshortstops were used usually fielding
their positions about six feet away from the batter,
Few (Sokol units 'sponsored Indoor Sotfball Teams,
which necessitated Plzensky Sokol's team to seek
outside competition. George Halas, the present
owners-coach of the Chicago Bears Professional
Football Team, was a (star shortstop. Walter Ha-
las, his brother, who was one of the best softball
pitchers in the City of 'Chicago, and Frank Halas,
another jpbrother, were important members of the
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team. Other players on this aggregation were
Eugene Kaspar, Louis Sima, and John Nemecc,

Plzensky Solkol received international recogni-
tion when ijts championship gymnastic team per-
formed and garnered every prize available during
the period from 1911 to 1922. This team con-
sisted of Frank Paul, an outstanding gymnast
who won the national gymnastic individual cham-
pionship, Vaclav Stransky, John Kristufek, George
Vesely, and Joe Gaspar. It was considered the
greatest gymnastic team any Sokol unit ever pro-
duced. They won championships in the Amateur
Athletic Union, Amateur Athletic Federation, and
International Gymnastic Union competition. They
were national Sokol champions and participated
in and won the team championship at the Slet in
Omaha, Nebraska, in the year of 1914. This group
also competed in the Sokol Slets in Prague, Cze-
choslovakia. They were under contract and travel-
led the Orpheum Theatre Circuit performing on
stages throughout the country,

Plzensky Sokol's traditional Sunday Dancing
Receptions during the years of 1908 to 1918 were
social events at which many of our present hap-
pily married couples met and danced with their
future spouses. Sokol members from various sec-

tions of the city enjoyed themselves at these
affairs.

Another Annual social event was the '"Block-
heads New Year's Eve Frolics”, which was orig-
inated by Bohumil Mikuta and conducted for a
numbhber of years.

Plzensky Sokol's Annual Masquerade Ball was
the social event of the season for a number of
years. Every one attending was attired in cos-
tume, and expensive prizes were awarded.

Patriotic affairs were presented, one of which
was the Annual Washington Day Program. Well
known speakers and artists were obtained, and
musical programs and pageants were presented to
the general public.
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With the passing of years Plzensky Sokol's mem-
bers and a great majority of the Czech residents
moved from the Pilsen District to the western
suburbs of Chicago. Taking residence in the Pil-
sen Distriet in their places were people of other
nationalistic grocps who were not interested in
the Sokol movement. The number of participants
in the gymnasium classes dwindled to such an ex-
tent that it was not feasible to conduct a gyn-
nastic program any mere. Reluctantly this feature
of Sokol activity was discontinued, the building
was sold to the Polish Falcons, and meetings were
Ltransferred to the C3A. Building in Cicero, Illinois.
Despite the discontinuance of gym classes, the
present memhers of Plzensky Sokol are very
enthusiastic about their organization. This is
evidenced by the large attendance at the regular
monthly meetings, the average attendance being
from 60 to 75 members,

Plzensky Sokol owns and operates Camp Sokal
in New Buffalo, Michigan. This camp which has
815 feet of white sandy beach on the Southern

Shore of Lake Michigan is a vacation paradise and

is frequented by members and guests. New motel
style rooms were recently constructed econtain-
ing inside wash room and shower facilities giving
the occupants the finest accommodations.

Camp Scokol is embarking on its 50th year of
operation and is celebrating the event with a
Golden Jubilee Dance on .July 24th in the Rec-
reational Hall,

In the fall a Diamond Jubilee Banguet will be
held to commemorate the T5th Anniversary of
Plzensky Sokol's founding.

RANDOM VIEWS OF THE WESTERN
DISTRICT SOKOL SLET
at Cedar Rapids, Iowa, June 20, 1954.

The Cedar Rapids Sokolovna was a bee-
hive of activity when we arrived early Satur-
day evening The last minute touches were
being made to make sure the Slet would be a
success. An air of assurance prevailed. No
matter to whom one spoke, the words were
the same, "“Ted Hlubucek did a real job of
organizing, he gave the Slet everything he
had.” Ted was the President of the Slet com-
mittee and had as fine a corps of co-workers
as one could wish for.

The beautiful ceremony in front of the
City Hall in the morning as well as the Slet
at Coe Field in the afternoon, showed a mas-
ter's touch. These things don't just happen.
Anyone who has tried to conduct a public
demonstration of any magnitude knows the

thinking, time and effort that are necessary
for any measure of success. You did a beauti-
ful job, Ted Hlubucek, I know that the warm
feeling that comes only to those whose efforts
have done so much to enhance the name
“Sokol"”, is your greatest reward. Your work
is sincerely appreciated by all of us.

The day started with assembly at the Soko-
lovha at 9 a.m. where the line of march
formed to participate in the American Sokol
Citizenship Day ceremonies in front of the
City Hall.

The Slet itself in the afternoon at Coe
Field started with the general assembly, un-
der a broiling sun. Br. Simon Rokusek, Pres.
of the Western District, welcomed the guests

and thanked the participants from Chicago
and St. Paul, for their fine cooperation, and
help to make their Slet a success. Br. Charles
Prchal and Sister Blanche Cihak spoke briefly
and earnestly, again bringing to the attention
of all the vital work the Sokols are doing,
and its essential contribution to our life.

I am no gymnastic technician, but the drills
that filled the program were well executed
and deserved the ovation and applause they
received, The special drills, calesthenics,
dances and apparatus exhibitions, held the
attention of the audience to the end. The
Technical staff can well be proud of their
work. Their earnestness and sincere appre-
ciation of their great task bore a rich harvest.

The whole days program was truly inspir-
ing, the enthusiasm of the participants and
observers gave all of us a lift. As long as we
have something as precious as our Sokol to
work for, we can expect to remain young
forever,

steady adherence to our great Sokol tradition.

Of course we all realize that the suspension
of some gymnasium activities is a necessity,
but closing the gymnasium entirely for the
summer and allowing cessation of all our gym
act_ivities would be of no benefit to anyone.
It is true that a large number of our class
members leave the city for summer homes,
camps and temporarily change their residence
during the vacation months, But not all leave at
the same time and there usually is a sufficient
number of members on hand throughout any
particular period of time during the summer
months. For this reason it is important to
maintain at least a skeleton program in our
gyms during this time. We may well utilize
the vacation time to regain at least partly the
shortcomings in attainments through the So-
kol program core activities, due to many in-
terruptions of the regular educational pro-
gram caused by preparations to the units’ ex-
hibitions, district slets and others. In the
second place there are several activities which
are more suitable for outdoor surroundings.
Finally some of our regular activities are
limited due to lack of time and other factors,
during the regular gym class time.

Therefore, if you have any chance, organize
classes for instructions in swimming. Plan and
prepare an extensive schedule for trips to
beaches, camps and other places. Organize

We may also realize that
we have hardly reached the minimum in our
set goals of the propagation of the Sokol idea
among our young pecople. To prevent reoccur-
rences of similar conditions and outcomes, it
is urgent that all educational directors. instruc-
tors and educational board members meet
during the summer, discuss, plan and prepare
in detail:

1. The definite date of the beginning for

all gym classes; and their schedules.

2. The timely announcement of the begin-

ning of the fall season in the local papers and
through letters sent to all present and former
class members.

3. The class membership drive: Well or-
ganized and wide-spread including local
schools, publicity and organizations. 4, 'All
yvear activity program. This long view ought
to bring forth what may nced the early start
to gain the necessary momentum to be able
to withstand timely demands, interruptions
without sacrificing the regular training pro-
gram,

We all recognize the fact that our even
most carefully planned program will fail unless
backed by a strong and adequate Sokol leader-
ship and instructors staff. To overcome the
everpresent need of the class leaders and in-
structors, conduct a yearly recruiting cam-
paign for Sokol instructors jointly with the
membership drive.

Where to look for our instructors?

In the first place, we should turn our atten-
tion to our active members, our former active

time

members and parents. In this effort, we must
go from person to person, ask, urge and secure
their help and cooperation and explain the
significance of the Sokol endeavor the
individaul memberthat without their enlist-
ment under the Sokol instructors’ banners, the
ground will be cut away from under our
feet for perpetuation of the Sokol movement
in America.

AAU. CONVENTION REPORT

By Jerry Hardy
(Continued)

A lengthy discussion was then held regarding
the Olympic Games. The fact that these games
will be held the latter part of November and early
December (1956) will prove a serious handicap to
us as this time comes very much off-season — just
at the very beginning of our gymnastic season.
The colleges will be most seriously affected inas-
much as it will cut into their scholastic term and
undoubtedly any college men who make the team
will have to sacrifice a semester of their college
education. However, this matter is beyond our
control and all of us pledged ourselves to select the
best possible team under these adverse circum-
stances. It was tentatively decided that the 1956
AAU National Championships (which are usually
held in May) shall serve as a preliminary tryout
for the Olympic team, and that the first 16 men
who finish in the all-around, plus any additional
gymnasts who may be selected by this committee
as meriting and worthy of such consideration will
be eligible for a final tryout to be held by this
committee at such time and place as it deems most
advisable,

‘Our committee concluded its meeting at noon and
after a brief lunch recess the meeting of the US
Olympic Committee was held at which all sports
Games Committees rendered a report of their or-
ganizational meeting and the matters discussed
therein. The meeting finished at about 3:00 PM,
just in time for me to catch the 4 PIM train back
to New York.

RESUME

From the foregoing, it can be seen that a tre-
mendous lot of work was done at both of these
meetings. In fact, I was able to get out of the
hotel on only two occasions — for about an hour
or so on Friday night as mentioned herein, and
then on Sunday evening when some friends living
in ‘Washington took me out to dinner, but I had
to be back at the hotel at 8:00 PM to attend a
meeting of the AAT representatives to the TISOA.

All of us who are interested in amateur athleties
and the Olympics spend a lot of our time and
efforts in this work, but we feel that it is toward
a good cause and that it is well warranted, even
tho at times we feel it is not fully appreciated. At
times there is much adverse criticism of officials
and “brass hats” in sports, and all glory goes to

the successful competing athletes. Yet it is only
through the efforts of the people *“behind the
scenes” that the athletic champions are able to
bask in the limelight of public favor, and it is
only by encouraging, promoting, and arranging for
competitions and development of the novice and
“run-of-the-mill" athletes that champions can bhe
developed. All sports, to be successful, require good
administration, and we have taken it upon our-
selves to provide this administration, promotion
of mass participation, and development of athletes
in order to benefit our people as a whole and
thereby make our country outstandine in inter-
national sports competitions.

I think that our Sokol should be proud that
it has been recognized as one of the active allied
bodies in the AAU as well as the US Olympic
Association, and I strongly recommend that we
continue to participate in these movements and
be active in their programs to the best of our
ability. The Sokol name is recognized and is well
known in amateur sports, and we should continue
to keep it in the front ranks of these two organ-
izations which are the governing bodies of all
amateur sports in our country, and so recognized
internationally.

Leos Jandéek is one of the most interesting,
almost mythical figures of East Czech or strictly
speaking, Moravian music, and a remarkable ex-
ample of a composer who reached his prime late
in life. He was born on July 3, 1854, one of the
many children of the sechool teacher and musician
of the same name in the village of Hukvaldy in
East Moravia, on the Silesian border, in "“La-
chisch' country.

The population there is influenced in part by its
Polish neighbors; consequently words are often
accented on the second syllable as in Polish, in
contrast to Czech, which explains why Janddek
was frequently accused of faulty declamation by
his countrymen.

His youth was cheerful but very needy. At the
age of ten, as soon as he wasg seen to have musi-
cal talent, he was taken to Brno, the capital of
Moravia. As chorister in the Old Briinn Monastery
of the Augustin Friars (the same cloister was the
home of the epoch-making biologist, Gregor Men-
del) the boy received lodging and maintenance in
exchange for playing and singing in the choir. The
excellent musician KifZkovsky was conductor of
the choir; JanAéek later hecame his successor.

When his father died (in 1866) the family was
in dire poverty. LeoS became music teacher to help
his family and went to the Prague's Organ School
for a thorough education. There he led a life of
indeseribable hunger and starvation. In 1875 he
was back in Brno, teaching at the Teachers’ School,
for which he wrote a manual of instruction in

singing, his first theoretical] work. In Brno he
pecame conductor of Philharmonic Orchestra and

.Pe[-fgme’d many works by Dwvofdk, his personal

¢riend. In 1879 he went to Conservatory in Leipzig

and soon after to Vienna Conservatory. In 1881

he married and founded Organ School in Brho,

where he was almost 40 years a teacher there. In

1920 his school was taken over by ICzechoslovak-

jan government. Janaéek became a Professor at

sthe State Conservatory of Praha, where he taught

a master-class, but retained his residence in Brno.

He wrote many operas, of which ‘‘Jeji pastor-
kyna' (Jenufa) was performed at Metropolitan
Opera in New York after its performance (in Ger- |
man) in ithe Vienna Court Opera (1916). Jandcek's i
operas were not performed before this in Prague If
at all, but after these performances they founded ]1
their way on the stage of Ndirodni divadlo, too.
This opera founded the fame for its composer, but
still his works are not to be well understood by |
the listeners.

He composed very many piano and orchestral
compositions, songs and other works for solo
voices, as well as for choruses for male or women
voices. Among them are “Marycka Magdonova”
and “70,000" the most popular. Words are by
Petr Bezrud,one of the famous Czech poet.

According to JanAdéek, harmony is the adjust-
ment of the chaos which arises when a second
chord is struclk before the first has died away.
Besides his occupation with the theory of harmony,
he was attracted in particular to a study of the
folksong of his native land, which has its roots in
Fast Blavonic and Byzantine music. He published
several collections of folksongs, but never used the
songs themselves in his works, rather “composing
folksongs', like Smetana. The relationship between
word and sound occupied him from another aspect
also. He sought to ascertain the melody of every-
day speech eagerly made note of pitech, rhythm -
and accent. His dramatic music in particular fol-
lows the Czech speech-melody precisely, which
makes translating especially difficult. Thus 'the
Prague writer, Max Brod, who has translated Ja-
nacek's texts inte German and who has made
ceaseless propaganda for him, deserves the highest
credit.

The underlying principle of Janadek's composi-
tions is a dynamic one; critics have even spoken
of his "“dynamic leitmotifs”. This dynamic quality
may originate in the spoken word, for, as we
have seen, the vocal element is always of primary
importance with Jandéek; it achieves unprecedent-
ed effects, particularly in his operas, Perhaps his
second most pronounced characteristic is the mysti-
cal atmosphere of Nature, its creatures, and hu-
man heings in his works: the Volga (Kat'a Kaba-
nova), the forest and its animals (Liska Bystrou-
ska-The Cunning Liltle Vixen). A1l this is

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wonderfully depict by the music, which often

seems to be put together like mosaic. Lasty, Ja-

naddek and his art are inconceivable without his
eastern Slavonie nationality, which approaches
Russian breadth and intensity and is based har-

moniecally on the old Slavonic scales. In the final
period of his career Jandicek composed the gran-
diose “Glagolitish Mass"”, based on old Slavonic
liturgy, a very difficult choral work rich in colour
and folkloristic in spirit. Other of the most orig-
inal of his works is “The Diary of One Who
Vanished", for soloists and chorus. Text is based
on a curious Moravian newspapers, report which
Jandéek found. The music contains enchanting
sound effects and paints magnificent pictures of
Nature and the human soul.

In 1925 the honorary degree of Doctor of Philo-
sophy was conferred upon him by the University
©of Brno; he received special honours in England
in 1926, and, inspired with the jdea of a new
music, he was a central figure at the Music Festi-
wals of the International Society for Contem-
\porary Musie. All his remaning operas had their
premieres at the same Brnénské divadlo nvhich had
ifirst produced ‘“Jeji pastorkyna” (Jenufa) and
‘which had become outstanding in the meantime.
Wany stages in Germany and in other countries
wproduced this work and the later works, too. In
honour of his 70th birthday, 1924, Praha and Brno
‘gave Jandcek cycles in their opera houses. In the
‘summer of 1928 the composer, who appeared to
be the picture of health, suddenly contracted pneu-
lmonia in his native land. He was taken to the
hospital of Moravska Ostrava and died there,
August 12th. On the oceasion of the tenth anni-

versary of his death, Jandéek cycles were again
arranged in Czechoslovakia.

His last opera was based on the Dostoievsky's
roman, “From the House of the Dead”, and was
one of his most difficult works to be performed.
Orchestra, singers and stage management are
faced here with new problems. The score which
Janddek left had to be revised and supplemented,
lbecause the manuscript version was unplayable
in many places. Nevertheless, Janacek departed
this life with a last powerful achievement. The
last word has not vet been spoken about this
composer, either by artists or scholars. In any
icase he is an extraondinary phenomenon: despite
‘his fantasy, he is earth-born and bound, a new
Wistinction in Czech-Slavonic music.

Janadek's works gradually are being assembled,
his letters sorted. The Janadctek's archives of the
(University of Brno under Professor Helfert's su-
pervision still need much work to be completed.
Mhis same scholar, moreover, is in charge of the
Uanfiéek room of the National Museum of Brno,
which has faithfully preserved the arrangement of
the room in which Jandcek worked.

There is abundant literature on Janafek in
periodicals and essays, particularly in the expo-
‘sitions of modern Czechoslovakian music (Helfert-
Steinhard's “Die Musik in der czechoslovakischen
Republik”, which contains a detailed catalogue of
works). Biographies include those of Max Brod
(1925, German and Czech), Adolf Vesely (Czech
only), Daniel Muller (French).
