MIROSLAV TYRS

August 8, 1884

Seventy years ago on the above date, a
great soul went to its last resting place. Just
as all of natures wild children go to some
secluded spot when they feel their time has
come, so too did this great intellectual, pat-
riot, leader and teacher. Worn out by twenty
years of hard, incessant labor he had resigned
his position as nagelnik of the Sokols and
went to the wild Tyrol Mountains, to recu-
perate.

He was now a Doctor of Philosophy at
Charles University in 'Prague' a great teacher,
but also a great student to the last, His in-
domitable spirit had defeated the Hapsburgs’
attempt to ruin his Sokol organization. Feel-
ing that he could now safely leave it for a
while he went for a rest to the beautiful wild
fastnesses of the Tyro]ean Alps. All of those
who work for an ideal, and pour their whole
heart and soul into their work, feel at times
a primitive urge to go into seclusion. They
need peace and quiet to re-examine their
work, to think thru their future plans and to

recharge their soul and spirit for the struggles
that lie ahead of them.

What better place can be found than the
unsullied wilderness. The pristine beauty of
primeval forests, towering peaks, and raging
mountain torents inspire awe, and give man
a clean mental slate upon which he can write
what had been done, and what should be
done to help humanity to find the right road
for a finer and better life.

What thoughts must have passed thru Tyrs's
mind as he viewed this natural grandeur. How
this sensitive but fearless, honest soul must
have searched every cranny of his mind,
meticulously examining every thought and
action of his rich life. Moments of satisfac-
tion, and then of doubt, — had he done right,
could something else have been done, — had
he been true to his-ideals, worked out from
the inspiration of the great minds of the Gol-
den Age of Greece? These are the mental
processes of every thinking man. Souls that
are honest with themselves, search their
minds — minds in which they have stored
the wealth of human knowledge.

It has been truly said, “The mind only
gives forth that, which has been put into it.”
“‘Sweet wines, rich in bouquet and flavor
never come from a soured jug’’. Thus it had
been with Miroslav Tyri. From early youth
he had lived with the great minds of the
world. Selecting, analyzing, critically survey-
ing every facet of thought, choosing for his
work only those mental gems that passed
flawlessly out of the crucible of his mental
processes. [His search for truth and beauty,
whether in the arts or in thought, led him
time and again to foreign lands, to see for
himself, or to read the original, to make
sure that what he had was good, was true,

As he walked thru the forests, or stopped
to survey some lofty peak, his mind must
have subconsciously compared his monumen-
tal work with these wonders of natures power.
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Modest in his estimation of his own value, he
could measure the strength of the forces that
made the world, and take into his innermost
soul, a great part of that exhiliaration that
gives men the strength to move mountains. He
no doubt reiviewed his youth and blessed the
kind, generous uncle who had given him his
chance to study when he was orphaned in
ghil)dhood. His life and work had repaid this
ebt.

His teachers and classmates passed in re-
view, each leaving his impression. Then came
his contacts with the outstanding men of his
time. His idyllic friendship with Fuegner,
shortlived but intense, must have been re-
called with a pang of pain. Such friendships
are rare. Death never severs them. Then
the teaching of Fuegner's only child, Renata,
who became his wife, his mate, his partner in
every undertaking, in every joy and sorrow,
who waited for him patiently, with full under-
standing, lingered lovingly in his mind. Yes
he said to himself, he had been fortunate in
life. Of worldly possessions he had none,
those of the spirit were boundless. What
greater life can any man have than to know
that he had had the opportunity to com-
mune with the great minds of the ages, That
he had lived at a time wen his nation was
being reborn, and had been able to guide its
destiny, and prepare it for its ultimate free-
dom, was its own reward.

Thinking, re-examining, planning he stop-
ped above the raging rapids of the 'Aach
River. No human being was in sight The

wild animals and the birds alone niust have
been the only witnesses to the tragedy that
now occured. What happened shall be a
mystery forever. We only know that he failed
to return to his lodge. A search party found
his body at the bottom of the rapids. His
body was found, but his soul was no doubt
already on Mount Olympus, comparing notes
with Plato, Aristotle and Demosthenes.
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In the select company of the world's great
minds, he was in his humbleness, undoubtedly
thanking them for having given the world
such treasures. These were treasures that had
to be mined, just as we have to mine them
today. The fools live their meager, material-
istic life, with its search for more and more
wealth, fame and glory. The wise men carry
on the torch of enlightement, perhaps un-
honored and unsung, but with a spirit that
befits them, that permits them to honestly say,
"To mine own self | have been true, | cannot
then be false to any man.”

Miroslav Tyrs had a burning desire to help
his nation, his fellowman. He accomplished
his purpose in life. He left us a monument
the Sokols, — not physical perfection alone as
its goal, but the higher, finer and greater
mental perfection we must attain, before man-
kind as a whole can reach the summits of uni-
versal brotherhood and well being.

Such may have been the last hours of Tyr%’-
Let us be thankful that the fates gave us this
great soul.

CHARLBES M. PRCHAL:

My Visit With Sisters and Brothers on the Western Coast

(Continued)

It was already dark when we reached the park.
Lights on all sides indicated that the cabinsg were
occupied. The air was clear, and the stars in the
sky seemed to be bigger and brighter than we
see in our cities,

Early next morning we started our tour through
the great park, covering an area of 1,189 square
miles. A number of deer greeted us around the
lodge and ecabins. During the entire trip we viewed
snow-capped mountains, wooded hills, huge cliffs
fapparently without vegetation), deep valleys, and
a turbulent stream dashing against large rocks,
throwing tons of water into the air. In places
there we dwarfed and twisted trees.

Today I repeat to myself: Yosemite Valley, Ma-
ripose Grove, Greatest Waterfall spectacle, the
highest free leaping in the world, dropping a
height equal to about nine Niagara Falls, the view
of the High Sierras, Glacier Point, Half Dome,
Sentinel Dome, North Dome, Cathedral Rocks, El
'Cappitan, and many others.

We were awed by the high-towered Sequoia trees
that attract everyone’'s attention. Gigantic, awe-
inspiring patriarchs of the forest, laden with
memories of eras of long, long ago—eras hefore the
arrival of the white man. We are driving high, and
the road rises continually, higher and higher. In
places are freshly fallen rocks and ice. Br, Malek
drives continuously and remarked that Br. Neku-
da, President of ISokol Los Angeles, has his sum-
mer home in this part of Yosemite. At that very
moment we were on the road leading to this home,
and in a short time we were there. It is a beauti-
ful home located near a mountain stream and a
few of those forest giants directly on his land;
an ideal spot. And the thought oeccurs to me that
when it is so beautiful here and in the park now,
how heavenly it must be when spring and summer
arrive, when the woods are filled with birds that
and the banks of the stream are covered
with blooms. After a brief and most enjoyable
visit, we were on our way again.
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The day is perfect. We reach a long, sun-flooded
valley hemmed in by hills, and then we start a
slow descent from the mountains,

That afternoon we arrived in Fresno, city of
fruit, almond, and date orchards and boundless
vineyards. Many nationally known wine manufac-
turers have their wineries in and around this city.

A few surprises awaited us in Sokol Fresno. I
found one of the happiest Sokol units forming
one big Sokol family. I heard many fine reports
of the brotherhood in this unit. The unit is happy
because the members understand each other—as
all that carry the name of Sokol should under-
stand each other. The average age of members of
the unit is approximately 35 years.

That evening I spoke to the gymnasts who drill
in a beautiful big gymnasium owned by the city.
Classes were very well attended, and my words
were listened to with obvious interest.

The following day we walked and drove through
the city and outlying communities, particularly
Clovis, the home of the unit and most of its mem-
bers. We enjoyved and excellent meal at Br. Jack
Prudek’s farm. Mrs. Jack Prudek is Br. Kohou-
tek’s sister and the President of the unit, Emil
Prudek, is their son. At their farm I picked some
oranges, lemons, and grapefruit.

The evening began with a “pot luck’ dinner. A
most luscious selection of foods and salads was
brought to the buffet-style table. It was excellent,

and many of theose present asked for a second
helping, All the tables in the hall were bedecked
with wvarious kinds of flowers.

After dinner, the meeting was opened by its
very capable and popular President Br. Emil Pru-
dek. He introduced President of the Pacific Dis-
trict, Br. Jos. Malek and Vice President, Br, Ko-
houtek, who in turn introduced the President of
the Obec. The welcome and greeting were warm
and hearty. First of all, I thanked them for their
fine hospitality, knowledge of which had reached
me already from members of the 1950 Obec ex-
cursion. I expressed my ‘pleasure at the coopera-
tion I found in the unit and then spoke of matters

pertaining to our Sokol Organization. I spoke of the
Sokol cause and its principles. Of the eternally
young ideals, that for 89 years have united Sokol
brotherhood throughout the United IStates in acti-
vities that are the pride of all of us. I spoke of
the efforts to reach the height of perfection in
citizenship, efforts to develop all abilities and
strength in man for the benefit of the nation. Of
determination to forever protect and guard our
country.

Here, too, I answered many questions. The rest
of the evening was pleasantly spent in sociable
conversation, singing and dancing. And when we
left, we stopped for refreshments and informal
discussion at the home of Br. and Sis. Prudek,

‘China City and Chinatown are com-
paratively new and also interesting. Los Angeles’
seacost is 23 miles long.

The following morning Sis. Nekuda drove me to
the interesting spots — 'Chinese Theatre in Holly-
wood, Griffith Park Observatory in Hollywood,
Forest Lawn Cemetery in Glendale with its huge
painting of “The <Crucifixion” by Styka, “The
Last Supper"” window copied from Leonardo da
Vinci’'s famous painting and many sculptural mas-

The pledge of allegiance and our national
anthems followed. The Pacific District presi-
dent, br. Jos. Malek, welcomed the audience

and participants from all sections of the Dis-
trict. Br. '‘A. G. Kohoutek next introduced the
Slet Queen Miss Mildred Svoboda.

Then the speaker of the day, br. Chas.
Prchal was introduced. His address explained
the work accomplished by the Sokol organ-
ization here in America and commented on
the lion's share of the work done during the
liberation of Czechoslovakia. He alsg com-
mented on the need to continue in the Sokol
ideals and work, and urged those who aré
not Sokol members to become members; to
help us bring up our children physically and
meorally competent for their own well being
as well us for the well being of our country,
and the well being and freedom of the coun-
try of our forefathers. Br. Prchal's address
was applavded enthusiastically.

The children's mass calisthenics followed.
There were 32 boys with dumbbells and 36
girls with red, white and blue pinwheels. Their
movements presented many an unusual pic
ture of colors against the green field, particu-
larly the girl's pinwheels which the afternoon
breeze kept spinning merrily.

The children came right back onto the field
for a game of three deep and with three “it”
youngsters and their mix-up in who is chasing
who, the audience was pleased and sent them
on their way with good rounds of applause.

The men and women followed on appara-
tus, men on horizontal bar, women on the
parallel bars. The wind had risen consider-
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ably and the men had quite a time working
their giant swings against that wind. Then
came a short intermission.

Sokol Fresno were unable to present their
special number due to some unforeseen dif-
ficulty.

Sokol Scio had only four girls doing a folk
dance; altho very well done the number was
too smal in number for so vast a feld.

The Parade of Clowns by Sokol San Fran-
cisco women presented a lot of color and in-
terest — particularly at the end when the
balloons were turned loose and the young-
sters ran full tilt all over the field to get them.
However, this did not delay the program.

Sckol Los Angeles presented the best of
the special numbers. The first portion of it
was marching formations while the second half
consisted of calisthenics with a finale of
hand stands by the men and balances by the
women on the men's shoulders.

This gave the men and women a little time in
which to change to their Czech costumes for
the dancing of the National Beseda which con-
cluded the program. Sokol Scio had an adult
and children’s set jn the Beseda. Others danc-
ing with one set each were Sokol Los Angeles.
Fresno, San Francisco and Seattle. We wel-
come Sokol Seattle very much and hope they
will continue in their activity. Perhaps next
yvear they will enter our volleyball tournament.
We will do our utmost to help them with need-
ed information — hope they'll get regular gym
classes started this fall!

All in all the program was good and well
done — but having been so often on the
planning and teaching end of such programs
— it seems to me it was a tremendous amount
of work for so small an audience — it just
didn’t seem worth while (for approximately
350 to 400 people) to expend so much effort
and money. Did San Francisco Sokol fall
down on their advertising? promotion? or
did everyone just leave town for wacation

spots and playgrounds over the three day holi-
day? No doubt the Swiss Turners competi-
tions and celebration at San Mateo may have
divided the attendance somewhat.

Sunday evening after dinner all gathered
again at the Sokol Hall for the awarding of
the trophies and medals, and as usual cheer
after cheer rang from ring side when this or
that Sokol unit won some event.

SOKOL - GEORGE ALLEN LIVE—

At the next Olympic Games in 1956,
American athletes are expected to have stiff
competition from strong Russian teams. The
Russians surprised the world with the good
showing they made at the 1952 games at
Helsinki—the first they entered since 1912.
The Soviets swept the field in gymnastics,
picking up many of the points which gave
them their final overall wunofficial standing
of second place. Although the United States
stood first in the overal scoring, we lagged
sadly behind the field in gymnastics. Our
men's team placed only eighth and our wom-
en's team was relegated to fifteenth place.

If we are to keep our high standing in
future Olympics in the face of Soviet competi-
tion, we will have to improve our perform-
ance in gymnastics. The sport has never been

widely practiced in this country and we have
produced few, if any, gymnasts of world sta-
ture. One of the few organizations in the
United States that goes in seriously for gym-
nastics is the Sokol, S-O-K-O-L. Founded in
Czechoslovakia in 1862, the Sokol has since
spread to many countries. A unit was organ-
ized in New York eighty-five years ago and
there are now six units in the city. One of the
best known is the Sokol on East Seventy-
first Street between York and First Avenues.
This unit has five hundred members and has
produced some first-rate gymnasts, among
them Laddie Bakanic, who was chosen for the
women's gymnastic team we sent to the 1948
Olympics. Here now are some Sokol mem-
bers as they work out in their seventy-first
street gym.

FILM—

Dick Zezula, Irene Olsen, Norma Zabka
and Larry Hudecek have all won prizes in
gymnastic competitions. Dick started his gym-
nastic training at the age of eight. He is now
physical director of the seventy-first street
Sokol. His specialty is the parallel bars, The
routines performed by gymnasts are composed
of individual exercises which are combined
into very pretty and sometimes spectacular
patterns of movement.

The gymnast is judged on the difficulty of
the exercises he does, how intricately he com-
bines them, how smoothly he moves from one
exercise to the next and finally the form he
shows in executing his routine. Dick ends with
a front flip.

Jerry Maliska, twenty-one, has been a gym-
nast for several years. He was judged junior
rings champion at the New York Metropolitan
AAU meet in 1951. Although physical
strength is needed for these exercises, the
development of timing and coordination is
the heart of gymnastic training. And it takes a
long time to learn. About ten years are need-
ed to produce a gymnast capable of trying
out for the Olympic team.

Sokol training is effective, hardly any So-
kol members have been rejected by the Army
for physical reasons. After doing two forward
rolls, Jerry finishes his routine with a straddle
dismount,

The balance beam is an apparatus used
only by women gymnasts. Here, Irene Olsen,
at the left, and Norma Zabka, go through a
typical routine. In these graceful movements
you can see the close relationship between
gymnastics and ballet. According to Val Ci-

hak, president of the seventy-first street So-
kol, anyone who has had ballet training will
make a good gymnast in a short time. Mr.
Cihak believes that one reason the Russians
produce such good gymnasts may be their
strong background in ballet. Although slow
and graceful, the movements Irene and Nor-
ma are doing are not easy when they are per-
formed on this balance beam which is only
four inches wide. All Sokol gymnasts, by the
way, are amateurs who practice only in their
spare time. Most Sokol members start gym-
nastic training in Sokol children’s classes some-
where between the ages of six and twelve.
They attend classes once or twice a week after
school. In addition to gymnastics, the Sokol
provides social and education activities for its
members. In New York City where the juve-
nile delinquency rate has been climbing stead-
ily. juvenile delinquency among Sokol mem-
bers has remained prartically zero. Many So-
kol members continue gymnastic training all
their lives. There are grandmothers in the
classes for older women in the seventy-first
street Sokol and there are men in their fifties
and sixties in the older men's groups. Many
of the movements Norma and Irene are doing
are variations of the lever — performed on
one foot. Larry Hudecek was 1949 Natio-
nal Sokol Champion all-around gymnast and
he has taken third place in the National AAU
Championships. Here he does a routine on
the high bar. That's a vault catch — and
these are giant swings. The word Sokol
means falcon, and routines like this one justify
the name. In spite of dangerous locking exer-
cises like these, very few Sokol gymnasts get
hurt and practically one receive serious in-
juries. Although a high-bar routine looks pret-
ty acrobatic, Larry says that beauty of form
and ease of movement — as in high diving
— are what the gymnast strives for. He ends
with a fly-away.

LIVE—

The Sokol organization is native to Czecho-
slovakia and there it has been a stronghold of
democracy. At the last mass gymnastic dis-
play, held five months after the Communists
took over their country in the winter of 1948,
most of the Sekol gymnasts turned their heads
away from the reviewing stand as they march-
ed past the Communist officials and hundreds
of them broke out American flags and waved
them. The Communists tried to infiltrate the
organization to take it over for their own pur-
poses, but they failed and broke it up The

W
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Sokol idea is being kept alive, however, by
thousands of units all over the world. Here in
New York the seventy-first street Sokol is
now starting an intensive training program
aimed at producing future Olympic gymnasts.
They are concentrating on promising young-
sters between twelve and fifteen years old.

Does your child like climbing up on the
bookcases and swinging from your best cur-
tains? Then send him along to Sokol, he may
be Olympic material. And how about you?
If you feel puffed out whenever you pull a
chair up to your television set, a little of the
Sokol method may be indicated.

ADDRESS OF BRO. JAMES L. CIHAK AT
SOKOL CEDAR RAPIDS, IA,

Bratfe starosto—sisters and brothers:

I want to thank you for having invited me to
be your speaker upon so important an occasion.
To all of us the campaign that is just being
closed is a very important event. We need this
new strength that is coming to us, and we can
repay the new members by opening the door for
them to a better, a fuller life,

To be a Sokol or Sokolice is a distinct honor.
We are not often conscious of its full meaning
until we talk to Americans, who know of our
work and our program. They admire what we
have accomplished, the buildings we built and sup-
port, and our ceaseless efforts to build better
citizens. They only wish that they could transfer,
even a little spark of that intense feeling and
loyalty into a greater segment of the American
life,

There are certain natural laws and moral codes
that man has learned to follow. This knowledge
gained thru bitter experience and close observa-
tion coupled with logical thinking has formed the
foundation for the gradual progress from the cave
man to the man of today. The very simplicity and
stark truth of these philosophies often presents
the greatest stumbling block for their full com-
prehension. We have had many of these basic laws
drummed into our heads since childhood. Often it
takes a long time before their true meaning pen-
efrates our conscious mind like a revelation. Some
people never have this experience, perhaps be-
cause it requires intensive living and serious, con-
centrated thinking, to see the truth and value of
these all important rules for living a truly use-
ful and happy life.

As an example we might cite the oft repqnted-
“Man does not live by bread alone a _.;1n1p13'
statement, in a few everyday words. DBut "{.’“
pregnant with meaning, when we stop to analyZ®
it, and bring our own personal experience to. be{:"
upon it. “Man does not live by bread alone. \'i
work, study and strive to secure those things “11‘1\-
ire signified by the “bread”. That is the wo:;k:lir"
part of our lives. To many however, it is t_he
whole of life. They accumulate everything material
within sight, eventually becoming the unhapP¥
slaves of their possessions. :

It is the other part, the spiritual part tha
differentiates man from the lower animal-.? and
gives him the opportunity to acquire that dignity
and satisfaction, that history has shown us cal
be obtained if we but seek it. This is the part of
our lives that is devoted to the general welfar
of our families, communities, country and humani-
ty as a whole. Into this spiritual part of our
lives have come the Sokol ideals with their intense,
intelligent patriotism and constant striving {07
that development that is so necessary for &
balanced life.

The physical training that has proven itself to
be so invaluable to the individual and country,
you know well. This has about reached its pin-
nacle, and except for variations, rests upon the
same foundation, as originally formulated by Tyl‘_ﬁ-
The mental, moral and spiritual half of Tyrs's
ideal of a ‘“complete man or woman', however is
limitless. He had ignited a spark in the minds t.ﬂ
men that nothing has been able to extinguish In
over 92 years. Many have felt the mag'nificent.
warmth and beauty of its flames, but like “Tenny-
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son's search for the ‘Holy Grails',” its rewards are
gained in proportion to the effort expended in
its discovery. How often we have found that the
value of mental treasures increases with the sacri-
fices we make to secure them.

It is this almost indefinable spark that we must
rekindle in the minds of our people, if we are to
really secure for future generations, what we were
privileged to have. It is not an easy task, but
one that is vital to our very existence. With it,
Sokolstvi will live forever, without it we are
restined for oblivion.

What then is this spark that can have such
far reaching consequences?

It is Tyrs's never ending search for truth, for
an ideal life, for ideal men and women. It is the
sincere love of country, not blind devotion that
accepts anything the rulers may dictate. It is a
concern for ones homeland that requires an in-
timate knowledge of its history, the biographies of
its great men and women, the philosophy that has
made it great. It is an wuncontrolable desire to
give ones best, to dig deep into the mental treas-
ures of his own forefathers, and bring these to the
common treasury for all to use. It is also an
appreciation of what others have done for the
common wealth, and a quiet courage that demands
that all may have an equal chance to reach their
greatest heights. It is an honest recognition of
our own faults and shortcomings and an honest,
persevering desire to correct them.,

Knowing that this could not be secured by prayer
alone, or wishful thinking, he urged men and
women to develop their bodies, to seek physical
perfection. This was not to be the goal in itself,

but a preparation for the more intensive and
grueling mental perfection,
That he and his co-workers were right was

proven during the First World War and during
the years of the Czechoslovak Republic. The world
marveled at the exploits of the Sokol trained
Legions and the magnificent building and progress
of a new nation. Thinking men and women every-
where sought to find the magic formula that had
created this accomplished fact. Again, simple
truths that were hard to comprehend, just be-
cause they were so simple. What are they? Just
“A sound mind in a healthy body”, and “What by
intelligent effort you have gained, by sensible liv-
ing try ‘to retain,”

What a sad comparison we have here in our
country, where we have freedom, opportunities un-
limited to find out that 53% of our young men
are rejected when our country needs them most,
because they cannot meet the physical and mental
standards necessary for the defense of its existence.

No nation or group of nations should ever be
able to defeat us. But at this rate we surely shall
defeat ourselves. We need all of our stremgth, a!l
the resources we can accumulate, all the intelii-
gent planning of our finest minds to make sure
that our ‘Sokol units are large and strong. We
must do everything possible to disseminate the
‘Sokol philosophy thruout this great land of ours.
No other work is more important. Under no ecir-
cumstances should we let anyone dissuade us from
our course, or weaken our work by scattering our
efforts., This concerns our very existence as a
nation.

We are not just another lodge or -+oup of lodges.
We are the bearers of a living philosophy. Our
fraternal organizations that have established such
an outstanding record in the past in guarding
the material well being of our people, as well as
keeping alive our cultural life, feel much the
same way we do. Sokols are their members, they
are members of 'Sokol. There never has been and
never shall be a lack of appreciation for the worn
that each is doing. Together, with a united front
we can and shall support each other, strengthen
one another, and revitalize our whole life, so that
in the future those who follow us can truthfully
say, “They grasped the simple truths, the Amer-
fcan ‘Czechoslovaks of that day, gave America a
priceless treasure.”

We are conscious of what we have to offer, and
offer it willingly and gladly to our country whose
magnificent principles gave us all we have today.

To answer those whose unwarranted attacks
have caused a lot of ill will, permit me ‘to use a
great American’s words, Abraham Lincoln said,
“He has the right to criticize, who has the heart
to help.”

To be a real ISokol or Sokolice should and soon
will be the great prize in the life of our youngsters.

I want to congratulate you upon your wise
decision to become members of the great Sokal
family, and to congratulate Sokol Cedar Rapids
and Sokolice Renata TyrSovd upon securing such
fine members for their future,
