TATICEK MASARYK

Died Sept, 14 - 1937,

A long and fruitful life ended 17 years ago,
when the leader and First President of Cze-
Chos]ovakia died. Thru his own efforts, often
battling alone against caste and prejudice this
great man rose from the humblest birth to
the highest place in his country. Many men
have done this in the last few centuries Few
of them however stature as time
Passes on,

For many the defects begin to show thru
the aura of their own times, when passions
die and an unbiased appraisal, from the
heights of the passing years, truly evaluate
their worth. Those who were really great
become greater, those who were a shame sink
into obscurity. Lincoln, Washington, Franklin
and Jefferson, command a higher respect and
recognition as the years roll on. Their worth
increases as we compare them with others.

We can proudly place the name of Thomas
Garrigue Masaryk in this select company, for
his accomplishments rank with theirs. Not
only what these men achieved, but the way
in which they did it makes the difference.
Tatiéek Mﬂ,saryk.g “Truth will Conquer," and
“Christ not Caesar,”” are the summation of
life's philosophy.

The disgusting spectacle of the televised
antics of Charlatans, that entertained thous-
and a few months apo, by comparison adds
greater dignity to those who spent a lifetime
in preparation for their service to their nation,
Politicians think of the next eclection, states-
man of the next generation.

Taticek Masaryk's value not only to his
nation, but to all mankind is inestimable.
Recognized during his lifetime by the sharpest
critics and historians, his teachings and meth-
ods are becoming the tools of all men who
really endeavour to bring the world out of its
present state of chaos. He was a pacifist who
had to fight; a college professor who lead
armies, a student who became a statesman,
a peaceful devout Christian who formed a
nation out of the holocoust of war.

H. G. Wells, who never pulled his punches
when writing said, ""As far as | am concerned,
I would leave the whole Central European
mess in the capable hands of Masaryk and his
coarchitect Bened. | know, | could expect the
most equitable solution, and unparalled prog-
ress.”” He added, ‘It is the tragedy of our
times that the greatest men are often at the
head of little nations, where they cannot exert
the influence that is their just due.”

To the generation that lived with him and
fought with him to help “‘truth prevail,”” he
will always be venerated for his example of
the finest characteristics of a real man. The
life of this Slovak who rose steadily from the
greatest obscurity to a position of eminence
must be an inspiration to all of us. He was a
Sokol. He led the Sokols in their greatest
adventure. He won with them the freedom
ol his country.

As an individual he never sought office or

renown. He detested fighting, feeling instinct-
ively that man had the powers to reason and
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should use them to solve his problems. Fate,
however, did not consult him. The Hilsner
case, the faked documents, the Jugoslav Stu-
dents case, were all trust upon him, because
he was known to be honest, and fearless.
Shame and hypocrisy he detested worse than
fighting, so he led the forces for justice and
truth. He was unanimously selected to lead
the liberation movement.

At a time when cheating, lying, and greed
seem to be paying off, let us never forget,

the calm assurance of those great men and
women who have led manking thru the ages.
Their followers and descendents could face
the world with a smile on their lips and
courage in their hearts. How the others fare
is left to their own conscience.

We have had besides, Hus and Comenius,
— Taticek Masaryk — we have been fortu-
nate indeed.

JINDRICH

Born September 12,
Died November 135, 1865 in

Co-founder of the Sokol organization, first presi-
dent of the original Praha Sokol and builder of
the first Sokol gymnasium. The son of a merchant.
He studied business administration in high school
at the insistent urging of his father. He lived in
Trieste, visited Germany, Holland, Belgium, France
and England. Upon his return he took over his
father's business in Praha. He later became the
director of an Ttalian insurance company in Praha.
Because of his wide wvision, expert knowledge,
tremendous energy and exceptional purity of char-
acter, he was elected to high positions in many
corporations. In this way he became a member
of the Chamber of 'Commerce, director of the manu-
facturer's and produce market hall, a member of
the City council of Praha, president of the short-
hand writers organization, director of a mortgage
bank, etc.

Fuegner was too sublime a soul, to be satisfied
with the dry, practical work of his calling, In his
rich library he kept the finest creations of the
world's literature, devoting every spare moment
to reading and study. He entertained himself also
with playing on the organ. A thorough education,
a truly world outlook, the finest patriotic senti-
ments, and extreme generosity practically predes-
tined Fuegner for the role of co-founder of the
Sokol and the most noble aide of Dr. Miroslav
Tyrs. “The forest murmurs greetings where Miro-
slav first learned to know Fuegner,” is the in-
seription on the former summer home of Fuegner
at Svatd u Zdie, where these two great souls first
recognized each other and formed a beautiful
friendship.

“I never valued anything in live more than your
dear friendship, and nothing could wound me
deeper than to lose it,”” Tyr% once wrote to Fuegner,
Thus TyrS gained a precious man for his Sokol
idea; and at Tyri's suggestion Fuegner became
the president of the newly founded Sokol Praha,
to which he devoted all his energy. A genuine
democrat, he initiated the use of the informal
“thou” at the first meeting, March, 1862, on
Stfelecky Island, as an outward sign of the Sokol
brotherhood. “He created a new conception of the
Sokol, and that new conception, which was his
work, he clothed in those virtues, of which he was
a shining example,"” wrote Dr. Josef Scheiner.

FUEGNER

1822 in Praha

Praha.

Fuegner led the young Sokol Praha from the
cramped quarters of Malypetr's gymnasium to the
more spacious hall “Apollo,” in Jeénd Street, which
he rented at his own expense and furnished with
complete eguipment, Mainly through the efforts
of Fuegner's wife, the Sokol Praha received a
splendid flag, the original work of the famous
‘Sokol artist Josef Manes.

“A Sokol without a uniform is not a complete
Sokol —he is like a bird without feathers, he
often said, because he placed great importance
upon the dignified public appearances of the mem-
bers in the Sokol uniform., Only Fuegner could
make Tyrs's ideal gymnasium a reality, “a large
building, with plenty of light and air.” After a
short stay at the "Apollo"” and later at the Kon-
viktsky Hall, the Sokol Praha moves to a splendid
new gymnasium. This was built by the generous
president of the Sokols in Nové Mésto at his own
expense because he of all men was faithful to the
Sokol slogan “Neither profit nor glory.” The
building was dedicated to its future work without

pomp, in deference to the wishes of its humble
builder.

Here Fuegner devoted himself to active gym-
nastics and here too, in January, 1865, he spon-
sored the Sokel dance, the first Sibfinky. In the
fall of the same year this fearless, 43-year-old
Fuegner became ill, and died in the arms of Dr.
Thomas Cerny, and Miroslav Tyr$ on the 15th of
November. Tyrs later wrote, “We felt at that
moment a sacred sorrow — that it was a lose
without possible recompense — that he had died,
who had attracted all of us to our great cause,
and had made us an indisoluble whole, by his im-
measureable enthusiasm, A Cech had died whom
nobody in the whole nation could equal for his
self sacrificing patriotism — a man had passed
away, who surpassed in his fine nature, the best
that any of us could even conceive.”

He, too, like Lincoln, might have said “Die when
I may, T want it said of me by those who knew
me best, that I always plucked a thistle and
planted a flower where I thought a flower would
grow."

Nazdar! James L. ‘Cihak
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DR. MIROSLAV TYRS
Born Sept, 17, 1832 — Died August 8, 1884

“Of him it can be truly said, — ‘He created
beauty, because beauty ruled
Tyrs, the immortal founder of the Sokols, was

an exceptional Czech philosopher, aesthetic, art
critic, teacher, and leader of men. He was above
all an ardent patriot, in the finest sense of the
word.

He was the son of a doctor on a noble's estate,
was orphaned when he was seven vears old, but
fortunately received a good education with the aid
of his uncle. He attended the Malostranskd High
School and graduated with honor from the Charles
University in Praha. While attending the university
lectures he became interested in athletics and
participated in gymnastics with unusual enthu-
siasm. He-left Praha for some years when he ac-
cepted the position of tutor to the family of
Bartelmus, a manufacturer in Novy Jachymov near
Beroun. It was near here that he first made the
acquaintance of Fuegner, who had a summer home
at Krili u Svaté.

Returning to Praha, he was elevated to the posi-
tion of Doctor of Philosophy in 1860 and became
a member of the editorial staff of Rieger's Ency-
clopedia, Before he left Praha he had trained in
Schmidt’s gymnasium and upon his return he be-
came an instructor in the better gymnasium of
Malypetr. Tn the joyous atmosphere of the early
1860's, due to a more liberal political policy of the
Hapsburgs, many of the most influential 'Czech
societies were founded, Among these and poten-
tially the greatest was the first Sokol. At its
cradle stood Tyrs, Fuegner, the Grégr brothers,
Tonner, Thomas Cerny and many other sincere
patriots. Tyr3 was elected physical director of
the young unit and devoted the next twenty years
of his life to Soko] work, His own continuous scien-
tific studies, preparations for daily lectures at the
University, articles for publications, and critical
art treatises had to be done far into the night, His
Sokol work always came first.

In the 1870's, he went to other countries many
times on scientific expeditions and for further
studies. Tyr&s effort produced the excellent en-
tirely original gymnastic terminology, beginning

his mind'."

with the printing of the Sokol pericdical and the
Sokol Almanac. After overcoming the Hapsburg
inspired volunteer firemen's crisis in the Sokol units,
and due to Tyrs unceasing efforts a new intensi-
fied spirit dominated the Sokol ranks. A kind fate
enabled this great Physical educator to direct the
first Sokol Slet on Stfelecky Island in’ Praha in
1882, By this time the Sokol ideals had gained a
firm hold among our Jugoslav brethren.

Realizing that his lifes work was firmly and
safely established, he resigned as physical director,
and was named Professor of Aesthetics at Charles
University. Worn out by his incessant labors he
went to the Tyrolean Oetz region for rest, and there
met his tragic death, in the raging rapids of the
Aach River. His body was brought to Praha. where
on the 9th of November 1884, the Sokols honored
their Founder with funeral honors, normally re-
served for kings.

Tyrs was the last of the great awakeners of the
Czech nation whose intense patriotism was always
directed to the nation's welfare, The small Czech
nation must in Tyr§'s reasoning multiply the action
of its individuals, its citizens, if it is to honorably
defend its right to live, in the world battles of the
nations. The means for gaining this natural energy,
Tyrs found in the physical development of the
ancient Greeks, Physical education was not to him
a goal in itself, but a means for instilling high
ideals, in a nation, by the equal development of
spiritual, moral and physical factors.

His teachings and slogans were many. Truly,
pearls of wisdom gleamed from hard actuality and
polished by one of our most perceptive minds. In
the following one sentence he gave the Sokols a
directive for all time. "Our idea is not for any
fraction, but for the whole nation — it is not sub-
ject to change like religious or political idealogies—
rather it is eternally true an important, and stands
in that respect, elevated above temporary disputes.”

Like all truly great men, the search for truth
and beauty ruled his thinking — his love and sacri-
fice for his country ruled his heart.

DEBATE — TOOL OF DEMOCRACY

In this world of ours, we do not all have the
same idea about things, and this has a tendency
to bring us into debates. 'We disagree because we
look at the subject under discussion from a dif-
ferent angle. So we have disagreement. When
this happens in a meeting, it is sometimes referred
to as ARGUMENT, and some feel that it should
not be permitted. When we have a disagreement
about anything, it means that there are more than
one side to the story. If the subject under discus-
sion has more than one side to it, we should see
to it that it is carefully explored, and all the facts
brought out, so that we might act on it intellig-

ently, There were instances in the past where our
inability or unwillingness to see the other sides
brought on considerable trouble, so I would like
to express a few ideas that seem to me to be
timely.

'We sometimes refer to ourselves as the Sokol
family. I have never seen any family whose mem-
bers would not vary in their opinions to some de-
gree. That is natural and proper. It is not possible
for any group of people to be in perfect agreement
on everything, So an interchange of information is
necessary, in order that the issue become clarified.
Even if you call it an argument, it is necessary, for
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without it, the issue could not be clarified, If you
do not clarify a controversial issue, the opponents
get hotter and hotter, and imaginations run wild.
No useful purpose is served, and much harm is
done. 'So the wisest course is to be willing to air
controversial issues. This need not be done in the
main meeting itself, but can oftentimes be better
handled by a committee appointed for this purpose.
They can then devote the proper time to it, and
report their findings to the main meeting for final
disposition.

The one important factor in any debate is how
it is handled by the presiding officer. Here one
must be very careful not to allow the debate to
get too heated, and great care must be used in
seeing to it that all the participants are treated
fairly and according te the rules. Otherwise the
situation instead of getting settled, will become
the source of new, and sometimes bhigger disputes.

No usefu] purpose is gained by anyone when he
attempts to shout in order to put his point over.
No idea or product can be put over or sold when
the seller finds it necessary to resort to forcing
methods. To rise in a meeting, and try to promote

something in a forcing manner is usually a waste
of time, and feathers get ruffled, which means
trouble ahead. If a person is not capable to present
his case in a friendly manner, then he would be
better off if he didn't try to present it at all, for
under these conditions, he will have a hard time
making a sale.

So it seems that as long as there is Jemocracy,
where the individuals are free to express them-
selves there will be differences of opinion, In
order to promote democracy, we must do things
in a democratic manner, No one promotes democ-
racy, if he uses dictatorial methods, If we deny
someone the right as accorded him in the by-laws,
we are not practicing democracy, The proof is in
the deeds, not the words.

Our meetings are NOT the place to give some-
one hell. This type of maneuver usually backfires
anyway. Neither should we resort to tricks or pro-
mote things in a sly manner, No organization was
ever long benefited by these means. When the truth
leaks out, the promoters are discredited, and a
shadow of doubt and distrust is cast on all our
dealings, be they good or bad.

Foreword

Our educational effort needs planning. To
succeed in bringing the best results of our
Sokol teaching, and to avoid going hopelessly
astray during the coming season, we must set
our goal, our way — we must plan well.

The balance of this article is a contribution
to such planning of one of our foremost edu-
cational means, which is a Sokol Gymnastic
Lesson.

Sokol Gymnastic Lesson

Each lesson in our gymnasium should be a
concrete expression of a definite developmen-
tal thought. It should embody the Tyrs's
ideals and principles of all-around growth,
wide range of activities, appropriativeness,
progression, variety and unity. Each lesson
should not contain merely a pick of exercises
chosen at random on the spur of the moment.
While every class represents special require-
ments of its own a set of the above principles
must be followed and applied to all condi-
tions.

Here are some of the prerequisites upon
which a well planned and prepared Sokol
gymnastic lesson is constructed.

General lesson plan.

I. Class opening

a) After a class is lined up the instructor calls
“Nazdar'', the class answers ~“Zdar".

b) An appointed class member reads the
“Thought of the Month" at least three
times each month. The “Thought of the
Month ‘‘can be found each month in the
Sokol Americky.

II. Class warm up

This warm up consists of running, hopping,
skipping, galloping, jumping, etc. The entire
class does it at the same time, following the
commands of the instructor,
