TECHNICAL COMMITTEE - ST. LOUIS
CONVENTION - 1955

The meeting of the American Sokol District
Educational Directors meeting was called to
order at 10 AM, June 14, 1955, by the na-
celnik, Br. Kudrnovsky.

Present at the meeting were: Sisters Milada
Prchal, Florence Palas, Norma Zabka, Ellen
Kuchynka, Frances Hulac, Vlasta Laznovsky,
Georgiana Buzicky, Evelyn Prazak and Bros.
Oldrich Kudrnovsky, Frank Capek, Joseph
Regner, Vojmir Benak, Albert Nesuda, Henry
Jensen and Edwin Jirousek. The only absent
member of the technical committee was Br.
Palas, Pacifie District Director.

At the onset of the meeting, we paused in
memory of our recently deceased members—
Brs. Frank Kratky, John Lisy and Joseph Gre-
gor — all former district directors and/or
members of the technical boards.

After introduction and welcome of members
of the committee and guests, Sis. Evelyn Pra-
zak was elected as recording secretary of the
convention technical committee,

It was recommended that Sister Prchal at-
tend the convention meetings as representative
of the Women's Educational Committee and
her expenses, as allowed by the American
Sokol for the duly-elected women's educational
director, be paid by the American Sokol.

The following part of the meeting was de-
voted to the discussion of the details of our
program.

ACTIVITY REPORTS: The reports of the
women's director and men's director were re-
ferred to the convention for presentation, while
reports of the district directors were dispensed
with since written reports had been previously
submitted to the American Sokol Educational
Committee.

TRAINING PROGRAM: 1. Present day
perspective for the Sokol Program. It was
the general opinion of the group that the pro-
gram of the Sckol technical committee as set
up, is quite satisfactory, but that our short-com-
ings are only in our lack of instructors and in
carrying out our program. It is thought that
possibly a more attractive remuneration would
result in obtaining more traveling instructors
for the American Sokol.

Br. Jirousek and Br. Capek were elected to
work out a suitable arrangement in regard
to this matter. Therefore it was their sugges-
tion and approved by the Technical Commit-
tee for referral to the Financial Committee of
the convention that traveling instructors be re-
imbursed as follows: A monthly salary of
$400.00, plus approximately $150.00 yearly
cost of automobile insurance; 7c per mile car
expense and an allowance of $200.00 per year
for depreciation of the automobile — totaling
approximately $5,150 per annum. This deci-
sion was reached in recognition of the difficult
task of the instructor which includes, in addi-
tion to his technical duties also acting as or-
ganizor and recruitor of new members, daily
instruction at instructor's courses held during
the summer vacation. -

It was further recommended by the com-
mittee that we obtain the services of two tra-
veling instructors. It is thought that this would
be both time-saving and a financial saving in
that neither instructor would have to cover as
much territory and would be able to spend
more time in each district.

ORGANIZATION LEVELS: Recommend-
ed for better planning and carrying out of our
program, that we hold meetings yearly consist-
ing of district directors of men and women
together with the Board of lnstn_l'ctors of the
American Sokol. The responsibility of carry-
ing out our program would depend wholly on
the district directors (both men and women)
with the help of the American Sokol board of
instructors. The next such meeting scheduled for
August 6—7, 1956, in the National 'he:.ad-
quarters. The program covering the per{od
starting with completion of the convention
through this next yearly meeting of district
men's and women's directors (1956) would
be planned during this convention.

EDUCATIONAL TRAINING: It was the
consensus of the group that our edu‘calional
training program has been a more active one,
and that we desire to keep it under the control
of the American Sokol Board of Instructors.
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However, in order to increase activity in this
educational training program, it has been re-
commended that the Board of Instructors ap-
point a member or members to act as Sckol
Educator or Sokol Educational Committee who
would automatically become a member or
members to act as Sokol Educator or Sokol
Edecational Committee who would automatical-
ly become a member or members of the Board
of Instructors. PURPOSE: To teach classes of
the District and/or Unit as per material pub-
lished monthly in the Sokol Americky and/or
as directed by the American Sokol Board of
Instructors.

RECREATIONAL AND ATHLETIC COM-
MITTEE: After a discussion of the pros and
cons of basketball, volleyball, bowling and all
such other tournaments, it was recommended
that we eliminate such activities from future
Slets and on a cross-country basis, and that we
concentrate our efforts mainly on gymnastics.
However, it is recommended that individual
units and/or districts participate in such
sports, games, etc., insofar as possible.

SOKOL LEADERSHIP: Motion made and
seconded that at the annual meeting of the
District Directors, the district directors submit
the names of suitable colleges and universities
where it would be possible to obtain scholar-
ships for our gymnasts.

It was further recommended by Br, Capek
that Sokol camping for our youngsters include
Sokeol training by which means we would start
in the instruction of the youngsters and
through which we might obtain further gym-
nasts.

CONVENTION RIGHTS FOR DISTRICT
DIRECTORS: The matter was brought up that
on Page 13, Article [, subdivision (e), district
directors have no longer the right to vote at
the conventions of the American Sokol. Mo-
tion made and seconded that inquiry be made
regarding this matter and resolution be sub-
mitted restoring this vote.

SLETS, TOURNAMENTS AND OTHER
EVENTS: Mutually agreed that when the Me-
zi-Slet is held outside of the American Sokol
Headquarters, such Slet be planned, prepared
and run entirely by the Unit or District holding
same, with the assistance and cooperation of
the American Sokol Board of Instructors.

Further recommended that when such a
Mezi-Slet is held outside the American Sokol
headquarters, all proceeds are to be realized
by the unit or district running same and that
all expenses thereby incurred be paid by the

sponsoring unit or district.

CALENDAR OF SLET AND COMING
EVENTS: The motion was made and second-
ed that the American Sokol slets be held every
four years in the American Sokol headquarters
and mid-Slets at two-year intervals between
this period, to be held in various districts and/
or units,

Further decided that the I)X American Sokol
Slet will be held on June 30, 1957, in Chicago.

TOURNAMENT RULES: Under eligibility
of competitors, any and all questions of elig-
ibility of competitors be presented and decided
by the District Board of Instructors who will
determine eligibility.

CHANGES: Age Groups: In Junior compe-
titions, junior boys ages changed to: from 14
years through 17 years of age; Junior girls, 13
through 16 years of age. (If a girl become 17
years of age between January lst and the day
of the Slet, she is eligible to compete with the
junior girls —if a boy becomes 18 years of
age between Junary lst and the day of the
Slet, he is eligible to compete with the junior
boys.)

UNIFORMS: The uniform of the Ist and
2nd class boys changed to navy blue shorts;
white T shirts wil the blue Sckol emblem,
low tennis shoes (either navy or black) and
white socks. The above items to be consistent
within the districts.

The uniform of the Junior boys was changed
in that it shall include NO shirt; the same khakj
pants previously prescribed, white socks and
low black tennis shoes.

The uniform of the men to remain as is.

The uniforms of the Zzacky and junior girls
were deferred for a separate meeting of the
women'ts committee which submitted the fol-
lowing recommendations:

Decided that the uniform of the st and
2nd class girls be discarded and replaced with
the following: red bloomer-type shorts; white
“T" shirts with a blue Sokol emblem, white
socks, navy low tennis shoes. (No ribbons in
the hair). It is to be requested that Sokol Sup-
ply handle the supplying of these outfits.

The uniform of the Junior girls is to be left
as is in color and even in style of uniform, with
the exception that ‘the bloomers be made to
fit more sunggly, without pleats.

The uniform of the women was approved
without change, with recommendation only in
making up of the uniform.

NUMBER OF CONTESTANTS: The num-

ber of contestants making up a team in 'the
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junior boys class, high division to be changed
to include 3—4 members.

SOKOL RULES FOR TOURNAMENTS:
After a lengthy discussion of Sokol versus
AAU rules, motion made and seconded that
Br. Kudrnovsky study the AAU rules in com-
parison with Sokol rules and present sugges-
tions or recommendations to the Annual meet-
ing of the District Directors.

Decided at this time, that scores during the
present competitions would not be announced
by the head judge during the competitions.

OUTSIDE COMPETITIONS: Decided that
we encourage participation in other-organiza-
tion sponsored competitions, as conditions al-
low and permit.

LITERARY ACTIVITIES: Recommenda-
tion made that a manual for unit and djstrict
directors be published and distributed: a file
of previously published pamphlets, manuals,
etc., be made available. The motion was made
and seconded that the American Sokol head-
quarters maintain a file of special nuumbers,
wherein original compositions would be mi-
rr.ufographed and sold at a set fee to those de-
siring same.

TERMINOLOGY: It was unanimously a-
greed that a translation of our terminology
into the English language is an absolute neces-
sity and recommended that Br. Kudrnovsky
meet with the Slovak Sokol in an effort to

work out a terminology satisfactory for both
organizations.

ORGANIZATION: Recommended that the
name ~'Educational Board” be changed to
“Board of Instructors’. In the district — Dijs-
trict Board of Instructors; in the Obec, Amer-
ican Sokol Board of Instructors. Further re-
commended that the “*Vzdélavatel” in English
be known as the Sokol Fducator; naéelnik and
nadelnice — “‘director’’.

Further recommended that we have one
American Sokol Board of Instructors, consist-
ing of a men's and women's director, acting
independently in matters pertaining to their
own group, but jointly having to prepare and
approve their programs. Each director (men's
and women's) would have a Ist and 2nd as-
sistant, a recording secretary and at least seven
men and seven women, to be appointed by
the American Sokol Men's Director and Wom-
en's Director.

ACCIDENT INSURANCE: Recommended
that all available information regarding acci-
dent insurance be referred to the districts and
units 'for their use,
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ST. LOUIS SLET: Recommended that indi-
vidual district standards be used for the grand
assembly with all gymnasts from such districts
to be represented behind their own district
standard.

The Eastern District requested that they
be allowed at least two American Sokol In-
structors for the Slovak Sckol Kurs in Boon-
ton, between August 7-20, during which the
Slovak Sokol will also have two instructors.
Gymnasts from the Eastern District are plan-
ning to attend this Slovak Sokol Kurs. The
matter was referred to the Executive Board of
the American Sokol.

In the above-mentioned budget, the salary
of the director of men and women is based on
a yearly basis and pro-rated on a twelve-month
basis. The yearly salary amounting to $3,000
would be divided at the first meeting of the
American Sokol Board of Instructors — ap-
propriating to the director of men and women,
as well as those asistants, a just share of the
salary,

It was recommended at this meeting, that
we adopt the number of contestants in high
division, Junior boys, accepted in the present
convention, to apply for the present competi-
tions in order that such competitions could be
run. Provision also, that such ruling apply to
the Junior girls, should it be necessary.

INSTRUCTOR'S COURSES: It was re-
minded that financial aid to districts sponsor-
ing district Schools of Instruction be made
available to those schools with an enrollment
of fifteen or more members — that such aid
be possible either through the assignment of
two traveling instructors from the American
Sokol or for financial assistance to those dis-
tricts having their own instructors,

PROGRAM THROUGH AUG. 6, 1956:

1. Physical Fitness Tests to be given for
all classes and to be completed prior to De-
cember 31, 1955,

2. Gymnastic Skills to be participated in
completed before March 15, 1956. It was
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by the Zactvo and junior classes, and to be
suggested that if possible all such tests be
printed rather than mimeographed, since it
is sometimes difficult to read mimeographed
material.

3. Sokol Citizenship to be based on fol-
lowing items: Written tests, participation in
physical fittness tests and gymnastic skill;

class attendance: services in the gym classes;
gymnastic competitions. This to be completed
by Aprl 30, 1956, and to cover the period
from September through April and will apply
to Zactvo and juniors.

Resolution was presented for referral to the
Convention wherein district directors’ right to
vote at the conventions would be re-installed
— with one vote per district director of wom-=
en and one vote for district director of men.

INDIVIDUAL TRAINING FOR BEST
GYMNASTS: The possibility of such individ-
ual training for the best gymnasts was dis-
cussed. However, it was decided that such
training should not be held on a national basis,
but rather when the traveling instructor is pres-
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ent in the districts and/or units, such training
should be made available to these gymnasts.

EXPENSES FOR MEZI-SLETS: As a clari-
fication, decided that traveling expenses for
the nacelnik and nacelnice to and from the
mezi-slet would be paid by the American So-
kol. ALL other expenses would be paid by the
district or unit sponsoring the mezi-slet.

With the completion of all business, nomina-
tions were opened for the director of men and
director of women.

The men's technical committee elected Br.
Oldrich J. Kudrnovsky, and recommended to
the convention that he be elected American
Snkol Director of Men.

Sister Mildred Prchal was elected by the
women's technical committee and it was re-
commended to the convention that she be
elected American Sokol Director of Women.

So
much happened, so many thrills were enjoyed
in so short a time that all these must be ana-
lyzed before they can be shown in their true
perspective.

We are however giving you here at least
one of the great highlights, the banquet in the
Gold Room of the Jefferson Hotel, Saturday
evening June 18th, The convention closed that
morning. The intensely keen but friendly So-
kol competitions were over, the Slet itself
would take place Snday afternoon at Kiel
Auditorium.

The Gold Room was filled. Eight hundred
Sckols, old and young, were gathered here
to dine together, listen to and appreciate the
great singing of Lyra, St. Louis Hlahol singing
societies and the inspired solos and duet of
Miles Nekolny and his fiance Miss Joy Sera-
fine. Thunderous applause of appreciation re-
paid all, for their fine efforts.

Br. John Reiner greeted the vast assembly
in his inimitable manner, and then introduced
the Slet committee who had labored so long
and so hard for this success. Br. Charles
Prchal then spoke briefly and earnestly, re-
garding the great significance of the Sokols,
what they had accomplished, and their con-
tinued great role in the future.

United States Senator Roman Hruska of Ne-
braska, a Sokol from early youth, whose fam-
ily are ardent Sokols, was the main speaker of
the evening. He has become quite a familiar
figure to us and always has a message of solid
worth, delivered in a friendly, warm spirit. We
were happy to see his charming wife with him,
snjoying the enthusiasm of the guests and of
the hundreds of our youth who crowded the
balcony and every inch of open space, waiting
for the awarding of the trophies. They too
were enjoying the great musical program and
the well chosen speakers.

Br. Hruska's opening remarks were greeted
with cheers. With the smiling enthusiasm of
a life time Sokol he said, "““What a wonderful
day and week this has been for the Sokols.
Thanks to all of you who have labored so long
and so hard for this great success.”

"“Mrs. Hruska and | are called upon to at-
tend many social affairs, and at the Presiden-
tial Ball, in the glittering ballroom that has
seen the figures of all the great men in our
history from the time of Jackson to this day,
we always felt that we were not only repre-
senting the people of Nebraska, but all the
Czechs everywhere. Sokol representatives are
here today, from all America, friendly, un-
selfish people whose moral training and good
citizenship are the most important factor in
their lives. They are all honestly democratic,
better in the defense of everything worthwhile
because of their long, fine training. Sokol train-
ing and principles were the main factors lead-
ing to the freedom of Czechoslovakia in

1918."

United States Senator Roman L. Hruska
of Nebraska,

“The Spartakiada that the Communists are
heralding as a great successor to the Sokol
Slets, is not an can never be compared on the
same plane. With its pledge of loyalty to Rus-
sia and communism it cannot succeed because
it is not sincere and spontaneous. Forced parti-
cipaton is not the same as the voluntary action
of a democratic people. It cannot even re-
motely resemble Sokol Slets, because these are
based on a voluntary basis with a complete re-
spect for the rights of the human individual.”

He stated that the Austrian Treaty had been
ratified after a two day debate in the Senate.
The terms imposed by the Russians were harsh
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upon the Austrians. They would have to give
Russia 1,000,00 tons of oil as reparations plus
other items valued at more than one third of
a billion dollars. Despite this the Austrians
signed because they wanted freedom more
than wealth. This was the first time the Rus-
sians have retreated. We are interested as
Americans and Czechs because it might pre-
sage the restoration of freedom everywhere.
Only then can we hope for a real peace.

He said further, something from central
Europe has made central United States richer
and is a source of just pride for all the cultural
contributions the Czechs have made to enrich
our lives here. He quoted Masaryk — “‘The
ultimate good of all humanity can only be
gained, by the advance made by each indivi-
dual.”

He ended his address with our Sokol — Na-
zdar! to the thunderous applause and a rising
ovation to one of our truly great men.

Br. Charles Prchal thanked him and said,
"We learn from history that the Romans had

a senate for a long time, but this is the first
time the United States Senate had a Roman
(Hruska).”

Nobody could possibly imagine the enthus-
jiasm and near hysteria that took hold of our
youngsters, as the winners in the Slet competi-
ions were announced and went to the beau-
tifully decorated stage to receive their awards.
FEach announcement was greeted with the
cheers of each teams supporters. There was
no build up, no climax. The pentup feelings
held on to the end. The friendly though hard
fought competitions brought hearty and sincere
congratulations from one to another.

Sitting there, watching all of this, and try-
ing to calmly drink in the true meaning of the
Sokol ideals, one could not remain cold or
phlegmatic. The spontaneous enthusiasm, the
fine cultured feeling, the knowledge that the
Sokols were on the threshold of a new advance,
overwhelmed one, and made him feel again,
“Oh how lucky I am, that | too am a Sokol".

SCOUTING AND CAMPING

Our hiking trips and excursions are very similar
to those of the Scouts. Our task is to keep a heal-
thy mind in a healthy body; and scouting with its
youthful vigor endeavors to achieve the same oh-
jective by employing methods very much similar
to ours.

The method of Sokol training and development
strives for the creation of a healthy, strong and
cultured people, possessing physical fortitude and
spiritual alertness. It builds men, women and chil-
dren. The Scout program on the other hand takes
cognizance of only the youngest of these.

All the good that the Scouts attempt to accom-
plish we, too, try to achieve: in ecamp building,
observation of natural topography, learning to
throw up defenses “against an enemy"; judging
distances and sending messages to distant places;
jumping across streams, over hillocks, mounds, or
ridges; walking on level ground, ascending hills
and mountains, or decending from elevations: run-
ning; studying nature in its various phases such
as zoology, botany, minerology, pomology, agro-
nomy; understanding the advantage of a clean
body, clothes, and morals; practicing strength of
will; developing appreciation of the benefits of a
refined and cultured personalily; appreciating the
rights and property of others: and developing hon-
orable, respectable, dependable citizens for this
country,

When going on excursions or camping trips, take
along only the most necessary eguipment. Select
a site for pitching a camp near a stream, river
or lake. Even though the party will not swim, they
may wish to go wading. If they desire to bathe or
swim, ascertain the depth of the water and desig-

nate the limits beyond which they must not wven-
ture. Although you will avoid putting toe many
restrictions upon your group's enjoyment, vou will
find it necessary to keep a strict discipline for
those who may be inclined to disobey. You should
be able, if the need arises, moreover, to administer
first aid.

If the night is calm and warm, you may spend
the night with your charges sleeping under the
broad expanse of the heavens. So that your group
may enjoy a quiet, pleasant sleep, light a camp
fire and station guards to watch over the camp.

When on one of these camping trips, during
which the youths are entrusted to your care for a
few days or a week, conduct yourself according to
the suggestions offered in this section, Teach
swimming, first aid, and life saving. In the evening,
sit around the camp fire, sing familiar songs, and
arrange impromptu programs so that the individu-
als may reveal whatever talents they possess.
