SHORT HISTORY OF SOKOL DETROIT
As written by bro. Frank Neuberg, secretary, in1938, and completed to today by A. Benesh.

We regret that not all the written records of
Sokol Detroit in last century were saved to
now. The Czech gymnastic Unit Sokol Detroit
became from the merger of 3 Sokol units in
Detroit. The gymnastic unit Sokol Budivoj, the
oldest one in Detroit and one of the oldest in
USA, was founded November 6th, 1875, when
on invitation of few patriots, elated by the spi-
rit of founders of Sokols in Czechoslovakia,
Tyrs and Fuegner, which was published in New
York's Czech Labor News, there met in the
tavern of Frank Prochazka, the Czech Detroit,
then consisting of few settlers. There a young
citizen, Joseph Bunata, addressed the meeting.
In lengthy speech he explained the import-
ance of having gymnastic Sokol units, whose
purpose is to practice physical training,
strengthen the body, because only in a sound
body may be found a sound mind, to practice
equality and brotherhood and not to make
differences between young and old, between
the rich and poor as all being created equal by
nature, may be members of one sokol family,
liking each other.

Then he asked those present to enroll into
the new 'Sokol Unit. This request was followed
by 12 citizens, who became the founding mem-
bers of the new unit. As signed the following

founding members were: Vaclav Matousek,
Jan Bilek, Josef Kolar, Matej Novak, Antonin
Podr, Josef Krejci, Cenck Pokorny, Jan Vilim,
Fr. Liska, 'Josef Bunata and Josef Panzner.
Initiation was set 50c and the monthly dues
25¢ which later was reduced to 15c. In the
first meeting there was accepted the basic
article, that from each member is asked de-
cent and moral behavior in the organization
and outside, so that the goodwill of the organ-
ization will not come to harm.

The first president was elected Bro. Jos.
Bunata, secretary Bro. A. Podr, treasurer Bro.
Fr. Prochazka. Bro. Bunata kept the minutes
of the first meeting of the new unit, which
was named Sokol Detroit and which few years
later was changed to Sokol Budivoj in uniting
forces with the then active ffraternal organiza-
tion, called Budivoj. Bro. Bunata also borrow-
ed the gymnasic books from Czech Catholic
pastor, father Tichy, the apparatus was made
by members and gymnastic regular practise was
started in December of that year. The first
instructor was Bro. Fr. Liska, who learned
Sokol practice in New York Sokol and was a
very distinguished Sokol gymnast for many
years, taking part in many meets and Sokol
competitions all over the country.

The new unit built its first Sokol building at
St. Antoine and Erskine Sts., on east side of
city, where most of the Czech settlers first
came. The hall was built in 1878 and served
the Sokol organization ‘till 1917, when on
uniting of the 3 Czech Sokol Units in Detroit,
the hall was sold and proceeds applied to lower
the debt on the new Czech National Bhuilding,
which was built in 1914 by the younger Unit,

Sokol Podlipny. This unit was founded in
1889, on September 23, by the members of
Sokol Budivoj, who for years walked to the
Sokol Budivoj Hall for Sokol practise from

west side, nearly an hour long walk. The new
Emit built its hall in 1890 and later as the build-
ing became small they bought two lots on cor-
ner of Tillman and Butternut Sts., and in 1914
succeeded to built the present Czech National
B!dg. The first smaller building was located on
Tillman and Ash Sts. and served very well for
many years not only the Sokols but to other
C-zech organizations, the Czech school, just
like the Sokol Budivoj Hall served from begin-
ning in this very same respect.

The founders of Sokol Podlipny, named
after an outstanding Sokol worker in Czecho-
slovakia, were Bros. Jan Frys, Fr. Kropik,
Vaclav Nadvornik, Anton Kastl, Vaclav Bra-
bec, Fr. Havlena, Vaclav Slama, Fr. Miltner,
Vaclav Havlena, Pavel Marsik, Bart. Fafejta,
Jan Dobrovolny, Jos. Marsik, Jos. Charipar,
Vrat. Krejci, Jos. Votruba, Jan Brooks, Jos.
Dolezal, Martin Cerveny, Jos. Nemecek, Fr.
Addison, Ant. Brooks, Jan Havlena, Jos. Jirgl,
Jan Nemecek, Vac. Bauer and Anton Kastl.
The first officers brothers: starosta Martin Cer-
veny, mistostarosta Jan Havlena, secretary
Jan Frys, financial-secretary Pavel Marsik and
treasurer M. Cerveny. Instructor was for many
years the outstanding gymnast and Sokol
worker, Bro. Jan Frys. The Unit, as the Sokol
Budivoj, belonged to the national organization
of American Sokols, The National Unity of
Sokols in America. Sokol Budivoj participated
in all Sokol activities, the drills, conducting
active and mumerous projects, Sokol meets,
stage plays and various programs.

The building of the present Sokol Home,
the Czech National Bldg, in 1914 was very
strenuous and creditable project of Sokol Pod-
lipny. On the building committee were: Bros.
Jan Frys, chairman, Emerich Hanzlik, secretary
and treasurer, Jindrich Faitl, other members,

Joseph Vozka, Vaclav Becker, Fr. Bojas, Fr.
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Klinger, sisters, Josephine Frys and Terezie
Kralova.

The third Sokol Unit in Detroit was Sokol
Palacky, founded in 1909 by newly arrived
Sokol brothers from Czechoslovakia. Founding
members were Bros. Vaclav Treska, Vojtech
Kavan, Jan Ancinec, Joseph and Stan. Svo-
boda, Anton Eisner, Ludvik Prokop, Hynek
Havelka, Emil Newberg, Stan Cejka, Fr. Do-
mansky, Vlasta Fucik, Jos. Rousavy, Thomas
Zverina and Vaclav Vavra. Officers were
Bros.: starosta Jos. Rousavy mistostarosta E.
Newberg, secretary Sis. Vlasta Fucik, treasurer
T. Zverina, librarian J. Ancinec and caring
for property Jos. Svoboda. This unit did very
much to propagate Sokol work and had an
admirable record of the many extensive pro-
jects and continous Sokol activity.

The 3 Sokol units in Detroit united into one
organization, the present Sokol Detroit in Feb-
ruary 1917. The first officers elected were:
starosta Jan Frys, mistostarosta Frank Bojas,
secretary A. Skramsky, fin. secretary C. K.
Motl, treasurer J. Podany. Chief physical in-
structor was at first Fr. Pliska, later, Jim Levy.
The Unit became a part of the also newly
united national organization, The American
'Sokols, which was a blending of the National
Sokol Unity and District Fuegner-Tyrs, to
which Sokol Palacky belonged. Sokol Detroit
always participated in all Sokol activities lo-
cally and in District and in national undertak-
ings. In 1925 there was an extensive celebra-
tion of 50 years of Sokols in Detroit, later the
60, 65, 70, 75 and this year 80 years of found-
ing.

In July 1934 a committee was elected to
find an outdoor site and that year Sokol De-
troit purchased the present Sokol Detroit Camp
at Sandy Bottom Lake. This beautiful site,
served for all Sokol activities since, was the
scene of many Sokol projects, picnics, camping,
holding the district and national schools for
training Sokol leaders and many others. The
first buildings were built by members in 1935,
36, 37 and in 1954 a modern, spacious Com-
munity Hall was erected by members with the
financial help of our organizations, members
and the public.

'Sokol Detroit at this commemoration of 80
years of its founding, remembers with piety
and gratitude all Sokol members, who from
the beginning and continuing for these many
years built and maintained our worthy organ-
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ization. We deeply bow to their memory to-
day and promise to carry on the Sokol idea,
which proved to this time to be the most con-
structive and beautiful expression of our pio-
neers, our founders to give to our country the
best our nation in old country could offer. We
are also very gratified that the Sokol training,
the Sokol fellowship finds more and more good
followers and especially among our young
people those who carry on the Sokol gymnastic

activity with such enthusiasm and willing sacri-
fice to gain worthy gain in physical wellbeing:
To all of them we are expressing here ouf
many thanks and appreciation.

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DR. JOSEF SCHEINER

To write about Scheiner means that one is
writing the history of the Sokols. He was a
student of Tyrs, later his aid and co-worker,
finally the leader of the Czechoslovak Sokols
and all the Slav Sokols. He participated with
his distinguished and decisive influence, not

only in the Sokol but in the whole national
field.

In the fateful days of the Czech nation he
was called to be the outstanding collaborator
of the leader of the liberation movement Prof.
Thomas G. Masaryk. He helped lay the
foundation for the new state and the Czecho-
slovak army. He achieved his goal, when the
Sokols successfully solved the many problems
of a new period, and rose numerically as well
as in their overall work to an extent undreamed
of even by the most optimistic.

His Youth; — Contact with Tyrs.

Dr. Joseph Scheiner was born September
21, 1861 in BeneSov, the son of a lawyer. His
father died young and he moved to Praha
with his mother. After graduating from high
school, he studied law and received his degree
of Doctor of Law in /1 889.

In April, 1931, he wrote about his youth
and first meeting with Tyrs (Reporter Sokol
Praha.) He remembered the first visit of So-
kol Praha to his home town, and later, when
a Sokol unit was founded there, he was among
the first boys who signed up for the gym
classes. When he was 11 years old, he left
for Praha. Soon after his arrival, his class-
mates took him to the gallery of Sokol Praha.

He writes, “I was moved to the depths, by
this sight of a magnificent gymnasium, beauti-
fully arranged and orderly, where a number
of teams of youngsters were led by instruc-
tors, every one of whom was a hero in my
eyes. For a long time | carried a burning de-
sire in my heart to become someday a mem-
ber of this group, in the so called Tyrs's Insti-
tution. But my pleadings with my mother were
useless, because her meager resources would
not allow the payment of ten cents per month
that was required of everyone who attended
the classes. One day my mother returned from
a visit to my uncle Charles, whose wife was
a sister of Mrs. Fuegner. She said, 'l talked to
Aunt Theresa, who reminded me that Dr. Tyr$
is the head of the institution, and that he would
surely accept you if you took a note to him,
showing our relationship with ‘Aunt Fuegner'.”

Scheiner went with his mother's letter to
Tyrs. *'l1 walked up to him,"” reminisces Dr.
Scheiner, ‘“‘and handed him the letter. Dr.
Tyrs, at that time in full manly strength and
beauty, look at my weak body (as if with
pity) and said, "'So you are Scheiner. Have
you drilled anywhere?” “If you please, yes,
at BeneSov, but that was two years ago.”” "Can
you do anything?” he asked. Conscious of
my shortcomings, I shamefully shook my head
negatively. ““Well wait, we will put you into
your uncle's group,” and taking me by the
hand he took me to my uncle August Scheiner
who was just putting his group thru jumping
exercises over the buck, a piece of apparatus
I saw for the first time. Dr. Tyrs entrusted me
to the guidance of my uncle and registered me
as a non-paying regular student of the school.
From that moment in 1872, I became a regu-
lar, constant member of that Sokol unit and
remained one to this day.”

Nobody even suspected how truly fateful
that chance meeting would become, not only
for the Sokols, but for the whole nation. Under
Tyr¥'s guidance, Scheiner developed technical-
ly into an aspirant, helper and finally in the
year of Tyrs's death (1884) instructor, not
only as an aid to Tyr§, but mainly with regard
to Sokol work as a whole. Perhaps family
traditions were active here, the relationship
with the family of Fuegner.

Like a real apprentice in the workshop of a
great master, he began with administrative du-
ties for the Sokol publication, which was re-
vived by Tyrs in 1881 and continued to be
edited until today. A more capable or en-
thusiastic youth could not have been found
than Scheiner for this work, that concerned
Sokolstvi as a whole, its idealistic, technical
as well as organizational aspects. As a co-
worker of Tyrs he could see into the funda-
mentals and technique of his work; and soon
we read in the “Sokol” Scheiner's first Sokol
essays. They were obviously written under
Tyrs's direction, and under the influence of his
thinking. The first of shese concerning the
“‘Public Behaviour of the Sokols,” is funda-
mentally the program of Scheiners’ life's work.
Young Scheiner outlined in it not only his
Sokol belief, naturally in its rough form, but
also the main principles of his future Sokol
work; the training of the individual in accord-
ance with Tyr§'s principles of uniformity and
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harmony by physical and spiritual training.

Scheiner tried to clarify in his mind, even
then, the Sokols task in public life and in the
nation. Tyrs's and Scheiner's articles were
often the only idealistic ones in the publication.
Scheiner’'s was usually the main editorial while
Tyrs placed his own in a subordinate position.
Scheiner worked with Tyrs until the latter re-
signed his position, and when the news came of
Tyrs's disappearance in the Tyrol mountains,
it was Scheiner and his friend Joseph Rixim
who were sent by Sokol Praha to find his
body. Scheiner secretly brought back the
heart of the Founder and with it his life's
future work. When Tyrs's body“was brought
home, and a royal funeral procession escorted
him to his grave, it was Scheiner who walked
first behind the casket, carrying a silver
wreath on a pillow.

Fate had made its decree: Scheiner becomes
the protector, guard and successor to Tyrs's
work.

Tyrs's co-workers began to leave the organ-
ization, forgetting his legacy. Scheiner saw the
danger and quickly reminded the new Sokol
generation of Tyrs's great work by publishing
the first biography of his life, and his thoughts
and speeches (2 volumes 1894). Even though
the Ceskoslovenskd Obec Sokolskd in 1932
published a collection of Tyrs's work, to mark
the 100th anniversary of his birth, it shall be
to Scheiner’s everlasting credit, that he was the
first one to see that Tyrs's teachings were saved
and distributed over the whole land.

As Tyrs's successor he too devoted himself
to a study of antiquity. While Tyrs was alive,
and at his suggestion, he went to Greece to
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travel thru the country on foot. He later wrote
and pubished, ‘‘Physical Exercise in Ancient
Greece,”” (1891). He never had the oppor-
tunity to finish it completely. It was printed in
1 volume (250 pages) and remains Scheiner's
most comprehensive work.

He remained true to Tyrs's publication,
“The Sokol’”, serving as editor for 32 years
(1887 to 1919), using it as a forum for his
thoughts and directives.

He also wrote a history of the Sokols in
their first 25 years. Toward the end of his
life he was working on his War Memoirs.

Renata Tyrs wrote about Scheiner's develop-
ment as a Sokol author very interestingly in
the 1911 issue of “'Sokol,” which was dedicat-
ed to Scheiner's 50th anniversary. "Scheilfcr
became a Sokol author under the direct in-
fluence of Tyrs. From 1882 he wrote under
his own name, but Tyrs had assigned many
minor editorial tasks to him many years be-
fore this. | would say that young Scheiner
learned the sokol style from him, in the same
way that I had learned from him to write
about artistic matters, by starting with minor,
detailed matters until he developed so that he
could create original articles.

2. How can we get enough instructors and
keep them?

This is our idea — What is yours?

If our instructorship is a calling which re-
quires men and women who are dedicated with
a sense of Sokol ideals — and such is the case

qualities require early and extensive training
and schooling.

The training ought to begin at the earliest
stage of the person's Sokol membership. Its

first level usually begins by the squad leader
class in the Pre-Junior and Junior classes.
Training on this level is the most suitable acti-
vity to arouse leadership interest among the
most mature members of the said classes and
at the same time is the best stepping stone to
the next level, intra-unit instructor's course.

The intra-unit instructor's course is planned
and arranged in accordance with the local
needs, available time and facilities. The cur-
riculum and subject matter is also arranged per
local conditions and needs.

Such an early training gives an ample op-
portunity to reach and recruit a large number
of candidates for two final levels, schooling of
instructors by the districts and by the Ameri-
can Sokol. Meanwhile it offers a valuable con-
tribution toward the personal leadership ability
of participants.

SOKOL GYMNASTIC LESSON
Prepared by O. 'J. Kudrnovsky

Each lesson in our gymnasium should be a
concrete expression of a definite developmen-
tal thought. It should embody the Tyrs's ideals
and principles of all-round growth, wide range
of activities, appropriativeness, progression,
variety and unity. Each lesson should be care-
fully planned, and prepared, and should not
contain merely a pick of exercises chosen at
random on the spur of the moment. While
every class represents special requirements of
its own a set of the above principles must be
followwd and applied to all conditions.

Here are some of the prerequisites upon
which a well planned and prepared Sokol gym-
nastic lesson is constructed.

General lesson plan.

I. Class opening

a) ‘After a class is lined up the instructor calls
“Nazdar’', the class answers ‘‘Zdar"

b) An appointed class member reads the
“Thought of the Month at least three
times each month. The “Thought of the
Month' can be found each month in the

Sokol Americky.

II. Class warm up

This warm up consists of running, hopping,
skipping, galloping, jumping, etc. The entire
class does it at the same time, following the
commands of the instructor.

IIIl. Games and Recreational period

For this period select simple, though strenu-
ous activities such as: Relays, circle or line
games, or game skills, and semi-high organized
games. Plan this selection from the standpoint
of every individual class member meaningful
participation.

IV. Rhythmic activities
a) Dancing skills for girls and women.
b) Free exercises for both sexes.

1. Formal work. Drilling of correct posi-
tions such as: - Lunges, squats, knee-
stands, supports, levers, hand-stands
etc.

2. Exercises for the development of va-
rious body parts and general growth.

V. Sokol Education period

a) A short Sokol or national song

b) Introduction by the person in charge

c¢) Means to bring forth the information:
d) Conclusion by the person in charge.

Suggested procedure:

The instructor or educational chairman or
any other person appointed for this duty selects
a brief opening song; makes a short introduc-
tion to the subject, scheduled for that particu-
lar month in the Sokol Americky, then pro-
ceeds by any of the above suggested means; in
bringing forth the knowledge and information
in a given subject; at the end, he concisely sum-
marizes the desirable outcomes, closing this
period. i
V1. Apparatus skills.

a) Hanging and supporting apparatus.
b) Natural, practical activities: Running, jump-
ing, climbing, throwing, tumbling etc.

The entire class in this period is divided in
teams of A.B., or even more grades, according
to the gymnastic dexterity, and the squad-
rotating method is used.

VII. Marching and tactics.

During this period the whole class evercises
together to the commands of instructor. Never-
theless, the class from time to time may be
divided into smaller units, each of these work-
ing independently following commands of their
leader.

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VIII. Singing.

The Sokol, national and folk songs are
learned, practiced and used during this period.
This activity is not used only for its healthful
and educational values, but also as tapering-
off, after the apparatus work.

IX. Class conclusion.

a) Director’s announcement pertaining to:

1) Class attendance, timeliness, new mem-
bers, coming events and others. At this time
emphasis should be laid on encouraging facts
and coming events rather, than criticizing un-
favorably the past.

2) For the class conclusion the Director calls
*“Nazdar"’ and the class answers by “Zdar".

3) Until after the command "‘Class-Dismiss,
the members are free to leave the ranks.

X. Special after-class practice.

Only durring this after-class time period,
special practices for selected few, should be
held.

National traditions are the known historical accomplish-
ments which were evolved thru a nation’s best assets. Every
nation has its traditions. The people of Czechoslovakia,
the birthplace of our forefathers, and many of us, have
them too.

Every national group in the United States always en-
deavored to perpetuate the national customs of its fore-
fathers. Some of these traditions have become a part of
our American way of life.

Our national group in the United States has continually
tried to keep alive the most beautiful traditions of the Czech
people. The most significant of these were the traditions
of the Sokol. The Sokol movement was born in Czechoslo-
vakia in 1862, almost 100 years ago. The foundation of
the Sokol in the United States occurred in 1865, just three
years after its founding in Europe. Since then, the Amer-
ican Sokol was the proponent and exponent of Sokol tradi-
tions in this country.

Traces of the Sokol movement are evident throughout
the country. They are found in the Sokol buildings, Sokol
playgrounds, Sokol flags, Sokol books, memoirs, periodi-
cals, etc.

In order that you can become a useful member who
takes an active part in the financial problems and obliga-
tions of this unit, it is necessary to give you an outline of
our income and expenses.

The greatest expense of this unit is the maintenance of its
gymnasium. With various other expenditures, our annual
expenses run on the average of $................ a year.

To meet its financial obligations, the unit collects mem-
bership dues and conducts various events. Proceeds of
these events are added to the general fund, out of which
all xpenses are paid.

The two elected officers, treasurer and financial secreta-
ry, and several committees have the responsibility for the
income and disbursements of it. — Every member is
expected to donate his services in this particular field to
the extent of his ability and experience.

The Board of Directors, which is elected in the annual
meeting of the unit, supervises the financial operations of
our own building. It is directly responsible to the unit and
submits a monthly report.

The past and present history of the American Sokol is
interwoven with great achievements in the financial field.
To this testify the many buildings standing all over the
United States, which were erected by units such as ours,
and by the efforts of such people as you and the brothers
and sisters you see around you. These Sokol structures were
in many instances the only social centers in the community.
Their past and present value to the community is beyond
estimation. Even though all of these buildings are not now
in Sokol hands, they stand as a monument to the good
citizenship efforts of the American Sokols. Every com-
munity where a Sokol unit exists, or had existed, gains from

MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MONTHLY
MEETING OF AS. BOARD OF INSTRUCTORS,
HELD SUNDAY, NOVEMBER 20TH, 1955

Meeting was called to order by the AS. direc-
tor, Bro. O. Kudrnovsky, at 10 am.

Brother Kudrnovsky explained why this meeting
was changed from the previously set date: The
AS. Executive Board decided to hold its meetings
every last Wednesday of each month and this
Board must therefore find a new date for its
meetings.

Because of the Xmas
programs in the majority of the units of the Cen-
tral District, the December meeting will be held
Monday, December 19 at Sokol Berwyn.

Next on the agenda was the postponed election
of the secretary of AS. Board of Instructors. Sis-
ter Ellen Jean Kuchynka accepted the nomination
and was unanimously elected. '

Reports: — Bro. Kudrnovsky presented his re-
port for November: — Received pictorial details
of the Olympic exercises from Bro. Hardy, which
he sent out to interested persons. Received a re-
port from the director of Central District, Bro.
Joseph Regner, about the plans of the district
for next year and minutes of the monthly meeting
of the men's division of the District Board of In-
structors. Corresponded with Bro. R, Bachna. di-
rector of the S.T.J.S., about the “Slet Calisthenics.”
P.repared and printed a booklet for the “Physical
F‘_lr.ness Decathlon, 1956." This booklet which con-
sists of 15 pages and contains, besides the physi-
cal material, instructions on how to use this test
as a publicity material for each unit, and sample
lgtters to civic leaders, newspapers ete., was pub-
lished with a valuable assistance of Sis. Welcl and
Bro. Barcal. The context of the Cvicitelska Hlid-
ka” for November was prepared with the “Physical
Fitness” in mind and will be thus published. Pre-
pared “District Reports” for publication in “Sokol
Americky,” wrote an article urging increase in
the units efforts toward Sokol education. Published
further pictures of the 1955 winners of “Best Sokol
Citizen” contest, Prepared changes for the 1956
“l_3est Sokol Citizen.” Worked out a plan for simple
pictorial terminology— “whole-part method” which
would help to explain our calisthenic descriptions.

Sister M. Prchal presented the outline of her
work for November. In correspondence received
the pictorial description of the Olympic exercises,
and contacted several people who, she thought,
would be interested, urging them to attend the
Tegional Olympic try-outs. Recieved Northern dist-
rict report from Sister Buzicka. Received addition-
al results of the last “Physical Fitness Test” from
Sokol Little Ferry and asks for permission to buy
additional awards. Nevertheless, it was pointed out
that the dead-lines for all our activities and re-
ports must be held as set by the St. Louis con-
vention Technical Committee, Various material was
prepared and arranged in special “Bulletin” which
was mailed to all units. At present she is working
on Czech arrangements of the junior calisthenics
for the next S.T.J.S. slet, and compiling series of
folk dances to be used by our instructors. Also
inquiries are being made about the changes of
the uniforms as suggested in St. Louis. The re-
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sults of the elections in the women's division of
the AS. Board of Instructors are as follows: First
assistant director, Zdenka Tintera; second assis-
tant director, Blanche Kos; secretary, Ellen Jean
Kuchynka, The financial details which Sis. Prchal
had with the St. Louis Kurs are finally going t0
be,settled. Sis. Prchal recommends that in the
future more attention will be given to financial
arrangements before each Kurs, Sis. Tintera —

Several points in the above two reports were
discussed and decided:

Calisthenics for all classes will be published in
Czech only and forwarded to units only through
the AS. Board of Instructors.

The rough plan presented by Bro. Kudrnovsky
of the pictorial description of calisthenics was dis-
cussed and will be considered by all members for
the next meeting.

Sokol gym uniform changes will be held under
consideration, inquiries will be made, and samples
obtained, but the final approval will be made in
the August meeting of the National Technical
Council.

The two trophies yet to be awarded from the
St. Louis slet -— the ‘“Participation” and the
“Traveler"” will be prepared for final engraving
by Sis. Prchal and Bro. Sula.

As per recommendation of the St. Louis meet-
ing there will be no Olympic try-outs on the AS.
level. Each district will be urged to make its own
try-out plans.

Bro. Kudrnovsky re-stated four main assign-
ments we have to work on as planned by the St.
Louis meeting: I. Physical Fitness, dead-line for re-
sults: Feb. 28, 1956; II. “Best Sokol Citizen" contest,
dead-line: last day of April, 1956; III. Intra-mural
apparatus tournament to be held in all units dur-
ing March, 1956; and IV. preparation for, and
assistance to the S.T.J.S. slet.

Sister Prchal then presented a bill from the
Eastern District for the instructor’s salary at
the S.T.J.S. Kurs, The bill for $105.00 was recom-
mended for approval only because of the previous
directive at the St. Louis technical meeting, but
the attached bill for $15.00 for films at the Kurs
was not approved, — reason: no previous authori-
zation for borrowing the film given.

The bill for the board of Sis. Prchal at the above
Kurs — $35.00 will be recommended to the AS.
Executive Board for payment.

Next on the agenda was the project of the Sokol
Educator, Bro. Kudrnovsky: “The Best Sokol Citi-
zen” contest. Several changes and additions were
made in the last year's outline, and because of
the great popularity of the contest it was decided
to include all class members except 1st class, and
all members of participating classes. The percent-
age of probable winners will be increased pro-
portionally, but each winner will be reqpested to
send his or her photograph before receiving the
award, Meeting adjourned at 12:20 p.m.
