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REPORT ON THE EXCURSION TO VIENNA

This year's excursion was just as successful in
€very way, as all our preceding ones, There were
13 participants. Eleven went via PAA., and two by
Sabina (Belgium Air Lines). We left New York
on the afternoon of June 27th, with our first stop
in Preswick, Scotland, arriving at 2:15 A.M. (Chi-
cago time), 7:15 AM. (European time). We
stayed here for ahout 1 hour and then continued
to Frankfurt. Upon our arrival we were g'reeted
by a representative of the PAA and were their
8uests at a luncheon, followed by a sightseeing trip
of Frankfurt and its environs, The luncheon and
the three hour trip were a gift from PAA. At
6:25 P.M. we flew via Swiss Air to Zurich with
a short stop at Stuttgart, arriving at 8:30.

Here we met our two friends who flew via the
Belgium Lines via Brussels and received the same
hospitality in that City.

On June 28th we made an unforgettable pilgrim.-
age to Oetz, in the Tyrolean Alps, where Dr. M.
Tyrs, the great creator of the Sokols, lost his life.
Our trip wound thru a beautiful countryside, with
a long stop at Oetz, where we viewed the pictur-
esque little town, the inn with the small room
in which Tyrs lived and worked, and then looked
down into the wild rushing Aach river. We even
went out on the promontory where Tyrs spent
most of his time. The river at this point is a
raging torrent,

We returned to Zurich after 18 hours, at 1:30
AM. Tired but happy.

Saturday morning, June 30, we left for Vienna,
arriving about 11:00 A.M. The Vienna Sokols were
waiting for our arrival and greeted us warmly. We
left the airport to go to the National Hall in the
Turnergasse, where we had our lunch and secured
tickets for the slet events and our meal tickets,
Here we also met the representatives of Sokol units
from Vienna, London, Brussels, Zurich, Stockholm,
Vasteras, Casablanca and Paris. The members of
the other excursion from the US. and Camada
arrived an hour before we did,

In Vienna we attended the stage performance
“Cavalry Patrol”, the Slet akademie and the Slet
itself. With our president we attended the con-
vention of the Free Sokols. I broadcasted a message
to the women of Czechoslovakia from Vienna, via
Paris. We were dinner guests of a member of the
American Embassy in Vienna,

We spent two days visiting places of interest in
Vienna and its world famous woods,

Wednesday afternoon we left for Munich, arriv-
ing there in 1 hour and 10 minutes. Br. P. Hav-
lik left us here, flying further on,

We toured the city and examined its points of
interest, then spent a whole day traveling thru the
beautiful Bavarian Alps. Many stops were made
in the vicinity of the Isaar River, the Lois River
and at many beautiful lakes. We briefly examined
the cities of Wolfrathausen, Kochel, Walchensee,
Mittenwald and Garmisch-Partenkirchen. At the
last named we saw the winter Olympic stadium
and two well known ski jumps. Just above Gar-
misch is the Zupspitze Mt. (9,000 feet high), the
highest mountain in Germany.

From here we took the Ettal mountain road to
Oberammergau, where the Passion Play is en-
acted every ten years in a large auditorium. The
next performance will be in 1960. We visited the
well known Ettal monastery, the cities of Murnau,
Weilheim and thru Starnberg back to Munich at
7 P.M.

Friday evening the 6th of July we flew via PAA
to Frankfurt in 45 minutes.

The next morning we left for an all day trip
to Heidelberg by bus. We examined the old city,
the university and the interesting students prison
and castle. It is interesting to note that although
the lovely operetta ‘“The Student Prince”, is based
on Heidelberg, it is unknown here. We had our
lunch at the famous Red Ox restaurant.

Sunday we visited the home of one of Germany's
greatest poets, Johann Wolfgang Goethe, a home
filled with historic mementos.

That same evening we left for Paris, via Air
France, making the trip in less than 2 hours.

Monday, July 9th, we toured Paris all day, see-
ing the Louvre, Eiffel Tower, Sorbonne, Notre
Dame, Sacre Coeur, Champs Elysses, Bois de
Boulogne, Conciergerie, Latin Quarter, Montmartre,
Bastille and the Arch de Triumph.

Monday evening, three of our party left us for
the famous city of Lourdes, I arranged their trip
by train, as well as their hotel reservations. They
returned Wednesday morning and participated in
that day's program.

Tuesday we visited, with the Paris Sokols, their
finely equipped gymnsium in a public school, that
is rented to them by the Parisian suburb St.
Mandé. We then visited a cemetery and laid 8
wreath on the grave of Bro. ‘Augustine Smutny,
who was president of the Paris Sokol for 35 years,
and another on the grave of Camille Mege, 8
Frenchman, former mayor of St. Mandé, who had
helped the Parisian Sokol immeasurably, The
“first’” Czechoslovak Republic had honored him
with the “Order of the White Lion."

Finally we visited the meadow (Camp) of Sokol
Paris, on the banks of the Marne River, where
they built a fine kitchen and dining room. They
erected a monument to their fallen brothers and
one sister, Here, too, we laid a wreath as a mark
of respect from the American Sokols. Our presi-
dent spoke briefly and effectively on each occasion.

Sokol Paris prepared an evening party for their
American guests in the Hotel Moderne. This was
attended also by the members of the other excur-
sion who had just arrived.

Wednesday we had an all day trip to Malmai-
son, the home of Napoleon and Josephine, and
Versailles, which is the most magnificent existing
palace, a treasure house of paintings, stuecos,
statues, furniture and mirrors. We also visited the
Petit Trianon and the Marie Antoinette.

In the evening we all attended a performance
of the Follies Bergere. '

Three members of our tour extended their vaca-
tion and in Chicago I arranged a five day trip to
Italy, which they extended to six days. They

—
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visited Milan, Venice and Rome, leaving for Italy
the same day we left Paris for home.

July 12th was our last day in Europe. Our re-
turn flight due to department from Paris at 4:30
was cancelled and we left at 11 P.M. A short stop
at Shannon, Ireland, and then nenstop along the
Artic Circle to New York.

All custom inspections were fast and liberal,
including this last one. We had to rush to make
our connections at ILa Guardia, for this TWA
provided special private limousine service. I
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arranged for this flight immediately after our
changed schedule in Paris.

Sister Anne Perina and brother Frank Kopecky
left our party in New York. The rest of us arrived
in Chicago on Friday afternoon. The trip from
Paris took 21 hours,

We traveled a total of 18,000 miles, with fine
weather greeting us everywhere, the whole party
in excellent spirits throughout the whole trip.

SOKOL CLEVELAND

On April 14, 1956, we celebrated the 60th anni-
versary of the founding of our Sokol, and also
honored brothers who had been members 50 years
or more, and members of the Ladies Auxiliary who
had been members 40 years or more. We had plan-
ned our celebration for last fall, but the project
was a large one and it finally had to be scheduled
for thiS spring‘

First something of our history: Altho organized
in August, 1895, the incorporation was as of 3-31-96.
The first gym classes were held in a store room
owned by a member. The first Sokol hall built
in 1896 cost $298.00 and was so heavily damaged
by fire in March, 1809, that all activities were

suspended for a while. Then land was purchased
on Quincy Ave. and a new brick Sokol hall was
dedicated on May 1, 1910. A dramatic club was
organized at that time and functioned for many
years, not only at the Quincy hall but also at the
Sokol Farm at Twinsburg. There was lot of activ-
ity in the gym — kurses were attended, teams

were sent to “zavody”, there were summer camp
sessions at the Sokol Farm, verejne in the sum-
mer, and plays at the Farm.

The community surrounding the Quincy hall was
Czech, but gradually conditions changed, colored
people moved in and the Czechs moved out. Attend-
ance at gym classes, meetings, dances, plays, etc.
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dropped, and finally the sad decision was made to
sell the hall, and we moved out in the spring of
1943, Activities were transferred to a store room
until the spring of 1946 when our present hall was
purchased in a suburb of Cleveland. For several
years we leased the first floor to the local public
schools, confining our activities to the upper hall
and basement. When the school moved out we did
some altering ,painted the inside of the hall our-
selves and all the downstairs. Later we purchased
several adjoining lots for parking purposes. Each
year we have made some improvements: new cur-
tains for stage, more chairs, larger room for
apparatus, new cabinets and equipment for
kitchen, new stove, refrigerator, bar and equip-
ment, and most recently an acoustic ceiling in the
basement with fluorescent lights, and a new gas
furnace. We do not have a large organization, but
have had a lot of very willing workers. Gym
activities were stepped up, and altho we haven't
had any star performers, we have maintained
activity in all classes but men,

In the ten years we have spent in our present
location, it has been interesting to see the interest
displayed by the older members, and the way they
have cooperated with the younger, English speak-
ing, generation. Our meetings are conducted prin-
cipally in English, and that of course is the
language used on the gym floor.

Now to get back to our celebration: Starosta
Bert Jilek welcomed everyone, and presented br,
A. J, Suster of Sokol Tyrs, sestra Ann Botek of
Sokol Moravan, br. John Tichy who spoke for the
Sokol Northeastern District and Sokol Nova Viast
and br, Karel Jahoda of Sokol Cech-Havlicek. Br.l
Serpan, mistostarosta, read greetings from Ame-
rickd Obec Sokolskd, and State Senator F. J. Svo-
boda, then briefly spoke of the history of Sokol
Cleveland in English and then in Czech. Following
his remarks, a group of dorostenky and Zeny pre-
sented a short gym number on the stage “Hold
Tyrdovi” in front of a bust of Dr Tyrs,

Following this number, the members who were
to be honored were escorted to the stage by a
dorostenka, and starosta Jilek presented them with
their diploma. Our only living charter member
Dr. A, T. Novy was unable to be present and so
his diploma was presented to his sister. A very
touching scene was enacted when starosta Jilek
handed a diploma to his father, Joseph Jilek.
Others who received diplomas were Kare] Kage,
Frank Zak, James Korynta, Frank Kavan, Jo-
seph Frank. The Tadies Auxiliary have one mem-
ber who has belonged more than 50 years, and so
at this time sestra Mary Pedal was escorted to
the stage and congratulated by their starostka,
sestra Mary Kozak. The program was concluded
by a moment of silence in remembrance of those
brothers and sisters who had passed away. An
excellent dinner was served in the basement dining
hall; later there was dancing in the main hall
And so our celebration was ended.

We have accomplished a lot in the past 60 years,
thanks to the many members who have worked
hard for an ideal. What will be accomplished in
the future depends on what eur children wilt do
with our system of physical education as it was

set up by our parents and pushed along by wus.
Increased interest has been shown recently over
the physical fitness of our youth. We have an
excellent system for developing the physical fit-
ness of our youth and grownups, but we haven’t
been too successful in selling it to the genera]
public. We know that our groups have benefiteq
from it, and possibly our children may have more

success in developing a plan for putting it over.
