JAMES L. CIHAK:

CREATIVENESS FOR A MATURE MIND—A, SOKOL CHARACTERISTIC AND GOAL

In searching for a topic for the September issue
of “Sokol Americky,” I went back to the 1954 issue
where our editor, bro, Jarka Jelinek, listed the
historical dates. The same Sunday afternoon I had
just finished re-reading Harry Allen Overstreet's,
“The mature Mind,” and in Arnold Toynbees,
“Study of History,” reached “The Failure of Self-
Determination,” in volume IV.

Pure chance you might say, that would lead one
to see something in our Sokol work that had never
before shown so brilliantly or erystal clear. Let us
go back to the historical dates,

September
3. 1948 Dr  Edvard Benes, second President of
Czechoslovakia, died in Sezimovo Usti

5. 1841 Antonin [Dvofdk, musical composer was
born., Died May 1, 1904.

9. 1912 Jaroslav Vrchlicky, distinguished author
and translator, died. He was born on
February 17, 1853.

12, 1822 Jindfich Fuegner was born,

14. 1938 Thomas G. Masaryk died.

17. 1832 Dr. Miroslav Tyr$ was born,

21. 1861 JUDr. Josef Scheiner was born. For many
years he was President of the Sokol Or-
ganization in Czechoslovakia.

30. 1938 The Tragedy of Munich; England, France,
Italy and Germany agreed to the parti-
tion of Czechoslovakia,

Seven men, each a creator, and emminent in his
field, and one tragedy that led to a 'worldwide
halocoust, because there was no foresight, because
truth had been temporarily incarcerated. Of the
seven men, six were ardent Sokols, the seventh in
no small measure gave the Sokols the inspiration
of a brilliant mind: Each of them rose to the top
from humble beginnings, mainly because they had
the creative instinct, a sense of obligation, an ap-
preciation for research and had learned the art of
sociability.

Without these four no adult mind can ever be-
come mature, or as Overstreet writes, “Maturity,
we now know, need be no dull routine of a de-
feated and resigned adulthood. It can rather be the
triumphant use of powers that all through our
childhood and youth have been In preparation,
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Where there is no vision people perish. Where there
is no maturity there is no vision. We realize that
the evils of our life come not from deep evil within
us but from ungrown-up responses to life. Qur ob-
ligation, then, is to grow up. This is what our

time requires of us. This is what may yet be the
saving of us.”

After he mentioned the four items ahove, — cre-
ation, obligation, research and sociability as a
means for creating a mature mind, he wrote, “The
foregoing is pure imagination. Such a community
t_Jf adults making the effort deliberately to move
into the full dignity of their adulthood, may never
exist in our world. If so it will be too bad. Their
number ought to be legion.” It is a pity that Mr.
Overstreet never heard of Tyrs or had the op-
portunity to read his works I shall see to it that
he receives them in English in the near future.

When an outstanding philosopher, lecturer and
thinker of Mr. Overstreets caliber, with the ad-
ditional knowledge gained since Tyrs time, lists
Tyrs ideas and ideals as the prime requisites for
a full mature life, how truly proud we can be
that we have had the opportunity to follow that
road for so long.

I specifically said, “‘that we have had the oppor-
tunity to follow the road,” many have done so, it is
a pity that all our members did not see the light.
With all the vehemence of an inspired soul, Tyrs
poured the brilliance of a rich mind, trained in
the appreciation of everything beautiful and cre-
ative into his Sokol. It caught fire and has served
millions as a guide out of the depths of mediocrity
into the bright sunlight of a full life.

There have been those who used the means for
self-aggrandizement, for personal power, and we
see those here now, who would misuse it for their
own personal prestige or return to power. Instead
of becoming angry at them for their barefaced
attempts to usurp a power to which they have no
legal or moral right, let us pity them, bhecause
the divine spark that could have transformed
them into magnificent beings, somehow missed
them. They had the opportunity to become inocu-
lated with the finest serum in the world, but in
their case it never took.

The Sokols' desire to create a better, a finer, a
more mature man and woman is creativencss of
the highest order. Our sense of obligation, to our
ideals, to our youth, our country, our fellowman,
ig too deeply ingrained in us to bhe considered a

passing fancy. Our desire to judge logically, to ex-
amine critically, to demand facts, to seek truth
even to its source. are research practises that Tyr§
taught us a long time ago. As for gociability, where
can it be found in its finest state than in our
gymnasiums, our games, our Social affairs, and
our mutual discussions,

Yes, Mr., Overstreet, you were not imagining
anything, such a community does exist. They cal
themselves Sokols. They have traveled this road
« long time and have developed thousands of men
and women, who not only in adulthood, but even
in old age carry the fine spirit of an ever young
inquisitive, creative mind. But we too have a
problem. How can we instill these same character-
istics into young minds, in an age that seems
intent upon keeping everyone immature, so that
they could be more easily controlled.

To follow Tyrs is not an easy road, and never
wag, It is not a gently graded road for easy
travel by mechanical means. He insists upon travel-
ing every little bypath in guest of knowledge, he
leads us on mental, peak scaling cxpeditions, where
the rarified air and great heights give us a mag-
nificent world outlook. One mental peak conquered.
means not rest and repose, but preparation for
another assault. It would be unmanly of us to
picture these things to others as child’s play. They
are not. Perhaps if we try long enough and hard
enough, the very challenge of accomplishment that
is inherent in every ‘American, will awaken in the
young the desire to also reach the peaks, and keep
forever climbing.

Toynbee lists in vol. IV. the various reasons
for the death or decline. of many civilizations:
loss of command over the environment, failure of
self determination, etc. Though the Sokols are only
a small fragment of our Waestern c‘ivi]izatim_'l.
whose fate is still screened by the future, t]:le“'
life up te the present fulfills all the qualifica-
tions for a steady advance and increased influence
Fulfilling the needs of the individual for a healthy,
enriched life, based upon the evolutionary theory
of steady advance or death, scientifically correct
in their means of operation, and above all, striving
desperately to achieve the Promethean élon that
all great philosophers and religious l!eaders have
set as the only basis for true advance, they can be
counted upon to be in the forefront of every ad-
vance,

What a prize awaits those who dare to live out
their life on the basis of Tyr# sokolstvi. Nazdar!

MORAL INFLUENCE OF THE SOKOL MOVEMENT

Every week, in every Sokol gymnasium, boys
and girls, men and women are partaking of work
having for its purpose physical, mental, and mora]
development. A person ‘strong” in these three
ways has disgust for the lying, the deceitful in
life. We are taught that in order to preserve the
physical prowess gained in SOKOL classes, we
must lead moral lives. Tyr§ himself said: “What
you have gained through active efforts in physical
training, preserve by clean, moral living.”

We feel free to say that our organization has
done more in every community where it is active

in the inculeating of young Americans with the
finest principles of American citizenship, in the
developing of good habits and qualities, than any
“reform,"” *“big brother,”” or “boys’ town" move-
ment, Sokols are not taught to brag, and therefore
our tireless, ceaseless work in these fields has not
attracted the attention usually showered upon more
sensational efforts. We might easily challenge any
other organization to compare delinquency records
of its members and former members with those of
former and present Sokol members, Recently a
new interest has arisen regarding Sokol literature
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in English, and it is hoped that due attention will
be given the contributions of the American Sokols
to American citizenship.

Strength of will, clearness of thought, and the
talent for great work depend much on the purity
of morals, One can hardly expect a weakling or a
degenerate to produce a work of lasting value, or
some other great deed. Certainly, perseverance is
a quality introduced to the smallest of Sokol gym-
nasts on almost his first session in the gymnasium,
Even the little ones are taught not to fear failure
if their first efforts fail to achieve the expected
results. They arc encouraged to try and try again,
to practice and practice until perfection is theirs.
This strengthening of the fibre, to learn to face
tasks with a cheerful heart, to persevere, to re-
fuse to accept defeat — how wvaluable a trait to
carry throughout a lifetime! Our Sokol competi-
tions are fine examples of fortitude, and some-
thing more: Good sportsmanship. The true Sokol
does not enter zavody for prizes or for acclaim.

After some years spent in the Sokol gymnasium
where week after week he indulged in calisthenics,
free exercises, apparatus work, etc.,, the gymnast
may find himself participating in zdvody for the
first time, He is pitted against those of his own
age, from various cities. Comparison is made as
to the possible achievements in this or that phase
of Sokol work. The rivalry is on a friendly plane,
the “foe” is encouraged in his efforts, or if per-
forming a daring exercise on apparatus is cau-
tioned, is heartened. The winner is congratulated
upon his deserved success, ALL the Sokols in truth
are happy with the results of the matches — there
is no “loser.”

The true Sokol life represents a harmonious
blending of the practical (as in the developing
of sound bodies, health, etc.) with the altruistic
and the ideal. Here we meet with a movement
actually altruistic! Officers and instructors in the
Sokol would feel offended were someone to sug-
gest paying them for their work, It is understood
that each member is glad to contribute his mite
to the success of a worthy cause, one devoted to
the physical, moral, and mental improvement of
the ENTIRE community. Perhaps the lack of the
profit or fame angle, the brotherly spirit of sharing
what one has to offer with a fellow-member —
are qualities that modern Americans cannot under-
stand. Otherwise our ranks would contain tens of
thousands of Americans of Cech parentage who
SHOULD be enrolled under the Sokol banner. To
live the true Sokol life is to live the finest kind
of “religion.”

It is appropriate to set forth on this occasion
that the principles upon which the Sokol is based
are in complete accord with REAL Americanism,
as distinguished with the false claims set forth by
charlatans. Democracy and tolerance are among its
characteristics from the time the movement was
launched in 1862.

A spirit of progress was assured by the legacy
handed down by its founders, Fuegner and Tyrs.
There is no possibility of its becoming *“old-
fashioned” or outmoded, for the true Sokol ap-
preciates the wealth of meaning in Miroslav Tyra's
“NA45 ukol, smér a cil” (Our Task, Aim and Goal)
in which in beautiful yet clear language he sets
forth some of the conclusions of the scientific in-
terpretation of evolution, Tyrs based his philosophy
of life on no fantasies of the mind, on no fables
of mystics or day-dreaming of false prophets. On
the contrary, he skillfully blended results of his
scientific studies with a profound sense for the
beautiful, The esthete kindly explained the doctrine
of the “survival of the fittest,” in a way that
shocked not even the most sensitive of readers.

Valuable results have been attained from the
comhbined influences of two phases of Sokol cul-
ture: First, in accordance with its principles, every
Sokol Uit is established on a democratic basis,
and its meetings are exemplary demonstrations of
a democratic spirit and methods; second, with his
introduction to Sokol gymnastic classes, the citi-
zen of Tomorrow is taught the value of discipline.
By obeying competent instructors in whom he
learns to place his faith, by having confidence in
them, he learns to obey without whimpering. Thus
is nurtured voluntary discipline. Later on, as a
regular member of the Sokol, he learns to obey
the will of the majority, cheerfully bows to it.
Where this ability to control HIMSELF is lack-
ing, a man can hardly be expected to be a good
leader for others to follow. Nor will any society
composed of such weaklings long prosper.

The Sokol tries to strike the proper balance
between the cultivation of the interests of the in-
dividual, and the idea of the good of the whole.
Even in gymnastics and competitions, while the
individual is primarily the benefactor of the physi-
cal culture accorded in our classes, the very fact
that he participates in work with others, that he
is constantly conscious of the fact that he is part
of a WHOLE — produces a certainly finer ap-
preciation of collective responsibility, of the prob-
lems of others. The importance of the “T'" gives
ground to the significance of the “WE."

The following address given by Br. James Pri-
mus, a member of Sokol Blesk for over fifty-five
years, concluded the program: —

“In witnessing the naming of this Highway,
some Of us are the sons and daughters or perhaps
the grandchildren of those who came as steerage
passengers. Whether they arrived early or only
recently, all were prompted to come for reasons
we can understand and with which we can sym-
pathize.

“This is our home, but we always look back to
the land our forefathers from whence our parents
came. This does not prevent us from cherishing
these historical ideals so close to our hearts. We
came here with the utmost resolution, prepared
to carry on and build up the concepts of our histor-
ical events. They are the same sacred idea's dedi-
cated to us by our first Czech Immigrant, the
maker of the first map of our great State of
Maryland, Augustine Herman.

“There was a society organized by the name of
Sokol Blesk, as there were not many Czech Immi-
grants in our state, but in about the year 1878 the
flame of the torch was rekindled. The Chairman
of the Sokols was one of the carly settlers by the
name of V. J. Simek, a great Czech leader. A
committee was formed to go to Bohemia Manor
to get the verification of the entry of Augustine
Herman in our state. g

“The Sokol organization made the first pilgrim-
age to Bohemia Manor, to the grave of Augustine

Herman, in the year 1889, with their fellow mem-
bers from New York.

“I will not make special claims for any one
group. There is glory enough in America for all
All have responded to their new opportunity by
contributing to the common cause, their genius
and talents, their labors and devotion, thereby
enriching the cultural variety which is both a
distinguishing mark of America and a source of
her strength.

“Sokols have brought to the shores of this new
world a magnificent dream. It is not a mere
chance that brought us here. We unmistakably feel
the hand of destiny that guided us over the sea to
support and uphold the American dream.

“Let us then as champions of a common cause
boldly march to our goal together. It is up to us,
the new generation, under far better conditions
than our fathers ever knew, to unfold the depths
of truth embodied in these ideals.

“After a generation, we are gathered again. The
torch is relighted and by the courageous leader-
ship of Mrs. Agnes Svejda, the Chairman of the
Augustine Herman Czech American Historica! So-
ciety, we are witnessing the naming of the August-
ine Herman Highway, which will go down in the
annals of our history. This task is a task which
for importance and for magnitude calls for the
best that you and I have to offer, our country
richly endowed in body, mind and spirit still has
need of many things,

“In whatever may lie ahead, we all shall trea-
sure the memory of this celebration and this touch®
ing expression of our good will.”

Everyone seemed to be very
interested and expect to have good results
for the slet.

Monday, April 16th was the last gym nite
with all classes present. A very satisfactory
attendance with 14 small boys, 10 small girls,
3 junior boys, 3 junior girls, 8 men and 6
women. Cvigitelsky sbor meeting after gym
class. Final instructions were given for the
coming slet and received a promise of co-
operation in all classes of competition,

On return trip we shall again stop for two
days to complete anything still necessary. At-
tendance to the slet from Fresno should be

about 30.

SAN FRANCISCO—APRIL 18th TO 24th

Arrived in San Francisco Apil 18th and so
the hall was rented for several days of the
following week, we started teaching calisthen-
ics for all classes in their meeting room. On
their regular gym nite, Friday April 20th,
had all classes, starting at 7 p.m. Completed
calisthenics and round dance for children. At-
tendance very good—I12 small girls and 10
small boys.

Senior classes attendance much better than
expected. Under the direction of Sister
Blanche Duffy, naéelnice, and Br. Karel Mi-
Sek, nacelnik, who had already started the
drills, we completed the calisthenics with 15
men and women. Wonderful cooperation from
Br, Fred Divisek who played the accompani-
ment on the piano.
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Saturday April 21st demonstrated all ap-
paratus moves for childrens classes with in-
structors Br. Joe Belohlavek for the boys and
Sister Elizabeth Bele for the girls assisting and
learning the competative moves. Again went
thru the calisthenics and dance.

Sunday morning, April 22nd demonstrated
all apparatus with senior classes. As they have
15 men we have a possibility of several teams
in low division, Also expecting a team of low
division women and two girls in high division.

Monday April 23rd last full gym nite with
all classes. Completed all calisthenisc and then
We held cvicitelsky sbo meeting. All final in-
structions given concerning the Scio Slet. Ac-
cording to tentative reports, they should be
represented by about 35 gymnasts in all
classes.

When we came to San Francisco we did not
expect many gym nites as the hall had been
rented for several days, but by using the
meeting room we were able to have gym
classes every nite so that we left there per-
fectly satisfied.

Cooperation from the gymmnasts and in-
structors was very good and at present date
the Slet is shaping up beyond expectation.
Rough estimate is that the Pacific District
should have about 120 competitors—60 chil-
dren and 60 seniors.

If the interest in all units continues as we
have seen during our traveling, then this Slet
will be the largest one on the coast for a
long time.

Tuesday April 24th we leave for Scio, Ore-
gon, where Slet will be held on June 30th
and July Tst with high hopes that Sokolstvi
is on the increase here on the Pacific coast.

Thursday had first nite with the seniors
with nacelnice Bessie Dobrkovsky and na-
celnik Ed Krosman leading the teams—b
women, 3 men and 5 junior boys present. As
they had finished the Ist oddil of prostna we
continued with the second. Some apparatus
moves shown.

Friday both children and senior classes con-
tinued with prostna and apparatus work.

Sunday April 29th we attended the spe-
cial meeting of the Slet committee and heard
the report of all the various committees —
publicity housing and program committees are
working very hard and the Timber Carnival
which follows our Slet is also cooperating
with the Slet committee. Made several sug-
westions which were accepted.

Monday and Tuesday had senior classes
where prostna was completed and more ap-
paratus moves demonstrated. Attendance in
all classes has increased averaging 12 small
girls, 9 small boys, 6 women, 4 junior girls,
5 junior boys and 3 men. Prospects very good
that Scio will be represented in all divisions
of competition except high division. This unit
has mostly children that are not of Slavic
origin but are carrying on the Sokol spirit and
thoroughly enjoying Sokol gym classes.

Wednesday held children's classes where
everything reviewed, prostna, apparatus and
dances so that this group can be very well pre-
pared for the Slet.

Arrangements made to have an electric
organ played by Br. Fred Divisek for all the
drills for the Sunday, July 1st, Vefejny. All
rehearsal piano accompaniment now being
plaved very efficiently by Mrs. Alta
Woodraska.

Thursday and Friday classes for all seniors
where most attention was given to the calis-
thenics. Also on Friday from 7 p.m. to 8:30
p.m. all children's prostna and apparatus was
completed.

The season began well, all units reported initial
enrollments as good, with expectations that there
Would be improvement, as subsequent attendance
reports proved,

Our inability to elect a secretary last June proved
later to be just as unsuccessful, with the result
that no permanent secretary has been elected dur-
ing the entire season. There is an annual re-
m._lmbera.tion of $20.00 for this position and as the
District Board of Directors requested our decision
as to the disposition of this sum, it was voted in the
February meeting to use this money toward the
purchase price of this year's trophies.

In October, I cut stencils for first class calisthe-
nics, written by Br. Regner, which were then turned
over to Br. Bachna of the Slovak Sokol.

Our volleyball tournaments were held in late
?\Tovember and early December. This Yyear we
inaugurated a second division for the junior girls.
This novice division came up to our expectation, in
that girls who had this year advanced from second
class learned the rudiments of the game, their inter-
est has been captured, and I'm certain that we
shall have many good players in years to come.

This practice we hope to continue, stipulating of
course, that winners will advance to “A" class and
the field be left open to next year's arrivals.

In class “B" junior division, first place winner
was Sokol Chicago; second place Sokol Tabor; and
third place Sokol Slavsky.

In class “A” junior division, first place went to
Sokol Slavsky, second place to Sokol Berwyn, and
third to Sokol Tabor. =

In women's division, first place winners were
Sokol Berwyn, second place Sokol Tabor Team I
and third place Sokol Chicago.

Several women from the (Central District were
interested in and entered the Olympic Try-Outs.
Injury to one of our contestants perhaps prevented
her making the Olympic Team, as she advanced to
the finals before injury.

Second class girls calisthenics T composed and
delivered to all units, along with all slet material
for all classes, during the first week of January.

During the winter months, the 8.G.U.S. held sev-
eral hours of instruction for all class calisthenics,
which were very well attended by instructors and
unit directors of our district.

This meeting was well attended and the results of
the judges' work showed its merit. Each unit has
by this time received results of competition in each
class.

I should like to take this opportunity to thank
those members of the Board of Instructors who
have given their full cooperation during the entire
year; their attendance at meetings, their willingness
to assume the job of temporary secretary and most
of all to Sister Kuchynka whose never-ending
source of information has alleviated many a

stumbling block.

He was born September, 1803 at Dolni Lukavice
in the Pilsen District, Bohemia. He came to the
pSA. in September, 1912 and two months later
joined Sokol Havlidek-Tyrd in Chicago. There he
attended classes under bro. Joseph Brouk, the
present treasurer of AS.

When war was declared on Germany on April
6, 1817 by president Wilson, bro. Regner, with
other members of Sokol Havli¢ek-Tyrs, entered the
U.S. Army. He was assigned to Jefferson Bar-
racks near St. Louis, Mo. Served in U.S. Army
in camps El Paso, Texas, Syracuse, N. Y., Charles-
ton, N,‘C“ Chester, Pa., Seviour, 5.C., Embarking
Camp in N.J., Camp Dix, N. J, and received his

discharge as a sergeant in Rockford, Ill, June
19, 1919,
May 12, 1923, married sister-Sokolka Mamie

Husa, daughter of one of the best Sokol musicians
and band director late bro. Vaclav Husa. To bro.
Husa he owes much for learning to be a good
Sokol. Thanks to his wife Mamie who inspired
and helped him in his work for the organization.
Out of their marriage two daughters were born —
Blanche and Helen, who attended the classes of
Sokol Havlicek-Tyrs (Blanche at 4 and Helen at
5) 'then as Juniors and finally as members along
with their beloved mother.

Upon his return from the Army, bro. Regner
rejoined Sokol Havlitek-Tyrs and was active not
only in gym work, but also in administrative work.
His instructor then was bro, Charles Oselka, one
of the best gymnasts of those days. In 1920, bro.
Regner became instructor of children's and junior
classes, both hoys and girls. He improved the
classes and increased the attendance by introduc-
ing volleyball and baskethall.

Of his many Sokol activities, T mention the
following: Bro. Regner was a tireless gymnast and

competitor. Took part in the Fuegner-Tyrs Slet in
1913 at Racine, Wis, Cleveland, O., in 1914, Chi-
cago in 1916 and later on in all the Slets of the
Central District, in most of these events as a
leader, was a participant in all the Slets and Com-
petitions of ASO., Sokol Federation and all-nation-
al events. He was very active in the Amateur
Athletic Federation, where Fuegner-Tyr3 District
was a member along with other organizations such
as the Swiss, German Turners and Y.M.C.A,

In the year of 1924 as District Director or-
ganized and directed ‘the first Sokol League in the
Central District, first of its kind among the Sokols
in volleyball and basketball. — In 1925 at Soldier
Field attended competitions in the intermediate
division and placed 19th out of 125 gymnasts. —
In September, 1925, was selected as an instructor
at Sokol Oak Park, INinols, which then merged
with Soko] Téabor, Berwyn, IlIl., where he stayed
for 13 years. — In 1926 directed the District Slet
in Milwaukee, Wisconsin. Same year he was dele-
gated as a member of the representative team of
ASO. to the Slet at Prague, where he participated
in the intermediate division of the competitions.
After the Slet, he absolved a six week course for
instructors, conducted by C.8.0. — In 1927 direct-
ed the District Slet in Cedar Rapids, Jowa. —
Took part in ASO. Slet in 1928 again held in
Soldier Field in Chicago.

Because of a complicated work and mainly being
an instructor of a unit, he resigned as District
Director and returned again in 1932. — In 1933,
1037, 1941, 1947, 1953 took active part in American
Sokol Slet in Soldier Field in Chicago. — 1935
attended the Mid-Slet in Cleveland, Ohio and 1955
Jubilee Slet in St, Louis, Mo. — In 1936 organized
first competition of 2nd class boys which now is
held annually in the Central District ASO,

In 1941, when our gymnasts were entering the
U. 8. Army, bro. Regner was instructor at Sokol
Rozvoj in Chicago and during the war in 1943
became instructor at Sokol Slavsky, Cicero, Il
where he is active to the present time.

Bro. Regner’s leadership accounts for many out-
standing gymnasts and players of volleyball and
basketball, He is leader of the Centra] District for
over 24 years with intervals, when others held that
position, He was nifelnik of his Unit, member of
the Technical Directors of the American Sokol
Federation, He composed many mass drills, name-
ly for children and Juniors, which were used for
District and ASO, Slets.

Credit is due to bro. Regner, not only as a
steady worker and instructor, but also a very good
District nédelnik, who conscientiously ftakes care
of the educational activity in his Distriet, wvisits
gym classes, helps, counsels, writes and does not
miss a Sokol event. In short, he does not attend
meetings aimlessly, does not plan aimlessly, but
takes care to elevate the Sokol education and prop-
agates same at every opportunity, He deserves
that his efforts be appreciated, for the above is
only a short extract of his Sokel worlk, which he
performed and is still performing.—J.J.
