ANOTHER VISIT WITH MR. LINCOLN

; T}?ree years ago | had the audacity to
Imagine an interview with Mr. Lincoln. The
C‘]'ECISIOH to do the article in that form was not
hghtlx taken. | was well aware of the rep-
ercussions that might come our way if the
motives for the article were misunderstood.
Personally | have always held the highest rever-
ence for the soul of one of America's greatest
sons. — Mr. Abraham Lincoln. The great
number of fine biographies and historical books
that have been published in the last two decades
ShOUId'be read by everyone. How else can we
appreciate what we have, if we do not realize
what it cost to get it.

Mr. Lincoln's insistance that the southern
states should not be subjected to reprisals and
that the wounds of that great struggle be
healed as soon as possible show not only his
magnanimous nature, but also his foresight. The
actual history of the postwar period, when the
carp‘etbaggers rushed south, after Mr. Lin-
coln’s restraining hands were stilled in death,
proves again that he was right. | doubt that
the friction we see to this day would have

prevailed, had his policy been put into effect-
ive operation.

The more one learns about him, the more
he must marvel at the man's genius. And genius
it was in its broadest and finest sense. When
you see the tremendous obstacles that lay in his
path, the terrific pressures that were brought to
bear, the calumny heaped upon him and the
viciousness of those who would have torn him
apart to secure their own selfish ends, you
begin to realize that he was a martyr many
times, before the assassin's bullet deprived the
nation of one of its finest pilots. | know of no
other man in history whose name is so univer-
sally respected. In every language on earth, in
every history, he is a shining light, an inspira-
tion to the little man, a ray of hope for a
brighter future.

Nobody realized better than the people of
the south when they heard of his death, that
their greatest friend was gone. Though they
had been his foes on the field of combat, they
still believed in him and trusted him. It is not
surprising that in almost every paper they
wrote, ““With Mr. Lincoln's death, all hope is
gone. Prepare for the worst.”” We have all
paid the price, for the unreasoning force and
reprisals that market that period, in one way
or another. What a lesson this is to us as in-
dividuals. The same theory of force or gentle-
ness applies to our own lives. | know we all have
our moments of weakness, but if we only reflect
upon his life and methods, when we are faced
with life's innumerable problems, our paths will
be smoother, if our answers are tinged with
humility and understanding.

It is with this same feeling of humility and
reverence that we now make our second imag-
inary journey to Mr. Lincoln, to discuss with
him one of our great problems,

When | came to Mr. Lincoln he was sitting
in his big arm chair. His elbows were resting
on the arms, and his hands were cupped under
his chin. His body was bent forward and his
head was bowed in deep thought. Feeling rather
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awkward about intruding on his reverie, | stood
quietly, waiting for him to realize that he had
a visitor.

In a few moments he raised his head and
looked at me. A smile of recognition warmed
his features as he motioned me to sit down in
a chair facing him. He did not seem as haggard
as he did three years ago, as a matter of fact
his whole being seemed to exude a feeling of
assured confidence. | tried to figure out what
event had caused this change for the better
and then realized that it must have been the
U. N. stand in the middle east, supported so
strongly by our President Eisenhower.

I could not help but say, “Mr. President, you
look much more cheerful than when we last
met. Something important must have happen-
ed in the interim to bring about this change.”
Then with the omniscient look and faculty that
we attribute to those who have passed to the
great beyond, he answered, ““Yes, | do feel
better in every way, mainly because the forces,
as you guessed, that could have gone to war,
have decided to try a new method, sensible
arbitration. True, it will not be easy. Human
nature does not change too much, even in a
century. There are still those who consider
force and strength as the only means of settling
disputes.”’

“How hard I tried during my own terms of
office to do the same. But we were still a
young country then, headstrong and violent.
Foolish pride, jealousy and selfishness were the
biggest stumbling blocks for the solution of a
problem that was eventually settled by the civil
war. Settled did I say?, we both know better.
It isn't really settled yet."”

He looked at me with a mischievous smile as
he continued, "By the way, your President
Eisenhower belongs to a familiar party, and 1|
see that you now have two of your Sokol mem-
bers in the United States Senate. (Roman L.
Hruska of Nebraska and Frank Lausche of
Ohio.) They are both fine men, who made
their own success. | see a brilliant future for
them, for their training, independence of

thought and devotion to our country, they are a
valuable asset to that body." '

His penetrating but kindly eyes now serous-
ly turned to me as he inquired, ““What seems to
be troubling you. 1 feel that you have some
problem that needs airing.”

“That is true, Mr. President. | read an
article by Bruce Cotton, the Pulitzer P.nze
Historian in which he reflects my own think-
ing. He states that as individuals we are becf)m-
ing spoiled and soft, always demanding things
and never satisfied. He feels that our self
indulgence and lack of self discipline could bﬁ
fatal to us, both as individuals and as a natl.?n.

“You have plenty of reason to worry: he
stated, ‘‘for these same characteristics have
been the downfall of many nations and even
whole civilizations. Our country, however re-
cognizes this, which is half the battle, and
official circles are awakening the nation from
its lethargy. When Americans wake up to some
defect in their national body, we genera”y.&e
a resurgence of vitality. | know that as serious
as the problem is, it will be solved.”

“In this respect your Sokols can play a
vital part. | know that your reliable members
are overworked, but with patience and ¢on-
stant prodding you can do much to enla-rge
your field of operations and fulfill your destiny-
| have confidence in you and in your ideals:

With this note of cheer our interview e"de.d-
I thanked him again for his concern and faith
in us, pointing out that many generations _of
little ones would profit from our Sokol train-
ing. )

With a cheery, “Come back again, anytime
you want to get something off your chest. he
shook hands with me, his warm fatherly con-
cern enveloped me like a protective cloak. e
night that had seemed sullen and black V_v'hen
I went in, now looked like a canopy of hgh.t,
the stars gleaming with an even greater bril-
liance in the clean cold sky.

I could not help but think to myself: ““Thank
God for Mr. Lincoln and his magnificent €X-
ample of what an American should be."”

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Blanche J. Cihak:
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RENATA TYRSOVA

When Renata Tyrsova died on February 22nd,
1937, her passing was mourned not only by the
Sokols, by the Czech Heart Association, and the
leaders in the public life of the Czechoslovak
state, but by everyone who knew that distinguished
lady and her life. Many eyes were moist when
the final respects were paid to this Sokol woman,
worker and martyr, in the Prague crematorium,
where she was surrounded by banks of flowers,
and the Sokol guard of honor. The heads of all
were bowed in respect, and the Sokols who were
present realized that a historical period had ended,
She: w‘ho alone in her person had joined the early
beginnings of the Sokol with the present, was
departing for the unknown.

In her father the Sokol has an unsurpassed
example of brotherhood. She showed the Czech
women how it is possible to join the tenderness
of a woman’'s heart, with the pride of a man,
and what a blessing a woman can be to her nation,
The exceptional characteristics of her stature and
nature acted as a revelation to those who were
called to be the co-creators of the Czech nation.
She was the incarnation of the motto: ‘“Neither
profit, nor glory"”. She always remained on the

path of the national awakener and herald of
national discipline.

Sh? was the “mother” of the Czech Heart, that
had its inception during World War I, a trying
period for the destitute and hungry Czech people.
It brought food to the hungry and sent thousands
of city children to the country, where they could
be fed properly by considerate farmers and re-
gain their health, and hope in the invigorating
country air,

It would require volumes and not just a short
article to do justice to Renata TyrSova. We can
only list the highlights of an exemplary life,

She was the daughter of Katherine and Jind¥ich
Fuegner, born July 31st, 1854, in Praha. The
family was wealthy, with German antecedants but
with a healthy Czech feeling. During Renata’s
chi'dhood i{ hecame very strong in its Czech out-
look. She did not go to school, but had excellent
tutors in her home. In the point of years, Dr.
Miroslav TyrS taught her the longest, directing
mainly her art education. — By the time she
was sixteen she changed from student to Tyrd's

co-worker in the field of creative art research.
Both having high ideals and working together like
a team, the natural outcome was that they fell
in love and were married August 28, 1872. Their
happiness lasted only to August 8, 1884, when
TyrS met his tragic death in the Oetz River.

The young widow plunged into work, becoming
Tyrd's successor in the history of creative art,
also paying attention to the art of the people,
especially needlework and lace making, She real-
ized the value of handicrafts, lectured on the in-
fluence that this creative work would have on
girls and women. In 1907 she was named inspector
over all the Czech women's technical schools of
Praha and what we would call the Junior Colleges.
She defended the distinctive Czech art and was
active everywhere not only with her energy and
broad outlook, but with her magnetic personality
as well,

She worked ardently for the Czech Heart, the
Enlightenment League, the Czechoslovak National
Council, and in many other organizations. Her
main love was the Sokol work, into which she
was initiated at the age of 8, as a participant
of child's classes. She became progressively as-
sistant instructor, and instructor until her mar-
riage. Throughout her life she was intimately tied
to this work as both her father and husband were
its founders. She travelled in Italy, France and
Germany, loved the renaissance and antiquity. Her
favorite artists were Cermédk, Manes and ZeniSek.
She labored for a Czech national architecture and
interior decoration, and self-expression in its widest
sense,

She wrote many articles, not only about the
Sokols, but also about the Slavs creative art —
needlework and national costumes. She wrote bio-
graphies as well as technical articles. It was
fortunate for the Sokols that she outlived her
husband by 50 years, and could fill in the un-
known details on both Fuegner’s and Tyr¥'s lives.

She was an exemplary woman, Her pride in her
nation, her work for the whole nation and not just
a segment of it, should serve all women as an
example for the future. She saw the Sokol grow
and become a vital, integral part of the nation,
permeating into every fibre of its life.

Central A.A.U. Gymnastics Committee.
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GYMNASTICS AT THE XVI OLYMPIC GAMES - MELBOURNE, AUSTRALIA
By Jerry F. Hardy - T. J. Sokol, New York.

In my report about our preparation for the
Olympic gymnastic competition, as printed in the
November issue of the *Sokol Americky”, I re-
ported on the arrangements for the reduction of
the Olympic Squads to the teams that would re-
Present us at Melbourne. Since then these ar-
rangements have been consummated, the teams
competed at Melbourne, and the XVI. Olympic
Games are now history.

While of course I was not present at Melbourne,
I was with the men's squad throughout their
observation period at Los Angeles until a couple
of days before the team left for Melbourne, and
since then have had an opportunity to examine
the official scores of the Olympic competition and
the report of the team’s coach-manager Eugene
Wettstone; have talked to Abie Grossfield, one of
the team members, seen an excellent film of the
Olympic competition, and have had several letters
fPO{h various team members and officials, so that
While all of the information I am including in
this article comes second hand, I believe it is on
8ood authority,

Men’s Gymnastics:

All nine members of the Olympic squad reported
at Los Angeles by October 15th for the scheduled
observation period and tests.

Due to the generosity of our Sokol Executive
Committee who authorized my traveling expenses
to Los Angeles as our Sokol delegate to the
National Convention of the Amateur Athletic Un-
ion, I was able to fulfill my responsibility as a
member of the Olympic Gymnastic Committee and
participate in the very important and responsible
work of conducting the tests which resulted in

the reduction of the Olympic Squad to the Olympic
Team,

The squad was put thru the entire Olympic
competitive program twice, under conditions as
near to the Olympic standard as it was possible to
arrange (an important factor was that the Olym-
pic Committee purchased a set of all apparatus —

both men’'s and women's — from the Swiss manu-
facturers who supplied the Australian Organizing
Committee with the apparatus that was used in
Melbourne, so that our teams could finish up their
training and conduct their tests on the identical
apparatus that was used in the Olympic competi-
tion).

After much serious consideration, it was agreed
that in order to select the strongest possible team
that could represent the United States, the fol-
lowing factors must be taken into consideration.

1 — The two observation tests at Los Amngeles.
2 — The value of each individual to the team.

3 — The physical condition and availability of
each man.

4 — The results of the try-outs at Penn State
last April.

The two observation tests were held as schedul-

ed, and the members of the Olympic Gymnastic
Committee who were present (Moore, Gulack —

Wettstone and myself) then evaluated each man.

In order to comply with the foregoing, it was
agreed that the best score in each exercise of
the three tests (two at Los Angeles and the one
at Penn State) would be a good basis; the total
scores of all three tests would be another factor
(to judge the consistency of the men), and the
improvement of the men over their scores at the
Penn State tryouts would be a third factor. Also,
important consideration was given to the individual
value of each man to the team as a whole, as the
team score is arrived at by deducting the lowest
score in each exercise and adding the five highest
scores.

The following is a condensation of a mass of
details and statistics that were seriously studied
in finally reducing the squad of nine men to the
Olympic Team of six men and one alternate.

Bro. Hardy writes:

4T was asked by Bro. Jelinek to mention my
duties, etc, with the Olympic Committee. Well, I
was a member of the 1940 U. S, Men’s Olympic
Gymnastic Committee, which didn't function as the
1940 Olympic Games were cancelled; missed out
on the 1948 Committee as I was still in service;
served as a member of the 1952 Committee and
was elected Vice-Chairman of the ’56 Committee.

A Committee — called a “Games Committee’—
for each sport, is elected by the U. S. Olympic
Committee for each Olympiad. It is d'sbanded at
the conclusion of each Olympiad and a new Com-
mittee is elected for the following Olympiad (it
is not a perpetual, standing Committee). -— The
powers of the Games Committee are determ’ning

the place and method of holding the tryouts or
other competitions for the selection of members
of the team for the Olympic and Pan-American
Games, nominating the coach, manager, or other
personnel of such teams and nominating the mem-
bers of the teams. All of these nominations are
made to the U.S. Olympic Committee who makes
the final appointments. (Which is practicnlly a
confirmation of the recommendations made bY the
Games Committee as very rarely does the U.
Olympic Committee object to any recommendations
made by the Games Committees).

As Vice-Chairman of the 1956 Committee, M
Moore, the chairman, delegated many responslbi_u'
ties to me and I did my utmost to relieve him
of as much of the administrative work as pOSsible'

While I had no official connection with the
Olympic team, I did serve as a judge in all- of the
tests that were had for the selection of the tea™
was one of the four Committee members that de-
cided upon the reduction of the Olympic Squad Of
nine members to the Team of seven members. 8nd
in general, participated in setting the policies'of
the Committee, making its decisions and offering
technical advice and assistance to the best of MY
ability.

To be more specific would necessitate the list-
ing of innumerable conferences, discussions, C€Or*
respondence, committee meetings, competitions —
and headaches associated with all of the details of
the vast Olympic program over a period of four
years.

I sincerely appreciate and welcome the oppor-
tunity of keeping our Sokols informed of the 8C-
tivities pertaining to the Olympic program and am
grateful for the cooperation and assistance always
given me by our organization and for the interest
you have always shown in this work.

Renort of the Techknical Director of Men and
the joint Board of Instructors was submitted by
bro.
