TO OUR FUTURE INSTRUCTORS
AND LEADERS

The few days I had the pleasure of spending
with you at the instructors’ course at Potter
Lake, Wisconsin, were certainly too short to
do anything but briefly touch on a few im-
portant phases of our Sokol work. [ had
promised you that | would keep in touch with
you, sending you additional information and
views as time went on. For the time being let
this come to you through these pages of our
Sokol Americky, where even those who could
not attend the course may also read them.

There were so many things that could have
been debated, but the most important | know
you will agree is how to instill the idea in the
minds of the little ones, that membership in
the Sokol and attendance in the gymnasium
are both lifetime projects. It is not enough for
us to tell them so, we have to give them sound
logical reasons. Sis. Cihak who knows both
you and your parents intimately, told me that
all of you came from Sokol families, where
adherence to the Sokol ideals was a vital part
of your everyday life. This explains your in-
tense interest in every lecture and your eager-
ness to learn everything possible.

Now, how can we get the children and
juniors to come to gymnasium and to remain
in the Sokol ranks the rest of their life. Above
all the method used by our parents was a
sound one. You went to gymnasium just as
you went to Bohemian school, no arguments,
no truancy, you went. We however reBPected
them, knew they loved us and were doing
everything possible to make us healthy, self-
reliant individuals. Children and even juniors
are in no position to make independent deci-
sions as to what is best for them. They lack
knowledge and especially experience to make
sound decisions.

The laughable, and often tragic antics that
result from the misunderstood ideas in child
psychology are one of the biggest reasons for
our juvenile delinquency problem. Children
need, and believe me love discipline. They
will always follow a leader they respect. How

many of us still idolize the “teaches’”, who
guided us from early childhood to maturity.
This learning to obey commands, to make their
little bodies obey their own minds, becomes
a game that they will instinctively love. A
simple explanation that the body needs con-
stant exercise for its best operation, and that
they want to be strong, healthy and beautiful
will awaken a challenge and pride in their
minds, that will not be easily forgotten.

The explanation that there is no monotony
in our Sokol exercises, that we have a rich, in-
exhaustable reservoir will satisfy the craving
for variety that is so thoroughly human. The
calisthenics, the special drills, apparatus, games
make a varied menu for health, that is always
inviting and challenging.

Don't think for one minute that everything
has always run smoothly and evenly in your
unit or in the Sokol organization as a whole. It
has not, simply because it would be as un-
natural as having the sun shine all day and all
night in the United States. Life is more like the
tides with their rythmic ebb and flow. This
applies to our relationships with one another,
our business, professional or social life. It is
nothing to cause gxcessive WOITY, but once
realizing that it does occur, it helps us to
carry on at low tide, so that we can reach the
harbor of our goals when the tide starts flow-
ing in. Remember this and it will save you
many hours of anguish and anxiety.

[ doubt that there is a man, or woman,
who has held a position of responsibility in our
Sokol ranks, who has not at some time said to
himself, ‘‘Is it all worthwhile, am | wasting my
time, when so few are willing to pitch in and
help?"" It is a natural thing to have doubts and
misgivings. Perhaps they are a blessing in dis-
guise, for when these moments occur, we
naturally start looking around critically, look-
ing for reasons why we should drop out and
take it easy.

This very search, when intelligently pursued,
turns out to be a fountain of rejuvenation, be-
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cause the marshalled facts soon prove to us that
there is as yet nothing to replace the Sokol
work, Let us list a few of them. Do we get
the proper all-around athletic instruction in the
grammar, high schools and universities? You
know we don't as well as | do. Can we then
depend upon a progressive, scientifically direct-
ed program in our parks or athletic clubs?
Decidedly not, because they are invariably in-
terested in creating stars for their own prestige.
leaving the great mass to shift for themselves.
There are outstanding exceptions, very rare it
is true, where they have Sokol trained in-
structors. These are and have been for years,
doing an outstanding job.

What is left then to carry on? Just the
Sokol organizations. We may have been rid-
ing on our oars for some time, going out with
the tide, but I have a feeling that the tide is
turning and coming in. This i1s not a psychic
premonition, but is authenticated by the great
concern in every branch of our government
over the poor physical health of our youth.

While the great majority of our fello¥
citizens are floundering about searching for
some means to stop this trend, we who have
the finest, scientifically devised, varied and em
joyable system, that has ever been devised
have no moral right to give up now when ou
leadership is so vitally needed.

Truancy is out of the question. We kno¥
that we owe this great land more than we ca?
ever repay. If we don’t realize this fact, wt
have no right to the blessings that have comf
to us through very little effort of our own
Had it not been for the genius and sacrifice
of millions who preceded us here and built for
the future, there would have been no de
mocracy and opportunity for us to live ouf
lives as we do,

| sincerely believe that in you there is tha!
core of intelligent devotion to our country, t¢
our Sokol, that will help sustain the ideals wt
cherish so highly, and desire so earnestly te
transmit to future generations. Success to yo?

IX ASO SLET COMPETITIONS
WOMEN AND JUNIOR GIRLS
June 28 - 29, 1957.

Competitions were held in the spacious girls'
gymnasium of the Sterling Morton High School
in Cicero, Illinois. Lockers were conveniently ad-
jacent to the gymnasium.

Sis. Betty Prener, head of the Tabulating Com-
mittee, came bright and early Friday morning with
her car loaded with adding machines, typewriters
and the necessary paraphernalia for the efficient
handling of the competition results. Her staff of
workers was carefully picked and placed at tables
conveniently located in the gymnasium.

A heavy rain, which had continued throughout
the week made it difficult for those gymnasts and
judges housed in the Chicago loop to arrive on
time. However, competitions as scheduled began
at 7:30 AM. Women's Championship being first
and High Division starting shortly after. Seven
women were entered in the Championship Division
— all excellent gymnasts. Six of them had re-
cently moved up from the Junior Girl Division and
this was their first Women's Championship com-
petition. There was a noticeable difference in the
type of exercises and style of work in comparison
with former competitions. Modern rythmic calis-
thenic movements, balance, acrobatics and dance
predominated; optional exercises on apparatus were
flowing and smooth; feats of strength had been
kept to a minimum. Overdeveloped muscles were
a thing of the past and the new trend in women's
gymnastics was apparent in all the work. The

Championship competition consisted of Sokol Quif
compulsory exercises on parallel bars, rings, hig
beam, side horse, excerpt of Slet calisthenics: of
tional exercises on hi-lo bars, high beam, rings, sid¥
horse and free calisthenics.

Although 360 women participated in the Sunday
brogram calisthenics. only 109 entered competitions.

The Junior Girls Championship and High Divisions
were scheduled for 1:30 on Friday afternoon. 6
Junior Girls from Sokol Tabor, Berwyn, Ill., and 4
Junior Girls of Sokol New York, N.Y. comprised
the 10 entries for the Championship. One excellent
yYoung gymnast from Canada entered the optional
event and showed great promise. The 6 Tabor
girls had competed in Low Division during the St,
Louis Jubilee competitions in 1955. At that time
they were not outstanding; nevertheless, although
still eligible for Low Division again, they skipped
Mid Division and entered not only Hi_s;]'f Division,
hut: .Championship as well, showing what good
training and determination ean accomplish in two
Years. Maggie Jacobsen of Sokol New York, N.Y.,
casily placed 1st in Championship and 4 of the
Sokol Tabor girls followed in succession. Maggie
also p!a‘crerl Ist in High Division but because of

F. Darjon. 11 Junior Girls entered High Division,
the first five being F. Darjon, 142.60 points; T.

Saturday at 7:30 A.M. both Mid and Low Divisions
numbering 236 started on time with 20 of them
entered in Mid Division. A smaller gymnasium
Was utilized for Mid Division. A large number of
SPECtat?T_S Were present in the bleachers for this
CUmPEUUOH-. The fine discipline and smooth pro-
cedure d““ﬂg_ this competition was totally un-
expected—credit being due in a great measure to
Ehe‘manj_r experienced judges and especially to the
unior Gl}'l contestants. Linda Scheuer of No. 219
Cz_mton District, SGUS, placed first in Mid Division
With a total of 148.10 points and Theresa Krish of
No. 260, SGUS, placed first in Low Division, with
a score of 147.

The scores in Low Division with 216 entries ran

so close together, the first score being 147 and the
last 110.70, that we feel many of these could easily
have been in Mid Division. Instructors make the
mistake of misjudging the quality of the gymnast
and her chances of placing in a higher division.

The rapid increase in the number of Junior Girls
as well as their ability started three years ago.
It is most heartening to see this improvement and
we are very proud of them,

306 Junior Girls participated in calisthenics and
263 entered competitions.

During the Saturday morning session 9 women
and Junior Girls competed in Diving and Swimming,
Ellen Komarek of Sokol Slavsky, Cicero, Ill., placed
first in diving and Betty Jane Turchan of Sokol
Detroit, Detroit, Michigan, placed first in swimming.

The Saturday competitions were finished at
12:30 P.M. after which the Junior Girls rehearsed
Slet calisthenics on the school field under the
direction of Zdenka Tintera, the composer.

The Open Tournament for women, which was
scheduled for 1:30 P.M. Saturday, was called off
because of insufficient entries.

My thanks go to bro. Edwin Halik who gathered
and had all the necessary apparatus delivered to the
High School setting up new rings and the many
other *chores” connected with such a project,

It was my hope that all judges and tabulators
who had been present during our successful St. Louis
competitions would work with us again this year
and my wishes were more than fulfilled. It is dif-
ficult for me to express my gratitude for the many
hours and conscientious effort these many Sokol
sisters expended during the competitions,

The instructors and coaches throughout the coun-
try, too, are to be congratulated for the excellent
training which was so evident.

No competition of this magnitude can be suc-
cessful without a highly organized and efficient
tabulating committee — ours was in the hands of
sis. Betty Prener — the speed and precision with
which the results were arrived at were due to her
carefully prepared program and method of han-
dling each judge's slip as it was deposited with her
committee.

We were fortunate in having a luncheon con-
cession in the school restaurant thruout both days.
The food consisted of excellent sandwiches, rolls,

coffee and soft drinks.

Slet Competitions |

Today we can look back and wonder how we were
ahle to accomplish all the thousand and one things
it is necessary to do in order to bring Slet com-
petitions to completion. True, the work of the
Auditing Committee starts until all other work
of setting up the exercises, rules and regulations
is finished, but the work of the committee is so
vast and must be completed within a time much
too short to be able to do a truly good job,

It is the opinion of the writer, that the units
must be made to realize that in sending out teams
they must send out judges, and then there must
be men and women sent out to audit the work of
the judges. This function is somewhat of an orphan
and is pushed aside for the other fellow to do.
But the other fellow today, is you, and the sooner
we all realize this and take the bull by the horns
and say we are not going to pass the buck, hut
are going to do our share, then we will have ac-
complished a great step forward and the function-
ing of our contests will be much smoother.

And now for a brief resume: Friday morning,
7:30, the start of the Women's Championship Di-
vision. We arrived at the gym shortly before 7
o'clock and started to set up our working area
and brought in our equipment and supplies. Tables
were procured and arranged in workable order,
chairs were hunted down from wvarious corners,
and finally we thought we were ready for the
work ahead of us. The competition got under way,
and soon we had the slips with the judges’ marks
coming in. The women on the scoring committee,
who were from various parts of the country, soon
had the routine of auditing under control and
things were running smoothly. The Women's
Championship Division had wonderful gymnasts
performing and their feats showed that they work-
ed hard and applied themselves while training.

THE SOKOL AND AMERICAN PHYSICAL CULTURE

Over 92 years ago our predecessors founded the
Sokol movement whose goal is to provide for
the physical and moral development of its mem-
bers. They organized the movement, regardless of
any prompting from official places or from the head
of government. They came together to sponsor
physical culture activity, hold lectures, establish
libraries, present dramatic shows, ete, At all
times they maintained an individual and collective
discipline, On these principles the founders of the
Sokol expanded their activities and it is according
to these principles that we, the present day mem-
bers, wish to follow in their footsteps.

The Sokol was founded throusgh voluntary, private
effort. It did not need either city, state, or national
support. Not one hall was built on ground donated
by a city. Yet, the Sokol performed a great public
benefit in training a morally and physically healthy
youth——the same youth who later became leading
citizens in the community and nation. Not even in
the great national gymnastic events—the slets
did the Sokol receive public assistance. Not one
camp was constructed out of public funds. BEvery-
thing that was done was done by the personal
efforts and sacrifices of the membership. It should
be noted, however, that at every Sokol manifesta-
tion, local, state, and federal, officials were invited
to see for themselves what the Sokol, through its
own labors, was doing not only for its members,
but for the community and the nation as a whole.
The question is whether the significance of the
Sokol movement wag made clear and if not, why
not ?

Besides the Solkol there were other private organ-
izations devoting time and money to programs of
bhysical education for their youth—and they re-
ceived as scant official recognition as did the
Sokol. The American President was forced—in-
directly—to “throw the first play” into the arena
of professional sports. The individual American
athlete today, the amateur less than the pro-
fessional, is glorified in the public eye. The Sokol
organization which works with thousands of young-
sters in its gymnasiums and fields and at its slets
and exhibitions remains thus far more or less un-

noticed. o)
It is unfortunate, to say the least, that thls_m-
difference to a socially directed program of physical
education has spread to many Sokol membe_rs and
families who now forego any cooperation “ilth the
lodge or district gymnastic leadership z?.nd. in fact,
simply ignore the Sokol physical education program
—at a time when the Presidential Commlt.tee on
the physical fitness of the American_youth is des-
perately laboring on some Kind of natlt'ma_l program
for the proper physical and moral upbringing of our
American vouth. It is a commentary on one Iﬂspl‘?c‘.t
of the American character that an orgap:gatmn
like the Sokol. which is dedicated to the training of
worthwhile American citizens, must contes_t f-:xr_ its
existence just when the rise in the juvenfle crime
rate, in New York, for instance, is causing such
1 8
co?geéeptember of this year 120 outs‘tanding' AII‘IEI‘-
ican citizens will meet at West Point to consider
the problem of physical education for the American
vouth. These men and women selected l_}y the presi-
dent form a committee whose task is first tc:- make
the problem clear to the American pul:!hc a:nd
second to formulate a long-range and nation-wide
program to improve the situation,‘

Every nation has problems with its youth. Amer-
ica is no exception. Indeed its proh!ems are even
greater because its youth grows up in an environ-
ment quite different from that in Europe. The com-
mittee mentioned above has compared the physical
skills of the American versus the European youth
and finds that the latter are definite]y.superiqr,
The question now is whether the committee Wlll
study the European programs of physical .ealilucatloln,
If it does it will find that the Furopean CIUZEHSL(IH
the democratic countries) provide for the physical
training of their children through their own effori':s
and that the government intervenes only to lend Af1~
nancial aid—and this only under unusual and in-
frequent circumstances. The conclusions drawn by
the West Point conference should be awaited with
great interest by all who are interested in this
subject. We certainly are interested.

MEETING OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD OF ASO.
Held Wednesday, August 28th, 1957,

Minutes of the previous meeting and the special
meeting held July 3rd accepted,

The Eastern District sent a letter regarding the
Btudents at Potter Lake course. The reply will be
in keeping with the decisions governing the matter,

Because the information about the course sent to
the Units and Districts by the Board of Instructors
and the directives published in *Sokol Americky"
Were not clear, the Board of Instructors will be re-
quested to present and read a copy of their minutes
in every mceting of the Executive Board,

Requests are coming in for the Slet films. They
are not ready yet and the Units have been so
informed. The films will he reviewed next week

and the best one selected.

The Northeastern District wrote about the IX
Slet criticizing the length of the program. They
mentioned numbers that could have been left out
because they were not appropriate for a Slet. A
copy of the letter will be sent to the Board of
Instructors.

Our Lawyer, bro. Stastney, sent us a copy of
the decision that exempts ASO. from paying the
State Unemployment Tax,

The celebration committee for the 75th anniver-
sary of Sokolice and 90th of Sokol New York an-
nounced, that the ceremonies will take place on
November 9th and 10th. They request bro. Prchal
and sis. Cihak for their main speakers. Approved,

Bro. Rokusek informed us that the matter con-
cerning the students at the course from the Western
District was not finished. He was taken to the
hospital on August 8th, and could not attend the
regular meeting, The matter will be settled in the
District meeting on September 29th.

Letters expressing the best wishes of the Exec.
Board were sent to bro. Rokusek and bro. Halik,
who had undergone an operation in the last few
days.

Minutes of the two meetings of the Northeastern
District and one each from the Eastern and North-
ern District were received.

It was decided to send a letter to each District
to their annual meeting, thanking them for all their
self-gacrifice and labors for the IX Slet of ASO.

An article expressing our thanks to our Czecho-
slovak public will be composed and submitted to
the Czechoslovak papers for publication.

Report of the Secretary:—

The pamphlet “Sokol and the Sokol Idea” is
ready for distribution,

During the entire pre-slet period the Secretary
gave this undertaking every available moment from
morning until late at night. Sunday she worked
until the last minute before the parade started,
returned to the office after the Slet and worked
until 1 A.M. preparing material for the course.

On Tuesday, August 20, Mr. Adolph L. Hum-
licek, Certified Public Accountant, began the audit
of the books for the Executive Board. After the
audit he will help set up a modern record system.

Sis. Cihak is assisting him and setting up an in-
dependent payroll record beginning with 1950.

All the miscellaneous expenses connected with
the Slet were paid by the Secretary and approved
¢or payment, including traveling expenses fior
1275 miles at 6 cents per mile and 200 ft. of 16
mm. colored film used at the course, The film is
the property of the Executive Board.

After the Secretary’s report on the course, bro.
Jelinek spoke about the school, It _is very im-
portant that the terminology in English be com-
pleted and requests that those who know ‘the
system well should be invited during its comparison
and corrections. The course was one of the best
and largest conducted hy ASO. There was a total
of 69 students with a high level of intelligence.
Bro, Jelinek was thankful that he had been request-
ed to teach for the first time in eleven years.

A letter of thanks will be sent to the teachers
of the course and to the Secretary for their work
connected with such a large undertaking.

H. Vydra reported for the Auditing Com-
mittee and its work auditing the second quarter
of 1957. They were found to be in order.

Bro. Brouk gave a temporary report about the
Slet receipts. It was decided to ask the Slet
President to hasten the closing of the Slef matters.
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Bro. Prchal submitted a lengthy report on his
activities for the past two months, which included
a trip to Toronto, Canada, to the X Sokol Slet in
‘Masaryktown, several Sokol broadeasts, speaking
and teaching at the course at Potter Lake and
attendance at various undertakings of organizations
who have supported the Sokols.

Bro. Svamhera mentioned the significance of the
Sokol flags. The Units and Districts will again be
officially notified about their importance.

Bro. Brouk saw the long hours of work done hy
the Secretary, including the work connected with
the audit of the books from the year 1950, He can-
not forget her tireless work for the Slet and at all
Sokol undertakings. Upon his motion, it was un-
animously decided to compensate her for this extra
curricular work. The Auditing Committec will bring
a recommendation in thal respect.

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REPORT FOR JUNE AND JULY, DIRECTOR OF
WOMEN’S DIV. ASQ. INSTRUCTORS' BOARD

On Thursday, June 27, a meeting of judges was
held at Sokol Chicago for the purpose of acquaint-
ing ourselves with the work awaiting us during the
next three days. Each judge had received a copy
of rules, program, and the exercises she was to
judge. The exercises were carefully marked with
evaluations of each part. One of two exercises was
picked for cach apparatus and each division. Those
judges who could not be present until Saturday
were replaced and instructions were given their
replacements. A number of those present were
allocated to the Auditing Committee of which sis.
Betty Prener was director. The Men's Division and
the judges for the men's competitions then joined
the women's meeting and all work was divided for
the Sunday exhibition.

Friday, 7:30 a.m., the Women's Championship
competitions bhegan and all competitions were held
according to schedule in the Girls' Gymnasium of
the J. Sterling Morton High School. The Junior
Girls' Championship Competition was especially an-
ticipated because of the number of fine new gym-
nasts competing. I am writing a detailed article
about the competitions which will appear in the
September issue of "Sokol Americky".

Saturday. 7:30 a.m., both Intermediate and Low
Junior Girls’ Divisions competed and altho there
were about 240 Junior Girls, competitions were
finished by 1 o'clock. The Open Tournament for
women did not materialize because only one un-
attached girl from Peoria arrived. We did have
5 of our own entries but there was no purpose in
conducting another championship tournament for
their benefit.

Many visitors attended the competitions, among
them Erna Wachtel, Olympic Women's Coach, who
was present and was introduced during the com-
petitions.

During Friday and Saturday sis. Zdenka Tintera
worked with the Junior Girls on calisthenies in
the school field; in fact, Saturday she rchearsed
until 5 o'clock so that no time would be lost on
Sunday morning at the Morton Field. This was
necessary because the Junior Girls worked in
blocks of 40 and they could only be given their
places in the blocks after their arrival for the
Slet.
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During both days lunch was served in the caf-
eteria of the school and the food was excellent.

Saturday evening trophies were awarded the win-
ners and here I would like to say that it would be
better to hold the banquet on Friday with official
opening ceremonies and the Akademie on Saturday
with the awarding of trophies.

Sunday, 7:00 a.m., rehearsals started at the
Morton Field. These went smoothly. The parade
and program were successful, but I would like to
see the men and women’'s mass drill later on in the
program.

The cooperation by the members of all commit-
tees was 100 percent and I am sure that the figld
success was due to the many very experienced
leaders and workers that were with us this time.

It is too bad that we did not have an official
photographer - it is almost impossible to get
pictures of any part of the exhibition except in
color.

1 want to especially thank the Central District
Women's Board of Instructors for their wonderful
support throughout all preparations . . . and cer-
tainly all of our women in the ASO.

According to our editor’s count, there were 910
in the women's classes on Sunday—360 of these
were women and 302 Junior Girls. Monday, July
1, 8:00 a.m., I arrived at Sokeol Chicago, where
the students for the Potter Lake course were to
meet before starting out for Potter Lake, Wis.
I believe sis. Cihak has a report about the trans-
portation of the 69 students to the camp. Norman
Lastovica and Henrietta Banfi of Chicago also at-
tended the course for a week a few days after the
beginning of the course.

My report of the course was published in the last
issue of “Sokol Americky”, so it is unnccessary
for me to go into details. I can only say that
the ASO. can expect very good results from this
course in all districts.

Sis. Betty Prener is giving a report for the
Auditing Committee. These sisters did a tre-
mendous job. Also, T want to thank sis. Kate
Danko for her wholehearted effort as chairman of
the Trophy Committee — sis. Blanche Mrazek as
Chairman of the Housing Committee who also
was a member of the Trophy Committee and of
course, all of our district directors who worked so
