60th ANNIVERSARY OF SOKOL
LITTLE FERRY

I suppose it is nothing unusual to try to
visualize what the homes of our various
Units look like, the community in which they
work, the people who are at the head of it,
and what the members do to perpetuate our
Sokol ideals.

Zabransky that some day I would visit
them in Little Ferry. Finally such an oppor-
tunity presented itself on the occasion of

Our trip took us up along Riverside Drive
to and over the famous George Washington
bridge and before long we stopped in front
of the home of sis. and bro. Matousek in
Little Ferry.

We left for the gymnasium shortly. Little
Ferry is a large community. The Sokol Hall
and its grounds were a revelation. Even
though the building is a large one the Sokol
activity here is so great and the applications
for attendance in the gym were so large that
many had to be put on a waiting list.

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SOKOLS IN THE UNITED STATES

THE AMERICAN SOKOL ORGANIZATION

The first Sokol unit in the United States was
the *“Sokol Society” in St. Louis, Mo., founded
February 14, 1865. It is still a flourishing unit,
very active and one with an enviable record of
achievement, In 1866 was founded the first Sokol
unit in Chicago; in 1867 in New York; in 1868 the
second unit in Chicago; in 1869 in Morrisania,
N.Y.; in 1870 in Cleveland; in 1871 the third unit
in Chicago; in 1872 in Baltimore, Md.; in 1873 in
Cedar Rapids, Ia.; in 1875 in Detroit, Mich.; in
1877 Sokol Omaha, Omaha, Nebr. Gradually
Sokol was getting into the cities and towns of
the various states until there were 120 Sokol
units all over the United States. The first Sokol
body in which the various units were united was
the National Sokol Union (1879), with Chicago
as its center. Later the center was in New York.
The second was Zupa Fuegner-Tyrs with Chicago
as its center, 1897. These two bodies united in
1917 and formed the American Sokol Organiza-
tion, with Chicago as its center.

The American Sokol Organization is purely an
American organization, though the Czech immi-
grants hold the credit for its origin and upbuild-
ing and for developing its educational activity.

Today the American Sokol Organization has 79
units, organized in 7 districts. The total member-
ship is 8,000 with about 3,000 young aspirants.

The units own their buildings, each equipped
with a gymnasium, as well as their summer
camps. Public exhibitions are held regularly
every year by the units and district organizations
as d_emonstrations of Sokol physical education and
-_:hsclpline. Every four years Sokol Slets are held
in Chicago, with the cooperation of other Sokol
organizations. The units own their libraries, and
cultural events are arranged as a complement to
physical education. Lectures, dramatic exhibi-
tions, concerts, ete., are frequently given for this
purpose. FPhysical culture and athletic contests
which are held regularly demonstrate the phy-
sical fitness of the men, women and the youth.
Trainers are educated fo their function in special
schools. Sokol contestants took part even in the
world Olympiads. The American Sokol Organiza-
tion issues monthly its own “Sokol Americky”
(American Sokol); some District organizations
and units publish their own periodicals. As to
the Slets, the American Sokols participated with
strong delegations numbering at times many
thousands of men and women.

SLOVAK GYMNASTIC UNION SOKOL
OF THE U.S.A.

:r'l'_lis organization of American Sokols of Slovak
origin was founded in 1896 with their center in
Perth Amboy, N. J. The first unit was organized
in Chicago in 1892, S.G.5.U. is governed accord-
ing to the Sokol principles and is, besides, a
fraternal and benevolent association. The activ-
ities are the same as in ASO. It holds Slets,
contests, publishes its own weekly periodical,
(“Slovensky Sokol”), owns a printing establish-
ment, buildings and camps. It took part in Slets
held in Prague. Slovak Sokols work devotedly for
the victory of the United States and allied nations.

There are 200 units forming 16 districts. Total
membership is 20,000.

American Sokol Organization and Slovak Gym-
nastic Union Sokol are united in the American
Sokol Federation. The Slets are held every four
years. This Sokol organization has done splendid
work for the national life of America.

AMERICAN WORKINGMEN'S GYMNASTIC

ASSOCIATION SOKOL

The first unit was organized in 1892 in New
York, the central organization in 1899 with Uf_[lces
in New York, It is governed by Sokol principles.
It cooperates closely with the other Sokol organi-
zations.

THE POLISH SOKOL IN AMERICA {

The official name is Polish Falcons of America.
The offices are in Pittsburgh, Pa. The first unit
was organized in Chicago, in 1887. It consists of
about 300 units organized in 12 districts. It has
about 25,000 members.

CATHOLIC GYMNASTIC UNION SOKOL

It was founded in 1908 with offices in Chicago.
It unites the Catholic Czech Sokols in America.
It practices Sokol principles, but the basis is
religious. )

Besides, there exists a Catholic organization
named “Orel” (Eagle) with offices in New Yorkl;

There also exists in the United States an “Orel
organization in exile. )
ROMAN AND GREEK CATHOLIC GYMNASTIC

UNION SOKOL

This organization has its offices in Passaic, NJ.

It is strong numerically. Its basis is religious.
UNITED RUSSIAN ORTHODOX
BROTHERHOOD O AMERICA .

Has offices in Pittsburgh, Pa. The first unit
was organized in 1921. Follows Sokol principles.
The basis is religious.

THE GREEK CATHOLIC UNION OF RUSSIAN
BROTHERHOOD OF US.A.

Was founded in 1910 with offices in Homstelad-
Pa. It is really a Sokol department of the Russian
benevolent association. The total membership is
20,000, The basis is religious.

JUGOSLAV SOKOL

Besides these there were in the United States
Sokol units of Americans of Jugoslav origin, for-
merly well organized, with good activity accor.d.-
ing Sokol and patriotic principles to their credit.

Altogether there are in the United States about
125,000 members of Sokol organizations with as
many young aspirants. The significance of this
potential power can be judged by the results of
the training and education.

The Sokol principles were adopted by various
large organizations with names which do not slu_)w
Sokol allegiance. They are not connected With
Sokol organizations. They are bodies practicing
training according to Tyrs, but their bases are
political or religious,

The organizations which have the name Sokol
but have different principles from the original
Sokol principles — for the first principle of Sokol
idea is brotherhood without regard to political or
religious beliefs — are not in any way connected
with the national Sokol, even though they follow
Tyr¥s system in their physical education activity,

Bro. Edward Linhart

It is with a great deal of pleasure that I write
about bro. Edward Linhart, a devoted Sokol, at
the present time, nadelnik of Sokol Tabor in
Berwyn, Illinois.

This exceptional instructor and propagator of
the Sokol idea has been working for many years,
quietly and modestly to expand the Sokol activity
in his unit.

3rd, 1913, and received his education here. He is a
tool and die maker. His wife Mae, nee Kopecky,
a former competitor and nédelnice. They have
two sons, Edward 4 years old who participated in
this year's slet and 1 year old Richard. The
family lives at 1820 Ridgeland Ave., Berwyn, Il

From a very full Sokol activity we select the
following: He began to attend the gymnasium as

a boy at Sokol Karel Jona$ in Cicero in 1923. In
his junior years he went to Sokol Slavsky, where
he became a member. He developed into a fine
athlete and participated very successfully in many
competitions. At the 1933 Slet of ASO. he was a
member of the team that won first place in the
high division. He also took part in many excur-
sions with a model team. He attended many
Central distriet schools for gymnasts and had
exceptionally high grades when he attended the
month’s course of ASO. in Twinsburgh, Ohio.

He then became instructor at Sokol Slavsky in
Cicero, Ill, From 1937 to 1940 he was instructor
at Sokol Americky in Chicago. Sokol Tabor then
secured him as their instructor, where he is active
until today as a nadelnik, instructor and this year
also as second vicepresident of the unit.

In the Central district he was a member of the

Technical Committee for many years and from
1951 to 1953 served as a very capable néadelnik.

In the Board of Instructors of ASO. he partici-
pated actively for many years, and was selected
as assistant director of ASO. not only to hold an
office but to sincerely work. He was also a teacher
of both the District and ASO. courses for gym-
nasts.

Quite naturally within these few lines I could
not even begin to evaluate the sacrifices, the time,
the effort that he constantly expends for the
Sokol. His pleasant wife, Mae, is a fine helpmate,
not only supporting all his efforts, but beside her
family duties, giving all her spare time also to
the Sokol.

His favorites, besides all around physical train-
ing are teaching, acrobatics, tumbling and espe-
cially volleyball and basketball, which is very
apparent in all his classes, children as well as
adults,

Bro. Linhart is not only an enthusiastic Sokol,
gyvmnast, teacher, nadelnik and vicepresident, well
liked by all the members of this unit, and loved
by the members of all his classes, but is also a fine
technician — well versed in the Sokol system,
organizor and leader, a true naéelnik.

From my long years of work in the Sokol field
with Ed. Linhart I carry many pleasant memories,
for he was always a willing and able worker, and
he proved himself to be a faithful brother and
friend, who could never be swayed to unfaith-
fulness,

I know that his only reward is the feeling of
peace and satisfaction, that comes from his
continued sincere work for the Sokol, and that
has brought such successes during his 22 years
as Sokol instructor.

I wish bro, Ed. Linhart and his wife Mae much
luck and happiness in the future and to their
continued Sokol work much success.

PROGRESS OF SOKOL TYRS BUILDING FUND DRIVE

When Sokol Tyrs in Cleveland, Ohio, approved
a resolution on April 17 by which the campaign
for funds to remodel our gymnasium was able
to get under way, many skeptical opinions were
expressed by good Sokols in our unit, in sister
units in Cleveland and elsewhere. Why put that
much money into an old building at a time of
shifting populations and when many of the old
timers are fading away? Such comments were
heard—but not too many and not for long.

When the membership and other Sokols found
that a group of 43 Building Fund Committee
members meant business, the opposition grew
less and a great enthusiasm swept the member-
ship and others who believe in progress within the
Sokol in the United States.

The Building Fund Committee prepared the
“Kick-Off Banquet” of June 8 in less than six
weeks. More than twenty outstanding Cleveland
citizens, the Governor of Ohio and sports editors
of the three local American dailies wholeheartedly
accepted sponsorship of the fund drive. The
American newspapers and the Czech Daily “Novy
Svét”, as never before in the history of Sokol,
endorsed the drive and gave us tremendous sup-
port in this undertaking.

Qutstanding fund raiser, internationally known
writer and lecturer, br. Spencer D. Irwin, asso-
ciate editor of the Plain Dealer, and disk jockey,
I:Iorman Wain of Fred Wolf's WDOK radio sta-
tion, were responsible for the sweeping financial
success of the “Kick-Off Banquet”. Almost ten
thousand dollars was raised during that memor-
able evening.

But the Building Fund Committee, under the
able leadership of br. Robert E. Jirousek, brother
ﬂ_f former District Director, Edwin J. Jirousek,
did not sit back and relax. The push was for
$30,000 and the goal must be reached in a short
period o.f time or never, said br. Jirousek.

Drgam_zed into six subcommittees, the Building
Fund Drive is now on the way. Another success-
ful undertaking was the Sokol Tyrd Picnic August
25 Tx;vnh a ;Lm!it of over $1100.

e members of Sokol Tyr§ have, thus far, con-
tributed 75% of the total amount raised as of
Septerpber 24, 1957. That total is $13,221.75. Sis.
(_}eorgla J gsek, chairman, Membership Committee,
Is contacting all Sokol Tyr§ members who have
not committed themselves as yet. Sis. Marus Ptak,
chairman, Organizations Committee, is contacting
lodges, organizations, Sokol units and individ-
uals across the United States. Br. Henry Srsen,
ghairman of the Commercial Committee, is writ-
ing letters to loecal industry and business and is

organizing canvassers to comb the neighborhood
merchants.

The Special Events Committee, under sis. Irene
Brychcein, is planning a dance Thanksgiving Eve,
a New Year's Eve dance, a drawing and many
other events for the early part of 1958.

The Publicity Committee works hard and
steadily in putting the Sokol Tyr$ story before
the public and is convinced that if the fund drive
will accomplish nothing more than to spread the
story of the Sokol Tyr3 Physical Culture move-
ment among ALL Americans, it will be doing its
part in the promotion of Sokol as a whole.

Credit is due in many other quarters, too. The
first step in the remodeling program is the kit-
chen. Bros. Jerry Vencl, Sr., James Kratky, Sr.,
and Donald Ranc are leading the men in this
project.

In four months since the kick off date of June
8 more than $13,000 has been contributed or
pledged. $17,000 more needs to be raised. We
will make it—we must make it. Why? For the
sake of Sokol Tyrs.

For the sake of Sokol progress in the United
States.

For the sake of stopping skeptical talk that
the Sokol movement is dying in the United States
and elsewhere.

For the sake of those who came before us and
who kept the Sokol movement alive under the
Nazis and Communists.

We will do it because Sokol must live for future
generations of Americans.

Sisters and brothers — Sokols in the United
States — Sokol Tyrs is not begging for money —
will not press anyone to donate, We are just giv-
ing an opportunity to all to help us, as we are
devoted to help Sokol. If you can spare a dollar
for our Building Fund, fine.

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AMERICAN HISTORY
SOME OCTOBER DATA

On October 12, 1710, Jonathan Trumbull, early
American patriot, was born in Connecticut, Gradu-
ating from Harvard in 1727, he studied theology,
but later left the ministry for the law. During
the period of the American Revolution, Trumbull
served as Governor of Connecticut for 14 years,
from 1769 till 1783. He worked vigorously for
American independence. George Washington held
him in high esteem and ecalled him familiarly
“Brother Jonathan." This nickname was for a
long time a popular name for the United States,
until “Uncle Sam” came into use—and Governor
Trumbull was regarded as the typical American.
When in August 1776 Washington informed Trum-
bull of the inadequacy of the American army,
Governor Trumbull called for nine more regi-
ments in addition to the five Connecticut regi-
ments already supplied. He died in 1785. Twelve
years later, his son, also Jonathan Trumbull, be-
came Governor of Connecticut, having served in
Congress and as the first comptroller of the
United States Treasury.

On October 19, 1781—176 years ago—Lord Corn-
wallis, heading a British force of about 8,000
men, surrendered to General Washington, bring-
ing the Revolutionary War to a virtual end. In
August of that year Cornwallis had fortified
Yorktown, Virginia, and was supported by several

British vessels in the York River. Washington,
leading a force of Americans and French, and
assisted by a French fleet under Count De Grasse,
began his assault on Yorktown at the end of
September. On the 17th of October Cornwallis
offered to capitulate and the surrender was offi-
cially signed on the 19th. The news of Corn-
wallis' surrender spread slowly through the
country and was greeted by enthusiastic demon-
strations as the colonists realized t_hat their
dream of independence was to be fulfilled.

On October 28, 1886—T1 years ago—the Statue
of Liberty was unveiled in New York Harbor.
President Cleveland dedicated it in the presence
of its sculptor, Bartholdi. A gift of the people of
France to the people of the United States, the
statue stands 305 feet high from the base of the
pedestal to the top of its torch. The statue was
finished and formally presented to the United
States in 1884, Dismantled, it arrived in America
the following year, in 210 packing cases. It had
to wait, however, for the completion of the ped-
estal on Bedloe’s Island—renamed Liberty Island
by the last Congress — built on the star-shaped
foundations of old Fort Wood. The Statue of
Liberty has been an inspiration to millions of
immigrants who have come to the United States
to begin a new life. Common Council.

AKADEMIE

An “Akademie” is a formal stage presentation
in which we endeavor to display a variety of
selected numbers comprising all phases of Sokol
work. The participants as well as the numbers
must be interesling and pleasing. Singing and
musical instrument numbers must be in accord
with the capabilities of the participants. Teach
such songs as are suitable to the voices of the
singers, in short, instrumental numbers not too
difficult, Be very sure that all selections are well
taught and well arranged.

The program may consist of physical culture
exhibition numbers, musiec, singing, allegorical
and historical tableaus, with or without prologue
or musical accompaniment,

Celebrations commemorating famous men and
important anniversaries of our country, the Sokol
Organization, or the individual unit are all occa-
sions for conducting an Akademie.

The program must be arranged in the spirit of
the original theme for which the project was
arranged. Addresses, songs, music, recitations,
and gymnastics comprise the program which we
strictly adhere to.

An opening address should be followed by a
number selected especially to create the desired
atmosphere. The finale must be impressive, An
appropriate tableau is especially fitting for a suc-
eessful conclusion.

Do not hold a lengthy program. One and one-
half hours at the least and not longer than two
hours at the most make an ideal and interesting
program.

MUSIC CIRCLES

Attempts should be made to organize some sort
of a musical group wherever there are a sufficient
number of musically minded members. Whatever
has been said about singing circles may be well
applied here.

Leadership should be left in the hands of one
who understands music. This director should ac-
quaint himself with his group’s ability and then
choose selections that can be played well within
the limits of ability of the group. Attention
should be given to the fact that all compositions
should be so transcribed as to sound well even
with a small group of performers.

For a source of musical material consult your
local music stores. In making your selections be
sure to stress the works of recognized composers.
There are plenty to choose from. They will give
your presentation that extra “plus” for you will
be playing something worth-while.

Do not attempt to appear on any program until
your group has mastered the selections and spent
ample time in rehearsals, Only then will your
contribution be worth while and you can appear
as guests groups on programs beyond your own.

Pred 39 lety, 25. fijna 1918, ukonéil svlij Zivot
na stanici v Aksakové v Rusku vyborny Sokol a
Siritel sokolskych idei, znamenity vfidce, plukovnik
n}skj'ch legii Josef Jifi Svec. Tak aksakovské
nidrazi stalo se jevistém lidské tragedie, kterd brzy
vyrostla nad osobni rdimec a stala se téméf sym-
bolem: Velitel pluku, opustény od téch, s kterymi
vyrostl, nemohl pfeZit pocit hanby, kdyZ se zdilo,

Ze jeho pluk, ktery byl chloubou c¢eskoslovenské
zahraniéni revoluce, vlivem odpadlictvi a vnasenim
podvratnych idei, za¢ind postradat kiazné. Aby tuto
upevnil a dal bratfim vystrahu, vzal si Zzivol ranou
z revolveru.

Bratr Jifi Svec narodil se roku 1883 v Cenkové
u Jihlavy. Byl utitelem na 3kole v Trebidi. V roce
1911 odjel do Jekatérinodaru na Kavkaze Vv Rusku,
kde pfijal misto ucitele téloeviku na obchodni aka-
demii. Hned v srpnu 1914 vstoupil do “Ceské Dru-
ziny" a v kvétnu 1915 byl za vyborné sluzby v ar-
médé povySen na dustojnika. V srpnu 1916 byl
jmenovan velitelem 3. praporu. I. pluku. V kvétnu
1918 stal se velitelem I. pluku és. legie. Vyzname-
nal se v bitvé o Penzu, o Samaru a v bojich o Ka-
zafi. WV srpnu 1918 jmenovin byl velitelem I. p&ai
divise ¢s. vojska na Rusi. Vojdei dlouhymi boji
vy¢erpani a Stvani nezodpovédnou agitaci zacali
odmitat vojenskou kdzeni. Tak doslo k nahofe uve-
dené tragedii na nddraZi v Aksakovo.
