SOKOL — GUARDIAN OF DEMOCRACY
By Jan Waldauf

Anyone studying the history of the Sokol
organization becomes soon aware of the fact
that Sokol was at all times a Guardian of
freedom and democracy and as such a foe
of Communism. February 1948 was only one

b

of the many encounters the Sokol organiza-
tion had with Communism.

Sokol is a physical culture movement
whose main task is to keep the nation fit
and healthy in body as well as in mind and
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whose basic principals are those of democ-
racy and freedom. Founded in 1862 in
Praha, Czechoslovakia, the Sokol movement
soon spread to many nations of Europe. In
1865 it spread to the United States and in
1912 to Canada. At one time almost 2 mil-
lion members belong to various Sokol units
in Europe, Asia, North and South America,
Africa and Australia.

From small beginnings in Czechoslovakia
(then part of the Austro-Hungarian Mon-
archy), Sokol soon became the main force
behind the national re-awakening of the
Czechs. Thomas G. Masaryk, the first Presi-
dent of Czechoslovakia, freely and often
stated that the rebirth of Czechoslovakia
without Sokol was unthinkable. Members of
Sokol founded and formed the famous
Czechoslovak Legions fighting with distine-
tion alongside the Allies and worked with
the Underground movement in the home
country in World War I. It was during World
War I in the Czechoslovak Legions that
Sokols had their first encounter with Com-
munists. In Siberia many battles were fought
against them and Sokols gained first hand
experience and knowledge of the treachery
of Communists. When, after the War in
1919, Hungarian Communists under Bela
Khun invaded the young Republic of Czecho-
slovakia, Sokols formed special “Freedom
Battalions” and drove the invaders from the
country. During the twenty years of the free
Republic of Czechoslovakia it served as a
model in strife torn Europe. Sokol played a
most important part and was, indeed, the
most influential and stabilizing force in the
country.

In view of this record it was only natural
that, upon Occupation of Czechoslovakia by
the Nazis, they would direct their first and
most violent attacks against Sokol. All Sokol
leaders and thousands of its members were
imprisoned in the Nazi Concentration Camps
or outrightly executed. However, some Sokol
members succeeded in escaping to Allied
countries and continued their fight against
the Nazis. On all battlefronts of the second
World War members of Sokol took part—in
Poland, France, Russia, England and Africa.
In England, Sokol units were formed at
various Army camps and Air fields. Sokol
physical culture was also introduced in many
sections of Great Britain.
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After World War II in spite of the many
casualties inflicted by the Nazis, the Sokol

organization in Czechoslovakia became
stronger than ever and reached the million
mark in membership (in a nation of some
14 million people) and once again became
the mainstay of democracy. The Commun-
ists soon realized that the Sokol organiza-
tion is the main obstacle to their planned
overthrow of the Government. Realizing also
the tremendous strength and popularity of
Sokol in the country, they dared not attat_‘k
the organization openly but tried to infil-
trate it and destroy it by subversive means.
In this they did not succeed. It is a matter
of record that, prior to the Communist coup
d’etat the Sokol organization warned against
the danger of Communism. In the fateful
days of February 1948, when the plans of
the Communists became apparent, Sokol
leaders offered the help and assistance of
their organization to the President of the
country. However, fearing reprisals by the
Soviet Union and bloodshed in the country,
the offer was not accepted. Communists on
their part were swift in dealing out revense
for this act. They also — as the Nazis had
done—jailed the leaders of Sokol and Wish-
ing to capitalize on the great reputation
enjoyed by the Sokol organization, repla
them with their own men to deceive
people at home as well as abroad. Thus they
tried to imply that even Sokol—traditionally
the most patriotic and freedom loving force
in the country — supports their totalitarian
regime. How they failed in this was clearly
demonstrated on the occasion of the XIth
Sokol Slet (Festival) held in Praha in July
1948 where rank and file members of Sokol
demonstrated publicly their contempt and
opposition to the Communist regime and
ideology. Many thousands of special POI’F‘-'
reinforcements and squads of Communist
“Labour Militia” could not prevent these
demonstrations by Sokols. It was then that
the Communists dissolved the Sokol organi-
zation and started to persecute all Sokol
members, some of whom were fortunate
enough to escape to the free countries of
the West.

Today, Sokol does not exist in Czechoslo-
vakia. This great democratic, freedom-loving
and progressive movement was replaced by
a totalitarian “Fyskultura”, an organization

the
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with compulsory membership. While it may,
to some extent, develop the body, the minds
of its members are being poisoned by tne
Communist doctrine.

True Sokol however continues its work in
the free world in Western FEurope, the
Unite{_l States and Canada, Australia, South
America and Africa. Speaker for the op-
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pressed one million membeis of Sokol in
the enslaved Czechoslovakia today is the
organization of “Czechoslovak Sokol
Abroad” under the leadership of the last
freely elected leaders of the great Sokol

HEALTH AND THE SOKOL GYMNASTIC
PROGRAM

Jarka Jelinek

It always happens that when a person
falls ill he begins thinking about how he
could have safeguarded his health had he
taken better care of his body. Then when
health and strength are recovered, it is just
as common to continue on in the old ways.
People generally do not understand how
essential regular exercise is if one is to
avoid illness which undermines health and
strength.

Doctors and experts in physical education
have written about such things. People read
this information, are sympathetic to physi-
cal education, but forget about their own
needs and endanger their health. The reason
for this is probably best attributed to indif-
ference and laziness.

To maintain his health a person requires
an intelligent routine and movement. Every-
one should follow some form of physical
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exercise. A person does not get sufficient
movement when sitting in a car, in front of
television, etc., or when enjoying any of the
other conveniences, When illness strikes, a
doctor is called with the hope that he can
set everything right.

We hear all sorts of excuses that people
work very hard today. Of course, a person
should rest after work but there are all
forms of rest and relaxation. Who can ques-
tion the fact that gymmastic activity, for
instance, can invigorate a person, make
him forget the cares of the day, and give
him new strength for the next day’s work?
A person who works hard uses only some of
his muscles and he is fatigued precisely be-
cause he is engaged in a one-sided effort.
The fatigue disappears when the rest of the
muscular system is exercised through sys-
tematic gymnastic activity. A housewife
may say that she has so much exercise and
movements during the day that she doesn't
need any exercise in the gymnasium during
the evening. Yet, even she really bencfits
from the diversion and systematic exercise
provided in the gymnasium.

Businessmen, teachers, and all persons
involved in sedentary occupation requiring
a good deal of mental effort need physical
movement and exercise more than uanyone
else. Cares, problems, a sedentary mode of
life — all these undermine health more than
physically difficult work. A tired, careworn,
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and prematurely aging person must, if he is
intelligent, realize that exercise is life. Such
a person should not put aside a deci=:=.ion but
should immediately begin systematic gym-
nastic activity in the Sokol.

It is also said very often that one doesn’t
have time to participate in a gymnastic pro-
gram. Yet, when we wish to do someth_lng
for someone else we always manage to find
the time regardless of how tired we are.
Why then cannot we find the time necessary
to preserve our health?

The Sokol gymnastic program is open to
young and older, men and women, and 5
carried on in a true fraternal spirit. This
program, moreover, is concerned not only
with physical exercise but stresses as well
intellectual and social activities which are
equally valuable. ’

Those who are parents and who wish to
give their children a priceless gift — health
~_ and who want their children to develop
their maximum moral and physical facul-
ties, to be disciplined, and to serve as exam-
ple to other youngsters — can do no better
than to send their children to the Sokol
gymnasium.

Let us get rid of poor excuses. Instead of
the slogan “eat, sleep, and drink”, let s
emphasize ‘“regular exercise for the body”.
Health is the most important condition for
the individual. Participation in the Sokol can
protect that health!

Next year the
mid-slet competitions combined with the Slet in
the Pacific Coast District, Los Angeles, Calif., and
the same year our participation in the Pan Amer-
ican Games in Chicago. In 1960 the convention of
ASO, combined with a manifestation. In 1961 the
Slet of the ASO. again in Chicago. After recon-
sidering this large program it was unanimously
approved that the American Sokol Federation
Slet scheduled for 1960 be cancelled, but that
the Slet of the ASO. in 1961 be a Federation
(Svaz) Slet. The SGUS. will be informed of this
decision immediately. The balance of the minutes
were approved.

It was unanimously passed that reports from
the Federation of American Sokols would not be
published until the official minutes were approved
by both organizations.

Halik took over the duties of the Board of
Instructors and was unanimously given the title
of Director of Men.

Sis. Prchal reported that the first results of the
Physical Fitness Tests are coming in. The mem-
bers of the Women's Division of the Board of
Instructors will secure the new uniform just as
soon as someone can be secured to manufacture
them.

REPORT OF THE EDITOR

Bro. Jelinek announced that more than half of
the material in “S.A." is in the English lan-
guage,

He is writing biographies of the members of
the Executive Board to acquaint the members of
Sokol with them. This time it was bro. Frank
Svambera.

He announces the undertaking of the Units,
which is given to them without charge, but the
Units fail to take advantage of this service and
do not announce to him their coming events.

Bro. Jelinek requests that the sum of $30.00
from his salary be deducted and paid regularly
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to bro. Jerry Turek for his assistance in proof

reading. Approved. .
Sis. Prener reported that the financial report
of the last course was audited and found to be

correct.

She further announced that the list of receipts
on the stamp drive connected with the Slet was
checked and found to agree with the report that
had been previously submitted.

Sis. Prener reported that the final details con-
nected with the new Women’'s uniform will be
settled in the near future,

It was decided that before the next meeting

of the Executive Board the manufacturer of the
men’s uniforms will be called in to take the meas-
urements of the members of the Executive Board,
the Board of Instructors of ASO, and of the Dis-
trict.
Bro. Hardy sent a pamphlet about the AAU.
and the Olympic Committee which was turned
over to the Board of Instructors. While he was in
Washington attending the annual meeting of
AAU, he spoke by way of Voice of America to
Czechoslovakia.

Bro. Simaner made a report for the Committee
recommending the type of medals to be awarded
in appreciation for Sokol service. There will be
three types, silver, gold and bronze suspended
from a ribbon. On the face would be engraved
the length of membership. On the reverse side
the recipient’s name and date of initiation.

The American Sokol Board of Instructors meet-
ing was called to order on Friday, February 14th
at 8:30 P.M. by 1st Asst. Director bro. Barcal.
The following members were present: sisters
Director M. Prchal, Z. Tintera, B. Polacek, V.
MeCarthy, B. Kos, B. Prener, E J. Schnabl, A.

Halik, bro. E. Halik; excused, sis. L.. Sramek and
L. Zdenek.

The minutes of the last meeting were read and
approved, It was stated that sis. Cihak of the
Executive Committee added to these minutes,
which will be printed in “Sokol Americky”, bills
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for traveling instructors for the last Slet for the
Pacific and Southern Districts which were not re-
ceived by our department,

Letters: In regard to the 1959 semi-Slet com-
petition; Replies were as follows: Eastern District
—negative; Central Dist.: negative; Southern Dis-
trict — negative; Pacific District — would like
to conduct them; Northeastern — rather unde-
cided and needs more information. Final answers
to the N9rtheastem and Pacific Districts have
been detained until after clarification on several
matters will be received from the Executive Com-
mittee. A motion was made, seconded, and passed
that we make a recommendation to the Executive
Committee to make these clarifications, keeping
in mind that we are looking forward to the follow-
ing: 1958 Slovak Slet in Cleveland; 1959 Mezi-Slet,
site as yet unknown; 1960 American Sokol Federa-
tion Slet and 1961 Xth Slet of the ASO.

Letter was received from the Northern District
by bro. Barcal regarding a large Festival of
Nations in St. Paul, in May. They request a team
or group of people to be sent there to help out in
the program. It was noted that Cedar Rapids has
likewise been invited and it was therefore decided
that copies of the letter be sent to sis.

Barcal answered stating that only 2 teams
were entered in this division and therefore only
one trophy was awarded.

this seemed the biggest problem. It was finally
recommended that we work with the Slovaks
using their terminology with the option of chang-
ing various words through practical usage to bet-
ter ones and to insert them into the next printing
of the manual. A motion was made, seconded and
passed that our Board of Instructors give a full
vote of confidence to our representatives in the
American Sokol Federation Technical meeting in
this regard.

Unfinished business: The matter of the ASO.
giving some assistance to district holding teachers’
courses was brought up. We can only recommend
teaching assistance be given as in the past and
would pay this instructor in the same way as
would a traveling instructor be paid for this
amount of work and time. The following recom-
mendations were made:

Someone from the particular district would be
in charge of the course. The ASO. would pay
for one teacher for every 15 students participat-
ing, with the stipulation that if there would be
1, students more (8) to every 15, another teacher
would be available. If this teacher would belong
to the particular district, approval would have
to come from our Board. The salary for this
ASO. teacher would be on the basis of a traveling
instructor — $300.00 a month plus room, board
and traveling expenses equivalent to tourist type
of travel. An age limitation was likewise set: 13
years or older for girls and 14 years or older for
boys. All pertinent materials would be furnished
to the students by the Obec with the exception of
notebooks and manuals.

At this point, bro. Barcal turned the meeting
over to 2nd Asst. Director bro. Halik who is now
our Acting Director. Bro. Barcal thanked all for
past cooperation, adding that he is sure brq. Halik
will receive the same. Samples of the merit cards
needed for the Physical Fitness Tests will be pre-
sented at our next meeting. A motion was made,
seconded and passed that the ASO. tape recorder
should be turned in to the factory for an estimate
of repairs and/or used for a trade-in on a newer
model whichever the Executive Committee deems
more satisfactory. The meeting was adjourned
at 10:55 P.M.

The meeting was called to order and conducted
by the President bro.

Prchal brought up an article written and
signed by bro. A. J. Valusek, president of SGUS
which appeared in the September, 1957 issue of
the bulletin of the Ustredi Ceskoslovenského
Sokolstva v Zahraniéi (Sokols Abroad) with refer-
ence to the World Federation of Free Sokols and
why the SGUS. does not intend to become
affiliated.

Bro. Prchal stated that this article should never
have been written or printed, because it was not
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in aeccordance with the decision of the annual
meeting of SGUS. held in New York March 2nd,
1957.

Bro Prchal requested bro. Valusek to write an
article withdrawing the article which appeared in
the bulletin of Ust. Csl. Sokolstva v Zahranidi.
because it only disrupts our unity. Bro. Valusek
agreed.

Bro. Bachna reported on the meeting of the
joint Technical Staffs which met January 31st,
1958.

Since no progress was made from the date of the
last ASF. meeting in regard to the English termin-
ology, it is the opinion of the Technical Staffs that
the Sokol Gymnastic Manual of SGUS. be accepted
as a starting point, and that a committee be
formed to review the two Manuals (ASO. and
SGUS.) and suggest revisions for the progress of
both organizations.

Further that these suggestions and revisions

will be put into effect on the printing of the next
edition of the Manual.

The matter of financing the Manual was
prought up. SGUS. reported that they still have
1000 copies on hand, and that future copies would
pay for themselves. The cost of the manual is
450 per copy when 10 or more copies are pur-
chased at one time. Individual copies will cost
$6.00.

Recommendation of Technical Staff approved,

Women's gymnastics have drastically changed v
during the last few years. Acrobatics and “artis-
tic gymnastics”, the latter really based on modi-
fied ballet fundamentals and combinations are
necessary for gymnasts entered in national and
international competitions. Our Sokol gymna-

siums have adopted this new trend on the Junior v

and Adult level., But it is necessary for instruc-
tors of ]ntlle girls' classes to amplify their teach-
ing material to conform with this change. How-
ever, acrobatics require very careful and method- VI
ical fundamental work. Going into stunts for
which the body is not prepared may be danger-
ous and, at best, results in unfinished and im-
proper execution, Following is a group of exer-
cises that can be given to little girls, juniors
and women during class hour. These should also
be done by more advanced gymnasts for warm-
ing up period.

8 to 10 girls face side of long mat, walk to
middle of mat and lie on backs with enough
space between each other to be able to turn on
side or stomach quickly.

Joseph Regner:
GYMNASTIC LESSON FOR MEN

The ideal gymnastic lesson should last for
one and one-half hour. After fall in line,
director announces meeting or social gather-
ing, tournament, etc. Marching and tactics
follow for 5 to 10 minutes, then calisthenics
15 minutes.

The director then gives command to form
squads, each gymnast according to his abil-
ity, high, intermediate or low division. Each
squad should have a leader who teaches and
demonstrates the prescribed exercises and
gives guard. Work on each apparatus should
last for 15 minutes.

When apparatus training is finished, each
squad removes its apparatus and mats and
falls back to their squad. The squad leader
gives an appropriate talk to his members.
Squads then march into the line and the di-
rector finishes the lesson with a game.
