Then we have the
J tlgl's who are completely unprepared, know
nothing of the exercises they are to judge,
areé not acquainted with the rules, do not
kll;lUW how to judge omissions, additions or
changes and consider any preparation for
judging unnecessary. They are the ones who
are apt to overestimate their ability; who
are above making notations during the ex-
‘3‘-'311151_011 of an exercise and after appraisal,
confidently enter a mark which may or may
not prove the decisive point for the worried

or hopeful gymnast standing before them,
holding his breath before retiring to his line.

There are also unprepared judges who are
given the responsibility of evaluating months
of hard work because they must substitute
for others who were entered as judges but
did not appear. Of these there are many!
We have the old experienced judges who
persistently adhere to old rules that have
long been abolished because of progressive
changes in gymnastics and rules. But worse
than any are those judges who are well pre-
pared, fully qualified, have long experience,
understand the rules and are either subcon-
sciously or unscrupulously prejudiced for or
against individuals or teams—these are the
most unfair and undesirable! These elements
of human frailty we cannot do much about
but we can remedy the lack of good judges
which has always been a problem and be able
to select our judges.

Gymnasts should be taught the value of
each phase of the competitive exercise as
it is taught to them, the penalty for each
and every infraction committed, the impor-
tance and value of combination, elements of
form, grace, fluency, balance and precision.
As these gymnasts progress to the high and
championship divisions, they should be given
practical experience by judging each other’s
work and the work of other classes in their
units. Instructions and duties of judges
should also be taught. In this way new
groups of qualified judges can be developed.
Their own experiences as contestants place
them in ‘“the other fellow's shoes” and there
will be more understanding and consideration
when evaluating the execution of exercises.
The development of judges should be the
duty of each unit’s instructors Board. Each
unit should furnish the required number of
judges for competitions and should have re-
fresher instruction periods for all judges
prior to competitions. Long before scheduled
events, each judge should be given copies of
carefully evaluated exercises he is to judge
together with a set of rules. This eliminates
any guess work during the limited time for
judging each individual.
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The relationship between the judge and
gymnast would also be improved if there
was a minimum of consultation between
judges.

It would help considerably if the judges
would constantly keep in mind that the ex-
ercises, however short, have taken the gym-
nasts months to learn, that each and every
phase of their exercise has been gone over
hundreds of times and that full credit should
be given to each and every one if we are to
increase interest in gymnastics.

ACROBATICS AND TUMBLING

Do 1st six Acrobatic Exercises in March
issue before starting any new ‘“stunts”.

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Don’t take chances. Don’t for instance, over-
estimate your ability to swim distances.

One of the most often recited rules and
most often violated, is that you should not
go into the water immediately after a meal.
Wait at least an hour. Nor should you go in
for a swim when you are overheated or over-
tired. Ignoring these warnings may lead to
a cramp in the water. A cramp is an invol-
untary muscular contraction, accompanied
by sharp pain, which temporarily paralyzes
the affected area. When a cramp develops,
get out of the water as quickly as possible
but do not panie.

Other rules are: Don’t call for help unless
you actually are in trouble.

Don’t swim in swift currents. Rivers are
deceiving. Learn as much as you can about
rip currents.

Don’t depend on tubes, boards or rafts for
security. You may lose your hold.

Don’t stay in the water if you are shiver-
ing or look blue.

Don’t duck another swimmer — you may
cause him to swallow water and become
panicky.

Don’t immediately swim for shore if your
boat upsets. Most small eraft will float, and
you can hold on until you get your bearings
or help comes.

Do get used to the water temperature. It
is wise to sprinkle some water on the back
of the neck and on the arms and legs before
going in.

Learn to breathe with every stroke. It's
breathing air into the lungs that enables you
to ride high in the water.

Dr. August Novak

I am writing only a few aspects of this
person’s ability whom we regard with such
affection and esteem.
thDr- August Novak died April 17, 1958, at

€ was one of seven brothers who entered
the medical profession and practiced den-
t:séry for more than forty years.

okols mourn the passing of this great
gymnast. Whoever saw him perform in the
gymnasium, with his timing and graceful-
ness, knew he was a good champion. In his
younger years he was an instructor in the
Public Athletic League in Baltimore, to help
pay his way through college. His first per-
formance was in the Sokol Slet at the
World’s Fair Exposition in St. Louis, Mo,
in 1904, in which our Jednota sent a team.
We were all novices, but shared very well
Then came Zupni Zavody in Newark, N. J.,
in 1907. and Dr. Novak came out second in
all events. From this time on he entered
in all local tournaments and always took first
place. In the year 1912, Dr. Novak and his
brother Dr. Eduard Novak, another great
gymnast, were sent to the Sokol Slet in
Praha to represent our ASO. Under the

leadership of the great teacher and leader,
the late Bro. Joseph Cermak, this event was
an honor for our Sokol Jed. Blesk to have
two brothers represent our ASO. The last
Zavody in which Dr. Novak participated was
in Omaha, Neb.,, in the year 1914. Due to his
profession, it did not permit him, any longer,
to compete, although he always took an ac-
tive part in our own celebrations and on
several occasions, we gymed as veterans.

Dr. Novak competed with such great
Sokols as Bro. Rudolph Novak of Cedar Rap-
ids, Towa, Bro. Frank Paul and Bro. Vaclav
Stransky of Chicago; also, Bro. Frank Jira-
sek from Newark and the late Bro. Joseph
Gregor from New York City. So you see I
have nice memories of Dr. Novak as we were
gym buddies for over fifty years.

We all have favorite memories as he had a
great capacity for friendship and a sincere
loyalty to the purpose for the ideals of TyrS,
which he always put above any personal wish
of his own. From his early life he understood
and appreciated the importance of proper
training. He lived simply and uprightly and
sought opportunities to always serve the
great teachings of Tyrs.

In much that Dr. Novak did and lived for,
there can be found ideals like a golden thread
running through a majestic tapestry.

Here, if you please, was a great man and
one of high purpose. He commanded the af-
fection of all the Sokols, who knew him and
his fame will endure as a fine Sokol and a
good champion.

He is survived by his wife, Marie (who
was an active Sokolice at one time and
played in dramatics), his two sons, Robert
F. and Richard A., his stepmother and three
brothers, Dr. Eduard, Dr. Frank and Atty.
