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GEORGE WASHINGTON

It has been Washington's fate to have had
as much fable as fact written about his great
accomplishments. The veneration in which
he was held for so long aided this, whereas
the truth itself would have given us a finer
picture of a noble character.

We should all take the time and make the
effort to really understand him and what he
meant to his country, then we could not help
but be swayed in our own feelings toward it.
One of the few persons Lincoln truly idolized
because he understood him so well was his
predecessor George Washington. Time after
time in his correspondence and official
papers, his references to Washington show
this warmth of understanding and apprecia-
tion for the accomplishments of another.

Lincoln left for us a veritable treasure
chest of his thoughts. His correspondence
and speeches form a library in themselves.
Not so with Washington. With the exception
of his official papers there is very little. Con-
scientious scholars are beginning to piece
together a more accurate figure of the Father
of Our Country, one that actually enhances
his stature.

Those thoughts that were committed to
paper should be a part of our lives, for they
have guided the destiny of this nation for a
long time. The first paragraph of his First
Inaugural Address is as touching as a sincere,
honest man could possibly feel. This is not
the promise of a politician for the future, but
the sentiments of the greatest figure of his
time. The paragraph reads:

“Fellow-Citizens of the Senate and of the
House of Representatives:

Among the vicissitudes incident to life no
event could have filled me with greater an-
xieties than that of which the notifications
was transmitted by your order, and received
on the 14th day of the present month. On
the one hand, I was summeoned by my coun-
try, whose voice I can never hear but with
veneration and love, from a retreat which
I had chosen with the fondest predilection,
and, in my flattering hopes, with an immut-
able decision, as the asylum of my declining
years - a retreat which was rendered every
day more necessary as well as more dear to
me by the addition of habit to inclination,

and of frequent interruptions in my health

to the gradual waste committed on it b3
time. On the other hand, the magnitude an®
difficulty of the trust to which the voice O
my country called me, being sufficient 1O
awaken in the wisest and most experience!

of her citizens a distrustful scrutiny into hi=
qualifications, could not but overwhelm with
despondence one who (inheriting inferior en-
dowments from nature and unpracticed in
the duties of civil administration) ought to
be peculiarly conscious of his own deficien-
cies.”

In his first annual address January 8th,
1790 we come across this paragraph that is
just as valid today as when first given.

“Nor am I less persuaded that you will
agree with me in opinion that there is noth-
ing which can better deserve your patronage
than the promotion of science and literature.
Knowledge is in every country the surest
basis of public happiness. In one in which
the measures of government receive their
impressions so immediately from the sense
of the community as in ours it is proportion- |
ably essential.”

But it is in the immortal utterance of
Washington’s Farewell Address that we see
his real greatness, Whatever else we may do |
to show our respect for him, this address
should be read in every Unit at their Febru- |
ary meeting. It in no way detracts from its
value when we state that Alexander Hamil-
ton’s genius glows in the words of the Fare- |
well Address, he having elaborated and re- |
vised Washington’s first draft. ‘‘Messages |
and Papers of the Presidents Vol. 1, Page
58.)The original thoughts were Washing-
ton’s own. It was given on September 17, |
1796. '

The following are excerpts from it: o

“Friends and Fellow-Citizens:

The period for a new election of a citizen |
to administer the Executive Government of |
the United States being not far distant, and |
the time actually arrived when your thoughts |
must be employed in designating the person |
who is to be clothed with that important
trust, it appears to me proper, especially as |
it may conduce to a more distinct expression |
of the publie voice, that I should now apprise |
you of the resolution I have formed to de- j

- - - - “The basis of our political systems is
the right of the people to make and to alter
their constitutions of government. But the
constitution which at any time exists till
changed by an explicit and authentic act of
the whole people is sacredly obligatory upon
all. The very idea of the power and the right
of the people to establish government pre-
supposes the duty of every individual to obey
the established government.”

- - - - “As a very important source of
strength and security, cherish public credit.
One method of preserving it is to use it as
sparingly as possible, avoiding occasions of
expense by cultivating peace, but remember-
ing also that timely disbursements to prepare
for danger frequently prevent much greater
disbursements to repel it; avoiding likewise
the accumulation of debt, not only by shun-
ning occasions of expense, but by vigorous
exertions in time of peace to discharge the
debts which unavoidable wars have occasion-
ed, not ungenerously throwing upon posterity
the burden which we ourselves ought to
bear.”

The entire address is so filled with common
sense and lofty ideals that it is truly a fine
fathers legacy to his children. Had we been
big enough to follow it the history of the
world might have been changed - for the
better you can rest assured. — Nazdar!

The conference held on December 3rd, 1958 in-
stead of the special meeting that could not be
held because a quorum was not present sent the
minutes written by bro. Svambera, “recommend-
ing to the Executive Board to increase the salary
of the Financial-Recording Secretary. There were
two motions. One recommends an increase of
$75.00 a mo. and the other $100.00. The amount of
work accomplished, more than deserves this in-
crease. The question of salary had nothing to do
with the resignation of the Secretary.”

During the discussion of the recommendation,
the fact was taken into consideration that the
work requires not only long hours in the office,
but that the Secretary also works at home Satur-
days and Sundays, and that she herself pays all
additional help that she needs. The increase of
$100.00 a month was unanimously approved.

Halik announced that a Technical meeting
of the American Sokol Federation will be held
in February.

Sis. Cihak announced the names of the mem-
bers of the Excursion Committee, Bro.

A complete itinerary of the
tour to the Slet in Los Angeles, and the cost
was prepared in Czech and English and is ready
for mailing. This was unanimously approved,

Sis. Prener turned over a check in the amount
of $83.00 from sis. Jakl for the material used for
women's uniforms.

Sis. Prchal asks all the members of the Execu-
tive Board to contribute articles to “Sokol Gym-
nast".

Brother President thanked for the reports sub-
mitted, work accomplished, for their presence and
attention and adjourned the meeting with our
Sokol Nazdar!

ASO. MEN’'S DIRECTORS REPORT

I talked to bro. Kubina about rearranging the
musical accompaniment to the Senior and Junior
Drills which he consented to do. He also agreed
to prepare the piano arrangements in a smaller
form in order to conform with the size of the
copying machine on which it is to be reproduced.
Bro. Kubina played for me while sis. Schnabl
tape recorded the music for all four drills. These
are to be copied and sent out as tape and disc
recordings as requested by our Units. Wrote an
article for “The Sokol Gymnast” on “Goals and
Programs” with suggestions and hints on avail-
able material for teachers and for their use in
our program. Wrote a short article for “Sokol
Americky” entitled “Where are We Going’', which
I would like answered,
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I finally completed and distributed the Men's
Drills in both Czech and English. Apparatus moves
have now been completed in both Czech and
English and have been sent to the District Diree-
tors for distribution to the Units, A total of forty-
seven stencils were cut and 200 copies of each
were run off on the Sokol Slavsky mimeo. These
were stapled and punched for threering note-
books.

The music is now at the printing firm which
is to reproduce it. Am waiting delivery as I have
many requests for plano parts which I have to
send to the Units.

Bro. Kubina has prepared an orchestration for
exhibitions for seven instruments. The board re-
commends that this also be copied so that sever-
al copies are on hand.

Sis. Tillie Prince, when in town recently, told
me that they were not considering a large orches-
tra (band) for the Los Angeles Slet, mentioning
six to ten persons which our Board thinks is in-
adequate and is recommending to the Los Ange-
les committee that they consider a much larger
group of musicians.

Have letters in the mail to District Directors
and to Unit Directors calling attention to the Drill
and Apparatus moves, corrections, orders for
musie, Distriet Schools for 1959, Physical Fitness
Tests, Questionnaires pertaining to Slet participa-
tion, Attendance Record Reports, “Sokol Manual,”
the new Attendance Books. — Attended several
Central Distriets Men's and Boy's ‘“Workshops”
(Nacviéna) and taught the Men's Calisthenics at
one of them. — Took two days off from school in
December to attend the Amateur Athletic Union
Convention meetings at the La Salle Hotel. Dis-
cussed with Jerry Hardy, while he was here, our
fuller participation in the A.A.U.

Am grateful for the opportunity to have at-
tended the National Gymnastic Clinic at Sarasota,
Florida, but am disappointed at the attitude taken
by some of our members, who see in a trip of
this sort, a vacation at someone else’'s expense.
If they consider driving 1200 miles in two - two
and a half days plus six days of attending lectures,
conferences, and discussion groups on gymnastic
trends and gymnastic needs plus attendance at
several Gymnastic Meets which were held at that
time, a vacation, their values are a bit mixed and
need readjustment. As a whole, I think the Clinic
had great value and I feel that we should be rep-
resented not only by some of our technical
leaders, but that we should try to develop gym-
nastic participants for the Men’s and Women's
National Meets which are held there. There is
another Clinic being developed for the summer
season at Elk’s Lake Michigan which, from the
schedules and advance publicity we have received,
promises to be as good if not better than the
Florida Clinic. Time will tell.

I'm fully convinced that the American Sokol
is not fully aware of the changing gymnastic
trends in the world today. We must make a de-
cision and soon on which way we are to go, and
how far are we to go. Are we ready to take our
place among the organizations actively participat-
ing in the program in making gymnastics a popu-
lar activity in our sports program in the U.S.A.?

Do we want to develop a caliber of gymnast,
capable of competing for places on Olympic and
International Gymnastic Teams? If we are, we
have a terrific job ahead of us. Let's stop giving
lip service and patting ourselves on the back for
what we have been doing and what we may do.
Let's do it! Let's get the job started! — Nazdar!

JANUARY REPORT ASO

Board of Instructors Women's Division

Junior Girls and Women's calisthenics in Czech
were mailed to individual ASO Units thruout the
country, 3 weeks ago. The English version of the
Women's calisthenics was given to District Direc-
tors and the SGUS last October during the con-
ference. — 3 parts of the Women's calisthenics
were taught in the Northeastern District last
December and in the Central District January
18th at Sokol Chicago where all Chicago and
suburban active Units were represented. Compos-
ing and writing calisthenics has become a more
difficult job because of new trends in gymnastics
and where formerly these were written only in
Czech, we now have the additional work of trans-
lating them in English.

Apparatus exercises: The High and Low Divi-
sion exercises for Women and Junior Girls were
composed by the Los Angeles District, written
and sent to the ASO Board of Instructors for dis-
tribution to all Units. Interpretation of these ex-
ercises was difficult and after much studying with
assistance from sis. Jerry Krizenecky, these were
corrected and rewritten. After receiving requests
from Districts to include an Intermediate Division
for both Junior Girls and Women, sis. Krizenecky
and I worked out exercises for this division on all
apparatus; combinations and vaults on the side
horse for all divisions were also added.

ASF Bulletin for January was mailed last week
together with apparatus exercises. This time only
3 bulletins were sent to all Directors of Men and
Women and individual requests. Material for bulle-
tins has been received from some members of
the Staff. Bro. Younger of Philadelphia, Pa. has
sent many pages of valuable material compiled
during his years as Professor of Physical Educa-
tion at the Pa. university. Bro. Paul Fina, Chair-
man of the Pan-American Gymnastic Committee
in Chicago, will continue to give reports as to
activities of this committee. Bro. James Cihak’s
article “Another First” was very appropriate as
an introduction, and his article was also reprinted
in “Slovensky Sokol”.

All information about the Los Angeles Mid-Slet
tours will be included beginning in the February
issue. T have asked that a publisher be appointed
to take over the printing or mimeographing of the
bulletin as well as the mailing of same, after I
have edited and cut stencils for it. The last two
issues have been mimeographed and stapled by
sis. B. Cihak at a great saving.

Sis. Tillie Prince of Los Angeles telephoned me
while in Chicago in December and gave me in-
formation as to the preparations for the Mid-Slet
which is about what we had received to date. She
will see to it that the apparatus in the High School

BROTHER EDWIN J. HALIK,

BRO. EDWIN J. HALIK

Ed was horn at Mount Carroll, Illinois, on
October 29, 1905. When he was two, his
family moved to Chicago. Raised in the old
Pilsen District where many of our Sokol
Organizations originated. Started classes at
Sokol Komensky (Bohemian American Hall)
at the age of eight. Later at Pilsen Sokol,
where his sister Olga was attending and
where his parents had become members. His
teacher was Frank Paul, champion of his
time.

His first Sokol Slet was at Hawthorne
Race Track in 1915. His family then moved
to Pearland, Texas, but later returned to
Chicago, and Ed was back at Pilsen Sokol.
With no teacher to take over classes there,
Ed missed the Slet in 1921.

When I became instructor at Pilsen Sokol,
he drilled under my guidance as a Junior
Boy, then in the Men's class.

ASO Director of Men

Ed attended Harrison Technical High
School, where he was a member of the Foot-
ball Squad, played Intramural Basketball,
Captain of Gymnastic Team, Stage Manager,
Costume and Program Director of Operettas
and Pageants, had a part in the Senior Play,

and was President of the Junior Beseda Club. |

He then attended the American College of
Physical Education in Chicago (now the
School of Physical Education, DePaul Uni-
versity). While at college, he helped out with
classes at Pilsen Sokol, and later was ap-
pointed full time instructor, where he taught
until 1940. During this time, he developed
many championship contenders. His exhibi-
tions were interesting and novel, due to his
eagerness to try new ideas and new methods.
I always admired the cleanliness and real
Sokol discipline under his guidance.

In 1932, he attended the Sokol Slet in
Prague, and returned enthused and inspired.
He was determined that neither he nor the
gymnasts he taught should ever again miss
the thrill of Slet participation and competi-
tions.

During the period when Pilsen Sokol was
not a member of the ASO, Ed was granted
special permission for his people to partici-
pate in the 1933 World’s Fair Slet and Com-
petitions. He attended the Sokol Federation
course for instructors at South Haven,
Michigan, in 1933.

When Pilsen Sokol again rejoined the
ASO, he became a member of the Central
District Technical Staff. Because of his abil-
ity, I appointed Ed to the ASO Technical
Staff, where he became Assistant Director
and remained in this capacity even after I
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left as Director in 1946. After the resigna-
tion of Director bro. O. Kudrnovsky, Ed was
appointed ASO Director of Men. He is also
Assistant Director of the American Sokol
Federation.

In 1940, he married Anne Otruba, a
SGUS member, whom he met at a joint
course conducted by ASO Central District
and SGUS District Ludevit Stur. They have
two children, Julianne, 15, and Edwin, Jr.,
12. All are active Sokols. Julie has won two
championships and attended the 1958 Central
District Course for Instructors at Crystal
Lake. “Spook” took fifth place in his first
Sokol competitions and attained the highest
average score for Second Class Boys in the
1958 Physical Fitness Test in the entire ASO.

Since 1940, Ed has taken over all or some
of the classes at Sokol Slavsky, with the
ardent support of his wife, Anne, who
teaches the “Tots”. Entered schoolwork in
1941, where he is currently Teaching Super-
visor of FElementary Physical Education,
programming and preparing material for low
elementary teachers and teaching upper ele-
mentary grades.

In the fall of 1943, he entered the Armed

Forces with basic training at Camp Fannin,
Texas. He was assigned to the Athletic and
Recreation Offices and spent many week-
ends with Sokols at San ‘Francisco and Los
Angeles.

During his very active Sokol life, he repre-
sented the ASO at a number of AAU Con-
ventions, took teams to Cleveland in 1935,
New York in 1936, Detroit in 1938 and to
San Francisco in 1939. In 1939 was Central
District Director of Men and wrote the Men's
Calisthenics for the Diamond Jubilee Slet in
St. Louis. He also taught at several Sokol
Schools for Instructors.

His enthusiasm and his love for Sokol
work give him the drive that many men,
yvears younger, fail to show. Never one to
seek trouble, he never backs away from
problems, says what he feels is right, does
what he thinks is best for Sokol, regardless
of how it may affect the feelings of others
about him. His belief in the Sokol Program,
his desire to prove its worth continue to drive
him on and on.

In all your future undertakings, Ed, I wish
you and your family the best of luck!

In Memoriam of
Brother August Pribramsky

Sokol Philadelphia is mourning the passing of
Aupgust “Pop" Pribramsky.

I am sitting at home, after the funeral and am
glancing over a few yellowing sheets of paper
bearing the headline: “Notes of my activities in
America”, written in Czech by “Pop” Pribramsky
himself. This was given to me by sister Josephine
Tunkl, his daughter and a model Sokolice, who
nursed him during his long illness to the very
end. She and her husband, Jerry Tunkl, a Czech
legionnaire “Starodruzinik” saw to it, that Pop
Pribramsky received the best of medical attention
and could go to all our meetings to fulfill his wish
to live and die among his beloved Sokols. All six
children including Gus and Bill, who are also
Sokols, were with him to the end.

This is what “Pop” Pribramsky has to say about
himself: “I was born in a little town, Habry, on
August 11, 1876. After the public schooling of 5
years 1 became a tailor under the tutoring of my
own father. I came to U.S.A. to Philadelphia in
October, 1894."

And here follows an account of loneliness, which
led August Pribramsky to a friendship with 3
Cgech patriots of Jewish origin, Emil and Louis
Fischel and Emil Abeles, With them he created
a Czech society *“Beseda”, where Louis Fischel
taught the members our group dances. This
gradually led to the founding of Sokol in Phila-
delphia. August Pfibramsky saw his beloved

Sokol grow from the very cradle into a mighty
organization, where he figured, as the first drill
instructor and later the president. Became a
widower with seven children to support, had the
tremendous task in teaching his oldest daughter
to become the “housemother” and care for the
rest of them. Torn between the family worries
and his job and sokol duties, he came out a winner
carrying this Herculean task to the successful end.
He was not only a Sokol, but the chairman of
military committee, who personally led our volun-
teers to join our forces of freedom in the first
World War. Member of every Slavonic organiza-
tion of the same kind, as their auxiliary member,
he was given the honor to welcome T. G. Masaryk
in the Sokol hall and on the historic spot in the
Independence Hall, where Masaryk signed on
October 26th, 1918 the famous document, which
made not only Czechoslovakia, but all subjected
European nations free and independent.

The saddest moment in his life, as a Sokol, was
the sale of Sokol Hall, which became, as the years
went by, a part of city slums, and he had the
distinction of being the only Sokol member to see
the beloved home of Sokols from the very begin-
ning to the very end. In another part of his
memoirs he is mourning the death of 3 Sokols,
who were a part of the group of 28 volunteers
who went to France at “Pop” Pribramsky’s urging
to fight for the liberation of Czech and Slovak
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peoples. It is impossible to name all the activities,
Sokol, Czechoslovak or American, where he was
active and to the end he, as a simple Czech worker
was bitterly critical of the “new order” under
which our people have to live in the old country.
The book of his life is closed and I am honored
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to be given the assignment to say last “Nazdar"
and last “Good bye"” from all of us to August
“Pop"” Pribramsky, our retired chairman and a
good Sokol.

Bratr Frank Kopecky narodil se 28. zafi
1890 v Poliéce na Ceskomoravské vysoéiné.

Do Ameriky pfijel 24. srpna 1907 a to pii-
mo do Omahy, v Nebrasce.
