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The President’'s Annual Address

To those who might feel that we are over
accenting idealism and spirituality in our sokol
activities, the following excerpts from President
Eisenhower's, "State of the Union.,” address
before the joint Houses of Congress, January
9, 1959 will come as a surprise.

That there will be differences of opinion on
many matters is logical, for democracy is a
vibrant, living form of government. Construc-
tive criticism is one thing. Playing on the
credulity of the poorly informed for political
advantage is another. No newspaper printed
the whole address to the best of our knowl-
edge. Most of them “interpreted” it, naturally
giving their version of what had been said.

Overhearing a few passages on the T.V.
broadcast that struck a responsive cord, we
wrote to Senator Roman Hruska for a copy. He
graciously sent it within 3 days time, for which
we thank him. Sure enough, there is enough
idealism and straight forward statement of
facts, to justify the claim, that every annual
address should be read and studied by the
citizens to acquaint them with the state of the
nation.

These are excerpts by which we can guide
our actions and direct our activities.

"We cannot build peace through desire
alone.”

"Yet step by step we must strengthen the
institutions of peace - a peace that rests upon
justice - a peace that depends upon a deep
knowledge and clear understanding by all
peoples including our own of the consequences
of failure in this great purpose.”

“As I said in the beginning, the basic ques-
tion facing us today is more than mere survival
- the military defense of national life and terri-
tory. It is the preservation of a way of life.

We must meet the world challenge and at
the same time permit no stagnation in
America.”

“Thrift is one of the characteristics that have
made this Nation great: why should we ignore
it now?"”

“Inflation can be prevented. But this de-
mands statesmanship on the part of business

and labor leaders and of government at all
levels.

We must encourage the seli-discipline, the
restraint necessary to curb the wage-price
spiral and except only in critical emergencies
we must meet current costs from current rev-
enue.”

“FURTHER, ALL OF US KNOW THAT TO
ADVANCE THE CAUSE OF FREEDOM WE
MUST DO MUCH MORE THAN HELP BUILD
SOUND ECONOMIES. THE SPIRITUAL, IN-
TELLECTUAL, AND PHYSICAL STRENGTH OF
PEOPLE THROUGHOUT THE WORLD WILL
IN THE LAST ANALYSIS DETERMINE THEIR
WILLINGNESS AND THEIR ABILITY TO RE-
SIST COMMUNISM."

“I think most of us would agree that America
is best described by one word, ‘freedom’.”

“If we hope to strengthen freedom in the
world we must be ever mindful of how our
own conduct reacts elsewhere. No nation has
ever been so floodlighted by world opinion as
the United States is today. Everything we do
is carefully scrutinized by other peoples
throughout the world. The bad is seen along

with the good.”

“The government of a free people has no
purpose more noble than to work for the maxi-
mum realization of equality of opportunity
under law. That is the concept under which
our founding papers were written.”

“Whenever the supremacy of the Constitu-
tion of the United States is challenged I shall
continue to take every proper action necessary
to uphold it.”

“One of the fundamental concepts of our
constitutional system is that it guarantees to
every individual, regardless of race. religion,
or national origin, the equal protection of the
laws. Those of us who are privileged to hold
public office have a solemn obligation to make
meaningful this inspiring objective. We can
fulfill that obligation by our leadership in
teaching, persuading, demonstrating, and in
enforcing the law.”
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“Finally, by moving steadily toward the goal
of greater freedom under law, for our own
people, we shall be the better prepared to
work for the cause of freedom under law
throughout the world.”

“All people are sorely tired of the fear, de-
struction, and the waste of war. As never be-
fore, the world knows the human and material
costs of war and seeks to replace force with
a genuine rule of law among nations.”

“And lastly, let us remind ourselves that
Marxist scripture it not new: it is not the gospel
of the future. Its basic objective is dictatorship,
old as history. What is new is the shining
prospect that man can build a world where all
can live in dignity.”

“"We seek victory not over any nation or
people but over the ancient enemies of us all;
victory over ignorance, poverty, disease, and
human degradation wherever they may be
found.”

“We march in the noblest of causes - human
freedom.”

"If we make ourselves worthy of America's
ideals, if we do not forget that our Nation was
founded on the premise that all men are crea-
tures of God’s making, the world will come to
know that it is freemen who carry forward the
true promise of human progress and dignity.”

Write to your own Senator or Congressman.
They will gladly furnish copies for your study.
Mention the fact that you are Sokols. The more
you learn about your country and its great
history, the more you will appreciate it and be
willing to do more for it by improving your-
self to the mutual advantage of all. A nation
is composed of individuals, - you and I, the
better we become as such, the greater the
nation becomes.

The Sokol Americky should tell the story
of American Sokol to any and every reader
who picks it up from curiosity, for education
or just for pleasure. When he reads this issue
he shall be aware of the existence of Sokol,
he should peek through the window and look
into its past, as well as get ideas for the
future.

This is a positive approach - which we
Sokols need, especially in this country, today.
This is a positive approach or introduction
to the good and productive public relations
of our Sokol movement.

Instead of talking about the usual “.what
we should or should not,” I wish to contrlbpte
to some of our units a suggestion in plam_nng
their publicity, promotion or public relations
for the unit and for the ASO itself. Many of
these techniques have been tried at Sokol
Tyrs, during the past five years, and WE
HAVE FOUND OUT THAT THEY WORK-
ED. Many I've learned in my profession.
Here are a few:

1. OBJECTIVES OF A PUBLIC RELA-
TIONS PROGRAM. - :

A plan should always be based upon specl-
fic objectives carefully established in ad-
vance. The Public Relations Program should
be designed with the objective of inspiring
every Sokol member to:

a. Be an asset to his community, and be

recognized as such.

b. Building new friendships for the organ-
ization.

c. Impart factual information and news
about the Sokol program to the general |
public. |

d. Create public recognition, understand-
ing, and confidence of the Sokol move-
ment.

e. Build internal support and understand-
ing of the organization and its pro-
grams,
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f. Create community cooperation and

pride in the Sokol movement,

We can divide the public relations efforts
(meaning publicity, promotion, etc. - later
referred to in abbreviation “PR”), in two
categories: 1. Internal and 2. External.

1. The INTERNAL “PR” is dealing with
the local Sokol member, the district and the
ASO officials.

2. The EXTERNAL “PR” is dealing with,
and influencing, the local press and other
publications, radio, TV stations, schools, civic
and service organizations, professional
groups, local businessmen, religious groups,
city officials and the “John Doe” - the gener-
al public.

Here it is necessary to state: the Publicity
Chairman or PR Chairman or “Correspond-
ent” should sit on the meetings of the Execu-
tive Committee, Board or what have you in
your: organization. He should be a person,
knowing a little about the “press relations”
and a person who can, without great effort
“put the facts on paper”.

(We have witnessed that 1500-word
articles go in the waste baskets - and on the
other hand a plain one-page “Fact Sheet”
was the basis for a newspaper to develop
their story to an article of more than 1500
words.)

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A RALLYING POINT
James L, Cihak

(Reprinted from issue No. 3 of “Sokol Gymnast")

Every organization must have a rallying
point, a belief to which it can turn when the
going gets rough. Our Sokol is rich, very
rich in these. Most of them came from the
fertile, idealistic mind of Dr. Tyrs.

It seems now after mature reflection that
this lack of a unifying idea has been the main
cause for failure in most public attempts at
serious physical education. Outside of the
natural desire to win in specialized events, on
the part of youngsters, there seemed to be
nothing to hold them over a long period of
time.

There have been fine even magnificent
instructors in schools and public play-
grounds. They held the youngsters by their
personal magnetism and gained their person-
al loyalty. A slight break in the chain and
the whole group fell apart. No individual, no
matter how good he may be, can build a
lasting organization, unless it is based on
ideas and ideals that can and should outlive
him.

One such thought of Dr. Tyr§, only one
sentence in length, could become the new
rallying point for not only our Sokol Units
but for the entire country. It is so simple,
so logically true and yet so idealistically

beautiful that it should be taught to every
class and repeated at every opportunity.

“OUR FIRST AND OVERALL TASK
RESTS IN THE PREMISE THAT BEFORE
ANY OTHER DEMANDS, WE MUST PRE-
SERVE OUR NATION IN THAT GEN-
ERAL VIGOR, THAT DOES NOT ALLOW
A NATION TO DIE, IN THAT STEADY
AND FRESH STRENGTH, IN THAT PHY-
SICAL, SPIRITUAL AND MORAL
HEALTH, THAT WILL NOT ALLOW ANY
DECAY TO SET IN AND WITH THAT NO
STAGNATION, THAT WORST, EVEN
CRIMINAL ACTION PERPETRATED
UPON NATIONS.”

This can bring them into the gymnasium,
and what is more important, keep them there
for a lifetime of participation. This will
mutually benefit the individual, the Unit, the
community, the country.

It should be our credo, spoken, printed,
pointed to and lived. Let us use it at every
opportunity until it becomes an integral part
of our lives. It has done marvels in the past
and has lost none of its intrinsic value while
at work for the present, or building for the
future.

Put it to the test today!

On March 7, 1850, THOMAS GARRIGUE
MASARYK, first president of Czechoslovakia,
was born. Here are some notes about TGM
to be remembered:

1876—TGM obtained his Doctor's degree
from the University in Vienna and became a
lecturer in philosophy, a great Platonist.

188 1—Published his great sociological work
“Suicide as a Mass Phenomenon of Modern
Civilization.”

1882—Appointed to professorship at the
Czech University of Prague.

189 1—FElected to Parliament in Vienna.

1893—BECAME MEMBER AND IN-
STRUCTOR OF THE SOKOL IN PRAGUE.,

1898—Published ““The Social Question,”

where he criticized Marx and historical mate-
rialism.

1914—Escaped from Austria as member
of parliament. In the following four years he
conducted a political campaign in Switzerland,
France, Britain, Italy, Russia and the USA on
behalf of Czechoslovak liberation from Habs-
burg rule.

May, 1918—TGM went to the USA. Soon
after his arrival the USA recognized Masaryk's
National Council as the de facto government
of the future Czechoslovak State.

November 14, 1918—Flected first president
of the Czechoslovak Republic.

September 14, 1937—TGM died, mourned,
not only by his nation, but the entire cultural
democratic world.

REMEMBER: Every Sokol should be proud
of being a member of an organization which
had an instructor as T.G.M. Let us try to fol-
low his great principles in our daily life.

McCarthy, Zdenek, Sra-
mek, Polacek, Bros. Barcal and Sula.

The minutes of the last meeting were read and
a few corrections were made.

The men’'s and women's
calisthenic music (piano copies) will be available at
$1.00 per copy as will the junior girls’ and boys'
drill. The children’s music covering 2 classes and
containing a third piece of music will be available
at $1.50 each. )

Sis. Prener made a motion that the bill for the
new tape recorder which bro. Halik purchased be
turned over to the Executive Board for payment
and that another tape recorder be purchased for
the use of the women’s division; passed.

Bro. Halik mentioned the books in the “Sports
Library for Girls and Women” covering various
sports was issued by the American Association
for Health, Physical Education and Recreation. He
stated that these are the general rules used in
most schools and differ to a degree from the AAU
rules used in most of our competitions.

Cihak was discussed and it
was realized that some changes would have to
be made to facilitate the gymnasts, judges, etc.

The meeting was adjourned at 10:30 p.m., with
refreshments being served.

It is the finest work on the Sokols
written in English that I have ever read, concise
and all inclusive. It would also make a valuable
addition to our instructors courses.

Conferences have been held with members of
the Daily News Staff. Some material has been
furnished them. You will be notified when it is
published.

The President’s big campaign for physical fitness
will be especially stressed in May of this year. We
should have some part of our campaign ready by
then including a combined publicity and member-
ship drive.

Many individuals
have been contacted, but only two so far secured.
I ask your indulgence in this respect, as the mem-
bers of the board must have initiative, creative
ability and varied experience.

Report of the Director of the Central District

ASO.—Joseph Regner

At the last annual meeting, January 12th, 1938,
17 members attending, I accepted the nomination
and was elected District Director with Charles
Novotny as game director. All those present
promised to send a delegate from each Unit to
the District Board of Instructors. 4 units have
done so, Slavsky, Havlicek Tyrs, Town of Lake
and Milwaukee. For the year 1958 the District
Board of Instructors had the following officers:
Joseph Regner, Director, Jack Carr, Assistant
Director, James G. Palek, Secretary and Charles
Novotny, Games Director.

In January and February regular practice was
held in Chicago, Racine and Milwaukee, with bro.
Rudy Bachna for the Slovak Sokol mass calis-
thenics and apparatus exercises. All our units
were asked to attend the Slovak Sokol Slet in
Cleveland, July 4, 5, and 6.

March, our District was asked to participate
with Sokol St. Paul in the international bazaar,
held in their city, but it did not materialize. Units
annual exhibitions started the first Saturday in
March and continued to May. Each exhibition was
well attended by both participants and spectators.
Our children’s classes have almost doubled in
some units.

May 24th and 25th, Chicago and suburban
units attended the 90. anniversary of Sokol Mil-
waukee. May 18th, 43 second class boys took part
in the competitions for the 10-14 age group. Sokol
Berwyn's team placed first. May 27th, junior boys
competitions were held with 4 boys in the high
and 32 in the low division. Even though the
rules were strict and punishment was applied, I
sincerely believe that those rules were justified
and our juniors must know and learn to come to
the ompetitions in proper uniforms and to behave
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as well balanced and trained gymnasts. Sokol
Berwyn’s protest was discussed in a special meet-
ing with the judges and District Board of In-
structors. where the decision made at the com-
petitions was confirmed.

June 6th, 12 men in the intermediate and seven
in the low division competed. 2 gymnasts in the
intermediate division were disqualified at the be-
ginning of the competitions because they had
placed among the first three in previous district
competitions. 98 competitors took part.

Sokol Day exhibition was held June 8th at
Pilsen Park, with 86 1st. class and 72 second class
boys, 30 juniors and 51 men taking part, a total of
239. The parade and afternoon program was held
mostly in the rain, and the ground was so wet
that puddles of dirty water were all over. Even
though the rain continued from noon until even-
ing all of us were amazed at the large attendance
not only of the participants, but of the spectators
as well.

The District Instructors School was held August
17-24, in the beautiful camp of Sokol Havlicek
Tyrs at Crystal Lake,. Ill. Teachers staff was
composed of: Joseph Regner in charge, with
Mildred Prchal and Edwin Halik assisting. The
Educational part, history and organization was
well handled by James Cihak.

This was the first school for many years in our
District and was a very successful one with 19
attending, 11 women and 8 junior boys. It is the
district decision and wish to hold these schools
every year and if possible for two weeks.

July 4, 5, 6, - 14 men and 12 junior boys attend-
ed the Slovak Sokol Slet at Cleveland, Ohio. The
program of the competitions and exhibition in
the City Auditorium was well organized, arranged
and executed.

October 18, and 19, District Directors of Men
and Women held a conference in Chicago.

Our District purchased a film of the 1956 Olym-
pic gymnastic games which was first shown

November 28th. The film can be rented for $5.00
for Sokol units and $10.00 for outsiders. Our re-
commendation is that every gymnast from chil
dren to the seniors should see this film so that
they can see what can be done on apparatus and
calisthenics.

A very fine report was turned in by James G.
Palek of Havlicek Tyrs, James Pliml, Sokol Slav-
sky and Jerry C. Husa of Town of Lake.

The District has 11 active units, out of which
only three directors prepared their reports.
