Svoboda, 57 years; and past president, now
honorary president Leo Vsetecka, 59 years.

This dignified and touching ceremony end-
ed when bro. Louis Prikryl thanked the unit
in the name of all those who had been honor-
ed, promising that they would remain loyal
to the sokol ideals as long as they lived. He
also urged the members to keep on in the
path they had designated for themselves, to
never let satisfaction conquer their desire to
achieve even higher goals.

at Sokol Tyrs, Cleveland, Ohio,
40th Anniversary

It has been my good fortune to have been
selected to convey to you the congratula-
tions and best wishes of the Executive
Board of the American Sokol Organization.

Your accomplishments, the fire and zeal
with which you have done so much, must
inevitably leave a deep impression on every-
one who realizes the perpetual value of our
sokol work.

To those who have been in the sokol ranks
all their lives the sokol philosophy is branded
on their minds and souls with a force that
cannot be eradicated. Through the years it
has become an indispensable part of their
lives.

What is this “Sokol” that can wield such
power over intelligent, rational thinking in-
dividuals, for decades and decades, from one
generation to another? In a world that
cherishes profit and glory, the Sokols in
direct contradiction have as their slogan
“For Neither Profit nor Glory.” At a time
in history when specialization in sports for
select individuals is the accepted standard,
the Sokols proclaim that physical education
belongs to everyone, to the masses.

B. RADIO & TELEVISION

1. Spot Announcements — The best “sell-
ing” is in the public service spot announce-
ments, which are short and to the point.
Any radio or TV station will use them, any-
time of a day, if they promote a good cause.
They should not be longer than 20 seconds
and should contain the five “W’s” which we
discussed in previous articles. Best for spot
announcements are announcements of your
exhibitions, dances for some benefit, lectures
and meetings open to the public. Always send
these short spot announcements to the
Program Director of the station, two weeks
in advance of the event to be held. This will
give the Program Director an opportunity
to schedule these announcements through
his staff of disk jockies, staff announcers and
newscasters. Television sometimes will use
a 2x1 slide which they show on the screen
during the spot announcing. Discuss the
production of slides with your station, before
you make them and spend money for them.

2. Radio interviews—TV shows & inter-
views — Exceptional events of your unit can
be publicized before or after the event
through interviews or shows or both. If you
are planning some exceptional event (for
example: Slet, opening of your new gym, folk
festival, stage exhibition, ete.) contact your
local stations (TV and radio). Talk to their
program director personally, show them
what you are planning, give them a fact
sheet (will be discussed in future para-
graphs), show them some of the pictures you
have produced and ask him for advice.

You may suggest that the president of
your unit could be interviewed over the

radio or television, that you can bring 2
group of gymnasts to perform on their TV
program, etc. The program director will as-
sist you in any way he can.

Remember though, DO NOT SELL THE
SAME IDEA TO EVERY STATION IN
TOWN. Give one exclusive coverage on a
certain phase of your project, and give an-
other exclusive coverage to another station.
Exactly the same program will never be ac-
cepted by all stations in your town.

3. General Considerations of radio and TV
coverage. Radio and television stations are,
under certain terms of their licenses, obligat-
ed to grant a portion of each day’s broadcast
to non-commercial, public service program-
ming. Generally, the station management,
therefore, is receptive to suggestions from
civic organizations and groups for their
projects. But remember, that you are not
the ONLY ONE who wants to use the
station’s “Free Time”. If any station official
sets a deadline for submission of copy, adhere
to it.

Writing for radio and television is like
that for any media. Make it simple, sincere,
and easy to read. Plain spoken words have a
much better chance to “get on the air” than
technical terms and “colorful speeches”.

4. Speaker’s Bureau & Motion Pictures.

Any member, officers, technical directors
or gymnasts themselves, could be used in an
important way as speakers. The speakers
serve as an effective personal sales tool and
enable you to carry the Sokol’s story into
groups and localities where it will do the
most good (Kiwanis Clubs, Rotary, Opti-
mists, PTA, Teachers’ Associations, etc).

B
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Second, it will permit Sokols interested in
public speaking to develop their speaking
ability, before a sympathetic audience.
Speaking before other groups, than our
own will also recruit new members, some-
times directly, very often indirectly.

Many units, districts or national ASO.
headquarters have films which can be used to
illustrate your lectures. Thev should be kept
in order. Do not show personalized movies
to public groups. You can clip films and set
up a 20 minute program just from examples
of Sokol education, from Slets, exhibitions,
and competitions. Your ASO. Educational
Board can help you in planning such pro-
grams. There is also plenty of material from
which sample speeches can be prepared and
used in various groups at different times.

5. Exhibits and Displays.
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Small, inexpensive, thought - provoking
window displays in your hall or in a mem-
ber’s store or office window, or hotel, should
not be overlooked in your public relations and
publicity program planning.

These exhibits can be tied-in with current
events your unit sponsors, photos can be used
at the opening of gymnastic season, etc.

Another good way to promote your unit
is to participate in Community displays in
schools, folk festivals, trade shows, recrea-
tional centers, etc. Each unit certainly has
a talented member who knows a little about
lettering, art and display. Find them and put
them to work. During your unit’s anniver-
sary banquets display your scrap books of
clippings, historical letters, photos on a wall
or in a special room. There are hundreds of
ideas which can be used in exhibits or dis-
plays. Give it more thought, and be original.

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Report on Gymnastic Judges Clinic
Sponsored by the Northeastern District
of the American Sockol Organization
Held in Cleveland, Ohio,

April 17th, 18th, 19th, 1959

Last December I was agreeably surprised
to receive a letter from Sis. Elsie V. Suster,
Secretary of the Northeastern District
Board of Instructors, inviting me to conduct
a clinic in Cleveland for the purpose of ex-
plaining and teaching gymnastic judging
techniques. I accepted the assignment with
the understanding that the Clinic would be
based on the study, interpretation and appli-
cation of the official gymnastic rules of the
Amateur Athletic Union for men, and ar-
rangements were made for the holding of the
clinic on the weekend of April 17th.

Bro. Karel Vavra was my gracious host
and arranged all of the details for our ses-
sions.

Our first session was held on Friday eve-
ning, April 17th at Sokol Tyrs and I was very
much impressed with the interest and enthu-
siasm shown by the participants, which were
about 35 men and women, including represen-
tatives of the Swiss Turners. Using the 1958-
1959 AAU Gymnastic Rule Book as a text,
we covered the administrative rules and the
general rules of competition, including dis-
cussion of the amateur rule, grades of com-
petition, administration and organization of
the AAU, the International Gymnastic Fed-
eration and a comparison with our Sokol
organization, procedures of judging and scor-
ing, officiating at competitions and dimen-
sions of the apparatus.

The second and third sessions were held at
Sokol Cleveland on Saturday, April 18th.
Both sessions were attended by about 30
people, including a delegation from Sokol De-
troit and again representatives from the
Swiss Turners, and covered the Code of
Points of the International Gymnastic Feder-
ation (FIG) as adopted by the AAU.

The second session covered the General
Articles of the Code of Points — types of
exercises required on each apparatus, and the
rules pertaining to the judging of compulsory
exercises.

The third session on Saturday afternoon
was devoted to the rules governing the judg-
ing of optional exercises and the Annexes to

the Code of Points covering the Long Horse
event and examples of “B” and “C” difficulty
moves in each event.

The clinic concluded with the fourth ses-
sion on Sunday morning, April 19th at Sokol
Tyrs which was very well attended by about
45 people. At this session, gymnasts of the
Swiss Turners performed exercises on the ap-
paratus which were judged and evaluated by
a practical application of the principles stud-
ied during the course. A final review of the
course and all of the material covered con-
cluded with a consensus of opinion that this
study of the gymnastic rules and their appli-
cation was very helpful and instructive and
of great benefit to our Sokol members.

The course was conducted at all times on
a Conference basis in that those attending
were encouraged to participate in the discus-
sions by asking questions and offering exam-
ples. Interest in the subject was thereby stim-
ulated and maintained throughout the course.

While the course was based on the men’s
rules, the discussions covered their applica-
bility to women'’s activities where pertinent.

Particular attention was paid as to how the
principles studied may be applied to our So-
kol system and how we may benefit from
their use.

A test of 100 questions of a multiple-choice
and write-in nature, prepared by myself, was
distributed to all participants through Bro.
Vavra so that they may test themselves as
to the effectiveness of the course.

In conclusion, I wish to express my appre-
ciation for the opportunity afforded me to
participate in such an interesting and worth-
while project and to thank the Northeastern
District for their genial hospitality and kind-
ness during my stay with them.

District Ludevit Stur, SGUS. sent an invitation
to their Slet which will be held on the occasion
of their 50. anniversary on Sunday, June 28, 1959
in Potter Lake, Wis. Bro. Simaner will represent
the Executive Board.

The DTJ. Sokol in Cleveland, sent an invitation
to the 50. anniversary of their activity and re-
quested permission for the name of the President,
bro. Prchal to be used as a sponsor of that event.
Approved. y

Sokol Moravan, Toledo, Ohio will hold their 50.

The members
of the Czechoslovak Sokel Abroad left when the
representatives of ASO. and Canadian Sokol
Organization refused to acknowledge and have as
a participant at the meeting Otto Karasek who
had been previously expelled from the ASO.
organization for dishonorable conduct. The meet-
ing was carried on without them. When the
Czechoslovak Sokol Abroad informed us that Otto
Karasek would be one of their delegates, they
were informed that the above action would take
place.

Bro. Hrebik answered that the election of
delegates to the Exec. Bd. of the Federation of
Free Sokols is the sole right of each individual
organization of the Federation, and that no
other organization has the right to interfere in
this matter. The action of the representatives of
ASO. was unanimously approved.

The Czechoslovak National Council of America
in the May issue of their monthly publication
“The American Bulletin” has a very fine article
regarding the Sokols and the ASO.

BOARD OF INSTRUCTORS

The American Sokol Board of Instructors
meeting was called to order on May 13th at Sokol
Slavsky at 8:25 P.M. by bro. Director E. Halik
with the following members present: Sis. Director
M. Prchal, A, Halik, B. Polacek, L, Zdenek, Z.
Tintera, L. Sramek, B. Prener and E. J. Schnabl;
bros. F. Sula, A. Studnicka, J. Votava and J. Reg-
ner; sis. McCarthy and bro. Barcal were excused.

The minutes of the last meeting were read and
approved except for one paragraph which will be
changed for the purpose of clarification to avoid
any misunderstanding.

Sis. Prchal received a letter from sis. A. Skoda
of the N.E. District stating that a judges’ school
was held by bro. J. F. Hardy. Bro. Halik received
a letter to this effect also which continued that
only men's judging rules of the AAU and FIG
were reviewed. Part of these expenses may be
paid for by the Obec; however, a full budget
must be received before a decision can be made.

A letter was received from sis. A. J. Roth,
Secretary of the N.E. District Board of Instruc-
tors requesting an instructor for their teacher's
course to be held the first or second week of
August. A budget including this course must be
submitted and additional information as to how
many students will attend are necessary before
approval can be granted.

Tomanek
of Omaha when he was there which concerned
the difficulty of the tumbling exercises for men.

Wimmer
of Detroit asking for corrections on the calisthen-
ics and sis. Prchal acknowledged same.

Another letter from sis, Vera Grow of Cedar
Rapids expressed the interests in the Sokol Gym-
nast in their vicinity and requested additional
copies.

Sis. L. Kohel of Wilbur, Nebraska, submitted a
full report on the activities of that unit.

Bro. Halik reported fully on his weekend trip
to Los Angeles May 9th and 10th. There will be
slight changes in the schedules already set up.
The Thursday night judges’ meeting will be held
at the Sokol Hall instead of at the hotel as will
the Friday and Saturday morning meetings. The
site of the Los Angeles Mid-Slet Sunday program
is a high school field similar to the J. Sterling
Morton field where the 1957 Slet was held.

ro. Divisek then introduced our guest, Bro.

Halik
con%”’—‘}'ed the greetings of ASO and then spoke
priefly on the problems which face us for the
forthcoming Slet. He spoke only briefly as he
would be giving more detailed reports in the Slet
Committee, Sokol and Technical Committee meet-
ings being held the same evening. He requested
that as many members of Zupa as possible attend
these meetings.

Correspondence:

washington D.C. requesting donation for the
puilding of a “Narodni Dum”. Action was tabled
until after the Slet. We want to help this worthy
cause, but at the moment our funds are tied up
in Slet activities,

The meeting of the Mid-Slet Committee was
called to order by Bro.

Minutes of the previous meeting were read and
approved.

Blanche Cihak regarding the bumper strip which
was sent for our consideration. Letter from the
Pacific Zupa commanding work of the Slet Com-
mittee and the selection of places for the activi-
ties and celebrations. Letter from Sis. Betty
Prener who advised the women’s parade uniform
could be purchased through Chicago at a price
of $12.50 plus cost of the material at $4.00 per
yard which is wool gabardine, $6.50 for hat plus
cost of material. Lighter weight material can be
used if desired, and the Simplicity pattern Nos.
2924 and 2926 for the half sizes have been selected.
Men's uniforms can be purchased through Chi-
cago at a cost of $46.00. Letter of resignation as
Sokol delegate to Pacific Zupa received from Bro.
Bednar and from Slet ticket committee also.

In reference to the bumper strip, Bro. Nachtigal
made a motion, seconded by Sis. Nekuda, that a
letter be sent to the Obec requesting a price
quotation on 1000 stickers and suggest that they
retain 500 as the Los Angeles unit could only sell
approximately 500,

Sister Nachtigal reported the souvenir hats
suggested previously would cost over 45 cents
each and retail at 80 cents and considered this
too expensive.

Park Manor Banquet Room located at 607 South
Western was reserved with a $50.00 deposit for
the Saturday night Victory Dance.

Recommendation was made to request articles
and pictures for the program book from President
Eisenhower, Governor Brown, Mayor Poulson,
Bros. Prchal and Halik and Sis.

Sis. Nekuda reported she had received a letter
from the Ray Cardillo Travel Agency asking if
the tourists expected for the Mid-Slet would be
interested in continuing their tour to Hawaii.
