CONCENTRATE ON PROMOTING YOUR SOKOL,
LOCALLY, NATIONALLY, INTERNATIONALLY

(Bro. Anthony J. Suster, President of Sokol Tyrs,
Cleveland, Ohio, is well qualified to write about
public relations as he is a professional in this field.
His suggestions are so timely, and presented in
such fine form that they can be a wvaluable asset
to every unit. We recommend that our units study
them thoroughly and keep them in a separate fold-
er for easy reference.

This is a fine text on a phase of our work in
which we have been exceptionally weak. The ma-
terial will be published in serial form, every month.
This is installment number IV. —J.L.C.)

1. Advertising—If you can afford it, use
greeting ads in programs of other “OUT-
SIDE ORGANIZATIONS" besides your own
Sokol programs. Always advertise your pur-
pose and aims, publish schedule of classes,
etc. When soliciting your own merchants

for your own program be tactful and do
not force advertising on people. Of course
they will give you an ad and pay for it.
Buf remember, you are always hitting the
same people who actually are donating their
money and getting practically no advertis-
ing value out of their ad.

2. Sokol Emblem - Insignia - Pins—The
Sokol pins should be worn by all your mem-
bers. If they don’t have them, purchase
them and distribute them at a membership
meeting. The best way to present the pns
is during their initiation as new members.
You can have a little ceremony to present
these pins. It is more effective and makes
the member more welcome. Other novelities
can be sold for profit by unit or distributed,
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such as: car windshield decals, key chains,
stickers, etc.

3. Posters—Announcements of your
events should be known to the neighbor-
hood in which your gym is located. Small
printed posters or flyers can be used and
often distributed by girls and boys from
your children’s classes. Have an adult mem-

r organize the distribution route and the
children will enjoy distributing the Sokol
flyer or poster. Do not use this for all
events, but for special bazaars, fairs, exhibi-
tions, ete., it pays off.

4. Letterheads of your unit should be
neat and descriptive. Always use the same
name of vour organization, full address and
affiliation. Have a central address of your
unit (usually your own gymnasium or hall).

hen. your officers write a letter make sure
they include their personal address on the
bottom of the letter. That way the letters
Will be expediated faster with no delays in
picking them up at the hall sometimes a
week or two later, after they are delivered.

5. Sokol Publications—Your constant
communication with all members plays an
Important part in the success of your unit,
district or national ASO.

Sokol Americky is mailed to all members
across the country. Here your articles can
reach the widest coverage possible as far
as the Sokol movement is concerned. Ex-
change of ideas is given free field here. But
writing for the Sokol Americky, make sure
You consider the following:

1) There is not enough space for all
those long pages of story you have written.
Be brief and to the point. Units can assign
or elect the correspondents from their or-
ganizations. Don't expect every proclama-
tion and the “longies” to be published. Even
if they are published, remember the basic:
Will anyone read it?

2) The deadlines are meant to be respect-
ed in writing for any publication. Write
about an event which is coming, rather then
give a “twenty page” account of what was
done. A two or three month old article is
not news to anyone. They just print names
and say nothing. Don’t blame the editor
when he re-writes your story or cuts it in
half. He knows how much money he can
spend for printing—which reflects on the
number of pages he can fill.

District “Vestnik" or Unit's Newsletters.
The closer you are in contact with your
members, the better cooperation you may
expect. The member, who doesn’t come
around very often will very likely know
very little about his own unit’s activities,
unless he is given the information. To give
information to your members can be done
i many different forms:

a. By a monthly circular — membership

letter.

b. By a one .mimeographed sheet “A

News Sheet”, or

c. By a more elaborate Newsletter.

d. By Annual Reports.

e. Unit Brochure.

a). The letter to the membership can be
sent by the secretary—where an account of
monthly or quarterly activities of the unit
will be given to the membership. This can
be a mimeographed sheet or processed by
some other offset or letterpress way. (This
depends on your finances.) This kind of let-
ter can be personal and direct.

b). “A News Sheet'"—is a press release
format. It can be mimeographed or printed
on both sides and can contain more gen-
eral information than a single letter. It
could be written by the secretary of the
unit, who can quote from the minutes of
the meetings and certainly the technical
directors should have their say in such a
news sheet.

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Sokol Detroit sent a report of their activity.
Excerpts will be published in “S.A.”

Federation of Moravian Lodges sent an invita-
tion to their 21st Moravian Day to be held July 19,
1959. Invitation accepted.

Sokol Tyrs, Cleveland, sent a warm letter of
thanks for having sent the Educational Director,
bro. Cihak, to their 40th anniversary.

The Northeastern District announced that they
will conduct a course in acrobatics. Matter turned
over to the Board of Instructors for discussion and
recommendation.

Czechoslovak National Council of America an-
nounced the participation of the Czechoslovak
group in a parade August 1st on the occasion of
the Pan-American games in Chicago. In a second
letter they announce participation in the flag rais-
ing opening the games.

REPORT OF THE SECRETARY

bro. Cihak at Joseph Cermak's. Bro. Prchal also
spoke at the grave of Joseph Falta.

All three will be published in “S.A.”

“Sokol
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Bro. Prchal announced that the Canadian Sokol
Organization requests the musical accompaniment
for the calisthenics of all classes. Bro. Halik will
secure and send them.

Report of the Excursion Committee submitted by
sis. Cihak and bro. Prchal.

The Tour is sold out. It is composed of 160
individuals. 24 gymnasts from Sokol Chicago and
Sokol Slavsky will travel in the same train to Los
Angeles, returning July 9th.

On the recommendation of bro. Lesovsky, MGM.
and Warner Bros. were contacted for a visit to
their studios. Unfavorable replies will divert this
tour to one in the Hollywood-Beverly area and the
beaches.

Also wrote to Lawrence Welk for tickets to his
Saturday broadcast. No reply as yet.

We have received 74 reservations for the ban-
quet. Special buses will carry participants to the
Los Angeles Breakfast Club.

Two buses have been ordered to take spectators
to the Slet and a third is in reserve.

Tour to Knotts Berry Farm and Disney ILand
will take place Friday and repeated Saturday for
another group who will arrive in L.A. Friday eve-
ning or for those who will take part in competi-
tions Friday.

All arrangements have been made in Fresno,
even to a swimming party.

Upon the recommendation of the President, it
was approved that sis. Cihak and bro. Prchal be
authorized to sign checks for tour expenses. This
will be later audited.
