LEST WE FORGET

Chicago is host to 5,000 scientists hold-
ing their annual convention here. In one
of the papers we read the following state-
ment, “The average individual uses only
about 109 of his mental abilities.” To show
what happens when a greater percentage is
used we give you the following thumb nail
biographies of two men who were born in
January.

BENJAMIN FRANKLIN

He was the youngest of 17 children, born
in Boston January 17, 1706. Formal educa-
tion ended when he was 10 years old, fol-
lowed by continuous reading and self-edu-
cation for the balance of his life. He bought
out of his meagre earnings, borrowed or
exchanged books so that by the time he
was 18 he had mastered English prose,
arithmetic, navigation, geometry, read
Locke, Xenophon on Socrates, Plutarch and
everything worthwhile that came into his
hands. He learned the printers trade, study-
ing evenings and Sundays. At 17 years of
age he ran away from home to New York
and Philadelphia where he worked as a
printer. He went to England working in a
number of famous printing houses for
eighteen months, returning to Philadelphia.
By the time he was 23 he had his own ship
and was a publisher.

He thrived so that at 42 years “He was
truly the first American,” writes Oscar
Handlin, editor of the Library of Ameri-
can Biography. “Himself a participant in
the decisive events of his time, his career
was marked by the impact of the cultural
and social forces that shaped the -colo-
nies . . . His life is a revelation as to the
means by which a new people made itself
a nation.”

Verner W. Crane, professor of history at
the University of Michigan and the leading

contemporary authority on Franklin, has
written a penetrating study of “The First
American,” in his “Benjamin Franklin and
a Rising People.” “By mid-century,” writes
Dr. Crane, “the most completely civic man
in America was Benjamin Franklin .
lately retired from active busines with a
competent fortune.” At forty-two, Frank-
lin had been printer, stationer, publisher,
pamphleteer and the driving force behind
innumerable civic and cultural improve-
ment projects in Philadelphia. (i.e. Librar-
ies, insurance, fire department, paved
street, lighting, philosophical and scientific
societies, etec.)

He was also internationally famous ag a
scientist and inventor. For his work in elec-
tricity alone he had received a royal letter
of thanks from Louis XV, the Copely gold
medal from the London Royal Society and
the title of doctor from St. Andrews. His
immense correspondence recorded original
speculations in astronomy, geology, botany,
medicine and physics.

For the next forty years he devoted his
life to his country from leadership in Penn-
sylvania to the courts of Europe. (Agent
for the colonies to England before 1776,
Continental Congress, Declaration of In-
dependence, Federal Convention of 1787,
ete.)

Once engaged in the Revolutionary War
he never faltered. When war came, he pro-
cured by his tireless activities and states-
manship the money, men and munitions—
and the European support—without which
the revolution could have foundered.

“What has puzzled men most about
Franklin,” observes Dr. Crane, “is that he
turned so often and so easily from one
career to another, that he refused to be
completely serious. Even more than Lin-
coln he has suffered in reputation as a
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statesman by his addiction to humor. To
set us right,—there is the record of his life,
lived in every aspect with infinite zest,
which speaks louder than words.”

Benjamin Franklin gifted by nature with
a versatility of genius unexampled by any
figure known to history, with the excep-
tion perhaps of Leonardo Da Vinci.

JINDRICH VANICEK

From the versitility and genius of a
Franklin we come to the concentrated
energy of a Jindra Vanicek. He was the
last of 11 children, born in Praha Jan-
uary 1st, 1862, the year the Sokols were
founded. He studied law and became a lead-
er in his profession. This, however, always
came second to his work for and in the
Sokol.

He joined the Sokols when he was 17, a
high school student. At 20 he was an as-
sistant instructor in his unit, drawing the
attention of Tyrs himself, who judged him
as a rich force in specialties. He goes up
the ladder through sheer effort and genius,
never asking for an office but preparing
himself so thoroughly that he became the
unanimous choice when the need arose.

He is made District nacelnik and is in-
vited to Tyrs’s own Sokol Praha to fill the
same office. In 1889 he is elected nacelnik
of the newly formed COS. He is a worthy
follower of the great organizers Tyrs and
Fuegner, and an equal to the two great
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presidents of COS., Dr. Podlipny and Dr.
Scheiner. For forty years, until 1932, he
with Dr. Scheiner guided the destiny of the
Sokol organization.

His great ambition was to make the So-
kols supreme and respected throughout the
world. He built the legions that Masaryk
led, pouring into individuals his intense
love of liberty and country. Working tire-
lessly for decades, realizing full well au-
tocracies watchfulness, he lived to see the
fruition of his dreams. His boys fighting
for their country’s independence proved
true to their leaders trust. Many were killed
but many came back to help him rebuild
the Sokols in a free, democratic homeland.
Their numbers reached over a million with-
in a decade.

The successes of his teams in interna-
tional competitions, the magnificent s]el_'s,
his reputation as the greatest expert in
physical education read like a fairy story.
Always democratic and truly I‘I:‘l-‘:'dt‘s“.'. he
poured his heart, mind and body into creat-
ing a finer concept of man and woman for
their role in life.

He took hold of the Sokol organization
when it was small and weak and built it
into a mighty force. A teacher of teachers,
ardent patriot, fearless leader, he was the
shining example of the finest in human
nature.

Between those 2 oblong panels are simulated
bronze busts of the founders of the Sokol move-
ment, Fuegner and Tyrs, with the Sokol emblem
between. To complete the beautifying effect, new
neat frames were installed on the windows and
walls painted a soft buff color.

Bro. Pafizek himself, after being presented by
bro. Kaspar, our President, made the dedicating
address, at the same time explaining the mean-
ing of his work.

Quite a large assembly welcomed and applauded
while paper was removed which covered the pan-
els.

This was followed by a real surprise. An im-
promptu gym exhibition of pupil classes, boys,
girls, in tumbling, on horse, rings, parallel b‘ill"s
and junior girls on raised beam. Short, concise,
with some surprising accomplished feats, signify-
ing earnestness and a will to succeed by both per-
formers and instructors. i

As a finale, five junior girls, standing on an
elevated beam, with gestures, maintaining balance,
to the singing accompaniment of “Vzpominame”,
ended the days exhibition, to the complete satis-
faction of all visitors, mainly, as is always the
case, parents and other kin of our hopes for the
future of Sokel econtinuance.

Novelty in the presentation is—drill while you
sing or vice-versa.

REPORT ON GYMNASTICS MEETING HELD AT THE NATIONAL A. A. U. CONVENTION
ON DECEMBER 4, 1959, IN MIAMI, FLORIDA

Meeting was called to order at 9:15 am. by
Chairman Gulack. A moment of silence was in or-
der in memory of Mr. Feldman who passed away
recently.

Br. Hardy reported on Technical Committee ac-
tivity for men. Several changes were made by
F.I.G. in the Code of Points (method of judging
gymnastics). The Long Horse event now has new
“grip spacing.” The Long Horse Vaults have been
regrouped into four categories. These latter will
be indicated in the new Gymnastics Hand book to
be disseminated scon by the A.AU. Office. Br.
Hardy continued by deseribing the new system in
which the Superior judge correlates judges’ marks
after the completion of each exercise. Judges'
marks shall henceforth stay within the following
ranges: on marks of 9 points or better, within .3
points: on marks between 80—8.9 points, within
.5 points: on marks between 7.0—7.9 points, with-
in 1.0 point. This must apply to center marks of
judges (four judges for men and as yet five judges
for women). In borderline cases, the average score
of the middle two or three judges decides the
category (9.0, 8.0, etc. categories).

Mr. Yaeger, Chairman of the Women's Olympic
Committee, recommended that *“Rebound Tumbl-
ing” (formerly called Trampoline) be included in
the Women's A.A.U. events. Mr. Yaeger indicated
that the Olympic compulsories are now available
on film. Women's gymnastics groups may rent the
films from him (Pat Yaeger, Recreation Depart-
ment, Naples-on-the-Beach, Florida).

Dr. Picker commented on the need for a Na-
tional Gymnastic Foundation. He said he did not
see the need for one. The request originally made
by Paul Fina was turned down. Purpose of the
foundation was to provide permanent funds for
poorer gymnasts' travel expenses. Also, the pur-
pose was to provide funds to needy gymnastics
organizations in their promotion of gymnastics. In
addition, it was to provide funds for foreign trips
that were to be made by our American gymnastics
Eroups.

In regard to the 1959 Nationals and Olympic
Tryouts, the decision was that they be held at
West Point, N. Y., on April 29, 30 and May 1st.

The National Junior (A.AU.) Gymnastics Cham-
pionships for Men and Women site and date were
discussed. The decision was for Montelare, N. J.,
with April 26th as the date.

Mr. Gene Wettstone, Penn State U. coach, ques-
tioned the Nationals site at West Point. He ques-
tioned the ability of West Point to atiract enough
patronage. Mr. Tom Maloney, U.S. Military Acad-
emy coach, pointed out that they would start tick-
et sales immediately. He felt that he could draw a
good erowd. This factor is impeortant in that the

gate receipts must help defray the expenses of the
trip to the Rome Olympic Games. It was pointed
out that the Olympic Committee still had the op-
tion to endorse the site.

The 1961 National A.A.U. Championships were
brought up. A bid had been received. The Dallas
area bid $2,000.00. Since no other bid was in ef-
fect, the Dallas site was accepted (by vote).

On the subject of the National Junior Develop-
ment program, it was recommended that each dis-
trict holding such meets include “Rebound Tumbl-
ing" as part of their competition.

Rebound Tumbling was next voted upon to be
part of the Women's A.AU. gymnastic competi-
tion. The majority vote was in its favor.

Mr. Gulack reported on the F.I.G. Congress in
Copenhagen. F.I1.G. is the international governing
body for gymnastics. He indicated that his report
could be found in detail in the Amateur Athlete
periodical (current issue). Mr. Gulack read his
report. The compulsory Olympic exercises for men
and women were reviewed by him. Printed pam-
phlets are available describing the exercises. Films
of the compulsories are also available through the
National A.A.U. office. It was pointed out that the
text in print was the official interpretation. The
films were subject to imperfections.

Extra copies of the Code of Points are available
through the National Office (233 Broadway,
N.Y.C)

A Gymnastics Terminology is now available
through the National office. Price is to be $1.00
per copy.

It was reflected that information on A AU. gym-
nastics must be conveyed through the represent-
atives of attending organizations. Mr. Gulack
pointed out that there were no other personal
means for providing information.

Women's gymnastics was discussed briefly. The
Code of Points for women is going through
changes. A, B, and C moves will be given in the
new Code of Points. An international committee
is working on this task. In regard to the Balance
Beam, higher jumps will be stressed.

Propositions submitted by the American Sokol
Organization were put in as recommendations but
it was mentioned that the best method for includ-
ing new items on the agenda was to submit them
through the district A.A.U. offices.

The meeting was temporarily adjourned for an
Olympic Committee Meeting and reconvened at
4:30 p.m. The following was brought up.

The National Y.M.C.A. Gymnastics Champion-
ships will be in Washington, D. C., on April 2nd.

Evaluations and penalties for the Rome
exercises will be printed later.

Going
through tunnels can also be done
crawling through on hands and
knees but following each other as
closely as possible.

EXCERPTS FROM THE MINUTES OF THE

MEETING OF ASO.
Held December 30th, 1959

Minutes of the previous meeting approved as
submitted.

Bro. Charles M. Prchal presided.

REPORTS

Minutes from the meetings of the Central, South-
ern and Pacific Distriet were received as well as
the finanecial report of the Mid-Slet held in ILos
Angeles, Calif.

Minutes from the meetings of the Mid-Slet Com-
mittee held June 23rd and 30th, July 31st, August
8th and Oectober 10th were submitted.
CORRESPONDENCE

Sokol Tyrs of Cleveland writes rezarding the
possible presentation of the operetta “Elvira and
the Devil" by Zdenek Ptak in Chicago. It was re-
ferred to the Central District.

The Czechoslovak National Council of America
announces an excursion to Washington, D. C., on
the occasion of the issuance of the Thomas G.
Masaryk stamp on March Tth.

Bro. M. L. Hromadka, National Secretary of the
Western Bohemian Fraternal Association, suggest-
ed that proper steps be taken for the issuance of
a commemorative stamp to honor the 100th anni-
versary of the founding of Sokols in the United
States. This matter will be initiated immediately.

A new Sokol Unit was founded in Downers
Grove, named West Suburban Sokol. They re-
quested that they be accepted into ASO., and at-
tached the admission fee of $5.00. As the Unit was
organized by the Organization Committee of the
Central Distriet, the Distriet recommendation will
not be necessary. As many of the members of the
new Unit were formerly members of other units
it was decided to accept the unit into ASO. with-
out waiting for the statuatory time.

REPORT OF THE SECRETARY

It will be necessary to form a committee in
ASO. for the successful campaign of Masaryk
stamps. On the day of issue, March Tth, a check
should be presented to the Postmaster General,
Mr. Arthur E. Summerfield, for the purchase of
the stamps. The Sokols should in this respect be
the first to do so and their check for the purchase
of the stamps should be one of the largest.

The Secretary recommended that a letter should
be sent to all the members urging them to place
their order for as large an amount as possible
through their Unit. Another letter should be sent
to the Units asking their assistance in this matter,
grouping the individual orders, and that of the unit
itself by sending their check to the Executive
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Board of ASO. The stamps will then be sent to
the units for distribution to individual purchasers.
Approved. The election of a committee was also
approved. Sis. Cihak volunteered to serve on the
committee. The matter was left to the office.

Meeting of the National Organizations on the
stamp campaign will be held Monday, January 4th.

Bro. Edward Gregor again remembered the ASO.
with a contribution of $50.00 for defraying sokol
expenses. A letter of thanks was sent to him.

Bro. Vojmir Benak, Director of Men of the West-
ern District and an officer of the Sokol Fuegner-
Tyrs Unit in So. Omaha, is very ill. A greeting
was sent to him in the name of the Executive
Board.

The Post Office anounced that the postage rate
for mailing “Sokol Americky” will be increased as
of January 1st, 1960.

Bro. Langer, former Educational Director of
ASOQ,, is also ill. A greeting was sent to him.

A long letter was received from Sokol Paris in
answer to the ASO. report regarding the activity
of the World Federation of Free Sokols.

Another letter was received from Paris in which
the action of the ASO. regarding Mr. Otto Karasek
is disapproved.

The matter of Mr. Karasek was carefully dis-
cussed and debated, first in Sckol Brookfield, in
their regular and special meeting, further in the
Central Distriet of ASQ., the Executive Board of
AS0O., and finally the VIII regular convention of
ASO. The trial had been very fair, and the matter
is closed.

Many Christmas and New Year Greetings were
received from all parts of the US. and from the
whole world.

20 stencils were mimeographed for the Board of
Instruectors.

A Czech and English greeting for the New Year
was prepared for Sokol Americky.

All requests and orders were expedited.
REPORT OF THE BOARD OF INSTRUCTORS

Sis. Prchal read the minutes of the meeting of
the Board of Instructors. The recommendation that
the per diem rate of $10.00 per day for instructors
be allowed for the Western District in connection
with the teaching of the calisthenies was approved
for payment. The traveling expenses within the
District should be paid by the District in accord-
ance with the By-Laws.

She further read the report of the Director of
Men, who is attending the National Gymnastic
Clinie in Sarasota, Florida.

Finally she read the report of the Director of
Women. The bill for $45.00 for books on acrobatics
was approved for payment.

The report of the EDUCATIONAL DIRECTOR
was submitted by bro. Cihak.

All of these reports will be published in “S.A."

Bro. H. Vydra read the reports of the AUDIT-
ING COMMITTEE, concerning the audit of the
ASO. records for the IIT qtr. of 1959. These were
found to be in order, and were signed by the
members of the Committee.

He also announced that the largest part of the
report of the Excursion of ASO. to California is

audited, and final report will be submitted at the
time of the next audit.

The Secretary brought up the need for the work-
ing out of a ritual for installing officers and
initiating new members. It was approved to pre-
pare a special booklet into which will be incor-
porated Order of Business and Rules of Order. It
will be prepared by bros. Cihak and Prchal.

Sis. Tintera announced that she also had re-
turned immediately the check for $30.00 for her
work at the Mid-Slet in Los Angeles.

Steps will be taken to strengthen the ties be-
tween ASO. and the Fraternal Organizations.

The Secretary recommended that the deposit
on the checking account secured from the Excur-
sion of ASO. should be invested. It was decided to
purchase U.S. Government Bonds in the sum of
$5,000.00 that will bring the highest yield. Mr.
Hajicek of the Lawndale National Bank will be
asked for his recommendation. Approved.

The balance will be transferred to the regular
account (checking) of ASO.

Bro. Prchal anounced that he initiated 26 new
members into Sokol Stickney on November 26th.

The Auditing Committee was requested to pre-
pare a model hookkeeping system for the Units.
It will also prepare a system for the new Unit in
Downers Grove, Illinois.

The President ended the meeting with the fol-
lowing words: Tomorrow is the last day of 1959.
I want to thank all of vou for everything that you
have contributed for the strengthening of our
fraternalism and for the good name of the Sokols.
I ask you to continue to work in harmony in the
vear of 1960, our Convention year.

Sis. Cihak thanked bro. Prchal for his great
work, for his devotion to the Scokol and for his
example and wished that all his dreams for the
betterment of the Sokol will be fulfilled in 1960.

Meeting adjourned.
