WASHINGTON, LINCOLN, EDISON AND CERMAK

What a galaxy of stars of various degrees
of brilliance present themselves in Febru-
ary. From John Woldrich, renowned Czech
geologist, on February 3rd we go to Robert
Fulton, Renata Tyrs, Joseph Cermak and
Henry Longfellow at the end of the month.

From the invention of the printing press
by John Guttenberg in 1468, we go to the
death of our own Joseph Cermak in 1948.

Poets, dramatists, authors, inventors,
statesmen, philosophers, each profiting
from a knowledge of the past, adding to it
and passing it on enriched to the future. In
everyone of these men and women we can
almost feel the vibrant urge to learn from
the past and through their own lives. Each
semed destined to perform his role to the
limit, and manfully used all the resources
at his disposal to fulfill it.
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We can only touch more intimately up-
on four of them, four Americans. Regard-
less of their birth they were all pioneers,
each in his own field. George Washington,
Abraham Lincoln, Thomas Edison and Jo-
seph Cermak, men who saw the obstacles
that lay in their paths and laboriously
overcame them, opening new avenues In
living for those who followed them.

George Washington, whose whole adult
life was spent in the service of his country,
longd for the quiet, urban life of his plan-
tation. His sense of duty overcame his re-
luctance. From the early days of the re-
volutionary movement through the tortuous
years of the Constitutional Convention to
his two terms as the first president of a
new nation, he had to probe his way, for
there were no precedents to follow. Every
problem was a new one, each had to be
faced and solved on its merits. His task
was herculean, he established a precedent
for integrity and devotion that has become
a model for every man, woman and child
who want to consider themselves Ameri-
cans.

Abraham Lincoln, born in a log ecabin,
constant companion of hardship and pov-
erty, object of ridicule, ground by a hard
destiny, became the man to serve our land
at its greatest crisis. A lifetime of prep-
aration for four years of leadership to
preserve what Washington had labored for.
A martyr’s death was the payment for his
contribution to preserve the nation, one and
indivisible.

Lincoln was close to the little people, he
had grown up among them, partook of
their simple joys, understood their hard-
ships, felt keenly the tragedies in their
lives. They knew him, respected and loved
him, followed him to the end of the road.
They picked up the load where he had to
drop it, determined that it should be deliv-
ered as he had planned it.

Throughout the world, if no other Amer-
ican names are known, you can rest as-
sured they know well—Washington and
Lincoln.

Thomas Alva Edison, the *“Wizard of
Menlo Park,” a legend even while he lived,
had applied for 1900 patents. His inven-
tions or improvements have helped to
transform modern life. The electric light
bulb, phonograph, megaphone, electric bat-
teries, devices for telegraph and metallurgy
are just a few of the more familiar things
that have enriched our lives. His kineto-
scope was the ancestor of the movie cam-
era. The creativeness of a genius becomes
an inspiration to inventors throughout the
world. ;

Joseph Cermak, teacher, creator, coun-
selor, sokol leader, has left an example of
devotion to ideals, that many of us have
been fortunate to see. His creativeness in
drills, especially for women and children, is
unexcelled. An original thinker, his influ-
ence extended far beyond our sokol ranks.
He was well known and respected through-
out America. He studied and knew Amer-
ica. A fine gymnast, a true patriot, he was
the embodiment of all the fine character-
istics we associate with Tyrs and Fuegner.

VZPOMINKA NA SIBRINKY R. 1868.

Bylo v nedéli po sokolskych Sibrinkach.
Po praZskych Sibfinkach je vzdy nedéle, po-
névadz SibFinky nasi staré matefské jedno-
ty byvaji ode davna v sobotu, snad od sa-
mého poéatku, a to v posledni sobotu maso-
pustni.

Byvaly, byvaly! Dlouha desitileti, rok od
roku, a vSechna sokolskd mladeZ se na né
tésivala, ani dockati se nemohla. Ale pak
nastala dlouha, mnohaletd prestivka. Az

zas letos, léta pané 1922, byly Sibrinky ma-
tefské jednoty vzkiiSeny k novému Zzivotu.
O téch vSak dnes jeSté nemiuZeme vypraveé-
ti, ponévadz je pravé prozivate, od samého
poéatku. Teprve zitfkem vytane vam vzpo-
minka na né, milad dévcéatka a drazi bratfi
Sokolici, a moZna, Zze vim tato vzpominka
na prvé zase SibFinky sokolské utkvi v dusi
na cely Zivot.

Taky dédeéek Bartos vzpominal na jedny

Frank Kubat was born in Vinafe, Czecho-
slovakia, came to this country at the age of
18 years, lived here for 56 years and passed
away on January 20, 1960. He was a mem-
ber of:

Garden City Lodge No. 141, AF.&AM.
Sokol Tabor. Lodge Jungmann No. 77 and
Lodge Mistr Jan Hus No. 91 of the Czecho-

slovak Society of America. Honorary mem-
ber of the Czechoslovak National Council
of America. Milada Horak Branch and the
Western Suburban Branch of the Czecho-
slovak National Council of America. Hon-
orary member of the Federation of Demo-
cratic Czechoslovaks in Exile. Council of
Higher Education. Honorary member Masa-
ryk Post of Czechoslovak Legionnaires.
Honorary member of Wood Carvers Asso-
ciation in New York and International
Union of Operating Engineers Local No.
391. Chairman of the Board—Ogden Dairy
Company.

He leaves his wife, Antonette Kubat;
Charles E. Kubat, son; Annette M. Kubat,
daughter-in-law; Charlotte Kubat, grand-
daughter. He has joined his two sons,
Frank J. and Frank Kubat, his brother Jo-
seph and other members of his family.

IN MEMORIAM

BROTHER SPENCER D. IRWIN
1901-1960

By A. J. Suster, President, Sokol Tyrs,

“How can I write of Spencer Irwin in the past
tense? He is with me now reliving the many rela-
tionships in the two years of 1942-1944 when dur-
ing my assignment in Cleveland I was privileged
to know him as a good and dear friend.

“As foreign editor of the Cleveland Plain Deal-
er, Spencer’s voice against Hitlerism was a clarion
voice—firm and without compromise in behalf of
all subjugated nations. To our Czechoslovak peo-
ples under the yoke of tyranny he gave generously
of his magnificent talents, not only in his profes-
sional capacity in editorials but in his esteem and
participation in the war-time activities of the
Czechoslovak community in Cleveland. Spencer's
contribution received- personal recognition from
President Edward Benes, when during the months
the President taught at the University of Chicago,
he granted his only interview to an editor—to
Spencer Irwin,

“T am sure I need not detail here Spencer's
ever readiness to help build our Cleveland Sokol
Tyrs. Not so many months ago, he chaired our
40th anniversary celebration.

“T like to remember Spencer as the simple, un-
affected human being that he was. This was a
man with profound knowledge of the significance

of the world events, and with an earnest desire to
help make a better world for us, and those who
come after us. His pen was ever occupied in that
direction. And then, there was Spencer, spending
an evening with us in good talk and humor.

“At Christmas last, Spencer Irwin shared with
his friends an unusual Christmas prayer from the
early Greek. How better can I recognize his innate
human quality than with these lines from that
prayer:

“May I be no man's enemy and may 1 be the
friend of that which is eternal and abides.”

The above personal rememberance was written
by Spencer Irwin's close friend, bro. Jan Hajny,
former Czechoslovak Consul in Cleveland, now,
vice president of the Koh-I-Noor Pencil Co. in
New Jersey.

Spencer Irwin, although not an American of
Czechoslovak descent, was a close friend and
brother of the Sokol and the Czechoslovak colony
in the United States.

When the news reached us early on the morn-
ing of January 12, 1960, that his heart gave up
shortly after one of his many public speeches,
many a tear ran down the faces of his friends and
Sokols in Cleveland.

Spencer Irwin knew how to talk about the
brotherhood of men. Most of all he knew how to
apply this brotherhood in his every day life. To
him anyone was his friend—his brother.

I've had many an opportunity to sit down with
“Spence,” as we called him, in the cafeteria of the
Plain Dealer and discuss his love for amateur
printing, books, as well as the problems of phys-
ical fitness of the American youth and our So-
kol's aims and purpose.

Spence had a great belief that Sokol will find
its place among the physical and mental educa-
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tional efforts in the United States. He was only
worried about the fact that the Sokol movement
might become stagnant and rest on its laurels of
glory of the past. He knew Miroslav Tyrs' teach-
ings by heart and could gquote Tyrs' ideas as very
few of our Sokols can today.

When we approached Spencer to serve on the
Educational Advisory Committee of the ASO., he
accepted gladly. He was ready to contribute his
knowledge of the Sokol movement and he was
ready with his advice and guidance to promote its
goals.

When he opened the 1957 Building Campaign
for the remodeling of Sokol Tyrs gymnasium, he
said that time: "I have great confidence in Sokol
Tyrs' progress and the future of the Sokols in
this ecountry. We, as the Sokols have done for
almost 90 years just that what our Congress and
President want the American public to do now:
to prepare our youngsters for the hardships of
life not only physically, but also mentally, A
sound mind in a healthy body, the great Scokol
motto, shall and will be the motto of the United
States citizens everywhere.”

Brother Irwin studied Masaryk, and was a per-
sonal friend of Jan Masaryk, Edward Benes-—he
was a friend of Czechoslovakia. When the repub-
lic suffered under Naziism and later under Com-
munism, he became a spokesman for the oppressed
peaple of that country—as well as for Poles, Hun-
garians, Rumanians, Yugoslavs, Jews, Catholics,
Protestants, eolored or white. He fought the dic-
tators with his brilliant journalistic talent and
never hesitated to use his column or editorial
space for the expression of his thinking on the
oppression, whether it be from left or from the
right.

He was instrumental in preserving the poetry
of bro. Rudy Sliva, when sister Fern Long of the
Public Library translated the book. Spencer hand-
set the entire book, printed it, had it bound and
ready for distribution in a short time. For months,
at the beginning of the Sokol Tyrs Newsletter,
Spencer helped in folding the issues on his equip-
ment in his “printing catacombs” as he called his
shop in the basement of his home. Spencer treas-
ured books as no one does. His library is a col-
lection of literature and selections of the fine touch
he had for amateur printing, painting and art.

On the wall in his study is the plaque presented
to him by Edward Benes, the highest free Czecho-
slovakian decoration “Rad Bileho Lva.” Next to
it is the miniature sculpture of T. G. Masaryk.

When Jan Masaryk was in Cleveland and Spen-
cer Irwin was the master of ceremonies Jan said:
“You, in Cleveland, have Spencer Irwin, If we
would have more people like Irwin our work
would be that much easier.”

Spencer Irwin left us. His memory will remain
forever.,

“We'll miss him . .
him."”

COOPERATION FOR SUCCESS

It is interesting to conjecture what the
position of the fraternal organizations and
the sokols would have been today if the
value of their interdependence had been
fully grasped at least two generations ago.
It may be said that in each locality there
were a gymnasium and meeting halls. True,
—but they were usually the center of all
activities, surrounded by hundreds and
thousands of our people, serving as their
meeting place for every conceivable pur-
pose.

Those who actually joined the sokols or
fraternal organizations were only a small
percentage of those who could and should
have done so. Those who realized the value
of both and belonged to them numbered
still less. It would hardly be fair to point
a finger and say the fault lay entirely
there. Considering the limited resources
and opportunities our forefathers had, they
still did a magnificent job. Far better in
many respects than is being done at the
present time by their successors who have
advantages they never dreamed possible.

Clashes and animosities of individuals
had a great bearing on the results we see
now. Had these been diverted toward com-
petitive efforts for the benefit of the whole
instead of the self gratification of the in-
dividual the picture would have been a dif-
ferent one. In this respect we could use
some of that old fire and determination.
Many of us can remember the tirades and
often senseless battles that froze groups in-
to hard castes that never gave an inch.

The young generations took one look and
fled in thousands of cases to be lost ir-
revocably. Those who stayed form the solid
core of every organization today. The old
prejudices are almost forgotten. A new ap-
preciation for the value of the community
efforts is being manifested on all sides. The
selfishness and search for cheap, valueless
entertainment, or shall we call it by its true
name, the drugging of the senses, is be-
ginning to wear thin.

A sober reappraisal is being made by in-
dividuals and groups that can lead to a
richer fulfillment of life. One of the most
important of these is the realization of the
value of closer cooperation between the
fraternal organizations and the sokols.

They are not competitors but complement
each other in every phase of their activity. .
The stronger and healthier an individual
becomes the better the risk from an insur-
ance standpoint. The greater the cushion
an individual has for the protection of his
loved ones the freer he becomes to make
the most of life.

Both bodies are alive, not cold business
propositions. The potentials of each indivi-
dually are enormous. Cooperating fully
their possibilities cannot even be measured.
At present in each there is a wide field of
operation, a new realignment of activities
could produce a resurgence of vitality that
staggers the imagination.

The time is ripe for a forceful advance.
No half-hearted measures will do. It is up
to both to use all the ingenuity that they
have in abundance to use each others facil-
ities to the utmost. The gymnasiums can
and should be filled with individuals build-
ing and preserving their health. The lodge
halls should be filled with individuals plan-
ning and executing every conceivable type
of project.

We can do it if we will. If we ever had
a golden opportunity to put a firm founda-
tion under our organizations, it is facing
us now. There is no limit to what we can
accomplish except that which we place up-
on it ourselves.

Let's begin today.

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IN DEFENSE OF THE PAST

Quite often some of the younger genera-
tion of Sokols remark that the set from the
older school should modernize the entire
system of the Sokol movement. The ideals
carried over from Europe were fine, they
say, but now are antiquated. “Let us Amer-
icanize” is the by-word! Can it be that our
former advocates did not know what they
were doing or is it our new generation that
should be convinced? Let us analyze our
heritage and see just how far off the old
methods are.

First of all, let us consider our mass drill
work. Is it not a form of “togetherness” (a
much abused word) ? Does it not afford a
family spirit? Is it not the exemplification
of one of the highest types of organization
work? Doesn’t it give the participant a
feeling of unity and the concept of belong-
ing to something big? Is it not actually
Americanism ?

Briefly, let us examine what is meant by
“Americanism” and take notice as to
whether or not American principles are in-
stinctively embodied in this phase of Sokol
activity. Americanism means the adoption
of the traditions, ideals, customs, and char-
acteristics peculiar to American people.
What are they? Belief in social equality,
rule by majority, freedom to organize for
mutual benefit, love of family, derivation
of law and order from the consent of the
governed, living within the bounds of the
protective human laws originating in dem-
ocratic action, ete. Now, jointly corporate
your thoughts and discuss these principles.
Perhaps you might conclude that the united
action of mass drill work furthers the

American way of life as propounded above.

Now let us examine another aspect of
Sokol activity. How does our Slet competi-
tion fit into our modern age?

Hand wrestle. Opponents face each other. place
right insteps together in stride stand or lung-
ing position and grasp right hands, left on hip;
each tries to dislodge the other boy's feet by
pulling or pushing frontways, sideways, up or
down.

. Knee wrestle. Facing each other knee down on

right or left knee, close to each other; place
elbow of the right or left arm on your knee
and grasp opponent's hand. Try to upset your
partner out of his position. If his foot or knee
moves the other is winner.

Elbow wrestle. Lay down facing your partner,
close to each other, join the right hands with
elbows close together. The other hand on the
floor beside your body. Push sideways until you
push opponent’s hand down to the floor.

. One arm or two or two arm pull. Place right

foot on or near line, left foot back; joining
hand or hands try to pull yvour man across
line.

Double shoulders push over. Make two lines
certain distance apart. Face your opponent,
place hands on each other's shoulders and try
to push your man over backward across line.
Do not remove hands from shoulders. Men
should stand between the two lines.

One shoulder push over (standing). Make a
circle or a square on a floor, join your part-
ner's shoulder and try to push him out of the
circle or square. The shoulders and heads
should be close so your shoulder don't slip.

Wand wrestle. Get a regular 30 inch class
wand. Face each other, grasp wands so that
vour right hand and left hand are close to
vour opponent. Then try to wrestle the wand
out of your man's hands by pulling, twisting
and pushing.

Wand wrestle back to back. Same as in No.
11 but here you pull your man over a certain
line or base.

One or two hand ring wrestle. Same as in
No. 11 but use a wooden “gym” ring. Try to
twist the ring out of your opponent’'s hands;
or use it to pull your partner to a certain
point to win.

Pole push. Get a longer pole—36 to 40 inch
pole. Grasp the pole across a line on the floor
and try to push your man over the line.
Rooster fight. “A” and “B” get in a circle
about 6 feet in diameter—basketball court foul
line cirele. Both men fold their arms, hopping

out of the ring. First man who puts his foot
down is out.

Each man holds his left arm with his right
hand. The free hand also holds the ankle of
the same side foot. This is also a rooster fight.
(For this it is best to have a 5x10 mat as the
base or space for rooster fight, instead of
floor.)

Rooster fight. Hold one foot with the same
side hand, hop on other foot, free arm is
across chest, palm on opposite shoulder.

Body raising in front. Two men standing be-
hind each other. Front man reaches behind
around the back man’s neck. The rear man
puts his hand in front of his partner around
the waist and lifts the front man, who raises
his legs foreupward.

Back to back. Partners stand back to back
and hook the elbows. Try to sit down together
and then get up. Push against each other's
back and work together.

Cowboy wrestle. Pair off according to your
size. Larger boy is horse. Riders mount the
horse's shoulders. Rider tries to unseat the
other boy rider using his hands. The horse
holds the rider's legs and only charges. If
done by a large group of doubles, the last
standing pair wins.

Cirele hopping. Both men join ankles and hop
in circle pulling each other’s leg.

REPORT OF THE DIRECTOR OF MEN

My December report was given by sis. Prehal
since T was in Sarasota, Florida, at the time at-
tending the National Gymnastic Clinie. After talks
with sis. Prchal and Tintera and bro, Barcal, none
of whom were able to attend this clinic, I de-
cided to attend even though I had not originally
planned to be the representative this year. Our
main purpose in being represented, was to make
other gymnastic organizations around the coun-
try aware of the real strength and potential of
Sokol and to observe the methods and precedures
of the top people in gymnastics, and bring back
to our organization any new or other workable
techniques which are compatible with ocur Sokol
system.

I left Chicago by Northwest Airlines on Christ-
mas Day and after an unscheduled stop at Atlanta
which delayed us some, arrived in St. Petersburg
around 10:00 P.M. As I could not make any con-
venient plane or bus connections from St. Peters-
burg to Sarasota and returning from Sarasota to
the Tampa airport, I had made arrangements to
use a rental car for this purpose. I arrived at the
Florasota Gardens (headquarters of the Clinic) at
midnight.

I met and talked to all the Clinic officials and
many coaches from the various universities and
colleges, and all impressed me as being dedicated
and devoted gymnastic enthusiasts, all of them
sincerely seeking newer and better methods to
promote gymnastics and developing gymnasts ca-
pable of winning Olympic and International com-
petitions. Tn most cases, the instruction was at the
Olympic or International level, due to this being
an Olympic year and pressure is on to get good

gymnasts, however, many of the courses of in-
struction and discussion periods were geared to
meet the needs of teachers at various levels of in-
struction. Generally, it was an all too rapid transi-
tion from elementary or basic to the advanced
techniques.

Dr. Newton C. Loken, University of Michigan,
devoted a great deal of his sessions towards the
elementary level, covering free ecalisthenics, acro-
batics, tumbling and basic gymnastics on the vari-
ous pieces of apparatus. George Nissen and Frank
La Due of the Nissen Trampling Company, con-
dueted basie, elementary and advanced classes with
a great deal of emphasis on spotting procedures,
especially spotters working on the trampoline with
the performer. Tom Maloney of West Point, coach
of the Men's Olympic Team, conducted a detailed
breakdown discussion on Olympic moves for men.
I did not attend the women's section as this was
going on at the same time and I asked both sis.
Mucha and Bachna to give us a detailed report on
their discussions.

Mr. Glen Sundby was not present at the ses-
sion. His magazine "“Modern Gymnast” is in fi-
nancial difficulty and needs many more subscrib-
ers in order to survive. Our members could do
much to help by sending subscriptions to “Mod-
ern Gymnast,” P. O. Box 611, Santa Monica,
Calif. This magazine should be in every gymnast's
library.

The *“Night of Stars” program was very good
but too long—consisting of many novelty numbers
and acts by the gymnasts attending the Clinic.

The Development Meet for boys and girls, 12
and under, 15 and under, brought many promising
voung people to the Clinie. They are pushing some
of these kids along pretty fast. Some beautiful
work in free calistheniecs and on beam. Lots of
difficulty too on hi-lo bars. Boys 15 doing double
leg circles on side horse will give you an idea of
the work being done. Too many instructors of
these kids are skipping the basies and funda-
mentals and I pointed out in one of the discussion
groups that this type of instruction is giving a
false impression on the real need for teaching
basics and that a lot more emphasis should be
placed on basics and the need for good spotting
practices.

The Pre-Olympic tryouts for men and women
showed that the teams will consist of people we
have been seeing at the top level gym meets these
last two years.

The Seventh Annual North-South Meet as usual
was a good show. All the top level gymnasts from
around the country are divided into two squads
performing on the stage of the Municipal Audito-
rium for individual and team awards. Dr. James
Baley of Mississippi Southern University and
coach of the South Team surprised me one morn-
ing when he spoke to me in Czech. He is original-
ly from Cleveland and attended the D.T.J. classes
there.

There were dances for the young people as well
as a banguet for Clinic personnel.

The Medart Equipment Co., St. Louis, and the
Nissen Gymport Co., Cedar Rapids, sent down a
lot of equipment for Clinic use. This was later
sold on a cost plus freight basis with many pieces
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of apparatus going at a very low price. T had an
opportunity (because Medart's sales manager was
a former Downers Grove resident) to bid in on
most of the equipment, but because I was not sure
I would be able to back up a bid, these bargains
went to others. We did get a good deal on mats
for Ft. Worth and Nova Vlast and for some
S.G.U.S. lodges. Bro. Bachna took some high bars.
These companies also held a discussion on rede-
signing and remodeling American equipment to
meet present international requirements and local
needs. Many good suggestions came from these
sessions.

Frank Comisky, Clinic Director and former
Olympian, conducted a course in judging principals
in which he explained the Eastern Collegiate sys-
tem of judging. This course was concluded with
tests of judging the performances of gymnasts on
film, which is a good way of teaching judging
and could be adapted by our orgatnization. An in-
teresting development among the many people at-
tending the Clinic this year as observers was the
insistance that the Clinic in the future devote much
more time to elementary and intermediate levels
of instruction. At the closing session of the Clinic
where this was being discussed, I offered to the
Clinic the facilities of the American Sokol Organ-
jzation for the preparation and eventually con-
ducting this phase of the program for the next
year's Clinic which they accepted and which we
should be preparing for immediately.

Officially attending the Clinic were:
24 secondary (high) and elementary schools.

27 colleges.

44 organizations such as Sokols, Turners, YMCA,
park and recreation groups and boys’ clubs.

Individually, the figures were:

132 school coaches, instructors, gymnasts.

80 college coaches, instructors, gymnasts.

34 organization coaches, instructors and gym-
nasts.

27 Olympic team candidates.

Also on the staff of the Clinic was another for-
mer Olympian, Ed Scobe, who did a fine job on
advanced apparatus techniques and spotting pro-
cedures.

I was pleased to see that our Sokol people from
other parts of the country are aware of the need
for particiapting in these Clinics, as was evident
by their attendance. Bro. Rudolph Bachna, Men's
Director of S.G.U.S., and his wife Janet, who has
been appointed the Women's Olympic Coach, bro.
A. Walko, S.G.U.S. traveling instructor, bro. Steve
Gaza, Director of Ludevit Stur, bro. Jerry Mares
and family of Baltimore, bro. and sis. Mucha from
Cleveland, bro. and sis. Milan from Ft. Worth, the
Orlick family from Weehawken, N. J.

I spent an evening with bro. Henry Smidl and
his wife, members of Sokol Chicago, now retired
and living in Sarasota. We reminisced about the
good old days when he held the National Sokol
Championship and his 49 high school gymnastic
championship teams at Lindblom High School in
Chicago, Ill. Also had the great pleasure to meet
a Sokol whom I had admired from a distance, al-
ways hoping that some day we would meet, bro.
Max Younger of Philadelphia, retired gymnastic

coach and director at Temple University, now liv.
ing in Florida. We spent the greater part of the
evening at the North and South Gym DMeet dis-
cussing the past, present and the future of Sokol
in America. He offered us the use of all his ma-
terials which he has collected during his teaching
career, for which we are indeed grateful. |

The Bachnas invited the Muchas, Milans and
me to Masaryktown for the New Year's Eve party
which was held at the Sokol Hall. I spent the
night after the party at the home of bro. John'
Juras, who is president of their local lodge No.
278. New Year's Day, I drove back to Tampa with
bro. Steve Gaza where we boarded our planes for
home.

I called sis. Prchal on my
her the details of the Clinic.

Bro. Fina called the same evening asking about
the Clinic and also to discuss his course in F.I.G,
rules for Central District.

Have been busy helping the new Sokol in
Downers Grove, Ill., get started on their gym-
nastic program. I did not realize when setting up
the dates for their classes that the Wednesday
class schedules would conflict with Board of In-
structor and Executive Committee meetings, but
there are many capable people in the group who
are able and willing to take over at these times.

I attended the annual meeting of the Central
District Technical Board of Instructors (men) on
Sunday, Jan. 10th, and also the annual meeting
of the Women's Board on Tuesday, Jan. 12th,
where I clarified some questions on calisthenics
terminology and offered a clinic or workshop on
basic terminology and talked briefly on the Sara-
sota Clinie.
