Joseph Sazama

The New York Unit has suffered heavy
blows in the last few months. First our old-
est brother Ferdinand Martyny left us on
May 5, 1960, for the great beyond in his
9?‘511 year. He was a member of our Unit
since Oct. 3, 1887, and during his member-
ship was a successful competitor, a chief
Instructor, an instructor of the women’s
division, President of the Unit and several
times President of the National Union of
Sokol, which later merged to form the
ASO. — From his own admission he was
the originator of a living American Flag
which he drilled and formed with several
hundred Sokol children on the occasion of
a New York City anniversary celebration
and for which our Unit was rewarded a
flag from the City of New York, which is
still in our possession. Because of his ad-
vanced age and failing health he was not
active for many years and is remembered
mostly by the older members and from

articles in our 25th, 50th and 75th Anni-
versary Programs. He was an example of a
Sokol and it is mostly thanks to him and
his like that our Unit has succeeded these
93 years. His memory is cherished by all.

On Sunday, June 12, 1960, the New York
Sokols and the whole Sokol family in the
USA. was shocked to learn of the death of
bro. Joseph Sazama. Probably the most il-
lustrious of our present day Sokols in the
East. Although T2 years old he was active
in Sokol work to the very end. In fact he
died in his automobile while parking to
change to a bus which was to take him
with many others to a Boonton, N. J. Slet
of the Eastern District ASO. and the M. M.
Hodza District of the SGUS.—scarcely one-
half block from our Sokol Hall, his second
home.

No matter what we say and write about
brother Sazama as a Sokol, we can hardly
do justice to all his efforts and achieve-
ments. He joined our Unit as a young man
on Sept. 23, 1912, shortly after his arrival
in the USA. from his native Czechoslo-
vakia, where he started his Sokol career as
a schoolboy and a junior. He has never left
us since that time. With many other broth-
ers he served in the First World War and
after release from the army plunged imme-
diately into Sokol work. — He was a com-
petitor of merit, head instructor, President
and member of the Board of Directors of
our Unit for many years, President of the
Eastern District of the ASO., a post which
he held to the end.
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During the II World War, when all our
young members left the Sokol gymnasium
in order to serve in the armed forces of
the USA., bro. Sazama, although not a
youngster anymore, organized a team of
older brothers who held the fort even long
after the war, when the younger men re-
turned and resumed where they left off.
Even now, at a recent meeting he promised
to organize such a team in Long Island
City, where he moved to only a short time
ago from the neighborhood of our Sokol
Hall.

On Wednesday, June 15, 1960, he was
supposed to leave for Cedar Rapids, Iowa,
as our delegate to the convention of the
ASO. Instead we have accompanied him to
the Fresh Pond Crematory, where at his
wish he was cremated. During his many
years of activity he has made many friends
in the Sokol circles that there is hardly a
Unit in the USA. where he was not known.
On June 12th, the tragic day of his death,
it started to rain in the morning before the
buses left for Boonton. In the afternoon
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the rain came down so heavily that except

for one number the exhibition was called
off, but it was like in his honor. The sky ex-
pressed so well the feeling of everyone. A
general mourning was thus observed. And
as if history wanted it that way, the skies
were overcast and rainy until the day after
his burial. — It is clear and sunny now,
ht.lt our hearts and minds are heavy and
will remain so for a long time, mourning
for our departed bro. Sazama. It is hard to
imagine that at our next meeting of the
Eastern District of the ASO. in September
in Schenectady, N. Y., we will not have his
able leadership; that at our various affairs,
meetings and undertakings we will not
have him to give advise, admonishing mis
hehavi.ng youngsters; encouraging us t0
more intensified efforts; helping solve our
problems; to cheer us on. Nay, we shall
never again see his cheery disposition, his
smiling face, nor hear his encouraging
voice. — Loved by everyone, his memory
will stay with us until we shall follow him.

Things to Remember About
Displaying the U.S. Flag

DO'S

It is the universal custom to display the flag
only from sunrise to sunset on buildings and on
stationary flagstaffs in the open, but it should not
be displayed on days when the weather is incle-
ment. The flag may be displayed at night upon
special occasions when it is desired to produce a
patriotic effect.

Always hoist the flag briskly. Lower it cere-
moniously.

Display the flag on all days that weather per-
mits, but especially on national and state holidays
and other days that may be proclaimed by the
President of the United States. On Memorial Day,
the flag should be half-staffed until noon.

The flag should be displayed on or near the
main building of every public institution, during
school days in or near every schoolhouse, and in
or near every polling place on election days.

DONT'S

Never in any way should any disrespect be
shown the flag of the United States of America.

The flag should never be dipped to any person
or thing. Regimental colors, State flags, and or-
eanization or institutional flags are dipped as a
mark of honor.

The flag should never be displayed with the
union down except as a signal of dire distress.

The flag should never touch anything heneath
it—eground, floor, water or merchandise.

The flag should never be carried horizontally,
but always aloft and free.

Never use the flag as drapery, festooned, drawn
back, nor up in folds, but always allowed to
fall free. For draping platforms and decoration in
general, use blue, white and red bunting. Always
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arrange it with blue above, the white in the mid-
dle, and the red below.

The flag should never be fastened, di};p]ﬂ?’ﬁ_i.
used or stored in such a manner as will permit it
to be easily torn, soiled or damaged in any way.

Never use a flag as a covering or drape for a
ceiling.

The flag should never have placed upon it, nor
on any part of it, nor attached to it, any mark,
insignia, letter, word, figure, design, picture oF
drawing of any nature.

The flag should never be used for veceiving
holding, carrying or delivering anything.

It should not be embroidered on such articles &
cushions, handkerchiefs, and the like, printed of
otherwise impressed on paper napkins or boxes or
anything that is designed for temporary Use and
discard; or used as any portion of a costume of
athletic uniform. Advertising signs should not
fastened to a staff or halyard from which the flag
is flown.

When the flag is in such condition that it 13 '1‘}';
longer a fitting emblem for display, it should
destroyed in a dignified way, preferably by burm:
ing, privately.

If You Want a Free Society,
Be Worthy of It

Idea Will Survive If Enough of Us Care Enough

Critics are sayving that we have lost our devotion
to American ideals. They are saying that the in-
dividual American has lost his faith, his discipline
and his vitality. They are saying that he is a
spoiled, demanding, overfed oaf who cares for noth-
ing but his own comfort and diversion.

I don’t believe it.

But something is wrong. At a moment in our his-
tory when we need all our sense of purpose and
capacity for sustained effort, we seem in danger of
losing our bearings, of surrendering to a “cult of
easiness.”

Why ? Others have tried to explain our failures
at the level of national policy and leadership. Such
explanations are undoubtedly helpful. It is my in-
tention, however, to explore the question as it
touches the citizen.

* L ®

Our national problems have become so complex
that it is not easy for the individual to see what
he can do about them. The tasks facing the fron-
tiersmen two centuries ago may have been grim,
but they were also obvious. Each man knew what
he must do.

But what can a man of today do about inflation,
about international organization, about the balance
of trade? There are answers to these questions but
they are not self-evident.

The individual American—busy earning a living,
repapering the dining room, getting the children
off to school, paying the bills—doesn't hear one
clear call to action.

He hears a jumble of outcries and alarms, of
fanfares and dirges, of voices crying “Hurry!"” and
voices erying ‘“Wait!” Meanwhile he has problems
of his own.

Minutes of the previous meeting were approved
as submitted.

A In his opening address bro. Prchal reminded the
Ix'EFLttive Board that with this meeting he was
L'A 0sing the period of the Executive Board from

Ugust, 1955, to August, 1960.

Sis. Falta audited the records of the ASO. for
the II quarter of 1960 and also the T. G. Masaryk
stamp campaign report. The president also audited
the reports. They were found to be in order and
will be turned over to our C.P.A. for further
analysis.

With this report the activity of the present Ex-
ecutive Board was terminated.

Bro. Prchal then spoke. “We are beginning a
new five year term of work. After 261% years I
was unanimously drafted into this office. Now I
am entering a new term in which I shall continue
TDﬂgive the Sokol everything that is in me.

Our one purpose is to elevate our people physic-
ally and morally without regard to their employ-
ment, wealth or education, and it rests upon us to
do it universally, gladly and unselfishly. 1 shall do
everything in my power for an overall Sckol ad-
vance.

je
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“Every committee has its work specifically de-
fined. I ask that they devote their time to it alone.
Each has so much that they will have all they can
do to fulfill it. No one shall become involved in the
work of others and will not aggravate or embitter
them.

“We will not tolerate politics, but shall act open-
ly and honorably. I shall ask for more activity in
the education of the active gymnasts. In the educa-
tional work bro. Cihak had marked success by
means of his correspondence and articles.

“We are always accustomed to a lot of activity
for a little money. We cannot, however, expect
two or three to do the work and the rest direct it.
We shall have harmony, assisting each other so
that our days will be a joy for work.

“It is easy to draw a blueprint for the future,
but difficult to earry it out. Everyone's actions will
show how well he carries his Sokol convictions. I
believe without reservations in the Sokol mission.
Let us have faith, for, from that grows strength.
Let us believe in ourselves, in our 95 year old So-
kol ideals. -

“Let us have faith, our work is being more and
more recognized. If we have the will, we can ful-
fill all our expectations.

“The next five years bring us many responsibil-
ities. First is the Slet in 1961. It will require tre-
mendous effort on the part of all the members of
the Executive Committee, Districts, Units and mem-
bers. We will devote our efforts to its success.

“Many tasks await us, but working together,
conscious of our duties, we shall accomplish every-
thing that lies ahead of us.

“wWith thousands of other brothers and sisters
we are writing Sokol history. At the end of this
five year period let the reports to the next conven-
tion be the pride of the Sokols.

“The Sokol action is a live action. It is necessary
to grow with it. There is still much that we can
give to the nation and the world.

“I initiate you into your offices and wish you,
with all my heart, joy in the service you will ren-
der to our sisters and brothers.”

The Educational Director, bro. James Cihak, ini-
tiated the President, bro. Charles Prchal, into his
office with these words:

“Brother President: First I want to thank you
on behalf of the members of the Executive Board
and all the Sokols for what you have accomplished
during the last five years. Your devotion to the
Sokol ideals is and always has been an inspiration
for others. You have set a precedent of high stand-
ards.

“Your work has not been just that of a presiding
officer. You have been a worker every day, con-
scientiously performing every task and more than
fulfilling the duties of your office.

“At the Convention in Cedar Rapids you were
drafted to again serve as president and to lead the
Sokols into a brighter and stronger future. You
have the confidence and respect of the entire or-
ganization.It is truly a pleasure and honor to in-
stall you into the office of President of the Amer-
ican Sokol Organization. We wish you good health
and success in the future. Nazdar!"
